THE VERB
The verb is a part of speech which denotes a process, an action or a state. It presents a system of finite and non-finite forms. Finite forms can be used as the predicate of a sentence. 
e.g. She speaks perfect English.
Non-finite forms - verbals (the infinitive, the participle I, the participle II and the gerund) cannot be used as the predicate of a sentence.
e.g. Her dream is to become an actress. 
The verb in its finite forms possesses the grammatical categories of person, number, tense, aspect, voice and mood. 

e.g. He was walking in the direction of the station. – 3rd person (person) singular (number) Past (tense) Continuous (aspect), Active (voice), Indicative (mood).   
There are four basic forms of the verb:

1. the infinitive  – to lay, to rise.
2. the simple past—played, rose.
3. the participle II – played, risen
4. the participle I – playing, rising
The infinitive stem and participles I and II are used to build other verbal forms, the Simple Past is not.
Owing to the historical development of the verb system English verbs fall into two groups: regular and irregular verbs.
Regular verbs, which go back to the Germanic weak verbs, constitute the largest group. The past simple and past participle of these verbs are formed by means of the suffix –ed added to the stem of the verb.
Irregular verbs form their past simple and past participle according to some fixed traditional patterns going back partly to the Germanic strong verbs, partly to the weak verbs, which underwent some changes in the process of history.

English morphological categories are formed in two ways: synthetically and analytically.  Synthetic or simple forms are those the formal elements of which are to be found within one word from  which they are inseparable (write, writes, wrote). Analytical or compound forms consist of at least two verbal elements, an auxiliary verb and a notional verb (is writing, has been writing).
TYPES OF VERBS

According to their morphological composition verbs can be divided into simple, derived, compound and phrasal.  Simple verbs consist of only one root morpheme each: to walk, to run, to build. Derived verbs are composed of one root morpheme and one or more prefix or suffix: to enumerate, to criticize, to justify. Compound verbs consist of at least two stems: to whitewash, to daydream, to browbeat, to blackmail. Phrasal verbs consist of a verbal stem and an adverbial particle: to give up, to make up, to look after, to come across. 

English verbs can be divided into notional, auxiliary, link and modal verbs from the semantic and the syntactic point of view.  Notional verbs have a lexical meaning of their own and can have an independent syntactic function (a simple predicate) in the sentence.
e.g. He left early this morning.
Auxiliary verbs are those which have lost their meaning and are used as form words, thus having only a grammatical function. Here belong such verbs as to do, to be, to have, shall, should.
e.g. I have lost my way.
 Link verbs have to a smaller or greater extent lost their meaning and are used in compound nominal predicate. Here belong such verbs as to be, to get, to turn, to become, to sound, to taste, to smell, to appear, to seem, to feel.
e.g. When water freezes and becomes solid we call it ice.
In different contexts the same verb can be used as a notional verb and an auxiliary verb or a link verb.
e.g. Her sister is in London now. (notional verb)
She is reading a telegram. (auxiliary verb)
She is a doctor. (link verb)

There is a special group of verbs which cannot be used without additional words, though they have a meaning of their own. These are modal verbs such as can/could, may/might, must, ought to, shall/should, will/would, dare, to have to, to be to.
e.g. I couldn’t believe my eyes.
Semantically English verbs are divided into two groups: actional verbs and statal (non-continuous) verbs. Most verbs are actional verbs. These verbs usually denote physical actions which we can see somebody doing (to run, to walk, to eat, to fly, to go, to say, to touch, etc.). These verbs can be used in all tenses. The second group, called statal verbs, is smaller. These verbs usually denote states, processes or conditions which are facts and not activities (to admit, to agree, to believe, to deserve, to doubt, to forget, to know, etc.). These verbs are not used in continuous tenses. 
English verbs fall into two groups – transitive and intransitive verbs. Transitive verbs take a direct object (they express an action which passes on to a person or thing directly). Examples are: to invite, to give, to send, to make, to see, to show, to love.
e.g. She took the letter and went out.
Intransitive verbs do not require any object. Here belong such verbs as: to stand, to laugh, to hear, to think, to go, to come, to swim.
As we stood on the steps, we felt the smell of fallen leaves coming from the garden.
There are verbs that can function as both transitive and intransitive. Examples are to sell, to read, to add, to act, to open, to move, to turn, to change, to drop.
Tom is writing a letter (transitive). Tom writes clearly (intransitive).
She is changing the baby. (transitive) Will he ever change or will he always be selfish?(intransitive). 
THE PRESENT SIMPLE
FORM
[VERB] + s/es in the third person singular

· You speak English. 

· She works hard.

The interrogative is formed by means of the Present Simple of the auxiliary verb to do and the infinitive of the notional verb without the particle to. The negative form is formed by means of the Present Simple of the auxiliary verb to do and the infinitive of the notional verb without the particle to plus the negative particle not. 
· Do you speak English? 
· Does she work hard?
· You do not speak English.
· She does not work hard.

The pronunciation of the ending –s (-es) depends on the sound preceding it. It is pronounced as:

[Ιz] after sibilants [s], [z], [∫], [t∫], []: passes, pushes, teaches, catches, judges;

[z]  after voiced non-sibilants and vowels: reads, lives, sees, lies, runs, comes;

[s]  after voiceless non-sibilants: works, wants, hopes.
Spelling notes:
· Verbs ending in -e add only -s to form the third person singular:

I smoke, he smokes
I live,      he lives
· Verbs ending in -ss, -sh, -ch, -x add -es instead of -s alone, to form the third person singular:

I rush,      he rushes                    

I watch,   he watches
· Verbs ending in -o add -es instead of -s alone, to form the third person singular:

I do,         he does
I go,         he goes
· Verbs ending in -y preceded by a consonant change -y into -i and add -es:

I carry,     he carries
I copy,      he copies
I try,          he tries
· But verbs ending in -y preceded by a vowel obey the usual rule:

I obey,       he obeys
I say,         he says
USE 1 Permanent situations or states 
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We use the Simple Present to express a fact which stays the same for a long time (a sate).
· He works in a bank.

· I prefer coffee to tea.
· Do you live in a flat or a house?
USE 2 Repeated (habitual) actions
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We use the Simple Present to express the idea that an action is repeated or usual. The action can be a habit, a hobby, a daily event, or something that often happens. 
· I play tennis. 

· She does not play tennis. 
· Does he play tennis? 

· She always forgets her purse. 

