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‘local border traffic’ means the regular crossing of an external land border by
border residents in order to stay in a border area, for example for social, cultural or
substantiated economic reasons, or for family reasons, for a period not exceeding
the time limit laid down in this Regulation;

‘border area’ means an area that extends no more than 30 kilometres from the
border. The local administrative districts that are to be considered as the border area

shall be specified by the States concerned in their bilateral Agreements as referred to
in Article 13. If part of any such district lies between 30 and 50 kilometres from the
border line, it shall nevertheless be considered as part of the border area;

‘local border traffic permit’ means a specific document, as introduced by Chapter llI,

entitling border residents to cross an external land border under the local border
traffic regime

‘border residents’ means third—country nationals who have been lawfully resident in

the border area of a country neighbouring a Member State for a period specified in the
bilateral Agreements referred to in Article 13, which shall be at least one year. In
exceptional and duly justified cases specified in those bilateral Agreements, a period of
residence of less than one year may also be considered as appropriate

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The need to develop rules on local border traffic in order to consolidate the Community
legal framework on external borders was highlighted in the Commission Communication

entitled ‘Towards an integrated management of the external borders of the Member States
of the European Union’.

A Local Border Traffic Regime has been established for border residents
who frequently need to cross the external borders of the Union.

It enables EU States to conclude bilateral agreements with their
neighbouring non-EU countries so that the border residents can travel
back and forth without a Schengen visa and, therefore, without any

impediment to trade, social and cultural interchange in the region
concerned.

‘ This need was confirmed by the Council on 13 June 2002, with the approval of the
‘Plan for the management of the external borders of the Member States of the

European Union’, subsequently endorsed by the European Council in Seville on 21 and
22 June 2002.

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Conditions of entry and stay

LBT refers to the regular and frequent crossing for legitimate reasons of the European Union’s (EU)
external border by nationals of neighbouring non-EU countries resident in the border areas with the

EU.

These border residents may cross the external land border of an EU country provided that they are in
possession of a permit delivered to facilitate such a crossing (and of a passport, if required in the
bilateral agreement), they are not persons in respect of whom the Schengen Information System (SIS)
has been alerted and they are not deemed to be a threat to public order.

These persons are authorised to stay in the border area for a maximum duration stipulated in the
bilateral agreement between an EU country and the neighbouring non-EU country. The stay must not
exceed three months.

Permits

Border residents are given a permit limited to the border area which is valid for between one and five
years.

The fees will be equivalent to those payable for a short-term multiple-entry visa. However, EU
countries may decide to reduce or even waive the fees.

EU countries may conclude agreements on local border traffic with neighbouring non-EU

- Hungary refused entry in 1231 cases because the persons concerned had already stayed for
three months within a six-month period.
- two permits were withdrawn in 2009 and four in the first five months of 2010.

- the average number of visits to Poland per LBT permit is 20.4 and the average stay is around six
hours.
Poland -approximately 883 696 crossings with LBT permits during the period July 2009 to April 2010.
- Poland has detected 15 cases of abuse in the period July 2009 to April 2010 (nine persons
staying outside the LBT area, five persons who stayed after expiry of the permitted period and
one case of illegal involvement in economic activities in Poland). These cases of abuse resulted
in decisions ordering the persons concerned to leave Poland and revoking their LBT permits.
-39 decisions were taken to withdraw LBT permits from July 2009 to March 2010/

-LBT permits holders usually stay one or two days.

- Slovakia detected one case of abuse during the period September 2008 to June 2010. It
g| i resulted in the person concerned being expelled.
