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TYPOLOGY OF NON-CONSENSUAL POSTING AND SHARING
OF INTIMATE PICTURES AND VIDEOS. A REVIEW OF THE
LITERATURE

Abstract

There is a new battle front that is being fought between digital technology and sexuality.
Specifically, it concerns how to regulate digital technology so that it is not used for the wrong
reasons such as sexual violence. Virtual world is currently being used as a ground for committing
offenses due to its poor regulation. A more common offenses being committed within it are creation
and sharing of non-consensual photographs and videos for reasons ranging from demanding ransom
to revenge. The aim of this article is to review literature on types of online activities that may be
considered to be in breach of trust and one’s privacy through creation and sharing of non-
consensual photographs and videos.

This article employed a traditional style of literature review in data collection and analysis.
The review entailed collecting literatures from Springer online, Scopus and Web of Science
database: (2000-2019): Boolean operator ‘AND’ was used in widening the search by pairing the
word Law with following key words: Sextortion, Sex texting, and Revenge porn. Articles that did
not discuss both law and the highlighted key words or were cited less than 10 times were excluded
from the review. We found three types of non-consensual posting and sharing of intimate pictures
and videos to be sextortion, revenge porn and sexual voyeurism.

We conclude that there are types of non-consensual image-based offenses that are widely
committed within the virtual space.

1. Introduction
There is a new battle front that is being fought between digital technology and sexuality.
Specifically, it concerns how to regulate digital technology so that it is not used for the wrong

reasons such as sexual violence. A more recent observation in the use of digital technology for
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wrong reasons has been the creation and sharing of non-consensual intimate photos/videos by use of
handheld communication gadgets such as mobile phones and tablets. During the last few decades,
production photographs were mostly done through print technology and distributed through normal
transport channels. In addition, they were mostly produced from a centralized point. This did not
create a big challenge to law enforcers in stumping out their creation and non-consensual photos
and videos. With the advent of digital technological, these has drastically changed. Their creation
cannot be pegged to specific geographical location neither can their distribution be linked to
specific road, air or sea channels. Their creation can nowadays be done clandestinely by any person
and be shared worldwide within a twinkle of an eye. This has made non-consensual photos and
videos to be accessible to almost anyone who is in a possession of handheld communication gadgets
likes phones and tablets.

Victims of these crimes suffer immensely at the hands of their perpetrators. Some end up
committing suicide, losing their jobs, forced to change their residences or schools, and living in
with psychological trauma due to loss of face in front of their peers and friends (Franklin, 2014).
Most Jurisdictions worldwide have made significant efforts in regulating print production and
distribution of non-consensual photographs and videos. Regulating digital technology so as to
control abuses based on non-consensual photos/videos has remained to be an elusive and hard nut to
crush. The aim of writing this article is to review literature on types of abused based on non-
consensual intimate photographs/videos. Some of these offences are; Sextortion, Revenge Porn, and
Sexual Voyeurism.

2. Methodology

This article employed a traditional style of literature review in data collection and analysis.
The review entailed collecting literatures from springer online, Scopus and Web of Science
database: (2000-2019): Boolean operator ‘AND’ was used in widening the search by pairing the
world Law with following key words: Sextortion, Sex texting, and Revenge Porn. Articles that did
not discuss both law and the highlighted key words were excluded from the review. We found three
types of non-consensual posting and sharing of intimate pictures and videos to be sextortion,
revenge porn and sexual voyeurism.

3. Types of image based sexual offences

a) Sextortion

Sextortion is a form of online blackmail where perpetrators of this offense use nude
images/pictures or videos of their victims to make some demands. To achieve their goals,
perpetrators of this form offense mostly target vulnerable victims such as children and public

figures like musicians and politicians. They normally use various means to obtain nude pictures and
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videos from their victims. These means may include; secretly filming or photographing their
victims when undressed, stealing nude pictures/videos from victims’ phones and laptops by either
hacking, forwarding, or saving into portable devises such as flash discs, or/and enticing their
victims to send them nude pictures/videos with empty promises of some rewards. In some
situations, they may resort into luring their victims to take nude pictures with them. Sometimes
perpetrators may resort to photoshop the victim’s face with images obtained from pornographic
websites. Once the perpetrators are in control of their victim’s nude pictures or videos, they may
then resort to making some demands from them. These demands may range from asking for money,
disclosure of some secrete/privately held information, demanding for more nude pictures/videos, or
some things to be done in their favour. They then follow their demands with some threats should
their victims fail to comply. Some of these threats includes making nude pictures/videos of the
victim public, sending them to children, relatives, bosses or spouses of the victim (Wolak,
Finkelhor, Walsh, & Treitman, 2018).

b) Revenge Porn

Revenge porn is an image-based abuse that involves the creation, distribution or making
public of nude, semi-nude or sexually explicit images/videos of people without their consent. The
sole intention of creating and sharing these images/videos is to embarrass, punish, intimidate, harass
or humiliate their ex-lovers. They may resort to sharing these pictures/videos on platforms such as
social media, work organization portals, revenge porn website (some of these websites buy these
photos to increase their numbers of view for purpose of advertising) or send them as messages to
relatives and friends of the victim. This kind of abuse is mostly committed by disgruntled ex-lovers
who mostly feel that they were given raw deals by their lovers when a romantic relationship comes
to an end. They do feel that they had invested a lot in the relationship and that their partners
shouldn’t have walked out. They resort to revenge porn as a way of getting even or reducing
chances of their ex-lover finding new lovers. Most of the time they are driven by jealousy of seeing
their ex-lovers in happy and stable relationships (Powell & Henry, 2017) (McGlynn & Rackley,
2017).

c) Sexual Voyeurism

Sexual voyeurism is an image-based sex offense where perpetrators secretly takes nude
pictures/videos or underclothes of their victims. Unlike in sextortion where pictures/videos are
taken with intentions of gaining materially from the victim, in sexual voyeurism intentions of
perpetrators is usually to gratify their sexual urges or create crude humour (Powell & Henry, 2017).
The perpetrators may obtain nude picture/videos of their victims my resorting to actions such as

planting secrete cameras under desks in offices, in public bathrooms, hotels/lodgings, beaches,
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staircases, etc. Popular forms of sexual voyeurism are up skirting and peeping tom. Up skirting is
the non-consensual taking videos/photographs of person’s under skirt/kilts in order to see their
underwear or genitalia. Peeping tom is where somebody secretly watches people undressing or
having sex for their own gratification. Sometimes they may resort to photographing or recording
their victims.

4. Legal challenges

Various attempts have been made at providing legal framework for preventing offenses of
non-consensual images. For instance, England and Wales have now made it illegal for one to take
non-consensual upskirt photos/videos. Under the Voyeurism Offences Act, 2019 an offender can be
convicted up to 2 years for commit this offense (Gillespie, 2019). Though this sounds as a positive
step in the right direction, prevention of offenses non-consensual images still faces a myriad of legal
challenges. Some of these challenges are:

According to (Wolak, Finkelhor, Walsh, & Treitman, 2018) terms such as sextortion don’t
appear in most Statutes. This makes it hard for police and perpetrators to press charges or prosecute
cases that involve breach of trust or privacy of non-consensual intimate photos/videos. This leaves
police and prosecutors with no other option but to charge perpetrators with closer offences such as
stalking, harassment, hacking, extortion, and privacy violation. In most cases these offenses carry
lighter punishments compared to potential damage image-based abuses may cause such as suicide
due to embarrassment and public ridicule. It is very difficult to charge perpetrators of these crime
with murder/manslaughter in situations where victims commit suicide. Evidence may be adduced in
court that the victim committed suicide as result of the leaked nude pictures/videos, unfortunately
the perpetrator cannot be said to have killed the victim. (Kopecky, 2017) demonstrated this
weakness by comparing Irish and Czech Republic Laws on black mail and extortion. He found out
that both laws on blackmail/extortion contained two common denominators; loss of material
possessions (such as money) and/or with bodily harm or threat of. Both definitions did not factor
psychological harm that may be caused by revealing or making one’s private photos/videos public.

Another challenge in creating such laws, is situations where both parties, the sender and
recipients, are both adults and had consented to sending each other such photos/videos. According
to (Henry & Powell, 2015) Australia has made an attempt in addressing this challenge by passing a
law that prohibits creation of one’s nude pictures/videos, or receiving, or distributing them to other
people. Those who violate this Law risk being charged with child pornography or their names being
placed in sex offender’s register. The challenge with this law is prosecuting those who receive such
images without their consent or those send those pictures accidentally to online social groups. This

is because it is not possible to control who sends you messages on social media platforms.
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Remedying victims of these offense is another area that calls for a closer attention. What
becomes of victim(s) after the conclusion of their cases. Should they be left like that to nurse their
embarrassment on their own? What happens to legal bodies which cannot receive custodial
punishments yet facilitates commission of non-consensual image-based offenses? How to
prosecute legal bodies that facilitates these offenses in other jurisdictions that they have not been
registered in.

Conclusion

We conclude that there are types of non-consensual image-based offenses that
are widely committed within the virtual space, though there are others that have not
been discussed in this article. There is need for a concerted effort in developing laws

that will aid in making virtual space a safe place.
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Annotation

The article analyzes the national identity of ethnic minorities in the formation process,
which in this case is often conflicting for the individual, leading to contradictions in the system of
identities.

The degree of the problem’s development. The issues of development and functioning of
social identity were studied by such authors as C. Wong, B. Duf, J. Citrin, P. Gurin, G. Gurin,
P. Conover, A. Miler, M. Brever, J. Jackson, J. Crocker, C. Long, C. McGraw, I Smith, R Spears,
G Tajfel, J Turner, C Taylor, L. Hoody, R. Buchis, J. Dukit, S.Perealt, L Jackson, T.Kesler,
A. Klink, S. Wright, R. Milke, J. Berry, M. Brever, J. Gerson, J. Kim, P.Oakes, S. Pover,
S. Stryker, S. Ting-Tumei, J. Finney, L. Hoody, M. Yang.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the factors influencing the formation of a tolerant
society through the national identity’s development.

Main material. In the theory of M. Sherif, not only the determinants of conflict behavior
were studied, but the role of cooperative interdependence and superordinate goals as the basis for
the formation of tolerance was also emphasized. The theory of social identity also examined the
influence of superordinate identity on the process of conflict resolution.

Cooperative interdependence means the coincidence of goals, in which the activity of one
side in achieving its goals is useful for the other side. There are several types of cooperative
interdependence. So, it may underlie the social structure and not require coordination of activities.
In another case, mutual activity is necessary to achieve joint goals. The realistic theory of conflict
argues that superordinate goals and positive interdependence are fundamental to the formation of a
shared, shared identity. In M.Brewer's opinion, this is the basis for the realization of superordinate
goals and the formation of positive interdependence [2]. Despite the contradiction, both approaches
agree that conflict resolution is possible only if there are two factors: intergroup cooperative activity
and the conditions for the emergence of a common shared identity.

Studies by J. Dovidio and S. Gaetner [5] have shown that a decrease in group differentiation,
the creation of conditions for cooperative interaction, and a context of interdependence with
positive emotional experience are factors in the formation of a common identity. General
categorization, in turn, leads to a decrease in intergroup bias. According to scientists, the most
important and significant factor is cognitive representation.

An important condition for successful intergroup contact, according to the contact
hypothesis, is the presence of the same status in both groups. However, even in the case of a
difference in status, dual identity (two subgroups within the general group) can create a sense of
community and reduce negative perceptions of members of former aut-groups. If people continue to

perceive themselves as members of different groups, but at the same time feel part of a common
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large group, intergroup relations become more positive than with two outgroups [5]. Common
group identity strengthens relationships, makes outgroup perceptions more positive, and affects
tolerance. In our opinion, such an identity in a multi-ethnic Ukrainian state should be national
identity. The concept of "socialization" (from the Latin. Socialis - public) is increasingly included in
the researchers’ scientific apparatus. It, as a scientific category, is used by philosophers,
sociologists, political scientists, educators, economists, etc. It is this concept that appeared in
scientific circulation at the end of the XIX century. It is associated with the names of such
prominent and well-known sociologists as F. Giddings (1855 - 1931) and G. Tarde (1843 - 1904)
[12].

The most common characteristic of a nation as a group is living in a common territory that
they consider their homeland, or even a common memory of that territory (as an idea of a homeland
that was lost but not forgotten). But, despite the fact that the concept of territory is considered
central to the understanding of the nation, it does not seem to be the only factor determining the
nation as a social group. Among the important conditions, one can single out a common language, a
common history, traditions, religion, lifestyle, ideas about a common destiny. A similar social group
cannot be formed if its members do not share some important aspects of culture; however, the
system of these aspects differs in different cultures. As H. Kelman's research shows, none of the
aspects is critical for determining a nation: for example, a group can be a nation, even if its
members do not have a single language or religion, but they share a common history and values
(multilingualism in Switzerland or the presence of different religions in Germany) [9].

The mere presence of common cultural elements does not determine the formation of a
nation: these common elements must be represented in consciousness, along with an understanding
of the integrity of a nation as a group and the interconnectedness of its members. Moreover, as G.
Allport emphasized, an individual must be aware of his belonging to a given nation and have a
strong national identity [1].

As L. E. Orban noted [3], national identity as a psychological phenomenon is a complex and
differentiated phenomenon. Its severity and semantic content depend on the type of mobilization
process that occurs in the group. It can be successful only if there are significant elements of a
common history and culture. According to M.I. Piren [11], national identity is a collective product -
in the form of a system of beliefs, values, attitudes and expectations - which is internalized in the
consciousness of group members during socialization. This identity is formed on the basis of both
instrumental interests and existential needs. A nation as a community connects people not only with
members of this group, but also with the past and the future. This is possible by decategorization

combined with self-categorization processes.
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National identity and its elements become part of the individual identities system under the
influence of social influence mechanisms [16]. Moreover, this process has three components: the
adoption of national identity’s specific elements, such as beliefs, values, expectations, which create
a national identity as a collective; the development of orientation in a nation as such self-
determination of itself as a member of this nation.

An analysis of the national identity formation in an individual’s identity system is associated
with an analysis of the process of internalization of its specific elements. The most important factor
determining the adoption of these elements is the formation of individual self-determination as a
member of the nation. Members of a nation as a social group share, to varying degrees, such
collective aspects of national identity as ideas about the nation itself and other groups, concepts of
national history and purpose, attitudes towards traditions and symbols, achievements and defeats of
the nation. These elements, becoming part of the individual identity system, have an impact on
determining who this individual is.

As shown by L. Ye Orban [3] and M.I. Piren [11], the adoption of specific elements of
national identity affects the self-determination of the individual also by changing the worldview.
National identity usually contains beliefs and values in relation to human existence, the nature of
social institutions, human relationships and the definition of an ideal person. The roots of these
elements lie in the historical experience of the group and are reflected and formed in documents,
traditions and institutions. These beliefs and values accepted by the individual determine his
worldview and assessment of his place in the world. The process of forming a national identity
includes the acquisition of knowledge, the development of emotions and the development of
behavioral skills. In order for national identity to become an integrative part of the system of
identities, a person must acquire some basic knowledge about the historical and cultural context of
the formation of beliefs and values; she needs to feel that these values are emotionally significant to
her; he must implement his behavior in accordance with new values and beliefs.

