The expert’s opinion is important, and in some cases a fundamental source of evidence. At the same time, all scientists are unanimous in the
opinion that forensic examination appeared as a result of the interaction of natural, technical and human sciences. However, forensic science is
one of the sections of criminology and, consequently, refers to the legal sciences.

Modern advances in science and technology are increasingly being introduced into the practice of forensic science, which significantly
expands its capabilities. If earlier the examination performed auxiliary functions in the investigation of crimes and in proving them in court, now it
begins to play a decisive role, sometimes determining the course of the investigation and providing the most compelling evidence in court. These
circumstances determine the increase in requirements for the reliability and efficiency of the examination.

At the same time, the essence of the examination itself is changing. From the profession, based on individual experience and knowledge
of the expert, to activities in which the technical role and development of laboratory infrastructure play a decisive role, the scientific validity of
the methods used, including the widespread use of mathematical apparatus. This entails reforming the system of forensic activities, the main
objectives of which are to increase the reliability of research results and eliminate the human factor (potential bias of the expert), which provides
greater confidence in the results of expertise of all parties.

The article discusses whether authenticity can be considered both a principle of law and a functional principle of forensic science. Revealing
the methodological significance of authenticity, which has not yet received full and consistent legislative enshrinement in law, an analysis is made
which leads to the conclusion that in fact authenticity is understood and applied by Ukrainian justice and experts as a principle of law, as an

imperative indicator of quality of forensic activities. litigation.
