INTERNATIONAL SCIENTIFIC PROFESSIONAL JOURNALS —
NEW STEP IN THE FORMATION COMPETITIVE LAWYERS'

One of the most important tasks on the modern pe-
riod of Ukraine state and society development is to im-
prove the legal provision and exchange of information.
However, in our time by the rapid changes in the regu-
latory framework, other life challenges, as well as the
scientific researches and international experiences more
often lawyers get the necessary information by inter-
changing with colleagues from European countries. In
this case, a famous biblical truth is right: ”There is no
limit to perfection” and as well a modern maxim: “The
one who owns the information, owns the world.” At the
Law Faculty of the State Higher Educational Establish-
ment ”Uzhhorod National University”, which has strong
research potential, for a long time there is an urgent need
for close working partnership and functional coordina-
tion of scientific achievements with their colleagues in
Ukraine and European legal space. These, and several
other circumstances logically led the thinking and patri-
otically spirited scientific elite of Ukraine and Europe to
create an international, scientific, legal publication, on
the pages of which vital problems from different areas
of law would be analyzed and an exchange of scientific
information in the field of state and legal construction
would take place.

Therefore the team of the Constitutional Law and
Comparative Law chair repeatedly expressed proposals
concerned with seeking ways of popularization of legal
scientific achievements in Ukraine and other European
countries through joint publication in an interstate, spe-
cialized, scientific, legal journal.

At the end of January 2015, at the rectorate’s office
of SHEE ”Uzhhorod National University” a presenta-
tion of the first interstate legal journal ”Visegrad Journal
on Human Rights” took place. The organizing commit-
tee chose an extremely convenient motto for the pre-
sentation of the journal ”Fair law is the highest social
wisdom.” Among the general meeting on this reprise
well-known European scientists, representatives of the
diplomatic corps, the management of SHEE "UzhNU”
and PanEuropean University, postgraduates, students
and the public were present.

The statements noted an exceeding relevance, value,
importance and necessity of the publication. The speak-
ers had the same opinion concerning the publication
which filled a significant gap in the interstate commu-
nications of law, and about exchanging experiences of
legal state building among interested parties.

It should be emphasized that the editorial board
and initiators of the publication elaborately worked
out every detail of that original interstate edition.
This refers to the author’s conception of the title page,
compliance of the provided materials, keeping up with
the most modern technologies of submitting articles.
We should highlight that each of the printed works
corresponds to the highest scientific requirements of
products of this type and presents a kind of intellectual
peculiarity. The other feature of the announced publi-
cation is that the papers can be submitted to its edito-
rial board in eight languages. The working languages
of the scientific folio are English, Slovakian, Ukrai-
nian, Hungarian, Polish, Czech, German and Russian.
The journal will be published six times a year. Articles
will be approved by independent experts-reviewers of
different areas of law from Europe and by the edito-
rial board. An electronic version of this publication is
planned. And what is also significant that the scientific
articles in this journal will be credited as international
professional publications in the preparation and de-
fense of the master’s thesis, Ph.D thesis and doctoral
thesis and will be included in the international system
of citation index.

The journal will collaborate with all interested
practitioners and theorists, scientists and politicians in
Ukraine and abroad. Such cooperation involves placing
scientific information materials, publishing of scientific
articles, holding interstate round table meetings and con-
ferences on the basis of the publication. ’Visegrad Jour-
nal on Human Rights” as an interstate legal publication
will be used as an important tool for the development
of state and law, exchanging of educational experiences,
enrichment of legal culture achievements. Articles and
other materials of this work will be recommended as an

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important source for the study of basic subjects in train-
ing professional and competitive lawyers.

In the journal theoretical and practical scientific
materials will be published on important issues of
general and legal applied-researches, law enforcement
practice, proposals for legislation, foreign legal experi-
ences, constitutional, judicial and administrative legal
reforms.

The publication of this first interstate professional
legal edition ~’Visegrad Journal on Human Rights” certi-
fied by European Communities shows that the Law Fac-

ulty of our University together with European partners
are a powerful, perspective, professional and authorita-
tive brand in the Ukrainian and European field of legal
knowledge.

The editorial board invites everyone to cooperate and
provides submitting articles. The publication is not only
for legal scholars but as well for practitioners who could
get many useful multidimensional knowledge that will
contribute to the consolidation of basic values that have
accumulated in the quote “fair law is the highest social
wisdom” which the vast majority of people confess.
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
