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METAPHYSICAL DISCOURSE OF SOLITUDE IN THE SHORT STORY GENRE
OF UKRAINIAN LITERATURE AT THE END OF XIXTH — THE XXTH CENTURIES

The article deals with the solitude as phenomena of human being in the short stories by Mykhailo Kotsubynskyi, Marko
Cheremshyna, Vasyl Stephanyk, Ivan Chendei etc. The states of existence in the works of those authors including solitude,
pain, death have been analyzed according to metaphysical discourse, the philosophical doctrine of the supersensible
principles of existence. The solitude has been investigated in its connection to the poetics of Ukrainian short story genre.
Psychologism, lyricism, images, symbols, artistic details are studied through the phenomena of the solitude. In the
autobiographical short stories “Intermezzo” by Mykhaylo Kotsyubynskiy, “Karby” (“Notches”) by Marko Cheremshyna,
“Moye Slovo™” ("My Word") by Vasyl’ Stefanyk the solitude of artist is studied regarding the nature of human being and
art by means of the individual authors’ perception.

Consept of the “Negative Solitude” (by Mykhaylo Movchan) has been observed in the short stories “Did” (“The old
man”), “Babyn khid” (“The Old Woman s Walk”) by Marko Cheremshyna, “Sama-samis’ka” (“Completely lonely”) by
Vasyl’ Stefanyk, “Tykhiy svit” (“Silent World ) by Mykhaylo Yatskiv and etc. Type of negative solitude leads to the human
alienation and destruction. Along with the social problem of human alienation in society, the authors comprehended the
philosophy of human existence, the tragedy of human helplessness before evil fate. Solitude as a state of human being
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that opens the metaphysical horizon of existence, restores the connection with the Absolute, have been investigated in

Stefanyk's short story “Syny” (“Sons”).

Ukrainian writers of the later literary epoch also show the human solitude, suffering, death. Those existence states
replace even a realistic work in metaphysical discourse. The phenomena of human solitude in the Chendei'’s short stories
is connected with deep problems of human being such as self cognition and its connection with small homeland and
native home. The article explicates the means of solitude as a state of human being in the short story genre of Ukrainian
literature at the end of XIXth — the XXth centuries according to the interdisciplinary research.
