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INTRODUCTION

Ukrainian is the national language of Ukraine, and these lessons will help you get a
head start in learning the language. It belongs to the Slavic group of the Indo- European
language family. The Ukrainian graphic system uses the Cyrillic alphabet, as do other
Slavic languages such as: Belorusian, Russian, Bulgarian. There are differences between
the Cyrillic and Latin sounds and letters, but they are small and you will learn to
recognize them quickly.

Unlike English the Ukrainian alphabet is absolutely phonetic: each letter has a single
pronunciation in every usage. The letter » (soft sign) has no sound.

Stress in Ukrainian can fall on any syllable in a word. One word has only one
stressed syllable which is no longer that others. Word stress in Ukrainian is not fixed, and
thus, it must be remembered. The stem vowel of a word is often stressed, but stressed
endings occur too. Usually the stress is indicated in dictionaries.

These exercises will help you to acquire the skills, knowledge, correct use of the
ending of words and the tense of verbs.

There are three genders in
Ukrainian. The gender of a noun can be determined by its ending:

feminine (f.) — 1. the ending -a: moxpyra 2. the ending -s1: Mapis, 3emiist
neuter (n.) — 1. the ending -o: xixxko 2. the ending -e: mictie 3. the ending -5 : )KUTTs
Notel A zero ending is a consonant ending: npyr — friend
Note2 A noun ending in -o is masculine if it denotes a proper name: JIainpo (the name of the
biggest Ukrainian river)
Note3 A noun ending in -s is neuter if preceded by a double consonant: sxutrs — life

Every singular noun in singular number can be masculine, feminine, or neuter.
Origin nouns with an ending in a consonant are masculine gender, including words of
foreign.
Thus: yHiBepcHuTeT, Kypc, CTYACHT, TYPTOXHUTOK, (aKkyJIbTeT, CHH, CTLI, TOBapHII, Opart,
YOJIOBIK, JiekaH, podecop, apyr, miapyunuk, but 6ateko (father), nsapko (uncle), nmimyce
(grandfather) are masculine gender.
Most non-abstract nouns with the final vowels -a or -s are feminine, and many of these will
be naturally feminine:
Houka (daughter), momka (board,), miBuuna (girl), cecrpa (sister), mamma (lamp), xiHka
(woman,), npyxxuna (wife), mama (mother), 6a6ycs (grandmother), moapyra (female friend,
girlfriend), kpacyns (beautiful girl), kaproms (potato; potatoes (collective), uuOyis (onion),
MopkBa (carrot), mammua (car, machine), nora (leg), pyka (hand), ctopona (side), kBiTka
(flower), crynentka (female student), crina (wall), ayauropis (class-room), kyxus (Kitchen),
kaptuHa (picture) etc.
As a rule, all nouns whose final vowel is -0 or -e are neuter; the exceptions to this rule are
foreign borrowings, which may or may not be neuter. The following is a representative list
of regular neuter nouns:

In the Ukrainian language nouns are declined. Case is the form of the noun indicating the relation of the
notion to other words in the sentence of phrase. For example: | draw a pan. | draw with a pan.

In the first sentence the word handle calls the tools (this is the form of the genitive ablative), and the second
is the object of the action (it indicates the form of the genitive accusative).

The nominative case is the easiest one as it answers direct questions: who? and what?

The word “nasuBuuii” is derived from Ukrainian “Ha3Ba” (a name), so basically it is a
dictionary form of a noun, which names the object in the sentence:

His name is Oleh. — Moro 3satu Oler.



If a noun is a subject in the sentence, it has to be nominative case:

The qirl is playing the piano. — [liBunHka rpae Ha miaHiHO.

The book lies on the table. — Kumxka nexuts Ha cTOI.

If a noun is a part of a predicate (stays after a dash, which replaces “to be”):
He's brother is a doctor. — HMoro 6par — sikap.

I am a (male) student. — 51 — cTyneHT.

Genitive case (PoxoBuii BinMiHOK): K0oro? 4oro?

The genitive case shows that something or somebody is possessing or not possessing to
somebody or something else.
The word “pomoBuii” is derived from Ukrainian “pin” (a gender, a generation) and the
guestion you can put is: whose gender?, so it's basical purpose is to point out the possession,
belonging, membership of the object:
The girl's piano. — IliaHiHO AIBYMHKH.
The back of the chair. — Crnunka kpicia.
He is a school principal (a principal of school). — Biu gupekrtop 1ikosnu.
In some negative sentences:

This case is used when you want to express that someone or something is used by or works

The word “opynuuii” is derived from Ukrainian “opymyBatu” (to operate with, to handle

with) and the question you can put is: who to handle with? what to handle with?