· He never forgets his wallet. 
USE 3 Permanent truth or laws of nature.
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The Simple Present is used to state laws of nature, general truth and other rules. The Simple Present also indicates the speaker believes that a fact was true before, is true now, and will be true in the future. It is also used to make generalizations about people or things.
· Snow melts at 0°C.

· Cats like milk. 
· Do pigs like milk? 

· California is not in the United Kingdom. 

· Windows are made of glass. 
USE 4 Actions characterizing a given person

Simple Present is used to denote actions characterizing a given person.
· She sings beautifully.

· I like coffee.
USE 5 Now (Non-Continuous Verbs) 
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We sometimes use the Simple Present to express the idea or an action that is happening or is not happening now. This can only be done with Statal Verbs. 
· I am here now. 

· She is not here now. 

· He needs help right now. 

· He does not need help now. 
· Do you have your passport with you? 
USE 6 Reviews, sports commentaries and dramatic narrative.


Simple Present is used in sport commentaries, newspaper headlines, outlines of novels, films, plays, various reviews etc and in narratives or stories to express past actions more vividly (“historic present”). 
· Maryl Streep acts brilliantly in this film. 

· Ronaldo scores a goal. 

· Viera passes to Henry… and Henry scores.

· Spencers opens the door and sees the murderer.
USE 7 Scheduled events in the near future
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Simple Present is used to talk about scheduled events in the near future (e.g. public transportation, TV programs, timetables, etc.) 
· The train leaves tonight at 6 PM. 

· The bus does not arrive at 11 AM, it arrives at 11 PM. 

· When do we board the plane? 

· The party starts at 8 o'clock. 

· When does class begin tomorrow? 
USE 8 Future meaning after some conjunctions.


Simple Present is used in adverbial clauses of time and condition after the conjunctions: when, if, till, until, as soon as, as long as, before, after, while, unless, in case, on condition that, provided.

· When she comes, tell her I’m waiting for her.

· After we finish doing the homework we’ll go for a walk.

· Do it as soon as you are through with the task.

Time expressions used with the Present Simple:
	usually,  often,  always,  frequently,  sometimes,  occasionally,  rarely,  seldom,  hardly ever, never,   every day/week/month/year,   in the morning/afternoon/evening, at night,  at the weekend,  on Mondays, every Thursday, etc.


THE PRESENT CONTINUOUS
FORM 
[am/is/are + present participle]

· You are watching TV. 

· I am reading a book.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb. 
· Are you watching TV? 
· Is he reading a book?
· You are not watching TV. 

· He is not reading a book. 
Spelling notes

1. when the verb ends in a single -e, this e is dropped before -ing:

argue- arguing

love – loving

live -   living
BUT: age – ageing (“aging” is also possible), dye – dyeing, single – singleing (“singling” is also possible)

CONTINUOUS AND NON – CONTINUOUS USES
Many of the verbs included in the list above have the continuous form when they are used in other meanings.
List of verbs  that can be used in the continuous form with examples and definitions:
to appear:
· Donna appears confused. Statal Verb. (Donna seems confused) 
· My favorite singer is appearing at the jazz club tonight. Actional Verb (My favourite singer is giving a performance at the jazz club)
to have: 
· I have a dollar now.  Statal Verb (I possess a dollar). 

· I am having fun now. Actional Verb (I am experiencing fun now) 

to look:
· Nancy looks tired. Statal Verb (She seems tired). 

· Farah is looking at the pictures. Actional verb (She is looking with her eyes). 

to miss:
· John misses Sally. Statal Verb (He is sad because she is not there)
· Debbie is missing her favorite TV program. Actional verb (She is not there to see her favourite program) 

to see:
· I see her. Statal Verb (I see her with my eyes). 

· I am seeing the doctor. Actional verb (I am visiting or consulting a doctor. It is also used with “dentist” and “lawyer”)
· I am seeing her. Actional verb (I am having a relationship with her). 

· He is seeing ghosts at night. Actional verb (He sees something others cannot see, e.g. ghosts, aura, a vision of the future, etc.) 

to smell:
· The coffee smells good. Statal Verb (The coffee has a good smell). 

· I am smelling the flowers. Actional verb (I am sniffing the flowers to see what their smell is like). 

to taste:
· The coffee tastes good. Statal Verb (The coffee has a good taste). 

· I am tasting the cake. Actional verb (I am trying the cake to see what its taste like). 

to think:
· He thinks the test is easy. Statal Verb (He considers the test to be easy). 

· She is thinking about the question. Actional verb (She is pondering the question, going over it in her mind). 

to weigh:
· The table weighs a lot. Statal Verb (The table is heavy). 

· She is weighing herself. Actional verb (She is determining her weight)
Some of these verbs can be used in the Present continuous but with a change in meaning. In the Continuous the verb expresses an activity not a state.
to feel:
· The cat’s fur feels soft. (It is pleasant to touch) 
· She is feeling the cat’s fur. (She is in the process of touching it)
Some verbs can be especially confusing:
to be:
· Joe is American. Statal Verb (Joe is an American citizen). 

· Joe is being very American. Actional verb (Joe is behaving like a stereotypical American). 

· Joe is being very rude. Actional verb (Joe is behaving very rudely. Usually he is not rude). 

· Joe is being very formal. Actional verb (Joe is behaving very formally. Usually he is not formal). 

NOTICE: Only rarely is "to be" used in a continuous form. This is most commonly done when a person is temporarily behaving badly or stereotypically. It can also be used when someone's behavior is noticeably different.

to feel:
· The massage feels great. Statal Verb (The massage has a pleasing felling). 

· I don't feel well today. Sometimes used as Statal Verb (I am a little sick).
· I am not feeling well today. Sometimes used as Actional verb (I am a little sick).
NOTE: The second meaning of "feel" is very flexible and there is no real difference in meaning between "I don't feel well today" and "I am not feeling well today."

USE 1 Now (actions in progress at the moment of speaking)
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We use the Present Continuous to express the idea that something is happening now, at this very moment. 
· You are learning English now. 
· Are you sleeping? 

· I am not standing. 
· Is he sitting or standing? 

· They are not watching television. 

· Why aren't you doing your homework? 

USE 2 Around the moment of speaking
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In English, "now" can mean: this second, today, this month, this year, this century, and so on. Sometimes, we use the Present Continuous to say that we are in the process of doing a longer action which is in progress; however, we might not be doing it at this exact second.

 (All of these sentences can be said while eating dinner in a restaurant.)
· I am studying to become a doctor. 