National identity is an element of national self-awareness. The development of national
identity is an integral part of the broader process of national self-consciousness’ formation -
“understanding, human evaluation of himself as a carrier of national values, self-realization as a
subject of social activity ...”.

Studies of national identity and patriotism have shown that for different members of the
same group, identity has a different subjective meaning. Studies of this identity by J. Citrin, B.
Reingold, D. Green, J. Citrin, C. Wong, B. Duff found that the subjective meaning of American
identity consists of the of the equality's values, individualism, faith in God and the opportunity to

express their own opinions about their country. The results of studies by P. Conover [4], A. Miller,
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P. Gurin, and O. Malanchuk demonstrate that the content of national identity can influence attitudes
towards other groups and political situations and cause conflicting behavior. So, US citizens with a
basic sense of American identity (for example, to be a Christian) negatively assess immigrants and
consider it extremely necessary to strengthen American customs rules. According to studies by J.
Citrin, American identity is very important for members of different ethnic and racial groups in the
United States. Assessing oneself as members of one’s ethnic and racial groups takes second place.

According to the theory of social identity, a strong identity of a member of a minority group
can suppress national identity. Studies have shown that a strong subordinate identity, such as ethnic
or regional, can reduce the sense of national unity and lead to increased intergroup antipathy, lack
of tolerance and patriotism [17]. The results of studies by J. Sidanius, S. Feshbach, S. Levin, and F.
Pratto [12] demonstrate that strong identification with a subordinate, subordinate group in the
United States or Israel can influence a decrease in patriotism. Germans with a strong regional
identity are more positive about their region than their nation and demonstrate regional
homogeneity. Moreover, dual identity a common identity, such as national identity, together with a
pronounced regional identity, such as “East German” or “West German”, can lead to biases and
problems in intergroup communication.

However, a study of the identity of Mexican Americans by P. Gurin, A. Hurtado, T. Peng
[6] found that the severity of ethnic identity does not affect the possibility of a highly developed
national identity. These results contradict the tenets of the social identity theory, which argues that
the importance of membership in a minority group should be strongly expressed among Americans
of African, Spanish and Asian descent and thereby suppress national identity.

The national identity formation, taking place in all CIS countries, becomes the basis for the
emergence and development of identity conflicts. As H. Kelman [9] emphasized, national identity,
national self-determination and the development of an independent state are becoming the main
source of increasing self-esteem and pride of the population, but also lead to problems associated
with the identity of ethnic minorities in an ethnically homogeneous state. According to S. Herman
[7] and J. Stein [15], a conflict can develop if the individual’s identity system is incompatible with
the new identity proposed by the group or the social context of its formation.

As the results of our research have shown, the national identity of ethnic minorities is in the
process of formation, and this process is often conflicting for the individual, leading to
contradictions in the identity system. Therefore, we believe that one of the main directions in the
formation of tolerance and conflict resolution should be the development of a national identity that
unites representatives of different ethnic and social groups [18].

One of the ways is to rethink the problems of education at the present stage, its national
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essence and character, update it in accordance with modern requirements - taking into account the
national character, the way of perceiving and thinking (Orban L.E., M.I. Piren, V.F. Sokolova),
strengthening the training of pedagogical personnel able to provide changes in the teaching system
(N.L. Kolominsky, L.N. Karamushka, S. D. Maksimenko). It is important to create special training
programs aimed at building tolerance taking into account the dynamics of identity.

Conclusions. Social identity is a system in which core (basic), local and short-term
(situational) identities are represented. They are interconnected, and the relationships within the
core identity subsystem are more durable. The emergence, development and disappearance of any
identity leads to a restructuring of the entire system of identities. Basic identities are associated with
stable attitudes and relationships, a person’s worldview. Attitudes associated with short-term
identities are less stable and can change quickly. The stability of the attitudes is an indicator of the
significance of identity. At all stages of cultural adaptation, the social identity of a person undergoes
significant changes. A person can successfully integrate with a new culture if he retains his group
identity, and at the same time, a new social identity is formed that does not contradict the old one.
Sometimes the ratio of the old to the new group identity can be characterized as belonging to a
categorical group and a membership group.

Each identity arises as a result of membership in a group and as an opposition (or
comparison) to an external group; underestimating and humiliating other groups can increase self-
esteem and group solidarity. Such behavior can lead to a reassessment of intergroup differences and
conflict between groups. Common group identity strengthens relationships, makes outgroup
perceptions more positive, and affects the development of cooperative behavior. One of the main
directions of tolerance formation and conflict resolution should be the development of national
identity, uniting representatives of different ethnic and social groups.

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That is, the limits of constitutional regulation depend on the system of relations that are included in
the concept of economic relations; 3) the system of relations that require legal regulation should
also include the establishment of an effective pricing mechanism, the exercise of control over
monetary policy, the cancellation of restrictions on foreign trade activities, the development of an
effective tax and budgetary system, regulation of financial reporting, etc.

1. INTRODUCTION.

The destructive processes observed today in all spheres of public life in the vast majority of
economies in the world have greatly raised the question of mechanisms capable of delivering
sufficient growth rates both in individual countries and in the global economy as a whole.
Therefore, it is necessary to look at the problem of development of the economy and society from a
fundamental point of view, since the functioning of any system must be based on the basic
principles that are manifested in all areas of our lives. Therefore, the study of the constitutional
principles of the functioning of the economic system of Ukraine is an outstanding scientific problem
and an interesting practical task. It should be noted that this topic is equally relevant from both a
theoretical and practical point of view. At the same time, these processes are influenced by the
socio-economic, political and other consequences of the current global financial and economic
crisis, which has an objective nature and a number of interrelated prerequisites. It is the
consequences of the current economic recession that prompt us to revise existing "classical"
theories or doctrines, and perhaps abandon them. Last but not least, this concerns issues related to
the perennial state-market or power-to-business controversy. It is in this context that the
constitutional foundations of the economic system of Ukraine's transformational economy should be
considered.

Constitutional and legal norms undoubtedly have a significant impact on the economic
system of any state. Models of the world's economic systems are established and guaranteed by a
system of legal means, which, in turn, are subject to the constitutional and legal framework. The
sphere of constitutional-legal regulation of economic relations has been repeatedly explored in
scientific research, however, the consensus on the scope of economic issues that should be subject
to constitutional entrenchment has not been reached yet. The analysis of the world constitutional

practice shows a tendency to strengthen the regulation of those relations that concern the economic

2. PROPERTY AS A BASIC CATEGORY OF CONSTITUTIONAL AND LEGAL
REGULATION OF ECONOMIC RELATIONS.

Research of historical facts testifies to the fact that the property relations constitute the basis
of the economic system of any social formation. For this reason, they are among the first to be
documentarily enshrined. The development of society also entails the development of various forms
of property — from tribal and communal to the private one.

Constitutional regulation of property relations is one of the types of legal regulation of
property, the basic one for the modern legislation of any country. The science of constitutional law
includes a certain set of property conceptions that are specific to it. The analysis of this set of ideas
allows scholars to interpret property as one of the most crucial constitutional and legal institutions
(Shershun, 2016).

The development of both the economic and legal systems of European countries has had its
impact on the processes of forming an understanding of property; the legal regulation of property as
a universal institution has also developed and changed. A characteristic feature of the early
historical period of the world civilization was the fragmentation of the institute of property into
special types of relations of property ownership, use and disposal with respect to individual subjects
and objects. There was the so-called “domination” of the collective property of communities,
coupled with the restriction of turnover between such communities. Thus, while the circulation of
goods was quite simple and based on existing customs within a community, outside it — between
communities — this exchange was rather infrequent and could concern only deficit things. Lifestyle
and limited needs did not encourage community members to a constant search.

Historically, the dominance of individual forms of property has always been a priority. For
instance, the policy of the Soviet authorities was aimed at eradicating private property as such. This
is evidenced by the fact that on December 8, 1961, the Supreme Soviet of the USSR approved the
Basics of Civil Legislation of the USSR and the Union republics, which emphasized that the Soviet
state is the owner of all state property. The USSR Constitution of 1977 enshrined the dominance of
socialist property; thus Article 10 stipulates that: “the basis of the economic system of the USSR is
the socialist ownership of the production means in the form of state (public) and kolkhoz-
cooperative property”. A clear list of personal property objects was documented: household items,
personal consumption and utility household items, a residential house and labor savings. The

obvious weaknesses in the economy have spurred the expansion of the rights of enterprises and
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increased private citizen initiative. The necessity arose to legalize property other than “state” one
but also does not fall under the classification of “private” property.

The Basic Law “On Property in the USSR”, adopted in 1990, and subsequent amendments
to the Constitution contain a waiver of the priority of state property. Various variants appear —
property of Soviet citizens; collective property represented by rental, collective enterprises,
cooperatives, joint-stock companies, etc.; state property (Gluhova, 2012). The 1990 Law “On
Property in the RSFSR” envisaged division of property into private, state, municipal and public
associations (organizations) property. The permissible “size” of private property was not limited,
although certain restrictions were also stipulated (e.g., the private property of land).

With the disintegration of the USSR, the influence of the private property institution on the
economic system increased. Thus, after the Soviet rule of state property, the economy gradually
began to be absorbed by private property. A drastic step towards introducing market economy
principles was the privatization of state property. R.A. Dzhabrailov writes: “Perhaps the state
expected to get some synergetic effect from the appearance of private property rights in the
structure of objects, which consisted in attracting investments into modernization of production,
construction of new objects, improvement of the quality of enterprise employees’ social security”.
However, as we can observe, those events did not bring the expected results. The idea that the
market economy and private property are guaranteed to ensure the welfare and prosperity of the
people has become a de facto dogma. Contrary to this, the financial crisis of 2008 forced the world
to draw other conclusions, in particular, to abandon the thesis that it is possible to provide a
systematic and balanced economy of any state with exclusive self-regulation of the market, which is

deprived of state guardianship (Ustimenko, 2011).

3. THE STATE’S MAIN FUNCTIONS AND ITS INVOLVEMENT IN THE ECONOMIC
SYSTEM.

Walter Eucken, the founder of the School of Ordoliberalism, believed that “social justice
should be sought through the creation of a cumulative functional order... It must be understood that
private property can cause disruption, the collective property must cause disruption” (Nureev,
2007). That is, W. Eucken believed that all forms of property should be involved to ensure the full
economic development of the state.

In his works, Eucken harshly criticized the so-called laissez-faire — the principle of state
non-interference in the economy. It was the laissez-faire policy that, in his opinion, caused a
significant strengthening of power structures in the economy. W. Eucken believes that the laissez-

faire principle underestimates the danger that an individual interest may turn against a common

interest. The freedom to conclude contracts within the framework of the liberal order, in his
opinion, leads to the denial of the basic principle of the competitive order. An individual interest, as
he notes, is realized not only in the economic process but also in forming a position in the market in
a certain form. Acquiring positions of power on the market comes into conflict with the common
interest. In fact, “the more power is in the hands of individuals, the greater the danger that there will
be a conflict between individual and public interests” (Dementev, 2003).

Scholars’ research on the system of power in the social and economic system allows
drawing a conclusion that the latter includes the following basic institutions as state power, user
power and industrial power (corporate power).

State power in the economic system has the following construction logic. The Constitution
of Ukraine, in particular, part 2 of article 5, establishes the provisions that people are the bearers of
sovereignty and the only source of power in Ukraine. The people exercise power directly and
through State and local authorities. In the scientific literature, there is a definition of the State as an
organization with a comparable advantage in terms of using violence and extends to a geographical
territory whose boundaries are defined by the authorities of that organization to tax people who
reside there (Eggertsson, 2001).

The state embodies a deliberately created, organized and consciously controlled power
(Hajek, 2001). Formalization of the notion of “state power” is associated with a certain range of
substantive problems. By its nature, the power of the State is delegated, such power acting on the
basis of a social contract enshrined in the Constitution and other legislative acts. The main functions
of the state, which should ensure the effective operation of the economic system, include
integrative, motivational, social control, regulatory, unifying, repressive, stabilizing functions
(Chehovich, 2005).

Based on the analysis of these functions, it can be concluded that the potential of state power
is based on control over violence resources, ownership of economic resources (budget, state
property) and ideological influence, while the power potential of the state is fixed in normative acts
in the form of rights of power in relation to citizens and legal entities (Shershun, 2016).

Some scientists, in particular, V.V. Dementiev believe that the power exercised by the state
can be divided, firstly, into an arbitration power, the essence of which is to protect rights and
freedoms of some citizens from arbitrariness on the part of others (i.e. protection of property rights
and contracts), secondly, into hierarchical (administrative) power, based on the right of the state to
issue prescriptions (norms) regulating public conduct and the right of control over their
implementation, and thirdly, into economic power, which is to dispose of economic resources of the

state. A state is an organization that exercises authority countrywide. The state exercises power
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through the so-called mechanism of the state - the system of bodies and institutions that constitute
its organizational-political, organizational-economic basis. That is, through public authorities, social
institutions, as well as through the budget system, banking, monetary and other economic
structures. The boundaries of state power for various objects of power are regulated by legal norms
(Dementev, 2003).

The state guarantees the exclusive property rights of individuals, groups and organizations,
establishes fundamental rules of economic activity, creates and ensures observance of economic and
civil rights (including those of state bodies). The Constitution of Ukraine stipulates that the State
ensures the protection of the rights of all property rights holders and subjects of economic activity
and the economy social orientation. All subjects of property rights are equal under the law. It should
be noted that in the domestic scientific literature, the issue of state regulation of the economy has
traditionally been considered through the prism of state functions, in particular, such as economic
and organizational, regulation of labor and consumption. Scientists note that it is possible to
interpret the state functions not only as directions of its activity but also as a mechanism of
influence on social processes (Melnikov, 2011). For example, according to N. Salishcheva, it was
not taken into account in the process of reforms that “when proclaiming the freedom of private
property, the state should have taken care of the protection of private production and property, of a
reasonable system of taxation, of effective legal regulation” (Bachilo, 2001).

A. Komarov understands the state regulation of the economy as the system of economic,
legal, organizational measures of the state, through which it influences the socio-economic
development of the country and conducts socio-economic public policy through the system of
government agencies and officials (Komarov, 2000).

N.I. Bazilev mentions the following economic functions of the state: improvement of the
system of socio-economic relations; forecasting of development; demographic management;
orientation of production on the final results; elaboration of development programs; increasing the
role of labour collectives; coordination of interests of subjects; promotion of economic activity;
ensuring intellectual development, protection of life and human rights and freedoms; regulation of
international integration processes.

V.1. Kushlin offers the following list of economic functions of the state: legal support of
economic activity; organization of monetary circulation; production of public goods and services;
minimization of transaction costs; minimization of externalities; realization of national interests in

the world economy; regional and social policy implementation (Karetnikov, 1998).
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I.L. Sokolova notes that the economic function of the state can be defined as the directions
of state activity in the economic sphere aimed at ensuring economic growth, the stability of the
national economy, foreign economic stability, means and ways of state influence (Sokolova, 2005).

R. Savatier introduced the notion of “economic public order” into the scientific community:
“Public order is aimed at solving three tasks: firstly, to protect individual freedom, then to ensure
the sovereignty of the state and the strength of the family, and finally to observe the general rules of
morality” (Savatier, 1972). As a result of a significant expansion of public authority functions, two
new areas of public policy application have emerged: social public policy aimed at mitigating class
inequality and economic public policy aimed at creating a controllable economy.