He paints with a brush. — Bin Maiioe neH3IuKOM.

with the preposition 3(3i) (with):

Travelling by transport or going on foot, walking along the street, city or other long

Locative case (MicueBuii BITMIHOK): HA KOMY? HA YoMy’

This case indicates the location. This case is used only with a preposition.

The word “micuesmii” is derived from Ukrainian “micrie” (a place) and the question you can

put is: on what? on whom? (but only the location, not the destination!)

The student is sitting in the armchair. — ¥ kpicmi cuauts cryment. (location, Locative case)

Vocative case (Knuunuii BigMiHOK)

The vocative case doesn't have any questions. It is used only in the direct speech when

somebody is addressing somebody else.

“Mother, put it please on the shelf.” — “Mawmo, noknaau e, Oyab Jacka, Ha IMOJUI0.”
Proper name. General name

According to the lexical meaning nouns in the Ukrainian language are divided into proper
nouns (Bmacui) and common nouns (3araJbHi).

Proper nouns - a noun, called single concept, geographical location, names of countries,
cities, streets, rivers, lakes, newspaper etc. To these nouns also included names, surnames,
nicknames of people, nicknames of animals; the name of religious holidays and public
institutions in Ukraine. They are written with a capital letter. Therefore, proper nouns are
divided into: Geographic concepts: mountains, deserts, oceans,seas, countries, regions,
cities, towns: 2opu Kapnamu —The Carpathian Mountains;
The names of streets, squares, hotels, ships, museums, newspapers, magazines, novels:
eynuys I'epoie Maiioany (street);

Personal names, surnames, nicknames of people, nicknames of animals: Mapis;
Astronomical names: Conuye — the Sun, 3emn1a — the Earth;



General name is a generalized name of similar objects: ctin (table), crinens (chair), Bikao
(window).

From the numeral 3 and upwards there is only one form for nouns of any of the three
genders: tpu xmomi (three boys (m.)), Tpu Ticreuka (three biscuits (n.)), Tpu niBuunu (three
girls (f.)).

The Ukrainian Present tense is formed by adding personal Present tense endings to the stem
of the verb. The stem of the verb in the Present tense often coincides with the stem of the
infinitive form of the verb, which is the form of the verb without the suffix -tu: yutatu (to
read) — “aura-”.
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We distinguish two conjugation groups of verbs in the Present tense: the first conjugation
group (1) and the second conjugation group (I1). The conjugation is the adding of certain
endings to the verb to show the person, the number and the tense it refers to.

Thus, the Ukrainian Present tense corresponds to the English Present Indefinite and Present
Continuous tenses.

Tense means the time of the action to which the verb refers: past, present or future.
Ukrainian verbs have separate forms for each of these tenses. In this unit you will learn the
forms of the present tense.

Ukrainian verbs are divided into two conjugation patterns. To find the stem of the verb of the
first conjugation you should drop the infinitival ending —mu :uuma - mu (to read).

The word conjugation refers to the form of the personal endings. The significant feature of

the first conjugation is the letter —e (after a consonant) or - € (after a vowel) in the second

and third persons of the singular and the first and second persons of the plural.

In Ukrainian the verb can be used in two aspects: perfect and imperfect.

The imperfect verb denotes an action which has no beginning nor end, i.e. is
not delineated by time, and is repetitive. As such it often corresponds to the
English Indefinite infinitive or the

English Continuous infinitive: yutatu — to read/to be reading, nucatu — to
write/to be writing, >xuth — to live.

The use of the imperfect verb:

1. The Present tense:

The adverb is an unchangable part of speech that defines means of action, state or
other means and unswers the question HOW?
Unlike other independent parts of speech (e.g. the noun or adjective) the adverb does
not have genders, declensions, singular or plural forms.
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Adverbs are created by changing other parts of speech like nouns, adjectives and

pronouns.
For example:

Hig (night) — BHOui (at night): noun — adverb

mBuakui (qQuick) — mBuako (quickly): adjective — adverb
Adverbs can be divided in two main groups:

Adverbs of quality, quantity and manner.

Adverbs of time, place, intention and cause.

Adverbs of quality and most of adverbs of manner end with -o, -e and are created by
adding suffixes -o, -e to the stem of adjectives.

Future tense (imperfective aspect)
The imperfective future tense is used to describe actions that will be taking place at some
time in the future. There are two ways of forming this tense, both of which have exactly
the same meaning. You may choose whichever form you find the easier, but you should be
able to recognize both.

Type 1 This tense form comprises two words, just like the English I will read the
paper. You will remember that the verb 6yrtu (to be) has only one form () in present

tense. The future tense forms of this verb have first conjugation endings:

By combining these forms with the imperfective infinitive, you obtain the
imperfective future, e.g.