· I am reading the book Tom Sawyer. 
· Are you working on any special projects at work? 
· Aren't you teaching at the university now? 

USE 3 Temporary situations


The Present continuous is used to talk about the situations which are not permanent. They are temporary and soon will change.

· They are staying at the Park Hotel at the moment.

· I am living with my friends until I can find a flat. 

· I am learning to drive.

USE 4 Developing or changing situations


The Present Continuous is used to describe situations in progress. That is why it is also sometimes called the Present Progressive. We often use the verbs to get, to increase, to develop, to rise, to grow, to expand, etc.  to describe changing situations. 

· I’m getting taller.

· He’s losing weight.

· My English is getting better.

· The economy of the country is improving.

· The world’s population is increasing.

USE 5 Fixed arrangements in the near future 
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We use the Present Continuous to describe an action or event in the future, which has already been planned or prepared.
· I am meeting some friends after work. 

· I am not going to the party tonight. 
· Is he visiting his parents next weekend? 
· Isn't he coming with us tonight? 

USE 6 Repetition and irritation with "Always" 
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The Present Continuous with words such as "always" or "constantly" expresses the idea that something irritating or shocking often happens. Notice that the meaning is like Simple Present, but with negative emotion. Remember to put the words "always" or "constantly" between "be" and "verb+ing."
· She is always coming to class late. 

· He is constantly talking. I wish he would shut up. 

· I don't like them because they are always complaining.

USE 7 Actions regular in progress under certain circumstances

The present continuous is used to describe situations or actions regular in progress under certain circumstances.

· She never smiles when she is dancing.
· I like to sing while I am cooking.

Time expressions used with the Present Continuous: 
	now,  at the moment,  at present,  these days,  still,  nowadays,  today,  tonight, etc.


The Present Simple versus the Present Continuous

Terence is running his aunt's shop until she

recovers from her illness.

	We use the Present Simple to refer to future actions which happen regularly according to a

timetable or schedule.
EXAMPLE:
The show starts in 15 minutes.
	We use the Present Continuous to refer to planned future actions.
EXAMPLE:
Some old friends are visiting us next week.

	We use the Present Simple to refer to short actions happening at the time of speaking (e.g.

during sports commentaries).We also use this in reviews of plays, films or books. 
EXAMPLE:
The ball goes into the net and it's another point for the Reds in this exciting basketball final!
	We use the Present Continuous to refer to actions (especially longer actions) happening at the time of speaking or writing.
EXAMPLE:
The lecturers are holding a meeting now to discuss the students' progress.


THE PAST SIMPLE
FORM 
[VERB+ed] or irregular verbs 

· You called Debbie. 

· We went to the cinema.

The interrogative is formed by means of the Past Simple of the auxiliary verb to do and the infinitive of the notional verb without the particle to. The negative form is formed by means of the Past Simple of the auxiliary verb to do and the infinitive of the notional verb without the particle to plus the negative particle not. 
· Did you call Debbie? 
· Did we go to the cinema?
· You did not call Debbie.

· We did not go to the cinema. 

The pronunciation of the ending –ed(-d) depends on the sound preceding it. It is pronounced as:
[t]    after voiceless consonants except [t]: passed, pushed, liked, worked;
[d]   after voiced consonants except d and vowels: lived, played, opened;

[Ιd]  after t and d:  wanted, landed.
Spelling notes

1. when the verb ends in a single -e, this e is dropped before adding -ed:

argue- argued

love – loved

live -   lived

2. when the verb of one syllable has one vowel and ends in a single consonant, this consonant is doubled before  adding -ed:

beg –   begged

rob –  robbed

stop – stopped

3. the verb of two or more syllables whose last syllable contains only one vowel and ends in a single consonant doubles this consonant if the stress falls on the last syllable:

admit- admitted

prefer – preferred

permit - permitted

NOTE: However, with some final consonants, even in cases when the preceding vowel is unstressed, doubling does occur in standard received British English (but is not favoured in American English), so ‘travel’ becomes ‘travelling/travelled’. The same is true for ‘cancel’, ‘counsel’, ‘dial’, ‘model’, ‘parallel’ and ‘signal’.

USE 1 Completed action in the past 
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We use the Simple Past to express the idea that an action started and finished at a specific time in the past. Sometimes, the speaker may not actually mention the specific time, but they do have one specific time in mind.
· I saw a movie yesterday. 

· I didn't see a play yesterday. 

· Last year, I travelled to Japan. 

· Last year, I didn't travel to Korea. 

· She washed her car. 

· He didn't wash his car. 

USE 2 A series of completed actions
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We use the Simple Past to list a series of completed actions in the past. 
· I finished work, walked to the beach, and found a nice place to swim. 

· He arrived from the airport at 8:00, checked into the hotel at 9:00, and met the others at 10:00. 
· Did you add flour, pour in the milk, and then add the eggs? 

USE 3 Actions in progress


The Simple past is used to denote actions in progress going on at a certain moment in the past with state verbs only.
· He was not listening but still heard what they were speaking about.

USE 4 Habits in the Past

The Simple Past can also be used to describe a habit which stopped in the past. It can have the same meaning as "used to." To make it clear that we are talking about a habit, we often add expressions such as: always, often, usually, never, when I was a child, when I was younger, etc. 
· I studied French when I was a child. 

· He didn't play the piano. 
· Did you play a musical instrument when you were a kid? 

· She worked at the movie theater after school. 

· They never went to school, they always skipped class. 

"Used to" vs. Simple Past
Both Simple Past and "Used to" can be used to describe past habits, past facts and past generalizations; however, "used to" is preferred when emphasizing these forms of past repetition in positive sentences. On the other hand, when asking questions or making negative sentences, Simple Past is preferred.

· You used to play the piano. 
· Did you play the piano when you were young? 

· You did not play the piano when you were young. 

Would/ would always
Like "used to" and Simple Past, "would" expresses the idea that something was an old habit which stopped in the past. It says that an action was often repeated in the past, but it is not usually done now. Unlike "used to" and Simple Past, "would" suggests that someone willingly acted that way and sometimes expresses annoyance or amusement at the habit. It also often suggests the habit was extreme. To express the opposite idea, we can say "would never" to indicate that someone never did something in the past, but now they do. 

· She would send me strange birthday gifts. 

· Sam and Mary would always choose the most exotic vacation destinations. 

· Sally would not always arrive early to class. She came late once or twice. 

· Ned would show up at our house without calling first. 