Based on the aforementioned material, we have come to the conclusion that the economy of

any country needs state regulation to some extent.

4. THE NORMS OF THE CONSTITUTION AND THE CONTENT OF THE STATE
ECONOMICS REGULATION.

Constitutional and legal regulation defines the boundaries and content of state regulation of
the economy. The content of constitutional and legal regulation of the system of certain social
relations is determined by the circle of relations enshrined in the Basic Law of the State. Economic
relations encompass a wide range of social relations, and primarily concern property relations.

The notion of the right of private property has found its fixation in the articles of the
Constitution of Ukraine. In particular, Part 3 of Article 13 states that: “Property entails
responsibility. Property shall not be used to the detriment of the person and society”. This thesis is
true, since despite a rather rigid definition of the concept of property right adopted as a basis in the
Civil Code of Ukraine — the ownership right is the right of an individual in a thing (property) that
he/she enjoys in compliance with the effective legislation on his/her own will irrespective of the
will of the third persons — the legislator understands the importance of excessive absolutization of
individual person's property right.

M. Andreeva writes that: “During the 20th century, the idea of the social function of private
property was spread and further developed in the countries of Western democracy and states
oriented towards them” (Andreeva, 2009). The justification for this phenomenon was first provided
by the French lawyer L. Duguit. He believed that the state appropriates property, which should
perform a social function. L. Duguit argued that property is socialized and ceases to be an absolute
right and is transformed for the owner into a social debt. The theory of social functions in no way
endeavours to neutralize certain rights of the owner. L. Duguit noted that: ... the right of the owner

is justified and at the same time is limited by the social mission that lies upon him by virtue of the

special situation in which he is placed” (Ustimenko, 2011). The development of the theory of the
social function of property in tandem with the development of information technologies has had a
huge impact on the development of constitutional regulation of property. They gave rise to changes
in the range of relations of constitutional regulation and the inclusion of a large number of objects
of intellectual property rights.

In 1960, the ideas of the social functions of property were embodied by nationalizing the
most profitable enterprises. The development of the concept of Bolivarianism, the so-called
socialism of the XXI century, also made its corrections in the constitutional and legal regulation of
property relations. According to this conception, private property was subject to even harsher
restrictions, and broad nationalization was implemented (this applied mainly to oil production
facilities). Such ideas have given the world the Constitution of Venezuela and other Latin American
countries.

Nevertheless, the modern constitutional regulation includes the imprints of the historical
development of the concept of property. A number of countries have provisions in their
constitutions that enshrine different types of property of different origins. However, the majority of
home scholars pay attention to the norms that relate exclusively to the legal regulation of private
property, its protection from illegal encroachments and provisions on the exclusive property of the
state.

The analysis of the world’s constitutions shows that property not only provides rights, but
also entails responsibilities. Thus, for example, Article 14 of the German Constitution stipulates:
“Property entails obligations. Its use shall also serve the public good”.

As we have noted earlier, the Constitution of Ukraine also contains a norm about the
obligatory nature of property. However, it is not clear to what obligations it exactly entails. Thus,
V.A. Ustymenko writes that: “Ownership binds all subjects of law irrespective of their legal status
and the scope of their powers. The obligation to align their actions and aspirations with the
principles of civil society and the interests of the people is equally important for both the private
and public owner” (Ustimenko, 2011). It is impossible to disagree with this thesis, since only in this
way the idea of social functions of property and social orientation of economy, enshrined in the
Constitution of Ukraine, can be embodied.

Returning to the problem of the necessity of the economy state regulation, it should be noted
that many scientists, in particular, V.V.Melnikov believes that the complex constitutional
regulation of the state’s economic role is an exception rather than a general rule in the world
practice of constitutionalism (Melnikov, 2011). Thus, in addition to general social formulas, real

economic objectives must be established in order to achieve the goal. The Spanish Constitution, for
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instance, contains provisions according to which all the country’s wealth is subject to the general
interests of the country. The Italian Constitution states that private economic initiative is free. It
may not be exercised in contradiction with the public interest or at the expense of security, freedom,
human dignity. The law defines programmes of activities and control through which public and
private economic activities can be directed and coordinated for social purposes. The law defines
measures and control programmes through which public and private economic activities can be
directed and coordinated for social purposes (Shershun, 2016).

In the world’s modern constitutions, it became necessary to establish norms regulating the
limits of nationalization of citizens’ property as well as compensation of the latter. These provisions
are considered to a greater extent as a safeguard against illegal expropriation of the property of a
law-abiding owner. Thus, for example, Article 21 of the Constitution of Georgia stipulates: “The
restriction of the rights shall be permissible for the purpose of the pressing social need in the cases
determined by law and in accordance with a procedure established by law. Deprivation of property
for the purpose of the pressing social need shall be permissible ... only with appropriate
compensation”.

Article 21, part 2, of the Polish Constitution provides as follows: “Expropriation may be
allowed solely for public purposes and for just compensation”.

The constitutions of individual countries stipulate in great detail the issues of property
expropriation. Thus, the Basic Law of Greece directly defines not only the possibility of the state to
expropriate property in the public interest, but also details the procedural process for recovering its
value: “No one shall be deprived of his property except for public benefit which must be duly
proven, when and as specified by statute and always following full compensation corresponding to
the value of the expropriated property at the time of the court hearing on the provisional
determination of compensation. In cases in which a request for the final determination of
compensation is made, the value at the time of the court hearing of the request shall be considered”
(Konstituciya, 1975).

Any change in the value of expropriated property occurring after publication of the act of
expropriation and resulting exclusively there from shall not be taken into account

Compensation is determined by the competent courts, such compensation may also be
determined provisionally by the court after hearing or summoning the beneficiary, who may be
obliged, at the discretion of the court, to furnish a commensurate guarantee in order to collect the
compensation, as provided by the law. There is also a very important provision for the alienation of
property in compensation: “Prior to payment of the final or provisional compensation, all rights of

the owner shall remain intact and occupation of the property shall not be allowed”. In other words,
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the legislator at the constitutional level guarantees the inviolability of the right to private property
and provides the owners with the means of its protection.

Compensation in the amount determined by the court must in all cases be paid within one
and one half years at the latest from the date of publication of the decision regarding provisional
determination of compensation payable, and in cases of a direct request for the final determination
of compensation, from the date of publication of the court ruling, otherwise the expropriation shall
be revoked ipso jure. The compensation as such is exempt from any taxes, deductions or fees.

Constitutions of post-Soviet states usually do not regulate this issue in such detail.

Thus, part 3 of Article 25 of the Russian Federation states that no one may be deprived of
property otherwise than by court decision. Forced confiscation of property for state needs may be
carried out only on the proviso of preliminary and complete compensation.

In contrast to the Greek Constitution, the issue of compensation for expropriated property is
not regulated by the Basic Law of the Russian Federation, and therefore it is necessary to resort to
the federal legislation of the country for its solution. B. Melnikov writes that a person's deprivation
of his property by court decision (in the form of a sentence or resolution) can only take place in the
cases provided by law (Melnikov, 2011). An exclusive list of the grounds for compulsory
expropriation of property from its rightful owner is contained in paragraph 2 of Article 235 of the
Civil Code of the Russian Federation. In particular, so far, the grounds include: the turning of the
penalty onto the property by the obligations; the alienation of the property, which by force of the
law may not be owned by the given person; the alienation of immovable property in connection
with withdrawal of a land plot because of its improper use; the alienation of an incomplete
construction object in connection with termination of the validity term of an agreement on lease of a
land plot which is under state or municipal ownership; the alienation of immovable property in
connection with compulsory alienation of a land plot for state or municipal needs (withdrawal of a
land plot for state or municipal needs; the redemption of the mismanaged cultural values and of
domestic animals; the requisition; the confiscation; appropriation on the basis of a court decision by
the Russian Federation of the property in respect of which any evidence proving its acquisition with
the use of lawful income are not presented in compliance with the anticorruption legislation of the
Russian Federation; appropriation on the basis of a court decision by the Russian Federation of the
monetary assets, valuables, other property and the income derived from them in respect of which in
compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation on counteracting terrorism a person has
not presented data proving the legality of their acquisition (Melnikov, 2011).

In addition to the above-mentioned issues, the texts of foreign constitutions have many other

provisions regarding the regulation of property relations. These are, in particular, the regulations on
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the protection of the country's cultural heritage and nature, the regulations on the right of ownership
of land, water and other natural resources, on the rights of public organizations, on guarantees of the
right of ownership in legal proceedings (objects of ownership of individuals and legal entities); on
freedom of conscience and the rights of religious organizations (objects of property rights of
religious organizations), the legal status of foreigners, the protection of intellectual property, the
right of ownership of the mass media, separate “forms” of ownership, the division of competencies
of the federation and the subjects on property issues, the competencies of municipalities on property
issues, special regulation of property based on the status of indigenous peoples, etc. Nevertheless,
these norms are not comprehensive, they have limitations that define the limits of this study
(Shershun, 2016).

Part 5 of article 41 of the Constitution of Ukraine contains a provision stating that the
expropriation of objects of the right of private property may be applied only as an exception for
reasons of social necessity, on the grounds of and by the procedure established by law, and on the
condition of advance and complete compensation of their value. The expropriation of such objects
with subsequent complete compensation of their value is permitted only under conditions of martial
law or a state of emergency.

Therefore, based on the practice of foreign countries, the Ukrainian legislator has defined
clear boundaries of such expropriation and enshrined guarantees of property rights.

The legislation of Ukraine provides for such types of forcible alienation as: requisition (Art.
353 the Civil Code of Ukraine); confiscation (Art. 354 the Civil Code of Ukraine).

With regard to the concept of nationalization, the current Civil Code of Ukraine does not
contain any provisions addressing this issue; only part 3 of article 397 of the Economic Code of
Ukraine specifies that foreign investments in Ukraine are not subject to nationalization.

Types of forcible alienation of private property are a measure of influence of the state on
economic activity within the framework of market mechanism. Defining the boundaries of this
action is a topical discussion issue in scientific literature. B. Chirkin writes that economic theories
and views cannot be established by the state as state or obligatory, and the state cannot declare
Marxism or economic liberalism as state economic ideology (Chirkin, 2001). The state must
perform its functions through universally recognized values, basic goals of development,
democracy and the rule of law. B.N. Topornin expressed the opinion that the constitution should
define the “system of coordinates” in which the state “plays its economic function”, pointing out
also that the constitution may provide instruments of state regulation, including the budget, taxes,

export and import privileges (Topornin, 1992).
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5. THE SCOPE OF CONSTITUTIONAL AND LEGAL REGULATION OF ECONOMIC
RELATIONS.

The sphere of constitutional and legal regulation of economic relations has been repeatedly
subjected to scientific research, but there is still no consensus as to which economic issues should
be subject to constitutionalizing. Not only legal theory, but also political practice enters into heated
debate over the above-mentioned issue.

As we have mentioned earlier, modern constitutions of foreign countries to a greater extent
contain regulations on the economic sphere. These are, in particular, provisions on nationalization
of socially important sectors of the economy, state monopoly, agrarian reform, economic planning,
social justice, fair distribution of public products, etc.

All constitutions of the twentieth century are characterized by a drastic increase in the range
of regulations devoted to numerous economic issues, including: forms of the state’s participation in
economic activity, public restrictions on the freedom of economic activity etc. Such approach
testifies to the growing role of constitutional regulation of economic relations, however, it caused
scientists to seek an answer to the question concerning the reason for the increase in the number of
constitutional and legal norms of economic content (Shershun, 2016).

The study of the content of constitutions led the researchers to classify the so-called
economic norms according to their content. In particular, M. Andreeva, having studied the issue of
the scope and content of constitutional and legal regulation of the economy in foreign countries,
suggests classifying the constitutional and legal norms regulating economic relations into four
groups: the economic basis of individual freedom; the boundaries of individual freedom in the
economic sphere; ways of solving social conflicts in the sphere of entrepreneurship; the role of the
state, its economic policy and competence of state bodies in the sphere of economy (Andreeva,
1991).

In addition, V.E. Chirkin singles out economic relations that are subject to constitutional and
legal regulation including property relations, the role of the state in regulating the economy, etc.
The main lever is prognostication. Along with the forecasting, V.E. Chirkin notes that many other
levers are used to regulate the economy. They include redistribution of the budget, direct
stateization (nationalization) of a number of the economy sectors, tax and credit policy, government
intervention in labour relations (legal regulation of working hours, vacations, etc.), the creation of
special departments and various kinds of mixed companies with the participation of state capital,
where government officials and heads of monopolies together resolve issues of economic

regulation, etc. (Chirkin, 2001).
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V.E. Chirkin is a supporter of the notion of economy socialization. Economic socialization
is a link in the general process of socialization, “finds its expression in the formation and
development of a trend, and subsequently a pattern, according to which under the influence of the
producer’s needs, the process of assimilation and use of a specific system of knowledge, norms and
values necessary for the successful functioning of the national economy, social and economic
relations, society as a whole, is accelerated”. According to other interpretations, socialization is the
development and strengthening of social orientation in the development of economic systems, in
which a certain part of net monetary income is used to meet the social, material and social and
spiritual needs of the main subject of the economy — the individual. S. Mocherny presents
socialization of economy as “a process of gradual evolutionary filling of subsystems and elements
of the economic system of capitalism with socialist content, formation and development of the basis
of socialism” (Mochernij, 2007).

I.A. Alebastrova writes in her studies that constitutions of the 20th century are characterized
not only by socialization, but also by expansion of the circle of constitutional regulation. According
to the scholar, the Constitutions “began to regulate not only the foundations of the state’s structure,
but also the foundations of the construction of civil society, to formulate the objectives and
principles of state action in the social sphere, and to regulate, in addition to personal and political
rights, economic, social and cultural rights of man and citizen”. It is obvious that the new social
conditions, which necessitate a broader entrenchment of economic institutions in the basic laws of
the state, demonstrate the bond between the constitution and the economy that had emerged long
before such entrenchment was necessary (Alebastrova, 2000).

Constitutional and legal regulation of economic relations is a dynamic legal phenomenon,
which should become an expression of reaction to the processes occurring in the economic system
of the state. The economic system of the state, based on its connection with the constitution, has
several key definitions. Thus, D.L. Zlatopolsky writes that “the state’s economic system is the most
important element of the social order. It is explained by the fact that the concept of “the state’s
economic system” includes forms of ownership, constitutes the real basis, the actual basis of social
relations, the foundation of life activity of any state” (Zlatopolskij, 2000).

The boundaries of constitutional regulation are also established by determining the degree of
importance of certain public relations in the respective public sphere. Thus, E.I. Kozlova refers to
the subject of constitutional law in the sphere of economic life of society only those relations that
characterize the basic principles and principles of the economy, forms of ownership, indicating that
the full legal regulation of economic relations is implemented by civil, economic, financial and a

number of other branches of law (Kozlova, 2003).
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A broad approach to identifying regulatory links between the constitution and the economic
sphere has allowed us to view the economy as an integral element of civil society. The
establishment of civil society in Ukraine has to address a two-fold issue: on the one hand, to provide
a real opportunity for citizens through various forms of associations to exercise effective influence
on the state. On the other hand, the awareness of their responsibility for the formation and
implementation of public policy.