· Mindy would not always walk to school. Sometimes, she took the bus. 

· Christine would come late to the meetings. 

· Jeff would never pay for drinks when we went out together with our friends.

Note: "Would/ would always" is not exactly the same as "used to" or the Simple Past. "Would/ would always" cannot be used to talk about past facts or generalizations.  "Would/ would always" is not used with state verbs. It can only be used for repeated actions or habits.

Examples:

· Sarah was shy, but now she is very outgoing. Correct 

· Sarah used to be shy, but now she is very outgoing. Correct 

· Sarah would always be shy, but now she is very outgoing. Not Correct 

USE 5 Past facts or generalizations

The Simple Past can also be used to describe past facts or generalizations which are no longer true. As in USE 4 above, this use of the Simple Past is quite similar to the expressions "used to" or “would”.
· She was shy as a child, but now she is very outgoing. 

· He didn't like tomatoes before. 
· Did you live in Texas when you were a kid? 

· People paid much more to make cell phone calls in the past. 

Time expressions used with the Past Simple: 
	yesterday,  then,  when,  How long ago…?   Last night/week/month/year/Tuesday, etc.,  three days/weeks, etc. ago,  in 1997,  when he/she was young, etc.

[was/were + present participle]
· You were studying when she called. 

· She was writing an e-mail when they came.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Were you studying when she called? 

· You were not studying when she called. 
 USE 1 Specific time 
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The Past Continuous is used to express an action in progress at a certain moment in the past
· Last night at 6 PM, I was eating dinner. 

· At midnight, we were still driving through the desert. 

· Yesterday at this time, I was sitting at my desk at work. 
Note: In the Simple Past, a specific time is used to show when an action began or finished. In the Past Continuous, a specific time only interrupts the action.
· Last night at 6 PM, I ate dinner.
I started eating at 6 PM. 

· Last night at 6 PM, I was eating dinner.
I started earlier; and at 6 PM, I was in the process of eating dinner. 

USE 2 Interrupted action in the past 
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We use the Past Continuous to indicate that a longer action in the past was interrupted. The interruption is usually a shorter action in the Simple Past. 
· I was watching TV when she called. 

· When the phone rang, she was writing a letter. 

· While we were having the picnic, it started to rain. 

· I was listening to my iPod, so I didn't hear the fire alarm. 

· While John was sleeping last night, someone stole his car. 

· While I was writing the email, the computer suddenly went off. 

USE 3 Two or more simultaneous past actions 
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When you use the Past Continuous with two actions in the same sentence, it expresses the idea that both actions were happening at the same time. The actions are simultaneous (parallel). 
· I was studying while he was making dinner. 

· While Ellen was reading, Tim was watching television. 
· Were you listening while he was talking? 

· What were you doing while you were waiting? 

USE 4 Repetition and irritation with "always" 
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The Past Continuous with words such as "always" or "constantly" expresses the idea that something irritating or shocking often happened in the past. The concept is very similar to the expression "used to" but with negative emotion. Remember to put the words "always" or "constantly" between "be" and "verb+ing."
· She was always coming to class late. 

· He was constantly talking. He annoyed everyone. 

· I didn't like them because they were always complaining. 
Time relation and conjunctions AS, WHEN and WHILE
A complex sentence with a time clause introduced by the conjunction as when:

a) The actions of the two clauses may be fully simultaneous. The simple past is commonly found in both clauses.
e.g. As he got older he got more optimistic.

As the tree grew, its leaves turned brown.
NOTE: A continuous form is usually used for longer ‘background’ action or situation (was walking, are having, were playing;): 
e.g. It was raining as I was walking up the hill towards the station at six o’clock on a Saturday.
But as and while can be used with a simple tense, especially with verbs like sit, stand, lie, grow etc. which refer to a continuous action or state:
e.g. As I sat reading the paper, the door burst open.
b) The actions of the principal and subordinate clauses may be partially simultaneous. The action of the subordinate clause serves as a ‘background’ for the action of the principal clause which is usually a shorter accomplished action. The simple past is found in the principal clause and the past continuous in the subordinate clause.
e.g. As I was walking in the street, I saw Bob.

As we were leaving home, the telephone rang.
c) The actions of the two clauses may form a succession. The simple past is found in both clauses.
e.g. As I turned back into the room a gust of wind crashed the door shut behind me.

As the sun rose, the birds began to sing.
Time clauses introduced by when:
a) The two actions may be fully simultaneous. We find the simple past in both clauses.
When he lived in that small town his friends often visited him.

His parents died when he was twelve.
b) The actions can be partially simultaneous (the action/situation of the principal clause serves as a

background for the action of a when clause which is a short accomplished action). The past continuous is found in the principal clause and the past simple in the subordinate  clause.
e.g. It was raining when we arrived

When I saw him in the street, he was arguing with an elderly man.
c) A when clause may serves to introduce a longer ‘background’ action or situation, which is/was going on when something else happens/happened.
He hurt his back when he was working in the garden.

My boss doesn’t/ didn’t like to be interrupted when he is/was having an important talk.

The telephone always rings/rang when you are/ were having a bath.
NOTE: (just) as; (just) when are used to say that two short actions or events happen/happened at the same time.
e.g. Mary always arrives/arrived just as I start/started work.

I thought of it just when you opened your mouth.
Time clauses introduced by while:
a) The two actions may be fully simultaneous. In this case either the simple past is found in both sentences or the past continues is found in the subordinate clause and the simple past is found in the principal clause. We may as well find the past continuous in both sentences.
e.g. Martha said nothing but looked from one face to the other while they discussed the plans.

She sat still as a statue while he was playing the sonata.

The child was drawing while her mother was ironing her clothes.
b) Partially simultaneous actions - the action of the subordinate clause serves as a background for the action of the principal clause which is a shorter accomplished action. The simple past is found in the principal clause and the past continuous in the subordinate clause.
e.g. He fell asleep while he was reading a book.

Dave broke his leg while he was playing football (or …while playing football)
While they were playing cards, somebody broke into the house.
Time expressions used with the Past Continuous: 
	while,  when,  as,  all morning/evening/day/night, etc.


The Past Simple versus the Past Continuous

	Past Simple
	Past Continuous

	The Past Simple describes a complete event in the past
1. He cooked dinner when I arrived.
(I arrived and then he cooked dinner. The sentence expresses two complete actions in the past.)
2. I read a book about astrology last night.
(I read the whole book from beginning to end last night.)