The idea of B. Topornin regarding the definition of constitutional limits of economic
regulation is very interesting. Thus, the scholar writes that it is necessary to speak only about the
most important and essential issues in the Constitution, leaving concretization and development of
the proclaimed principles to the branch legislation. In B. Topornin’s opinion, the importance of
constitutional regulation of economic issues is conditioned by the interests of relations optimization
between the state and society and determination of limits of admissible state interference into
economy. According to B. Topornin, “Replacing the constitution with the current legislation on
such issues in terms of both theory and practice would be as vulnerable as replacing the current
legislation with the constitution” (Topornin, 1992).

In the scientific literature there is also a discussion about the theory put forward by O.E.
Kutafin, namely: “the most important component of the subject of constitutional law is the group of
relations formed in the process of implementation of the main features of state organization of
society”. Besides, he came to the following conclusion: “The subject of the constitutional law of
any state cannot be given once and for all. It depends on the content of the constitution or other
fundamental documents in effect in the State at a certain stage of its development. Thus, the
discussion that has been held for many years on the scope of relations that constitute the subject of
constitutional law has no grounds, as their scope does not depend on the identification of certain
social relations that constitute the subject of constitutional law, but, as mentioned above, on the will
of the state, which gives them a fundamental character” (Kutafin, 2001).

However, some researchers do not support this view. For example, A.E. Kozlova writes that
the constitutional law does not enshrine the state leadership in society in one form. Society is
independent of the state and stands above it. The relationship between society and the state should

be based on the recognition of human freedom and civil society institutions (Kozlova, 2003).

6. CONCLUSIONS.
1. Constitutional law regulates the place of the state in the political system of society and
defines the principles of relations between the state and its non-state elements including the ways of

resolving conflicts between them, limits of interference or even limits of its activity.
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2. The boundaries of constitutional regulation of economic relations should be determined
first of all on the basis of considering fundamental relations for the economic system of the state.
That is, the limits of constitutional regulation depend on the system of relations that are included in
the concept of economic relations. Since no single point of view regarding the definition of
“economic relations” exists in the scientific literature, we believe that the basic relations in this
sphere, which require constitutional and legal regulation are: freedom of economic activity and its
limits; economic space, free movement of goods, services and financial resources; basic provisions
for the organization of market economy; property relations, including the fixation of their forms;
guarantees and restrictions in relations between economic entities and public authorities.

The above-mentioned provisions cannot be considered separately from each other, because
their exclusively complex development will lead to the harmonious functioning of the state
economic system. These provisions should be characterized by complementarity, and the lack of
regulation of some items will lead to a significant limitation of the content of others. Thus, for
example, it is impossible to exercise freedom of economic activity without constitutional regulation
of types of ownership or in the absence of a clear mechanism of restrictions on the interference of
public authorities in the freedom of economic activity subjects.

3. The system of relations that require legal regulation should also include the
establishment of an effective pricing mechanism, the exercise of control over monetary policy, the
cancellation of restrictions on foreign trade activities, the development of an effective tax and

budgetary system, regulation of financial reporting, etc.
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Resume. The article, based on archival and published documents, eyewitness recollections
and a large body of scientific literature, attempts to highlight the relationship between Galician
Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky, Apostolic Representative of Transcarpathia Dionisije Njaradi and
President of Carpathian Ukraine Augustyn Voloshyn. A special attention is paid to the events that
took place in Transcarpathia in the late 1930s, when the long struggle of Transcarpathian

Ukrainians ended with the acquisition of autonomous rights within Czechoslovakia, and later with
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declaration of independence. The authors also emphasize the political relations between A.
Sheptytsky and A. Voloshyn after the tragedy of Carpathian Ukraine.

One of the modern international law realities and order is the
human rights recognition as the subject of interstate relations: the attitude of the state towards its
citizens is no longer considered a matter of exclusive internal jurisdiction. Human rights - this is a
holistic landmark that allows you to apply the "human dimension" to the state, law, ethics, morality.
Human rights are a certain normative dimension of its socio-cultural activities. Moreover, they act

as one of the largest cultural values.

For Ukraine, the human rights issue is currently becoming extremely urgent. The
identification of the desire to take a worthy place in the world and European communities from the
first steps of independent state building means for Ukraine the need to bring its legislation in line
with international, and in the geographical dimension, European human rights standards.

Development status of the problem. Modern Ukrainian political scientists V. Babkin,
M. Baimuratov, H. Popovych, O. Vasilenko, A. Martinov, A. Pakharev, A. Bilous, V. Zhuravsky,
O. Kosher, I. Kravchenko, N. Krivokon, V. Gorbatenko, 1. Kresina, A. Kovalenko, S. Bulbenyuk,
A. Silenko, V. Tsvetkov, 1. Yakovyuk and others are devoting questions of realizing human rights,
studying the theory and practice of human rights. No less important works on the problems of
human rights are the foreign scientists’ works, such as R. Mullerson, A. Musa, J. Lucas, G. Maltsev,
K. Baranivsky and others.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the current state of the human rights realization in
the context of population's social protection.

The methodological basis of the research consists of general scientific methods of social
phenomena cognition and processes (analysis, synthesis, generalization, classification) and
sociological methods.

Statement of the main material. In the modern world, the democracy of the legal system to
which Ukraine belongs is largely determined by the place that a person holds in it, how its interests,
life, health, honor, dignity are guaranteed, what rights it is endowed with, how they are protected.
The level of human rights development, their provision is an indicator of the legal system
development maturity [8, p.5].

The state’s main social policy direction is the social security functioning, an integral part of
which is social work as a professional activity in the social protection field aimed at helping those
categories of citizens who are in difficult life circumstances [14]. In fact, social work should be
considered as the implementation of the state’s social protective function for the benefit of socially
vulnerable segments of the population. Social work that a social worker performs, providing social
assistance to individuals, groups, satisfying their needs, helping to mobilize all sources of society to
provide assistance. The social worker position is provided by state and public organizations, as well
as by private social assistance agencies. [9, p. 178].

One of the first attempts to analyze the social work essence was made by American M.
Richmond, the developer of the professional social work concept, in the book “Social Diagnoses”,
which was published in 1917. The author examined the theoretical and methodological foundations
of social work, emphasizing the meaning of social work to protect human rights in an unfavorable

situation, pointing out the need for legal regulation of the main social work principles [4, p.15]. It
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was M. Richmond who substantiated the idea of poverty as ailments, subject to comprehensive
social treatment. Society deals with individuals who find themselves in difficult life circumstances.
An important step towards social treatment is the effective implementation of the human rights of a
specific individual.

Supporting this position, scientists H. Popovych, J. Lucas, O. Vasilenko, note that the
“fundamental human pseudo-law in the social work organization is* human rights ’[10, p. 36-44].
The indicated humanistic idea is embodied in the Constitution of Ukraine, where in Art. 3 is
proclaimed, that a person, his life and health, honor and dignity, integrity and security are
recognized in Ukraine as the highest social value. Human rights and freedoms and their guarantees
determine the content and focus of the state. The state is responsible to a person for its activities.
The affirmation and enforcement of human rights and freedoms is the main duty of the state [2].
Based on this provision, the main principle of the functioning of the state should be the principle of
"human above all." This is precisely what social work is aimed at, the important functions of which,
according to N. Krivokon, are: 1) ensuring such conditions for the existence of a person in society,
under such conditions, every citizen can exercise the right to be socially protected; 2) promoting the
achievement and maintenance of living standards, guaranteeing the harmonious development of the
individual; 3) ensuring the operation of the social justice principles in society [3, p.36].

English scientists S. Ramon and T. Shanin define social work as “the organization of a
personal service to help people. It is based on altruism and aims to make it easier for people to live
in a personal and family crisis, as well as possible to radically solve their problems” [7, p. 135-136].

The basis of social work as a component of state’s social protection is the legal framework
embodied in documents for the human rights protection, first of all, the International Bill of Human
Rights (1945), the General Declaration of Human Rights (1948), the International Covenant on
Economic, Social and cultural human rights (1966), the International Covenant on Civil and
Political Human Rights (1966, entered into force 1976). The main provision of these documents is
the thesis that the highest value in any civilized world is human life. One of the basic indicators of
the level of state’s democratization is the reality of ensuring the right to life, as the main right not
only of the system of civil human rights, but of the entire system of rights. According to UN
documents, in general human rights can be defined as the rights inherent in human nature, without
which a person cannot exist as a human being. Rights are based on a person’s needs for a life in
which the inherent dignity and value of every human person is respected and protected. The
realization of the right to a decent life is the main social work direction in the context of the
implementation of protection as a function of the state. Respect for human rights should be

considered as an ascending principle of the development of a civilizational social state [6].
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Particular attention in the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights is
given to guaranteeing the right to work, social security, protecting children and women, and
protection from poverty and hunger. In Art. 6 states: “The measures to be taken by the States parties
to the present Covenant with a view to the full realization of this right (to work) include technical
education and training programs, ways and methods to achieve sustained economic, social and
cultural development and full production employment. in conditions guaranteeing the basic political
and economic freedoms of man”.

In accordance with the principles proclaimed by the UN Charter, recognition of the dignity
inherent in all members of the human family, their equal and inalienable rights, is the freedom
foundation, justice and universal peace. According to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,
the ideal of a human person, free from fear and want, can only be realized if conditions are created
under which everyone can enjoy their economic, social and cultural rights, and UN member states
are obligated to promote universal respect and observance human rights and freedoms, and each
individual person, having duties in relation to other people and the collective to which he belongs,
must seek to promote and respect the rights recognized by global community.

Economic, social and cultural human rights are interpreted as legislative consolidation of the
fundamental freedoms and living conditions of people, they allow everyone to freely develop their
human nature, live with their loved ones in human relations and not be afraid of the violent
destruction of their well-being [1, p.6].

A number of other documents also record the human right recognition to housing and the
assertion of its inviolability [4].

Since social work is interconnected with various social institutions and sectors of public life,
it functions as an extensive set of ties and relations in the social sphere, based on the principles of
legality and human rights. It is based on the recognition that customers have the right to receive
quality social services in the required amount.

All human rights are enshrined in values, principles of social work [13]. The foundation of
all work on social protection and support is the value of human life. According to which the right to
life is an inalienable and absolute right of every person. Active support of human life, counteraction
to the violation of his rights, activities to ensure and improve the quality of life are the most
important value guidelines for social work [5].

An incomparable value is the world. In philosophical understanding, it means not only the
absence of wars or organized conflicts. Peace is connected with achieving harmony with oneself,
other people and the environment. Of course, in any society, conflicts are inevitable, but it is

important by what methods they are resolved. Social work is aimed at resolving them in a peaceful,
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non-violent way. Peaceful development is an indispensable civilized value of all people, which
strive for peace and social justice.

A significant social work value is the principle of equality, which upholds the same rights
(equality) for everyone, needs, opportunities, and implies respect for the dignity of each person.
This principle is closely related to the principle of non-discrimination, which ensures any
restrictions on the rights of citizens by their race, national, political affiliation or gender.

A guideline in social work is solidarity, which sets up an understanding of the suffering and
a person aspiration, participation in the struggle for his rights. The duty of social workers consists
not only in providing assistance, but also in solidarity with them, their groups, and communities,
victims of violence, expulsion and restrictions on personal freedom in any country in the world.

The practical solidarity aspect is social responsibility, which provides assistance to those in
need, protection of their interests, guardianship [15]. In a humanized world, each society should use
its resources to improve the situation of man, and man should subordinate his abilities to the
development of society and the progress of mankind. The proper implementation of social work is
impossible without defining such a socio-economic value as justice, which tunes to the impartial
satisfaction of the necessary human needs, the motivated distribution of material resources, free
access to health care, education, equal opportunities, social protection and security. Social justice is
the main means of protecting a person, non-exchangeable condition for the mankind development,
social progress. Its implementation is accompanied by the assertion of the equality of each person
social right (equality of opportunity, equality in the use of benefits), the abolition of unjustified
privileges, the correspondence of a person’s income to labor and capital costs, the protection of
socio-economic rights and freedoms of citizens, social protection of disabled low-income groups.

The ideal of social justice has long guided the progressive circles of society. And now it
does not lose relevance, because even in the most developed countries of the world, millions of
people are dissatisfied with their lives, feel offended, are seeking to realize their rights [11].

In modern interstate relations, the human rights protection is carried out by legislative,
administrative and other means that are at the disposal of each state, and international bodies only
control this process. Currently, a number of monitoring bodies have been created in accordance
with the UN Charter; others have been created on the basis of international human rights
agreements of both a universal and regional nature.

From the regulatory and legal point of view, the Constitution of Ukraine contains more
human rights than the US Constitution [2]. For example, in the constitution of Ukraine all rights can
be divided into the following blocks as: personal (right to life, personal freedom, freedom of speech

and belief, freedom of movement, personal integrity, right to privacy of correspondence, etc.),
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political rights (right to freedom of association in political parties and public organizations for the
exercise and protection of their rights, etc.), social and economic rights (the right to work, social
protection, the right to conduct their own business, etc.), cultural rights (the right to education, the
right to free access to cultural objects and the freedom of creativity, etc.). At the same time, the
“Bill of Rights” mentions only basic rights, and it is only noted that citizens have one or another
right. As for socio-economic and cultural rights, they are completely absent.

Social work is related to public policy, primarily social policy, the human rights concept's
implementation, the social sphere legal regulation, the society legal culture, and the social
conditions of various public groups.

Having basic needs for clothing, food, life, health, people have the right to respect and
dignity and enjoy equal opportunities to meet their needs. That is what the principle of social justice
sets up. The first to help from the subjects of social work is everyone who addresses them without
discrimination on the basis of age, racial, national, religious, political and other grounds [12].

The social workers™ actions depend not only on legislative norms, but also on the Code of
Ethics, which guides social workers. He focuses on the observance of such ethical principles of
activity: respect for the dignity of each person; priority of the interests of each person; tolerance;
trust and interaction in solving customer problems; accessibility of services; confidentiality;
compliance with professional ethics.

In order for this majority of ethical principles and norms to be implemented, adopted by
most social workers, they must become an internal plan of their consciousness. A mechanism for
monitoring compliance with these standards is also needed.

Conclusion. So, in the light of the research we came to the conclusion that human rights are
certain human capabilities that are necessary for its existence and development in specific historical
conditions, are objectively determined by the achieved level of human development and should be
common and equal for all people.
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Resume. The article attempts a comprehensive study of the best representatives of
geopolitical thought in Ukraine in the late XIX — first half of the XX century: Mykhailo
Drahomanov, Ivan Franko, Mykola Mikhnovsky, Dmytro Dontsov, Yuriy Lypa, Stepan Rudnytsky
and Mykhailo Kolodzinsky. The authors analyze the geopolitical heritage of prominent Ukrainian
thinkers through the prism of state-building processes. Considerable attention is paid to Ukrainian-
Russian relations during various stages of national history. The article draws parallels with the
current geopolitical situation in which Ukraine found itself after the Russian invasion in 2014.

Based on this, it seems relevant to make a detailed analysis of the “Military Doctrine of Ukrainian
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Nationalists” by M. Kolodzinsky, who warned in the mid-30s of the last century about the events
that are taking place today.

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Resume. The article attempts a comprehensive study of the best representatives of
geopolitical thought in Ukraine in the late XIX — first half of the XX century: Mykhailo
Drahomanov, Ivan Franko, Mykola Mikhnovsky, Dmytro Dontsov, Yuriy Lypa, Stepan Rudnytsky
and Mykhailo Kolodzinsky. The authors analyze the geopolitical heritage of prominent Ukrainian
thinkers through the prism of state-building processes. Considerable attention is paid to Ukrainian-

Based on this, it seems relevant to make a detailed analysis of the “Military Doctrine of Ukrainian
Nationalists” by M. Kolodzinsky, who warned in the mid-30s of the last century about the events
that are taking place today.