3. I had a bath at eight o’clock.
(This describes the complete event. It started at eight o’clock.)

	 The Past Continuous does not describe a complete event, it describes the event in the progress, at some time between its beginning and its end.
1. He was cooking the dinner when I arrived.
(He started cooking dinner before my arrival and the cooking was in the progress at the time of my arrival.)
2. I was reading a book about astrology last night.
(The reading of the book was in the progress last night. The Past Continuous does not describe a complete action so we assume that the book was not finished last night.)
3. I was having a bath at eight o’clock.
(The action started before eight o’clock and was still in progress at eight o’clock.)



THE PRESENT PERFECT
FORM
[has/have + past participle]
· You have seen that movie many times. 

· She has been to Australia.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Have you seen that movie many times? 

· You have not seen that movie many times. 
USE 1 Unspecified time before now 
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We use the Present Perfect to say that an action happened at an unspecified time before now. The exact time is not important. We CAN use the Present Perfect with unspecific expressions such as: ever, never, once, many times, several times, before, so far, already, yet, etc. 
· I have seen that movie twenty times. 

· People have travelled to the Moon. 
· Have you read the book yet? 

· Nobody has ever climbed that mountain. 

USE 2 Past actions that have a present result
The Present Perfect is used to indicate a past action that has a present result. The action is usually in the recent past.

· I have lost my key. ( I haven’t got it now)

· The taxi has not arrived yet. ( We are still waiting for it)

USE 3 News announcements
We often announce news in the Present Perfect, because the speaker is emphasizing the event as a present fact.

· Have you heard? The Prime Minister has resigned/Susan’s had her baby.
BUT details about definite time will be in the Past Simple
· He resigned because he lost a vote of no confidence. She had a baby boy this morning.

USE 4 Personal experience
You can use the Present Perfect to describe your experience. It is like saying, "I have the experience of..." You can also use this tense to say that you have never had a certain experience. The Present Perfect is NOT used to describe a specific event.
· I have been to France.
This sentence means that you have had the experience of being in France. Maybe you have been there once, or several times. 

· I have been to France three times.
You can add the number of times at the end of the sentence. 

· I have never been to France.
This sentence means that you have not had the experience of going to France. 
USE 5 Personal achievements
We often use the Present Perfect to list the accomplishments of individuals and humanity. You cannot mention a specific time.
· Man has walked on the Moon. 

· Our son has learned how to read. 
· Doctors have cured many deadly diseases. 

USE 6 Changes over time
We also use the Present Perfect to talk about change that has happened over a period of time.
· You have grown since the last time I saw you. 

· The government has become more interested in arts education. 

· Japanese has become one of the most popular courses at the university since the Asian studies program was established. 

USE 7 It is the first  time
 We use the Present Perfect after the constructions It’s the first/second/third, etc time I/he/she ….
· It’s the first time I’ve driven a car.

· It’s the fifth time she has failed her exam.

USE 8 Superlative degree
We use the Present Perfect after the constructions in the superlative degree:

· It’s the most boring film I have ever seen.

· She is the most charming person I’ve ever met.
USE 9 Multiple actions at different times
We also use the Present Perfect to talk about several different actions which have occurred in the past at different times. Present Perfect suggests the process is not complete and more actions are possible.
· The army has attacked that city five times. 

· I have had four quizzes and five tests so far this semester. 

· We have had many major problems while working on this project. 

· She has talked to several specialists about her problem, but nobody knows why she is sick. 

USE 10 Duration from the past until now (Non-Continuous Verbs)
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With Statal uses of Mixed Verbs, we use the Present Perfect to show that something started in the past and has continued up until now. "For five minutes," "for two weeks," and "since Tuesday" are all durations which can be used with the Present Perfect.
· I have had a cold for two weeks. 

· She has been in England for six months. 

· Mary has loved chocolate since she was a little girl. 

The Present Perfect versus the Past Simple
	Present Perfect
	Past Simple

	1. Always use the Present Perfect when the time is not important, or not specified or has not ended yet.

e.g. I have lived in Lyon.
	1. Always use the Simple Past when details about the time or place are specified or asked for.

e.g. I lived in Lyon in 1989.

	2. Always use the Present Perfect to ask or say how long something has been happening ( up to the present)
 e.g. How long have you known her
	2. Always use the Past Simple to ask or say when (to ask where) something happened.
e.g. When did you see him?

       Where did you buy that dress?

	3. The Present Perfect always tells us something about the present

e.g. He has lost his key (he doesn’t have the key now)
	3. The Past Simple tells us only about the past

	6. Use the Past Simple with AMs denoting a finished time in the past


Time Expressions with Present Perfect
When we use the Present Perfect it means that something has happened at some point in our lives before now. Remember, the exact time the action happened is not important. 

Sometimes, we want to limit the time we are looking in for an experience. We can do this with expressions such as: this week, this month, so far, up to now, etc.
Examples:
· Have you been to Mexico in the last year? 

· I have seen that movie six times in the last month. 

· They have had three tests in the last week. 

· She graduated from university less than three years ago. She has worked for three different companies so far. 

· My car has broken down three times this week. 

NOTICE
"Last year" and "in the last year" are very different in meaning. "Last year" means the year before now, and it is considered a specific time which requires Simple Past. "In the last year" means from 365 days ago until now. It is not considered a specific time, so it requires Present Perfect. 

Examples:
· I went to Mexico last year.
I went to Mexico in the calendar year before this one. 

· I have been to Mexico in the last year.
I have been to Mexico at least once at some point between 365 days ago and now. 

Time expressions used with the Present Perfect: 
	for,   since,   already,   yet, always,  just,  ever,  never,  so far,  today,  this week/month/year, etc., how long,  lately,  recently,  still, etc.


THE PRESENT PERFECT CONTINUOUS
FORM
[has/have + been + present participle]
· You have been waiting here for two hours. 

· She has been cleaning the house for three hours.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Have you been waiting here for two hours? 

· You have not been waiting here for two hours. 
USE 1 Duration from the past until now
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We use the Present Perfect Continuous to show that something started in the past and has continued up until now. "For five minutes," "for two weeks," and "since Tuesday" are all durations which can be used with the Present Perfect Continuous.

· They have been talking for the last hour. 

· James has been teaching at the university since June. 

· We have been waiting here for over two hours! 

· Why has Nancy not been taking her medicine for the last three days? 
USE 2 Past activity with a present result
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The Present Perfect Continuous is used to denote a past activity which has cause a present result. The past activity may be finished or not, the context usually makes it clear.