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Abstract: The 2020 pandemic can already be called one of the worst in human
history. Analyzing the impact of the coronavirus on international relations, the
economy, society and politics, the enormous scale of this phenomenon becomes
clear, especially in the context of globalization and deep integration over the past few
decades. Mankind has been unprepared for this kind of threat, although the system's

vulnerability to viruses and other biological agents has been talked about for a long
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time and there have even been attempts to predict a pandemic. The authorities of
some states are beginning to use this situation as an excuse to strengthen their
powers, which means moving towards authoritarianism. The example of China and
other countries characterized by soft authoritarianism - a hybrid of capitalism and
authoritarianism - may seem deceptively effective. But for a crisis in Europe, this
direction of development can be disastrous.

HYBRIDNITY AS THE UNIVERSAL PROPERTY OF THE
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Abstract: The dynamics and complications of social processes, is becoming especially
acute at the present stage of the world development, determine the search for the most categorical
scientific apparatus that is most adequate to these trends. One of the new concepts that deserve
attention should be considered the concept of "hybridity", the transformation of the content of
which towards increasing socialization is fully consistent with the problem field of modern science,
including, when analyzing various social phenomena and processes, both global and national scale.
This directly applies to Ukraine as a transitional type of country, largely determined by the features
of its historical past, post-colonial, post-totalitarian, post-genocidal status, and oligarchic form of
government, modern internal systemic uncertainty and the lack of clear positions in world
geopolitical processes. Therefore, with all the evidence of hybridity, it permeates almost all the
components of its national-state existence - economic, military-political, informational, legislative,
religious, spiritual-cultural, worldview-value, etc., has become the subject of numerous studies,
together with finding reflection in the works of many modern foreign and domestic researchers, in
particular such as R.Knox, M.Brun, J.Martin-Barbero, V.Mignolo, Thab Hassan, R.Bart, J.-F.Lyotar
, R.Penrose, P.Guy Roy, H.Bhabha, P.Verbner, D.Perkins, F.Van Kappena, R.Mar tian,
L.Voloshina, A.Doroshkevich, V.Predborskiy, V.Gorbulin and others. The problem of hybridity not
only did not exhaust itself, but, on the contrary, it began to open up all new aspects of its essence,
starting from the deepest internal mechanisms of origin, structural organization and ending with the
features of functioning, a variety of forms, direction of development, etc., necessitates its further
conceptualization and raising to the level of scientific and methodological reflection.

Based on this, the purpose of this article is to identify the objective nature of hybridity as a
universal trend in the development of the material world. The task is to show the features of
hybridity in the context of the interaction and mutual influence of natural and social systems in the

face of increasing globalization trends in the modern world.
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co-evolution.

The problem of hybridity is one of the most discussed in the scientific community today.
The concept of "hybridity" (from Latin: hybrida - crossbreed) has biological roots and was first
understood as the result of natural or artificial crossbreeding of genetically distinct forms.
Subsequently, this term becomes more and more universal in nature, extending to both natural and
social objects. At the social level, it is actively used in the study of the widest possible range of
problems relating to almost all levels and forms of social ties and relationships. Moreover, the
process of variability and dynamism of various processes and phenomena is determined by the
concept of “hybridization”.

The theoretical substantiation of the objective nature of the hybridization process, which has
a long history, has been continued in modern research, carried out mainly at the intersection of
sciences. They significantly expand our understanding of the mechanisms of such a process and
show that universal interconnections, mutual influences, interpenetration and interdependence of
various systems are carried out not only within their own structural organization or within a
particular form or level of the material world organization, but also between systems of different
levels of organization the universe as a whole. And this makes it possible to better understand the
role of hybridity in social processes and development trends of the modern local and global world.

Despite a significant number of scientific developments of interest in this context, it is
enough to refer to a few. First of all, this is a new theory of worldview - synergetics (from the Greek
Synergy - promotion), which has occupied a special place in the light of the post-non-classical
picture of the world formation with its ideas of pluralism and dialogism. Created by the German
scientist G. Haken in the second half of the twentieth century, it is also known under other names -
the theory of dynamic chaos in the USA (M. Feignbaum), the theory of dissipative systems in
French-speaking countries (I. Prigozhin), the “theory of self-organization” in Russian literature,
which, however, not only do not contradict the main direction of the new science - the study of the
self-organization phenomena processes through the use of non-linear thermodynamics methods, but
also significantly supplement some of its provisions. Despite the fact that synergetics originated in
the bowels of quantum mechanics, thermodynamics, physics of nonequilibrium states and the
theory of dynamical systems, it is considered an interdisciplinary science, and the subject of its
interests reaches macroscopic processes and multi-level coordination, affecting various branches of

natural and social cognition, including scope of network information space. Moreover, synergetics
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erases insurmountable boundaries between physical and chemical processes, on the one hand, and
biological and social processes, on the other. The focus of synergetics is the functionality of objects
as open systems. Since an open system is a system that exchanges matter, energy and information
with the environment, it is volatile and dynamic. Such instability of a system implies the loss of the
previous state and the acquisition of a new qualitative state under the influence of the environment
or interaction with another / other system / systems of qualitative characteristics. The latter causes
an endless process of “struggle” between its two states - equilibrium and nonequilibrium -
dissipative, associated with an increase in entropy (degree of complexity, randomness, uncertainty).
Nonequilibrium, in turn, can again go over to equilibrium as a new stationary state of the system
(Nikolis G., Prigogine L., 1990). So, each new stationary state as a manifestation of the next stage of
system self-organization, represents its new quality, acquired as a result of interchange with the
environment, and can be considered as a certain form of hybridity. Moreover, in such hybridity
through gradual internal structuring, which ensures its identity as an object to itself, its previous
dynamic “chaotic state”, or dynamic chaos (M. Feignbaum) is transformed into “order”, which, in
turn, acts as a prerequisite for the next chain of transformations from chaos to order, etc. A hybrid
can be considered as another stage, or a bifurcation point in the development of the system. Finding
a parallel between the hybrid and the bifurcation point makes it possible to talk about the multi-
vector nature of the further possible development of any hybrid, often unpredictable, or even about
the possibility of the final self-destruction of the existing system. Here, such qualitative changes in
systems are possible that allow the transition from one level of organization of matter to another.
So, M. Eigen uses the principle of self-organization of matter as the main principle for biological
evolution and substantiates the hypothesis about the origin of life. At the same time, he also
connects it with the mechanism of movement from dynamic chaos to order in the framework of the
transition from inanimate to living (Eigen M., Winkler R., 1979), which suggests the appearance of
certain transitional hybrid system formations. Actually, from this angle, one can also consider the
evolutionary process of living things development as a whole. A striking confirmation of this fact
can be the symbiogenesis of L. Margulis, which in two evolutionary directions of the global
formation of life - random gene mutations and large-scale gene exchange through the global
exchange network, added a third - development through symbiosis. The essence of this idea is that
symbiosis is considered as the ability of various organisms to live in close interaction with each
other, which leads to the formation of new life forms (Endosymbiosis: Lynn Margulis). And such
life forms can also be considered as hybrid in nature, which, at the same time, are certain steps in
the process of its endless hybridization.

A slightly different perspective on this problem brings us to the level of understanding the
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evolution of the living as a process of complicating forms of cognitive activity. So, the theory of
auto-train (self-reproduction) in combination with the theory of knowledge of U. Maturana and F.
Varela (Santiago School of Cognition) reveals a complex mechanism that underlies the
identification of the cognition process with the process of life. After all, they prove that the
interaction of a living organism with the environment is a cognitive interaction, and the process of
life is a cognition process. The Santiago's theory of cognition is closely related to auto-train - the
self-reproduction of living networks, which occurs in the process of continuous structural changes
through self-renewal and the establishment of new connections. Continuous structural changes in
response to the impact of the environment - and, accordingly, constant adaptation, training and
development - are the key characteristics of all living things behavior, which (behavior) is
determined by this structure, arises as a result of a chain of changes (Mingers John, 1991). In
addition, cognition embodies the symbiosis of the objective and subjective, that is, it "is not a
reflection of a certain independently existing world, but the" birth "of the world in the process of
life" (Capra F., 2004). This, in their opinion, also has to do with consciousness as a special kind of
cognitive process, which requires the brain and central nervous system and occurs when knowledge
reaches a certain level of complexity, accompanied by sensory and emotional experience and self-
consciousness. The phenomenon of consciousness itself is the interaction and mutual influence of
conscious experience and the nature of neural structures and processes. Understanding the features
of this interaction, depending on the degree of use of nonlinear dynamics and analysis of personal
experience, is reflected in modern areas of consciousness research - neuroreductionist, functionalist
and neuro-phenomenological, which differently understand the mechanism of interaction biological
and psychological factors as a certain hybrid quality. It seems that the quantum theory of
consciousness of R. Penrose also reveals one of the deepest processes of a biologically
informational, conscious-unconscious nature inherent in the carrier of consciousness, as well as
their relationship with artificial intelligence. At the same time, recognizing the presence of hybridity
in these processes, the scientist categorically denies attempts to identify human consciousness with
artificial intelligence, insisting on their fundamental qualitative differences: even those situations
associated with the activity of consciousness that can be simulated for artificial intelligence
operations will still have fundamentally different internal mechanisms (Penrose R.).

No less valuable in this context are the theory of probiotic evolution, the theory of the origin
of life, and the new discovery of the mind of G.Morovitsya and R. Hazen. This is a new approach to
the problem of consciousness as a combination of physical, biological and psychological, objective
and subjective, conscious and unconscious. Ultimately, a need arises for a new interpretation of the

Body-Mind problem as the personification of a certain unity (Morowitz H.D.). The latter position

also corresponds to the conclusions of cognitive linguistics (R.Fouts), according to which human
thinking is determined by our physical nature and our bodily experience (Capra F., 2004, p. 48).
And this is connected with a more fundamental opinion, according to which at all levels of the
living, consciousness and matter, process and structure are inextricably linked (Capra F., 2004,
p. 51). At the same time, G.Morovits attracts attention to the role of discreteness (discontinuity,
jump) in the process of evolution and the formation of new states of living organisms, has a solid
scientific and methodological basis. Because each form of hybridity is not the total gradual
development of any system due to its passage of an infinite number of transitional stages, but only a
certain moment of such development does not exclude the presence of a continuity break (Morowitz
H.D.). So, each transition state of any system is hybrid in nature. In principle, it can be identified
with a bifurcation point, which provides for probabilistic multi-vector character in the further
development of the system. And here it is appropriate to talk about uncertainty, instability, and
transition, in one degree or another inherent in each system. Therefore, any hybridity is inherently
contradictory: it can be both a source of consent, harmony, perfection, paving the way for further
development of the system, and also cause confrontation, disharmony, degeneration, a dead end in
the development of the system and its final destruction.

The theory of living systems and a systematic vision of life by F.Kapra and P. Luisi
advanced scientific thought further and allowed us to identify the universal nature of hybridity and
the mechanisms of hybridization inherent in all not only biological, but also social systems, are a
prerequisite for their formation, functioning and self-development, influencing both the process of
preserving each system's own identity, and the nature of intersystem interaction, which does not
exclude elements of the struggle for survival and dominance. However, the mechanism of
hybridization at the social level is more complex, since here, next to objectivity and spontaneity, the
subjective factor begins to play an increasingly important role. It is the active purposeful activity of
a social subject that ultimately determines the forms, direction of development and dynamics of
hybrid processes of various levels of organization of matter, which a person is able to influence. It
is clear that this should take into account regular trends in the development of a particular system,
including cause-effect relationships, as well as the presence of a factor of randomness and
unpredictability. Thus, in social processes, chaos and order are also subjective, in connection with
which we can talk about artificial, planned, controlled chaos or organized, established order. As
well as about the conscious choice of attractor, or superattractor (V.Bransky) at the bifurcation
point. It is interesting that at the level of social cognition, chaos and order are not perceived as
mutually exclusive, but rather as conceptual spaces where intuitive representations, concrete

scientific interpretations and their philosophical understanding intersect, which proves the
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synergetic approach. And the terminological apparatus of social synergetics itself is multilayered
both in the degree of concepts” abstraction and in their origin. This is the concept of the natural
sciences (bifurcation, fluctuation, homeostasis, entropy, metabolism, equilibrium, disequilibrium,
etc.) is the concept of general scientific fields that study the laws of organization, control, technical
modeling - information theory, cybernetics, system theory (system, structure, organization,
information , feedback, open and closed systems, self-regulation, etc.) philosophical categories for
describing more general laws and mechanisms of the development process (chance and necessity,
variability and stability) the concept of social discipline, focus on the specifics of the development
of the social system (order, distemper, revolution) (Djoban O.P., 2011, p. 10). As for directly social
objects, G.Haken names the following reasons for the self-organization of socio-historical systems:
change in the global environmental impact on the system; increase in the number of system
components; mixing components; sudden change in parameters governing (Haken G.,1985, p. 86),
which, as can be seen, contains signs of hybridity. Therefore, such large-scale social phenomena as
distemper, revolution, «perestroika», modernization, reforming, etc., understood through the prism
of the synergetic approach, are essentially transitional - hybrid, as they contain a set of different
multi-system elements that determine their intermediate unstable state of the organization towards
further systemic certainty.

In the context of hybridity, the problem of cloning is becoming extremely acute today - it is
connected with the process of creating identical copies (replication) of organisms or other objects in
biology called clones (the term was proposed by Haldane). It is about using your own body
elements or elements of other organisms to create an organism / organisms of a new quality. At the
molecular, cellular, and organic levels of cloning, he uses various methods, including the creation of
recombinant DNA molecules, “hybrid cells”, and others. Human cloning - therapeutic or
reproductive - involves either cloning human cells for use in medicine and transplantation using
methods of transplanting somatic cell nuclei or induced stem cells, or even creating a whole person.

However, this problem concerns not only practical aspects - the inability to fully control
what is happening in the body, but also moral (measures of the humanistic orientation of such
activities and the scientist’s responsibility for its results) and methodological. So, in modern society,
the position of genetic determinism has significantly strengthened, which arose on the basis of
internal reductionist tendencies. Actually, we are talking about level mixing, when the theory of the
genetic code, which at first quite successfully explained the mechanism of a simple level of genetic
coding and decoding, was subsequently transferred to a more complex level of cellular behavior and
turned into a theory of life, where genes became the dominant factor determining not only all

biological phenomena, but in the end social ones (R. Stroman). As a result, the genetic factor
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introduces “corrections” to other areas of scientific knowledge. The opinion that genes influence
human behavior is actively being cultivated, distracting researchers from attention to other factors
influencing behavior.