· I have been working all day. ( I am tired now)

· Have you been crying? ( Your eyes are wet)

· You are out of breath. Have you been running? 
USE 3 Recently, lately
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You can also use the Present Perfect Continuous WITHOUT a duration such as "for two weeks." Without the duration, the tense has a more general meaning of "lately." We often use the words "lately" or "recently" to emphasize this meaning.

· She has been watching too much television lately. 
· Have you been exercising lately? 

· Lisa has not been practicing her English. 

· What have you been doing? 
USE 4 Future actions
The Present Perfect Continuous is used to express future actions in progress before the definite moment in the future

· He will get accustomed to it after he has been studying there for a week.
REMEMBER Non-Continuous Verbs
It is important to remember that Non-Continuous Verbs cannot be used in any continuous tenses. Instead of using Present Perfect Continuous with these verbs, you must use Present Perfect.

Examples:

· Sam has been having his car for two years. Not Correct 

· Sam has had his car for two years. Correct 

The Present Perfect versus the Present Perfect Continuous
	Present Perfect
	Present Perfect Continuous

	expresses a complete action
e.g. I have painted the kitchen and now I am doing the bathroom
	expresses an activity over a period and things that happened during the activity
e.g. I have got paint in my hair because I have been decorating my room

	to say how much we have done or how many times we have done something
e.g. I have read ten chapters.
	to say how long something has been happening
e.g. I have been reading all day.


Time expressions used with the Present  Perfect Continuous: 
	for,  since,  how long,  lately,  recently, etc.


THE PAST PERFECT
FORM 
[had + past participle]
· You had studied English before you moved to New York. 

· After she had read the book she went for a walk.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Had you studied English before you moved to New York? 

· You had not studied English before you moved to New York. 
USE 1 Completed action before another action in the past
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The Past Perfect expresses the idea that something occurred before another action in the past. 

· I did not have any money because I had lost my wallet. 

· Tony knew Istanbul so well because he had visited the city several times. 
· Had Susan ever studied Thai before she moved to Thailand? 

· She only understood the movie because she had read the book. 

· We were not able to get a hotel room because we had not booked in advance. 

NOTE: the difference  between the Past Simple and Past Perfect

When I got to the party, Tom went home vs. When I got to the party Tom had gone   (after I arrived, Tom left) (before I arrived Tom left) home.
USE 2 Completed action before a definite moment in the past
The Past Perfect can also show that something happened before a specific time in the past.

· A: Had you ever visited the U.S. before your trip in 2006?

· B: Yes, I had been to the U.S. once before. 
USE 3 Duration before something in the past (Non-Continuous Verbs)
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With Statal Verbs and some non-continuous uses of Mixed Verbs, we use the Past Perfect to show that something started in the past and continued up until another action in the past.

· We had had that car for ten years before it broke down. 

· By the time Alex finished his studies, he had been in London for over eight years. 

· They felt bad about selling the house because they had owned it for more than forty years. 

USE 4 Hardly, scarcely
We use the Past Perfect with conjunctions: hardy (scarcely)… when, no sooner… than.

· Hardly had she entered the room, when the phone rang.
· Hardly had she dreamt, when the wish came true.
USE 5 Specific times, “before”, “after”
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Unlike with the Present Perfect, it is possible to use specific time words or phrases with the Past Perfect. Although this is possible, it is usually not necessary.

Example:

· She had visited her Japanese relatives once in 1993 before she moved in with them in 1996. 

If the Past Perfect action did occur at a specific time, the Simple Past can be used instead of the Past Perfect when "before" or "after" is used in the sentence. The words "before" and "after" actually tell you what happens first, so the Past Perfect is optional. For this reason, both sentences below are correct.

Examples:

· She had visited her Japanese relatives once in 1993 before she moved in with them in 1996. 

· She visited her Japanese relatives once in 1993 before she moved in with them in 1996. 
HOWEVER
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If the Past Perfect is not referring to an action at a specific time, Past Perfect is not optional. Compare the examples below. Here Past Perfect is referring to a lack of experience rather than an action at a specific time. For this reason, Simple Past cannot be used. 

· She never saw a bear before she moved to Alaska. Not Correct 

· She had never seen a bear before she moved to Alaska. Correct 
USE 6 Past of Present Perfect
We use the Past Perfect as the past  tense of the Present Perfect in the sentences with the applied sequence of tenses rule

· She told me she had bought a car

Time expressions used with the Past Perfect: 
	before,  after,  already,  just,  for,  since,  till/until,  when,   by,  by the time,  never, etc.  


THE PAST PERFECT CONTINUOUS
FORM
[had been + present participle]
· You had been waiting there for more than two hours when she finally arrived. 

· I had been waiting for my girlfriend for two hours before she came. 

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb.
· Had you been waiting there for more than two hours when she finally arrived? 

· You had not been waiting there for more than two hours when she finally arrived. 
USE 1 Duration before something in the past
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We use the Past Perfect Continuous to show that something started in the past and continued up until another time in the past. "For five minutes" and "for two weeks" are both durations which can be used with the Past Perfect Continuous. Notice that this is related to the Present Perfect Continuous; however, the duration does not continue until now, it stops before something else in the past.

· They had been talking for over an hour before Tony arrived. 

· She had been working at that company for three years when it went out of business. 

· How long had you been waiting to get on the bus? 

· Mike wanted to sit down because he had been standing all day at work. 

USE 2 Cause of something in the past
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Using the Past Perfect Continuous before another action in the past is a good way to show cause and effect.

· Jason was tired because he had been jogging. 

· Sam gained weight because he had been overeating. 

· Betty failed the final test because she had not been attending class. 
USE 3 Past of Present Perfect Continuous
We use the Past Perfect Continuous as the past tense of the Present Perfect Continuous in the sentences with  the applied sequence of tenses rule

· She said she was out of breath because she had been running.
Past Perfect vs. Past Perfect Continuous
	Past Perfect Continuous
	Past Perfect

	when we are talking about the duration of a situation or activity
e.g. He had been travelling for about two weeks.
	when we are talking about the completion of a situation or activity or its effects
e.g. I had thought about flying to Rome, but all the flights were booked up.

	when we are talking about how long something went on up to a particular time
e.g. We had been looking at the painting for about ten minutes before we realized who the artist was. 
	if we are talking about how many times something happened in a period up to a particular past time
e.g. I had heard the symphony many times before.

	to emphasize the duration activity
e.g. I’d been working hard, so I felt that I deserved a holiday
	to emphasize the result
e.g. I’d worked hard and the report was now finished.