In a broader context, genetic determinism leads to a simplified understanding of the process
of "formation" of an organism (taking into account the presence of a hybridization mechanism),
considering in it (in this process) the exceptional role of genes that can endlessly create and are
absolutely identical in their physical, psychological and social characteristics of people . Moreover,
the genetic status of an organism is usually confused with the fullness of the biological,
psychological and cultural characteristics of a human being. However, not only genes are involved
in the formation of an individual - both in the emergence of his biological species and in the
formation of his own unique personality as a result of a certain life experience. Therefore, all fears
that cloning comes into conflict with the uniqueness of the human person, according to F. Kapra,
are unfounded (Capra F., 2004, p. 123). By the way, it is the exaggeration of the role of the genetic
factor in the emergence and development of man that leads to the vulgarization of views on history,
archeology, anthropology, ethnology, politics, geopolitics, etc., are subjected to deformation
through the genetization of their own subject field. (Similar processes were observed earlier in the
history of the development of science, for instance, through the excessive influence of theology, or
the laws of mechanics, or the laws of biology, etc.).

An example of genetic determinism is the concept of A. Klosov, a well-known modern
American-Russian specialist in the field of genetic genealogy, or DNA genealogy (a mixture of
biochemistry, history, linguistics and chemical kinetics). The researcher proclaims the existence of
a specific genetic marker - the Y-chromosome haplogroup Rlal - which, in his opinion, is a mark
of Slavism and an indicator of the biological relationship of the latter with the Aryans. Having
gained distribution in the territory of Central and Eastern Europe, Central and South Asia, Southern
Siberia and Scandinavia about 5 thousand years ago, this group, A. Klosov identifies with the
ancient Slavs, created the corresponding Slavic language territory (Klesov A., 2008). It is
significant that in this approach, historical data on migration processes of various ethnic groups in
the indicated territories, patterns of territorial distribution and language consolidation are
completely ignored, often do not coincide with ethnic territories, and the cultural factor as a key
factor in human evolution “bypasses” as opposed to evolution biological. Therefore, the biological
term “haplogroup” is simply replaced by the social term “genus”, and the specific haplogroup Rlal
of the direction is identified with language and cultural communities, which is, the genetic line is
“linked” to ethnic parameters (Klein L.S., 2013). Obviously, the awareness of weak positions is

compensated in the Klossowski concept by the so-called “scientific patriotism”, an attempt to “tie”
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the Slavic-Aryan line to the Russian context, determining its special place in history and the modern
world, and therefore the right to cultural and political expansionism. So, on the one hand, genetic
genealogy is presented as a hybrid science, within the framework of which neglect of this very
hybridity is observed. On the other hand, the findings are unilaterally “embedded” in other natural
and social sciences, using, among other things, as a propaganda argument in the ideological front to
rationale and justify the neo-imperial ambitions of today's Russia. In any case, the example cited
once again confirms the need for the synthesis of knowledge in various fields of science, and the
synthesis is not superficial knowledge, but profound and professional. In other words, we are
talking about the possibility, in this case in the field of scientific research, to subjectively influence
the process of hybridization of scientific knowledge due to a violation of a certain logic of the
mutual influence of various interacting elements of a single whole, which deforms the quality of the
hybrid scientific education itself.

The problem of the hybridization process dynamics is closely related to the historical
process of the society's development, its universalization in modern globalization processes, the
impact on all spheres of public life - economic, political, military, social, legal, informational,
cultural, etc., affecting as global, both locally and nationally. Its theoretical justification was
reflected in the concepts of the information society, the main positions of representatives of
postmodernism and post-postmodernism, which, in turn, is manifested in a number of theoretical
projects - performances of R.Yeshelman, hypermodernisms of J.Lipovecki, auto-modernisms of
R.Semyuels, and dimodern A.Kirby, metamodernism of T.Vermeulen and R. van den Akker,
Renovalism of D.Todd, cosmodernism K.Moraru, accelerationism of N. Srnichek and N. Landa and
others. All these concepts directly or indirectly consider hybridity as one of the main features of
contemporary society and culture, as "monstrous, very plastic being able to maintain their
metabolism to absorb anything and everything with what faces" (Pavlov A.). Moreover, its spatial
zone (hybridity) is constantly expanding by attracting new layers of information. So, post-
postmodernism actively operates with such concepts as “virtual reality” and “hyper reality”, which
become basic in the analysis of the problems investigated by its representatives.

At the same time, in the context of globalization, the problem of the relationship and mutual
influence of human life in its bio-psycho-techno-social integrity with the natural environment is
becoming increasingly acute, which leads to the formation of the universe new quality. One of the
important aspects of this problem is the problem of enhancing the role of the subjective factor - the
conscious activity of people who intensify the hybridization of not only social but also natural
processes by applying the achievements of science and technology. So, due to the use of genetic

engineering and biotechnology, the practice of artificial gene exchange between varieties and
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species that would be impossible under natural conditions is becoming more common. Overcoming
natural interspecific barriers using aggressive gene transfer vectors can contribute to the emergence
of new transgenic plants and animals (pathogens). On the other hand, the commercialization of the
manufacturing and distribution of transgenic products, including genetically modified foods, can
lead to negative results. This is not only possible unexpected consequences for the biological nature
of man himself, but also the ability to destroy traditional methods of production and suspension-
oriented methods of labor, which entails leveling of features and productive competition between
organic and chemical-technological, bio-technological and genetic-technological agriculture ( with
the corresponding branches of science) and leads to a deformation of the social structure of society
and its way of life (Capra F., 2004, p. 130-135), negatively affecting the political sphere of society
life as a whole. Such inconsistency of these processes actualizes the need to create and implement
the concept of a sustainable global society capable of harmonizing such contradictions.

This model is focused on achieving the optimal balance between the three components of
development - economic, social and environmental. At the same time, hybridization actively covers
each of these components (hybridization of industries, hybridization of technologies, hybridization
of materials; hybridization of national and social institutions, structures and relations, hybridization
of the information field, hybridization of culture, hybridization of war and peace, hybridization of
worldview and value systems; hybridization natural zones, hybridization of biological and
landscape diversity, hybridization of plant and animal worlds) specific features of the action of the
hybridization mechanism, which has been carefully described within the framework of the
synergetic approach already mentioned above. The implementation of the "global goals" of such
development involves not only the optimization and interconnection of economic growth, social
integration and environmental protection, but also the mutual coordination of international and
national programs in the field of economics, politics, law, technology, science, education, morality,
etc. , means the approval of a new hybridized model of the world civilization device. The strategy
for such development was recorded in the Resolution of the UN General Assembly on September
25, 2015 (Transforming Our World, 2015), which was reflected in the legislative framework of
Ukraine in 2019 (Decree of the President of Ukraine) and confirmed the country's readiness for the
transition to integrated economic, social and environmental development.

It is significant that the sustainable development strategy is built on a number of models
that, while remaining in its value coordinate system, offer specific ways of practical implementation
of the proposed ideas, also reflects the multifaceted aspects of hybridization. Among them, a special
place is occupied by models of the green economy, which are based on the theory of R. Goldsmith

(2005) on the limitation of the assimilation capacity of the environment and the need to revise
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attitudes toward the economy as a whole. The difference between the “green” economy and the
economic paradigm that dominates today is the emphasis on innovative industrial production, the
convergence of economics and morality, overcoming the one-sided dependence of society and the
environment on the economy and its synchronization with both social and natural processes (Bublik
M.I., Bay M.R., 2011) - use environmentally friendly, resource and energy saving technologies,
renewable energy sources, intangible nature management.

Another way to implement the strategy of a sustainable global society is offered by the
model of the “blue economy”, the ideologist of which is Gunter Pauli. The Blue Economy
(innovation economy) is a modern business philosophy based on the logic of globalization, which
represents an updated paradigm for the harmonious coexistence of man and the environment,
ecological and social systems. G. Pauli promotes non-waste production based on cyclicality, where
the care products of one production become the raw material basis of another. Thus, the process of
coexistence and productive interaction of the economic, environmental and social spheres is
harmonized. In his work “Blue Economy: 10 Years, 100 Innovations, 100,000,000 Jobs”, G. Pauli
showed how by preserving material resources and setting up production processes taking into
account the laws of nature, many problems associated with environmental degradation and pollution
can be avoided (Pauli G., 2012). A variant of this approach is the “from cradle to cradle” model of
M. Braungart and V. MacDonach, which provides for the reuse of materials, or elements of such
materials, to create other materials. Such model works in parallel with their concept of “waste is
food”, in which they understand that waste from one system or process can become food or raw
materials for another system or process. This model is based on the principle of metabolism (the
exchange of matter between the body and the environment, which underlies the hybridization
mechanism) - biological and technical. A substance that circulates in biological metabolism and
which is biodegradable, becomes food for other living organisms. Materials that are those that are
not biodegradable are considered as technical raw materials and create technical metabolism
(Trompenaars Fons, 2019, p. 57). In all cases, we are talking about the possibility and necessity of
using the elements of some substances to create others; under the conditions of applying the latest
biotechnological technologies they are able to acquire new qualities.

Thus, the implementation of such development concept, focuses on the use of waste
processing and disposal technology, allows, in turn, to solve social, financial, fuel and climate
problems in a comprehensive way. A focus on the use of non-waste technologies that are not
harmful to the latter leads to the need to organize the human community on the model of natural
ecosystems, which are represented by the harmonious coexistence of plants, animals and

microorganisms. Accordingly, the human community is a community in which lifestyles, economic
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activity, the economy, material structures and technologies do not conflict with its own ability to
maintain its own viability (Capra F., 2004, p. ). Moreover, all the elements of such a community
interact with each other and complement each other, contributing to the improvement of each of
them.

To a certain extent, the strategy of a sustainable global society implies a partial
implementation of the principles of co-evolution - a concept based on the ideas of Vernadsky on the
geological role of man and mankind on the transition of the biosphere to the noosphere stage and
means the process of joint development of the biosphere and human society (Kudrya O.V., 2010). It
provides an optimal balance of man interests and the rest of the biosphere, while avoiding two
extremes: the desire for complete domination of man over nature and subservience to it. According
to the principle of co-evolution, humanity, in order to secure its future, must not only change the
biosphere, adapting it to its needs, but also change itself, adapting to the objective requirements of
nature, presupposes a constant expansion and improvement of the relationship between man and the
environment. Similar ideas were continued in the concept of mitosis of biospheres, which was
formed by the staff of the International Institute of Ecotechnics under the leadership of M. Nelson
and was engaged in the development of artificial biospheres of small scale with specified qualities.
This school can be considered as the French line of development of the noosphere doctrine,
presented by E. Leroy and Pierre Teilhard de Chardin. Proponents of this school advocate a
harmonious synthesis of the biosphere and technosphere with the goal of forming the noosphere. By
the technosphere they understand “globatech” - a type of a new culture, the expansion of which is
possible not only within the globe, but also in space. That is why the noosphere in this sense
becomes an important factor in the evolution of the Universe, expanding the zone of intra-system
and intersystem interchange, which brings us to a new level in the process of hybridization.

Based on the foregoing, we can draw certain conclusions. In the ontological plan, hybridity
is a universal property of the modern globalizing world, caused by the expansion and complication
of its system elements, as well as the intensification of their relationships and mutual influences,
which leads to the continuous formation of ever new qualitative formations as components of a
qualitatively new and changing Universe. At the scientific and theoretical level, hybridity is the
ability to synthesize achievements in various fields of knowledge to obtain more adequate
representations of the most complex processes that encompass both simple single-level and
complex multi-level objects. In the epistemological plan, this is the discovery of new opportunities
for problematic moments, the ratio of objective and subjective, randomness and controllability,
stability and variability, necessity and accidental, progressiveness and regressivity, multi-vector

development of the object at each bifurcation point. In its methodological sense, the principle of
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hybridity allows you to expand the totality of the original worldview principles that underlie the
analytical and research work related to the implementation of professional needs and professional
activities of a social subject.

Summary

The article is devoted to the analysis of identification and professional self-identification of
an employee of the system of social protection of the population. The features of professional
activity of social workers of the system of social protection of the population, which reveal the
conditionality of interrelation of motivational, cognitive, emotional and other components of
activity of specialists by their social settings, professional orientation and training and, to some
extent, individual-typological peculiarities, are distinguished.

Keywords: social institution, professionalism, social work, social worker.

Relevance of research. Today, social work is becoming increasingly important in Ukraine as
a type of professional activity. We emphasize the word "professional", because until recently, in our
and other post-Soviet states, there was no system of professional training for social work at all. This
can be evidenced by at least the fact that, by 1994, in the former USSR there were only three
secondary specialized educational institutions to train specialists in the social security system, and
none - higher.

Perhaps that is why the processes of becoming a model of social work specialist and the
formation of a multi-stage system of training social workers, which are carried out in the last 3-4
years in our country, are quite difficult and intense. This is due, on the one hand, to the fact that a

large proportion of Ukrainian citizens today are in a rather difficult socio-economic situation, and
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therefore need more reliable and effective, professionally implemented social protection. This fact
requires the reform of the existing social assistance system. On the other hand, the status of the
profession of social worker is not yet clearly defined at the social level, that is, the requirements for
the new profession and its representatives are at the stage of formation (which is explained by the
reform of the UNS, the rotation of personnel within the system, the emergence of new functions and
roles of social workers in modern conditions, etc.). Educational standards of the profession have not
been developed either. All this stipulates the need for scientific achievements in the field, and,
above all, for the technology of forming professionalism in social work.

Traditionally, in Ukraine, social security and social assistance are provided by a number of
institutions and institutions belonging to the system of social protection of the population.

The degree of elaboration of the theme. A number of scientists are devoted to the study of
personality formation in the profession. In particular, the problems of professional socialization and
activity of the individual are considered (Abulkhanov-Slavskaya KO, Ivanova OM, Klimov EA,
Leontiev OM, Maksimenko SD, Moskalenko VV, Orban L .E., Rybalka VV, Fedorishin BO, etc.);
the issues of professiogenesis are analyzed (Boryshevsky MI, Markova AK, Rubinstein SL and
others); formation and components of “I-concept” and self-consciousness of specialists of different
professions (OA Bodalev, IS Con, IS Mishchik, VG Panok, VF Petrenko, NV Chepelev and etc.).
The problem of self-identification also attracts the attention of representatives of various fields of
social psychology (Ageev VS, Eriksson E., Tejfel G., Turner J., Yadov VA, etc.).

The purpose of the study is to analyze the factors of professional self-identification of
employees of the system of social protection of the population.

The methodology of the research of the set goal used a set of general scientific empirical-
theoretical methods, in particular: information gathering, analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction,
etc .; empirical survey method.

Presenting main material. In the study of any psychological phenomenon arises a set of
similar questions concerning the causal conditionality of the phenomenon, understanding its
components and functions, as well as clarifying possible motivational bases. In terms of
identification, the causally-determined characteristics of this phenomenon are related to the
theoretical direction of psychology within which the analysis is carried out.

Most papers dealing with the analysis of identification in general and professional self-
identification in particular have conclusions about the conditionality of identification processes and
their consequences in the motivational and evaluation spheres, as well as the process of

categorization.
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The issues of selection of factors of professional self-identification and their characteristics
are not sufficiently covered in the domestic and foreign literature. Greater attention is paid to the
problems of professional formation of personality in general. Thus, among the factors that influence
the professional formation of personality, Orban LE and others [6, p.39] distinguish: actually social
factors that characterize the socio-economic conditions of existence of society as a whole; socio-
professional factors that act in the field of professional activity of a specialist and are to manage the
process of professional formation of personality; socio-psychological factors that characterize the
conditions of communication and interaction of the individual with their immediate environment;
psychological factors, which contain various favorable and unfavorable characteristics of the psyche
of the body as a whole and have both hereditary and acquired character.