Time expressions used with the Past Perfect Continuous: 
	for,  since,  how long,  before,  until,  etc.


THE FUTURE SIMPLE
FORM Shall/Will
[will + verb]
· I/we shall help you later.

· You will help him later. 

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Will you help him later? 

· You will not help him later. 
USE 1 Simple facts in the future
The Future Simple is used to express simple facts in the future.

· He will return tomorrow

· It will take 20 minutes to get there
USE 2 Voluntary action
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"Will" often suggests that a speaker will do something voluntarily. A voluntary action is one the speaker offers to do for someone else. Often, we use "will" to respond to someone else's complaint or request for help. We also use "will" when we request that someone help us or volunteer to do something for us. Similarly, we use "will not" or "won't" when we refuse to voluntarily do something. We use “will” when we promise to do something. 

· I will send you the information when I get it. 

· I will translate the email, so Mr. Smith can read it. 
· Will you help me move this heavy table? 

· I won't do all the housework myself!  

· I promise I will not tell him about the surprise party. 

· Don't worry, I'll be careful. 

· I won't tell anyone your secret. 

USE 3 Succession of actions in the future
We use the Future Simple  to express a succession of actions in the future

· He’ll ring you up and tell you everything.
USE 4 Habitual actions in the future
We use the Future Simple to express habitual actions in the future

· I hope you will attend classes regularly.
USE 5 Decisions made at the moment of speaking (on-the-spot decisions)
We use the Future Simple to talk about the decisions made at the moment of speaking

· It’s hot here. I’ll open the window.
THE FUTURE SIMPLE VERSUS “BE GOING TO”
Intention
The Future Simple (shall/will) and be going to can both be used to express an intention about the future.
· be going to: the intention is premeditated. The decision was made before the time of speaking or writing and plans have probably been made:

e.g. A: You know it’s Emily’s birthday on Friday, don’t you?
       B: Yes, I’m going to buy her a present this afternoon.
· shall/will: the intention is unpremeditated. The decision is made at the time of speaking or writing (also called on-the-spot decision):

e.g. A: You know it’s Emily’s birthday on Friday, don’t you?

       B: Actually, I’d forgotten. Thanks for reminding me. I’ll buy her a present this afternoon.
Prediction
The Future Simple (shall/will) and be going to can both be used to make predictions about the future.
· be going to: the prediction is based on some form of evidence that exists in the present (so called logical prediction). It is often used to predict what is about to happen but it can be used to predict something that is not in the immediate future:

e.g. Oh look! The car is going to crash!

That child eats too much. He’s going to be really overweight one day.
· shall/will: to express beliefs, hopes, thoughts, assumptions and doubts about the future. We often use these words and expressions: think, expect, hope, assume, be afraid, be/feel sure, believe, daresay, doubt, suppose, wonder, and such adverbs as perhaps, possibly, surely probably.
e.g. It will be a difficult year for the new Prime Minister.

I hope you’ll enjoy yourself there.
Statement of future fact
The Future Simple (shall/will) and be going to can both be used to make statements about the future but the emphasis is slightly different:

a) The number of students will fall over the next five years.

b) The number of students is going to fall over the next five years.

Sentence a) is a statement of future fact or of the speaker’s beliefs.

Sentence b) is also a statement of future fact but it emphasizes that the speaker is thinking of present trends. It makes the speaker seem more involved and thus more informal.

Expression of willingness 
Only the Future Simple (shall/will) is used to express willingness.

e.g. I’ll help you as much as I can.

We often use shall/will in the following situations:

1) offering to do something
· I need some money. Don’t worry. I shall lend you some.

2) agreeing and refusing to do something
· I’ve asked John to help me but he won’t. The car won’t start.
3) promising to do something
· I promise, I won’t tell Tom what you’ve just said.

4) warning or threatening somebody
· Careful! You will fall (warning)
· I will deal with you later (threat)
5) asking someone to do something

· Will you shut the door, please?

6) making social arrangements
· I will see you tomorrow.

7) in formal rules
· Students will wear uniforms all the time

8) with definitely, probably, possibly to show how certain or uncertain we are
· The climate will definitely change before then.

IMPORTANT 

· Be going to always indicates a link with the present.

a) present intentions/plans/preparations

b) present evidence of a future event.

· When we use shall/will, the emphasis is more on the future.
· Shall/will is more formal than be going to and is therefore used more extensively in written English.
No Future in Time Clauses
Like all future forms, the Simple Future cannot be used in clauses beginning with time expressions such as: when, while, before, after, by the time, as soon as, if, unless, etc. Instead of Simple Future, Simple Present is used. 

Examples:

· When you will arrive tonight, we will go out for dinner. Not Correct 

· When you arrive tonight, we will go out for dinner. Correct 
Time expressions used with the Future Simple and Be Going to: 
	tomorrow,  the day after tomorrow, tonight,  soon,  next week/month/year,  in two/three days/weeks, etc.


THE FUTURE CONTINUOUS
FORM Future Continuous with "Will"
[will be + present participle]

· You will be waiting for her when her plane arrives tonight. 

· At this time tomorrow she will be flying to New York.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Will you be waiting for her when her plane arrives tonight? 

· You will not be waiting for her when her plane arrives tonight. 

USE 1 Actions in progress at a certain moment/ period of time in future
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The Future Continuous is use to indicate an action in progress at a certain moment of time or during a certain period of time in the future

· Tonight at 6 PM, I will be eating dinner.
I will be in the process of eating dinner. 
· At midnight tonight, we will still be driving through the desert.
We will be in the process of driving through the desert. 
· From 10 till12 he will be writing his test paper
He will be in the process of writing.
REMEMBER
In the Simple Future, a specific time is used to show the time an action will begin or end. In the Future Continuous, a specific time interrupts the action.

· Tonight at 6 PM, I will  eat dinner.
I am going to start eating at 6 PM. 

· Tonight at 6 PM, I will be eating dinner.
I am going to start earlier and I will be in the process of eating dinner at 6 PM. 

USE 2 Interrupted action in the future
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Use the Future Continuous to indicate that a longer action in the future will be interrupted by a shorter action in the future. Remember this can be a real interruption or just an interruption in time. 

· I will be watching TV when she arrives tonight. 

· I will be waiting for you when your bus arrives. 

· I am going to be staying at the Madison Hotel, if anything happens and you need to contact me. 