The same authors [6, p.66] also emphasize the possibility of external influences of the
microenvironment on the process of professional formation and their translation into internal
regulators. The process of such a transition is multidimensional, it is possible to distinguish
mechanisms that provide both purposeful impacts and disorganized, spontaneous. The first include:
training, education, instruction, etc .; to others - imitation, identification, suggestion, prestige,
authority, etc.

We distinguish those factors of professional formation that are the factors of professional
self-identification in teaching social work. Moreover, according to the objectives of our study, we
will emphasize the characteristics of socio-professional, socio-psychological and psychological
factors that influence the process of self-identification of future specialists of the SSSN.

The selection of factors and mechanisms of personality formation in a particular profession
is impossible without the characteristic of the professional activity itself, since its actual content
substantially determines the peculiarities of a complex, continuous process of professional "design"
of the person. It is thanks to the awareness of the "substantive content of work" that the formation
of "personal model of movement to professional peaks" is carried out 3, p. 243].

For professional self-identification, the notion of professional representations, whose
structure includes the content of activity and the characteristic of the subject of activity, is of great
importance. Markova A K. [5, p.20] considers the term "specialist model" in two aspects: "specialist
activity model" and "specialist personality model". In view of the above and the task of work in this
section, we are interested in a socio-psychological description of the content of ideas about the

activities of a qualified social worker, as well as his professional characteristics.

Achieving an adequate level of social protection depends on many factors: the quality,

consistency, timeliness of adoption of relevant laws; the availability of community resources for
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their implementation; the degree of coordination of actions in the implementation of these areas and
programs; from the level of development of legal consciousness and culture of citizens, etc.

To a large extent, the effectiveness of activities in the field of social protection depends on
the level of professionalism of those who in practice implements the developed documents,
projects, programs, that is, workers of social services.

The concept of "professional competence" is considered as revealing the meaning of the
term "professionalism, professionalism" [9, p. 263; 8, p.16]. Professional competence means the
system of scientific and practical knowledge and skills formed in the process of training and self-
study, which influence the quality of solving professional tasks, as well as the developed personal
and professional qualities, which are manifested in business and partnership communication with
people in solving their life problems.

As defined by the International Board of Standards for Training, Performance and
Instruction, a concept of competence is defined as the ability to perform an activity, perform a task,
or work in a qualified manner. The concept of competence contains a set of knowledge, skills and
attitudes that enable an individual to effectively perform activities or perform certain functions
aimed at acquiring certain standards in the profession or activity [7, p. 112-118].

Achieving professionalism in any industry implies a high level of professional identity
development, which, in turn, is largely driven by the efficiency of identification processes.

The notion of professionalism for social work in our country is quite new. According to
generally accepted international requirements, persons who directly provide social assistance and
protection and organize their provision must have a higher or secondary specialized education in the
specialty “Social work™ [2]. Although, of course, a large number of employees, volunteers who do
not have special vocational education and for the state social protection system are successfully
engaged in social work, the issue of training relevant professionals is relevant.

In the most general form, there are two main types of professional competence of the social
worker: managerial (includes the social experience of a specialist, necessary for individual work
with clients and for the organization of social protection in general), as well as psychological and
pedagogical competence.

Let's try to determine what specific content should be filled with the activity of the employee
of the social protection system as a professional, using the psychological signs of work and their
gradations, developed by Klimov E.O. [4, p.26]. The use of this approach, in our opinion, will allow
to reflect those components of the I-conception of a specialist of SSSN, which characterize the

object side of work and allow to describe the model of activity of the employee. This, in turn, will
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allow us to build a more complete and objective picture of the process of self-identification of the
designated specialists.

The first sign is an awareness of the social value of the work result. The level of this
awareness is determined on the basis of: a) the knowledge of the subject of knowledge about the
requirements for the results of work; b) the nature of knowledge of the social value of the envisaged
results of work for themselves and for society (attitude to business); ¢) the emotional manifestations
of the employee in the activity and their adequacy of their ideas and knowledge.

With regard to social work, this characteristic can be characterized as follows. As the
primary task of the social worker should be to assist in solving the client's problems, to help them to
get out of their difficult situation and to encourage them to solve their own obstacles independently,
the achievement of these goals is the main result of the activity of the social work specialist.

In addition, every social worker in the system of social protection of the population should
be aware of the moral responsibility for the results of their own work, as well as its importance and
importance, both to the state and society as a whole (since in most cases social protection
organizations are state or public) and before every single person who asked for help, in particular.
The main emotional manifestations of the social worker should be empathy, restraint and prudence,
kindness, charity, tact, etc.

The second sign is the awareness of the obligation to perform the task in the given norms.
This implies a clear adherence to the authority and job descriptions of social workers, acting within
the framework of professional responsibilities, the ability not to cross a certain boundary in dealing
with clients. These points are very important for the staff of the UNS, as sometimes the desire to
help a person is limited by the available resources and capabilities. And those alternative ways
offered by the clients are beyond the competence of the employee.

The third sign is the conscious use of means of achieving professional goals. The following
characteristics are important: a) the degree of theoretical preparation for professional activity; b) the
degree of formation of professional skills; ¢) adequacy of emotional manifestations according to the
level of professional readiness of the employee.

It is well known that social work is an integrated activity and includes knowledge of many
sciences: law, philosophy, psychology, anthropology, medicine, valeology, sociology, pedagogy,
etc. That is why the acquisition of this knowledge is a prerequisite for the formation of professional
qualities of social workers. Equally important is the formation of appropriate skills: communication,
networking, conflict resolution; mediation, representation; organization of activity; stimulation of

development of client's own forces; service; paperwork and more.
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Mastering a set of relevant knowledge, skills and social work skills enables future employees
to feel more confident, to better address the problems of returnees (and most often, elderly, mature
people, which to some extent affect the feeling of psychological discomfort ). In addition,
competence, reasonable self-confidence contributes to a more effective search for ways in different
non-standard situations, as well as a certain "psychological protection" of social workers.

The fourth sign is the awareness of interpersonal relationships. In social work, it is the
relationship between the employee and the client, between the social workers themselves, between
managers and subordinates, as well as with specialists from other related industries. For example, a
social worker at a social assistance unit at home communicates with a group of carers he or she
serves in the course of his / her activities; with your work colleagues, with the head of the
department; with doctors, care workers, sometimes with government officials, etc. That is why
during the training of social work professionals it is necessary to develop communication skills in
them and to prepare for the realization of the need for effective communication.

Conclusion. Thus, the listed psychological signs of professional activity of social workers of
the social protection system of the population reveal the conditionality of the relationship of
motivational, cognitive, emotional and other components of the specialists' activities by their social
attitudes, professional orientation and training and, to some extent, individual typology. In other
words, the professional competence of the SSSN social worker should be characterized by the
formation of a single set of knowledge, skills and abilities, psychological characteristics,
professional positions, etc. This complex acts as a role characteristic of the professional competence
of the employee, as the basis of his professional self-concept.

The above-mentioned features form the basis of the professional type-stereotype of the
SSSN social worker, and therefore, their internalization should ensure a sufficient level of
professional self-identification of future social workers.

The basic principle of technology training social workers for the system of social protection
of the population is the principle of active understanding of the profession. Moreover, activity is
considered not only as “a process with a certain content, but also a structure of a certain form in
which the possibilities of the individual are realized” [1, p.5]. Understanding this approach to
training social workers is to prioritize training to master the skills and practical skills of the SSSU
services, on the one hand, and, on the other, to create conditions in which one's personality and
profession complement each other. To date, the responsibilities and functions of basic level social
workers have already been outlined, although they need further elaboration and detail.
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Summary. The state education policy regulates all issues related to the management of
educational processes. Thus, its object is the educational system, and the subject is public and
administrative authorities. The main goal of state educational policy is to improve the quality of
education. In this regard, it is important to conduct educational reforms based on international
experience. They are required specific prerequisite for ensuring the effective functioning of the
social, political and economic system. The article analyzes the principles of organization of state
education policy in general and in the Republic of Poland in particular.

Abstract.

It was established that the adoption in 2006 by the European Parliament and the Council
for cooperation between EU Member States in the framework of European territorial cooperation of
Regulation 1082/2006 of 5 July 2006 (Regulation (EC) (1082/2006 of the European Parliament and
of the Council of 5 July 2006 on a European grouping of territorial cooperation (EGTC), which for
the first time provides for the activities of European groupings of territorial cooperation, a
precondition for the adoption of such an act was the ineffectiveness of existing instruments,
interests in the organization of structured cooperation on the basis of the World Program for
Stimulating Interregional Cooperation within the EU (INTERREG) during the programming period
2000 - 2006, so it was necessary to introduce such an entity as the European Grouping
(Association) of Territorial Cooperation, which received legal personality, the tasks of which
included assistance and stimulation of territorial cooperation in order to strengthen economic and
social coherence, the basis of competence at the same time each member of this association has its
own national legislation

It is argued that the EOTS is a legal entity established by two or more representative local
governments of neighbouring states and local executive bodies on the basis of pooling property,
money and human resources, the main purpose of which is to solve common problems / problems
of territorial communities of neighbouring states.

An appropriate proposal is supported and it is considered necessary to dedicate a separate
section in the Strategy to the activities of the EEC and the ECO as the leading tools for inter-
municipal cross-border cooperation. This will avoid the declarative nature of such a Strategy, which
is considered, for example, the Polish-Ukrainian strategy for cross-border cooperation for 2007-
2015, and the Strategy for cross-border cooperation of Lublin Voivodeship, Lviv region, Volyn

region and Brest region for 2014-2020, which is designed to implement joint cross-border projects
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within the framework of the Cross-Border Cooperation Program "Poland - Belarus - Ukraine" for
2014-2020.

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FAIR TRIAL: CONSTITUTIONAL CHARACTERISTICS

Annotation.

The subject of the right to a fair trial is a person (an individual and/or a collegial entity) who
is normatively entitled to the protection of the violated right in special state institutions (bodies of
the judicial system and bodies in the justice system) and/or an individual who is normatively
entitled to participate in the position in the bodies of the judicial system and bodies in the justice
system. The object of the right to a fair trial is the social relations in which the subject of the right
enters, whose rights and freedoms have been violated and/or related to holding positions in the
judicial system and bodies of the justice system.

Key words: human rights, guarantees of human rights, mechanism of the rule of law, right

to a fair trial.

The relevance of the research topic. The constitutional right of the individual and citizen
to a fair trial is a category that is increasingly attracting the attention of legal scholars. And this
process is consistent, since the more advanced the development of society is, the higher the
requirements to the social and legal order. Firmly striving to implement the high standards of
organizing power in society, each state in its development reaches the heights when the issue of
“justice” and “mutual responsibility” rise to prominence of state conception. Ukraine is no
exception to this. Having constitutionally enshrined that human rights and freedoms and their
guarantees determine the content and direction of the State's activities, Ukraine should create a State
mechanism that would ensure proper conditions for the functioning of society and the high
standards that were declared by the Fundamental Law back in 1996.

Considering the human and citizen’s rights to a fair trial, it is necessary to address the issue
of the prerequisites for the inclusion of this right into the list of human and citizen’s rights, which

are provided and guaranteed by the state governed by law. It is important for the author's definition
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of the notion “right to a fair trial” to understand its subject-object composition since it is these
differences that fill with sense and form the concept “right to a fair trial”.

Analysis of scientific publications. The right to a fair trial as a legal category has been
studied by such scientists as S. Afanasiev, D. Belov, A. Buchyk, M. Buromensky, V. Butkevych, N.
Gren, M. Himon, M. Entin, V. Campo, A. Lemak, R. Kuybida, Yu Matat, H. Romaniv, T. Ruda,
M. Savchyn, E. Trehubova, O. Tkachuk and other scholars. However, despite the wide research of
this topic, there is still no generally accepted definition of the notion “right to a fair trial”.

Presentation of the main material. In our opinion, the right to a fair trial is a broad
concept that encompasses all human activities related to (1) protection of the violated right in the
courts from the application to a decision for its implementation, and (2) participation in positions in
the judicial system and bodies of the justice system. In order to substantiate this idea and to identify
the main features of this right, it is necessary to examine the content of the concepts “fair trial” and
“transparency of the judicial power” in addition to the definition of the “rule of law”, “mechanism
of the rule of law”.

First, we will consider the category “fair trial”, for this purpose we will turn to the
theoretical-philosophical concept of justice through the prism of its place in the mechanism of the
legal state and its application by the court in its activities.

The category of justice will have different meanings from the point of view of the subject
and purpose of its application. The principles upon which the state mechanism is built and its real
supreme value — the rights and freedoms of the individual or the materially expressed interests of
the state or a part of its population — are essential here.

Translated from Latin, the word “justice” means “Justitia” (righteousness, equity) — from
“jus” (right). There are many philosophical approaches to defining justice. Thus, of O. Hoffe
singled out three elements in the meaning of the concept “justice”: a) justice has the nature of moral
duty; b) it is closest to duties that are recognized voluntarily and are above mere coercion; c) its
measure consists in distributive benefit — justice is beneficial for every person. Depending on the
acceptance or rejection of these elements of justice, there are theories that are skeptical of the idea
of justice, and theories that share this idea. Modern theories of justice belong to the type of
contractual theories. They focus on Emmanuel Kant’s theory!®.

Within this study, we are inspired by J. Rawls’s position outlined in his treatise “A Theory
of Justice”, in which the philosopher comprehensively substantiates the role of this value in modern

life. Thus, J. Rawls associates justice with honesty, equality of people with their belonging to social

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institutions: “Justice is the first virtue of social institutions, as truth is of systems of thought. A
theory however elegant and economical must be rejected or revised if it is untrue; likewise laws and
institutions no matter how efficient and well-arranged must be reformed or abolished if they are
unjust. Each person possesses an inviolability founded on justice that even the welfare of society as
a whole cannot override. For this reason, justice denies that the loss of freedom for some is made
right by a greater good shared by others”. J. Rawls argues that in modern society the concept of
justice must be effectively implemented, since society must have the same principles of justice as
the state, and their institutions must comply with them, and no form of institutional dimension of
public life has the right to exist if it violates the principles of justice. He considers the inviolability
of the individual, his/her independence from the unjust manifestations of social institutions to be of
crucial importance. And most importantly (according to the author) — this loss of freedom by
some citizens cannot be outweighed by the larger sum of advantages enjoyed by many. Therefore,
in a just society the liberties of equal citizenship are taken as settled; the rights secured by justice
are not subject to political bargaining or to the calculus of social interests [!7], indeed, as Professor
D. Belov notes, human rights in the modern world is a problem, the solution of which is central to
the practical activities of the entire world community, since humanity, which has experienced many
bloody wars and atrocious dictatorships, has come to the conclusion that there can be no peace and
harmony on Earth, no organized, civilized life without respect for a person, his/her rights and
freedoms. The scholar emphasizes that for this reason, the main task of the United Nations is “to
establish faith in fundamental human rights, in dignity, in the value of human life, in the equality of
men and women, and in the equality of large and small nations”, only in this case we can speak
about the existence of civil society and the rule of law ['%].