· He will be studying at the library tonight, so he will not see Jennifer when she arrives. 

USE 3 Parallel actions in the future
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When you use the Future Continuous with two actions in the same sentence, it expresses the idea that both actions will be happening at the same time. The actions are parallel.

· Tonight, they will be eating dinner, discussing their plans, and having a good time. 

· While Ellen is reading, Tim will be watching television.
USE 4 Polite questions about somebody’s plans for future
We use the Future Continuous when we ask politely about somebody’s plans for the near future.

· Will you be finishing with this book? 

· Will you be going to the supermarket? Can you by me some tea?
USE 5 Previous Arrangements
We use the Future Continuous when the future activity or event is the result of a previous decision or arrangement

· He will be taking up his place at university in July (as a result of a previous decision)

· She will be performing every day until the end of the month 
USE 6 Planned Activities
We can often use either the Future Continuous or the Present Continuous when we talk about  planned activities or events in the future

· We will be leaving/ are leaving for Istambul at 7.00 in the evening

· Professor Hogde will be giving/ is giving the first presentation at the conference.
USE 7 Part of a routine
We often use the Future Continous for something that will happen as part of a routine

Examples:

· I’ll call in and see you tomorrow afternoon. I’ll be passing you house. It’s on my way home from work.

· Trevor and Laura will be caleaning the house tomorrow. They always do it on Sunday.
THE FUTURE PERFECT
FORM Future Perfect with "Will" 
[will have + past participle]

· You will have perfected your English by the time you come back from the U.S. 

· I will have read this book by next week.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Will you have perfected your English by the time you come back from the U.S.? 

· You will not have perfected your English by the time you come back from the U.S. 
USE 1 Completed action before something in the future 
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The Future Perfect expresses the idea that something will occur before another action in the future. It can also show that something will happen before a specific time in the future.

· By next November, I will have received my promotion. 

· By the time he gets home, she will have cleaned the entire house. 

· I will have finished this test by 3 o'clock. 
· Will she have learned enough Chinese to communicate before she moves to Beijing? 

USE 2 Duration before something in the future (Non-Continuous Verbs)

With Non-Continuous Verbs and some non-continuous uses of Mixed Verbs, we use the Future Perfect to show that something will continue up until another action in the future.

· I will have been in London for six months by the time I leave. 

· By Monday, Susan will have had my book for a week.  

Time expressions used with the Future Perfect: 
	before,  by,  by then,  by the time,  until/till, etc.


THE FUTURE PERFECT CONTINUOUS
FORM Future Perfect Continuous with "Will" 
[will have been+ present participle]

· I will have been sleeping for 2 hour by the time he gets home.

· She will have been reading for half an hour by the time her friend calls.

In the interrogative form the auxiliary verb is placed before the subject. In the negative form the negative particle not is placed after the auxiliary verb
· Will you have been waiting for 2 hours by the time she calls
· You will not have been waiting for 2 hours by the time she calls.
USE 1 Duration before something in the future 
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We use the Future Perfect Continuous to show that something will continue up until a particular event or time in the future. "For five minutes," "for two weeks," and "since Friday" are all durations which can be used with the Future Perfect Continuous. Notice that this is related to the Present Perfect Continuous and the Past Perfect Continuous; however, with Future Perfect Continuous, the duration stops at or before a reference point in the future.:

· They will have been talking for over an hour by the time Thomas arrives. 

· She will have been working at that company for three years when it finally closes. 

· James will have been teaching at the university for more than a year by the time he leaves for Asia. 

· How long will you have been studying when you graduate? 

· We will have been driving for over three days straight when we get to Anchorage. 
USE 2 Cause of something in the future

Using the Future Perfect Continuous before another action in the future is a good way to show cause and effect.

· Jason will be tired when he gets home because he will have been jogging for over an hour. 

· Claudia's English will be perfect when she returns to Germany because she is going to have been studying English in the United States for over two years. 
Future Continuous vs. Future Perfect Continuous
If you do not include a duration such as "for five minutes," "for two weeks" or "since Friday," many English speakers choose to use the Future Continuous rather than the Future Perfect Continuous. Be careful because this can change the meaning of the sentence. Future Continuous emphasizes interrupted actions, whereas Future Perfect Continuous emphasizes a duration of time before something in the future. Study the examples below to understand the difference. 

· He will be tired because he will be exercising so hard.
This sentence emphasizes that he will be tired because he will be exercising at that exact moment in the future. 
· He will be tired because he will have been exercising so hard.
This sentence emphasizes that he will be tired because he will have been exercising for a period of time. It is possible that he will still be exercising at that moment OR that he will just have finished.
REMEMBER No Future in Time Clauses
Like all future forms, the Future Perfect Continuous cannot be used in clauses beginning with time expressions such as: when, while, before, after, by the time, as soon as, if, unless, etc. Instead of Future Perfect Continuous, Present Perfect Continuous is used. 

· You won't get a promotion until you will have been working here as long as Tim. Not Correct 

· You won't get a promotion until you have been working here as long as Tim. Correct 
AND REMEMBER Non-Continuous Verbs 
It is important to remember that Non-Continuous Verbs cannot be used in any continuous tenses. Instead of using Future Perfect Continuous with these verbs, you must use Future Perfect.

· Ned will have been having his driver's license for over two years. Not Correct 

· Ned will have had his driver's license for over two years. Correct 

Time expressions used with the Future Perfect Continuous: by … for.
e.g. By the end of next month, she will have been teaching for twenty years.
THE FUTURE IN THE PAST
USE 1 Future in past
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Future in the Past is used to express the idea that in the past you thought something would happen in the future. It does not matter if you are correct or not. Future in the Past follows the same basic rules as the Simple Future. "Would" is used to volunteer or promise, and "was going to" is used to plan. Moreover, both forms can be used to make predictions about the future.

· I told you he was going to come to the party. plan 

· I knew Julie would make dinner. voluntary action 

· Jane said Sam was going to bring his sister with him, but he came alone. plan 

· I had a feeling that the vacation was going to be a disaster. prediction 

· He promised he would send a postcard from Egypt. promise 
REMEMBER No Future in Time Clauses
Like all future forms, Future in the Past cannot be used in clauses beginning with time expressions such as: when, while, before, after, by the time, as soon as, if, unless, etc. Instead of using Future in the Past, you must use Simple Past. 

· I already told Mark that when he would arrive, we would go out for dinner. Not Correct 

· I already told Mark that when he arrived, we would go out for dinner. Correct