Considering the above approach to the understanding of the category of justice, we propose
our author's concept for defining the content of the category “fair trial” in the mechanism of the
legal state. Thus, the fair trial is a trial, all activities of which are built on the principle of giving
priority to the protection of the legitimate interests of an individual over the interests of the state to
the extent that it does not harm other members of society or society as a whole. This applies not
only to the conduct of judicial proceedings, but also to the processes occurring in the formation of
the judicial establishment itself and the officials supporting the activities of the judiciary. Thus, for
instance, the CCU notes that ensuring rights and freedoms requires, in particular, that mechanisms

(procedures) creating real opportunities for the exercise of rights and freedoms by each citizen

should be legally enshrined. Such mechanisms include a structured court system and types of
judicial proceedings established by the State [*°].

While considering the right to a fair trial, it is appropriate to consider its subject-object
composition. In our opinion, the subject of the right to a fair trial is a person (an individual and/or a
collegial entity) who is normatively entitled to the protection of the violated right in special state
institutions (bodies of the judicial system and bodies in the justice system) and/or an individual who
is normatively entitled to participate in the position in the bodies of the judicial system and bodies
in the justice system.

In its turn, the object of the right to a fair trial is the social relations in which the subject of
the right enters, whose rights and freedoms have been violated and/or related to holding positions in
the judicial system and bodies of the justice system.

The analysis of the subject-object composition of the right to a fair trial and the content of
the category “fair trial” of the legal state allows us to single out the features and formulate the
author's definition of this right. Thus, in our opinion, the attributes of the right to a fair trial in a
state governed by the rule of law should include such features as 1) a person’s conscious
opportunity; 2) a special subject-object composition; 3) causing the corresponding actions in
specially created state institutions (bodies of the judicial system and bodies in the justice system); 4)
the result of such opportunity is the actions of special state institutions aimed at restoring the
violated right and / or the opportunity of an individual to hold a position in the bodies of the judicial
system and bodies in the state.

We believe that the concept “fair trial” covers not only the process of conducting court
proceedings, but also the processes that take place in the formation of the judicial establishment
itself and officials who ensure the activities of judicial bodies.

Therefore, since the category of justice in the mechanism of the legal state and in the
mechanism of the non-legal state will have a different meaning from the point of view of the subject
and purpose of its application, the principles upon which the state mechanism is built and its real
supreme value — the rights and freedoms of the individual or the materially expressed interests of
the state or a separate dominant part of its population — are essential here. This will determine the
definition of the right to a fair trial, which will be enshrined and enforced by its institutions
(authorities and the enterprises, institutions, organizations established by it) at the legislative level

of the State. In our study, we take as a basis the understanding of the right to a fair trial in a state

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governed by the rule of law, whose main principle for the establishment and operation of its
institutions is to ensure the rights and freedoms of a person and citizen.

The contemplations presented above enables us to suggest the following definition of the
right to a fair trial in a State governed by the rule of law, according to which it is an opportunity for
a person (an individual and/or a collegial entity), which is legislated for the protection of violated
rights and freedoms in special state institutions (bodies of the judicial system and bodies in the
justice system), resulting in the actions of special state institutions to restore the violated right and /
or the opportunity of an individual to hold a position in the judicial system.

Conclusions.

First, taking into account the approach to understanding the category of justice, we propose
the author's concept of defining the content of the category “fair trial” in the mechanism of the rule
of law. Thus, the fair trial is a trial, all activities of which are built on the principle of giving priority
to the protection of the legitimate interests of an individual over the interests of the state to the
extent that it does not harm other members of society or society as a whole. This applies not only to
the conduct of judicial proceedings, but also to the processes occurring in the formation of the
judicial establishment itself and the officials supporting the activities of the judiciary.

Secondly, the subject of the right to a fair trial is a person (an individual and/or a collegial

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Abstract.

The publication examines the doctrinal foundations for the forms of direct democracy and
the existing problems of the people exercising their power through the use of popular vetoes. On the
basis of the historical perspective of the analysis of the European legislation in this field, ways of
improvement of the Basic Law of Ukraine have been proposed.

Established, despite the small and contradictory support of thinkers of the ancient world
and the Middle Ages on the need to recognize the right of the people to repeal the legislative acts of
the representative bodies of the state, this idea received significant development precisely in the era
of modern times, when the proclamation of democracy is accompanied by the establishment of
parliamentarism fell into the common people. It proved that the essence of such judgments was that
modern democracy is based on the idea of popular sovereignty, that is, the need to create a system
of state-legal relations that would ensure the primacy of law in all spheres of public relations and
enable the people to exercise their right to be the source and basis state power precisely through
various forms of political participation in the state administration of the country, one of which is the
people's veto.

Certainly, the views of thinkers in support of the people's veto boil down to the fact that
the right to limit state power is recognized as an inalienable, natural human right that belongs to
them from birth. Therefore, the people's veto is one of the means pertaining to the system of checks
and balances, and therefore helps not only the normal functioning of public authorities by
exercising control over the actions of their representatives, but also directly exercising power by the
people, thereby contributing to the principle of popular sovereignty.

It is established that today the practice of using forms of direct democracy is far ahead of
theoretical developments in this field. This is a very big issue, but at the same time there are many
gaps and contradictions in the possibility of constitutionally securing new forms of direct

democracy.
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constitutionalism.

Introduction. The institute of people’s veto exists in many countries: Denmark, Italy, and
Switzerland. It also exists in certain states of the United States, such as New York. At the same
time, the citizen of Ukraine does not have any tools to exercise the influence on the government,
except for the elections, since the procedure for signatures collection for holding an all-Ukrainian
referendum on a popular initiative is complicated in the extreme.

In Ukraine, there is no clear mechanism for the exercise of power, except for holding
regular elections. Once people have voted in the election, they cannot exert any influence on key
issues for the country’s life which is unacceptable. The citizens of Ukraine should decide
themselves on key issues in our country. Consequently, passivity in political life results in lower
living standards, higher utility tariffs and other crises in the state.

With this in mind, the aim of the publication is determined by the necessity to prepare the
conceptual apparatus for the consideration and argumentation, framing of the notion and essence of
the people’ s veto. In this regard, we shall analyze theoretical approaches to the definition of such
an institution in terms of constitutional and legal science.

1. 1. The doctrinal foundations of the category of “direct democracy”.

Renowned French thinker G. Vedel wrote: “Obviously, the greatest identification of the
governing and the governed is effected in direct democracy, when the people themselves, without
mediators, resolve all issues related to public affairs, whether it is law-making, administrative
management or the administration of justice when everyone fully acts as the governing and the
governed. But it is no less obvious that such a system is inapplicable in a modern state regardless of
its size. Nevertheless, direct democracy remains the ideal that will inspire the organization of
competencies that the governing will have to delegate to the governed”?’.

However, this rather pessimistic view can be counterbalanced by L. Shypilov’s opinion on
direct democracy, who notes that access to this ideal leads to the convergence of “pure” direct
forms of exercise of power with the professional activities of governmental agencies. The state of
mass political participation can be ensured only with the constant interaction of the representative

form in all its forms with the direct institutions of exercising people’s rule can the permanent

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legitimation of the delegated power, the bilateral communication between the people and their
representatives?!.

S. Avakyan rightfully notes: “The problems of the people’s power never lose their
relevance due to a number of reasons: the Constitutions proclaim that power belongs to the people,
therefore, it is necessary to clarify its essence and the ways of its implementation; to what extent the
people's power is really implemented by the people or it is only given the opportunity to form
bodies to which the powers of public power are vested; how effectively the people's power is as a
practice and as a scientific category”?2.

The ideological basis of the people’s power is the people’s sovereignty, i.e. the supremacy
of the people’s power, which is actually exercised in the interests of the people. The idea of the
people’s sovereignty has played an extremely important role in the development of society, in the
formation of democratic foundations of political life in various countries®.

In this regard, V. Tkachenko notes that democracy presupposes the establishment of the
state and its organs’ accountability to the people, which logically entails a legal obligation of the
state to act in respect of society, each of its members only within the limits of the law?>*,

It should be noted that direct democracy in the state legal system “ensures the control and
accountability of representative bodies to their constituents and limits its arbitrariness”?. In other
words, direct democracy is a specific mechanism, an institution within a democratic regime, that
balances the exercise of power through representative democracy?®.

Among all institutions of direct people’s power in the constitutional law of modern
democratic states, the concept of direct democracy is most consistent with the institutions of
people’s veto (abrogative referendum), institutions of revocation and dissolution. It is precisely
these institutions that, as a rule, stipulate higher requirements for voter turnout, for counting the

voting results, etc. However, they are not widespread in the world. Nevertheless, the most

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widespread constitutional-legal institutions of “direct democracy” (referendum, people's law-
making initiative, and especially elections) are very close in character to the institutions of
representative democracy (it is admissible to make public-power decisions by a minority of
registered voters, without the parties’ mediation, etc.)?’

This combination ensures, on the one hand, the effective governance of social and political
life and, on the other hand, the implementation of the people’s sovereignty and the principle of
democracy?®.

2. People’s veto as the fundamental institution of direct people’s power. It is worth
noting that legal science has not yet developed a consistent approach to the content of the concept
“people’s veto”. Thus, in the context of studying the content and form of the people’s veto, to fully
understand the phenomenon, it is necessary, first of all, to elucidate its main meaning and
connotations.

The very term “veto” itself comes from the Latin word “veto”, which means “I forbid”. In
the primary sense, it concerned the authority of one of the members of an elected body who decides
to prevent such body from acting?®. The  Explanatory Dictionary of the Modern Ukrainian
Language fixes the term “veto” in the following meaning — final or conditional prohibition, which is
imposed by the supreme state authority on the decision of a subordinate body, as well as the right of
a member of any organ to prohibit making decisions on which he/she disagrees*.

In addition, modern explanatory dictionaries interpret the category “veto” in the following
main meanings: 1) in the state bourgeois law — the final or conditional prohibition imposed by the
supreme state authority on the decision of a subordinate body; 2) in international law — the right of a
member of any organ consisting of representatives of different states to prohibit a decision with
which he/she disagrees®!; 3) prohibition or suspension of the enactment of a legislative body
(parliament or one of its chambers) by a supreme authority or head of state.

The Legal Dictionary defines “veto” as an oral or written prohibition imposed on any

decision by an authorized body or person; in law — an unconditional or conditionally restricted

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prohibition imposed by one authority on the rulings of another; 2) in modern states — an act that
terminates or does not allow the enactment of any organ’s decision®.

D. Kovryzhenko believes that: “The veto institute in the modern sense has evolved from J.
Locke and S. Montesquieu’s concept of the division of power into legislative, executive and
judicial. This concept, augmented by the principle of checks and balances, was first established at
the constitutional level in the United States™*.

For reference, the Encyclopaedic Dictionary of Law offers the following definition: “veto”
(lat. veto — I forbid) — an act envisioned in the constitutions of a range of countries, which stops or
forbids the enactment of laws and other legal acts (decisions) of certain bodies (officials). A
distinction is made between an absolute (substantive) and a relative (conditionally limited) veto.
The absolute veto is manifested, inter alia, in the right of the head of state to finally reject a law
adopted by parliament. With a relative veto, the head of state’s refusal to authorize the law only
suspends the latter's entry into force. The parliament may then override the head of state’s veto by
re-voting for the law. This often requires qualified majority voting. Another classification singles
out general and private (selective) veto. The first one means the rejection of the act as a whole, and
the second one means the rejection of its individual parts. The veto is not only an important legal
means of influencing legislative activity in a country, but also one of the procedural forms that is
practiced by the UN Security Council®’.

According to another academic source, the people’s veto in individual countries (in
particular the one envisaged by article 89 of the Swiss Constitution) is an institution of direct
democracy, a type of rejection referendum, a referendum held at the initiative of voters (a certain
number of signatures must be collected for this purpose) in order to cancel an act already ratified by
the parliament*®.

According to A. Bahniak, from the etymology's point of view, the term “veto” has several
semantic meanings, but all of them are reduced to the following: prohibition of enacting laws or
other acts of law-making adopted by the legislative body, the subject to whom such authority has
been granted. At the same time, the scholar notes that even in the modern sense, the power of veto

does not relate only to the head of state, because despite the fact that in most countries of the world

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it is the President who has the power to veto legal acts adopted by the legislature, citizens of the
state (people) concerned may also act as veto subjects’’.

Thus, drawing a parallel between the head of state's veto power and the veto power of
citizens, it can be concluded that the said institutions have a unifying meaning, which consists in the
fact that the exercise of the mentioned right by the mentioned subjects is a manifestation of their
participation in the legislative process of the country, thus predetermining their correlation.

However, according to I. Zharovska, the implementation of the “people's veto” institution
is problematic and is conditioned by the existence of the veto of the President as the Head of State,
the activities of the Constitutional Court and the insufficient level of legal education, legal
consciousness and legal culture of ordinary citizens who can act as marionettes in the hands of
undemocratic elites’®.

In turn, we fully share the opinion that the people’s veto is only a form of a referendum,
and the Ukrainian people are legally educated and politically active enough to participate in the
governance of their country, in particular, to abolish laws that, in their opinion, are unfair. At the
same time, the author emphasizes that a cancellable popular referendum requires legislative
recognition in Ukraine and will promote the expansion of legal forms of citizens to participate in the
exercise of public power. The scholar also notes that the disadvantage of the referendum as a form
of direct democracy is that the people cannot continuously and quickly solve pressing issues,
therefore it is important to research elections as an opportunity for people and society to influence
via representatives the adoption of state and legal decisions by representative bodies®.

Conclusions. Thus, it can be argued that the people’s veto is a generalized legal category
which is understood in the scientific literature as the institution of direct democracy, which enables
the people to resolve all issues related to public affairs without mediators, including in the field of
legislation, administration and justice. Therefore, the people's veto is a direct form of
implementation of the principle of people's power, which enables people not only to form bodies of
state power, giving them certain powers and authority, and in the future to remain an outside
observer of their activities, but also directly actively implement the people’s will in the state, thus

realizing the idea of people's participation in the exercise of power. Thus, the people’s veto has a

The article examines the institutional and functional elements of the mechanism of ensuring
the state financial policy of sustainable development in Ukraine and in the world. It is determined
that among the institutional components of the mechanism of the public financial policy of
sustainable development, the institutions that carry out the process of control over financial
resources play a special role. A special role is played by: the United Nations (a place where global
challenges can be addressed), the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (in
financing development), the European Union (in the mechanism for improving the sustainable
development financial policy). It is researched that the basis of the mechanism of ensuring the state
financial policy of sustainable development points to the strategic tasks of the state, which ensure
the implementation of specific measures of the state financial policy of sustainable development
(functional), which are necessary in the next few years to strengthen the development processes
along with the estimated amount of necessary financial resources. Based on the analysis of the
current state of financial policy adherence to the principles and objectives of sustainable
development, the stages at which the country's economy is located, proposals are made for further
reform. Since maintaining a sustainable fiscal policy is one of the country's top priorities, financial
operations related to banking processes should be improved accordingly. An indicator of the
achievement of global goals in the provision of the SFSD should be the elimination of extreme
forms of poverty, the provision of quality education and access to energy sources. It is noted that in
order to improve the financial policy of sustainable development, it is imperative to use all available
means to ensure repayment of the credits with the minimum expenses of taxpayers. In order to
increase the level of financial policy, we propose to pay more attention to one of the goals of the
development of the National Bank of Ukraine - financial inclusion. Measures are proposed to
increase the level of financial inclusivity. Proposals have been formulated that allow implementing
the principle of joint responsibility of society and the state in the field of sustainable development,
aimed at environmentalization the economy, lawmaking and can be an expression of responsible
representative state governance administration and contribute to the creation of an ecological state.
