Tourism in London

London is one of the world's leading tourism destinations, and the city is home to an array of famous tourist attractions. London attracts 15 million international visitors per year, making it one of the world's most visited in terms of international visits.

Economics of tourism in London

The Government Office for London states that tourism revenues constitute 10 per cent of London's gross value added and contributes to the employment of up to 13 per cent of London's workforce. According to the London Development Agency, visitors to London spend around £20 billion each year.

Weather
Although London is a beautiful city with many indoor attractions, it is sometimes rainy or cold during the autumn and winter months (October to April). In summer the average high temperatures are around 23°C (73°F). Winter months are cold with highs around 7°C (45°F). September and October are especially wet and rainy.

Places to stay
Since London is a big city and tourist destination there are many places for someone to stay during their trip. There are many hotels (luxury and tourist), Bed and Breakfast hotels and flats (hotels apartments). Many of these accommodations are located within walking distance of many tourist attractions. Prices vary depending on the type of hotel you choose. Luxury and tourist hotels tend to be more expensive. Bed and Breakfast homes are usually on the more affordable side and include breakfast in the morning. Flats are apartments rented out to tourists. These are ideal for stays longer than one week in length.

Getting around

There are many ways to move around the city of London, such as walking or taking the Tube (the subway) or bus. Many of London's attractions are within walking distance of each other. Obtain a good tourist map or guide book to see which can be managed on foot. These will also have an Underground map.

Underground
The London Underground is a popular way to travel around London. It is considered the easiest and quickest way to move around. The Underground has 12 lines that run from Monday to Saturday between the hours of 5 am to midnight. Although it also runs on Sunday, the hours of operation are reduced.

Bus
Another very popular way to move about the city is to take the bus. This mode of transportation provides 24-hour service all week. Some buses even offer tours to point out historical landmarks and tourist attractions. Taking the bus requires that you have already purchased a ticket. These are easy to obtain at any ticket machine near major stops. Prices of a bus pass vary depending on the number of days with a one-day pass at £3.80 and a weekly pass at £13.80.

There are also open-top tourist buses where you can buy an all-day ticket and get on and off the bus at various tourist attractions of your choice. Alternatively, you can stay on the bus and enjoy the guided tour. These buses can be found in Tavistock Square, half-way between the British Museum and the British Library.

Tickets
There are two types of prepaid tickets used for various modes of transportation around the city. The first type of ticket is the contactless smartcard - the Oyster Card. The holder loads the card with credit which can then be used to ride on the Underground, bus, tramlink and most National Rail Service lines. These tickets can be used at anytime, but are charged differently depending on peak and off-peak times. Daytime off-peak and reduced fares on the Tube are from 9.30am to 4.00pm and after 7pm Monday to Friday. Oyster Card carries a refundable deposit of £5, it can be returned to ticket office (unused credit will be returned too) for cash.

The second type of ticket is the Travel Card. This allows for the same travel privileges as the Oyster Card but includes all National Rail Service lines (but not Heathrow Express). The prices of the tickets are shown below.

Note however that the Oyster Card fare is "capped" each day, depending on where and how it is used, so that you will never pay more than if you buy a TravelCard. The cap is lowest if you only ride buses, and highest if you also use tube or rail services, travel into more than one zone, and travel before 9.30 in the morning. As a general rule, if you make more than two rail trips in a day, additional rail trips and bus trips are usually "free".

Tourist attractions
Central London
London is home to many tourist attractions that are known worldwide. Some of the most popular include the many museums located in the city, many of which offer free entry. The British Museum holds seven million exhibits that not only have to do with London, but Ancient Egypt, Greece and Rome, etc. Popular exhibits include the Elgin Marbles, the Rosetta Stone, 'Ginger', the world's oldest mummy, Lindow Man, etc. The British Museum is open seven days a week and is free.

The British Library holds many literary exhibits and displays the original manuscripts of such classics as Alice in Wonderland, the notebook of Jane Austen, Charlotte Bronte's manuscript of Jane Eyre, Oscar Wilde's The Ballad of Reading Gaol, Magna Carta, a Gutenberg Bible, Codex Sinaiticus, the autograph of William Shakespeare, original music scores by Arthur Sullivan, Handel and Beethoven in a permanent exhibition of over 200 exhibits in The Sir John Ritblat Gallery. This gallery is open to the public seven days a week and is free.

The Victoria and Albert Museum in Kensington is the world's largest museum of decorative arts and design, housing a permanent collection of over 4.5 million objects. Named after Prince Albert and Queen Victoria, the museum was founded in 1852, and has since grown to now cover some 12.5 acres (0.05 km2) and 145 galleries. Its collection spans 5000 years of art, from ancient times to the present day, in virtually every medium, from the cultures of Europe, North America, Asia and North Africa. Admission is also free.

There are also historic or cultural attractions, the most popular of which include Buckingham Palace. This royal palace is still in use today. Here, visitors (approximately 15 million tourists every year) can witness the "Changing of the Guard" when a member of the royal family is in residence. During the summer months, some rooms are open to the public for tours. Other sights include The Tower of London, a historic royal fortress that holds the Crown Jewels of England. Nearby is the famous Tower Bridge, which is often mistaken by tourists for London Bridge.

Other attractions include Trafalgar Square, Covent Garden, London Eye, London Zoo, the Natural History Museum, the Globe Theatre, the London Bridge Experience, the Charles Dickens Museum and Madame Tussauds. There are many more attractions in the city itself, and in the surrounding areas. It is recommended that the visitor buy a good guide book to London and plan what he or she wants to see in advance. The larger museums, such as the British Museum and the Victoria and Albert Museum will take several days to get around. It is best to select a few objects that one particularly wants to see and concentrate on them.

London's West End is the city's theatre district. Here the latest stage shows and musicals can be seen. However, these are usually very popular and it is advised to book your tickets as far in advance as possible. All London's theatres have their own websites for booking tickets. These can be picked up at the Box Office on the day or sent by post.

Outer London
Outer London is very accessible from Central London by London Underground, London Buses, or London Taxi. Chessington World of Adventures is a theme park within the Greater London boundary.

Outer London offers attractions such as farms, golf courses, horse riding, theatres such as Rose Theatre, Kingston, Hampton Court Palace, and attractions similar to those in Central London such as museums and gardens, but not as high capacity. Other major shopping destinations in outer London include Kingston Upon Thames and Croydon. With Kingston 2nd to West End shopping and Croydon at 3rd. But with Kingston's setting next to the River Thames and Hampton Court Palace it can be a more desirable, historical shopping destination compared to other areas.

Buckingham Palace









Buckingham Palace. This is the principal façade, the East Front; originally constructed by Edward Blore and completed in 1850. It acquired its present appearance following a remodelling, in 1913, by Sir Aston Webb.





Queen Victoria, the first monarch to reside at Buckingham Palace, moved into the newly completed palace upon her accession in 1837.

Buckingham Palace is the official London residence and principal workplace of the British monarch. Located in the City of Westminster, the palace is a setting for state occasions and royal hospitality. It has been a focus for the British people at times of national rejoicing and crisis.

Originally known as Buckingham House, the building which forms the core of today's palace was a largetownhouse built for the Duke of Buckingham in 1705 on a site which had been in private ownership for at least 150 years. It was subsequently acquired by George III in 1761 as a private residence for Queen Charlotte, and known as "The Queen's House". During the 19th century it was enlarged, principally by architects John Nash and Edward Blore, forming three wings around a central courtyard. Buckingham Palace finally became the official royal palace of the British monarch on the accession of Queen Victoria in 1837. The last major structural additions were made in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, including the East front which contains the well-known balcony on which the royal family traditionally congregates to greet crowds outside. However, the palace chapel was destroyed by a German bomb in World War II; the Queen's Gallery was built on the site and opened to the public in 1962 to exhibit works of art from the Royal Collection.

The original early 19th-century interior designs, many of which still survive, included widespread use of brightly coloured scagliola and blue and pink lapis, on the advice of Sir Charles Long. King Edward VII oversaw a partial redecoration in a Belle Époque cream and gold colour scheme. Many smaller reception rooms are furnished in the Chinese regency style with furniture and fittings brought from the Royal Pavilion at Brighton and from Carlton House. The Buckingham Palace Garden is the largest private garden in London.

The state rooms, used for official and state entertaining, are open to the public each year for most of August and September, as part of the Palace's Summer Opening.

Palace of Westminster

The Palace of Westminster is the meeting place of the House of Commons and the House of Lords, the two houses of the Parliament of the United Kingdom. Commonly known as the Houses of Parliament after its tenants, the Palace lies on the Middlesex bank of the River Thames in the City of Westminster, in central London. Its name, which derives from the neighbouring Westminster Abbey, may refer to either of two structures: the Old Palace, a medieval building complex that wasdestroyed by fire in 1834, and its replacement New Palace that stands today. For ceremonial purposes, the palace retains its original style and status as a royal residence.

The first royal palace was built on the site in the eleventh century, and Westminster was the primary London residence of the Kings of England until a fire destroyed much of the complex in 1512. After that, it served as the home of Parliament, which had been meeting there since the thirteenth century, and the seat of the Royal Courts of Justice, based in and aroundWestminster Hall. In 1834, an even greater fire ravaged the heavily rebuilt Houses of Parliament, and the only structures of significance to survive were Westminster Hall, the Cloisters of St Stephen's, the Chapel of St Mary Undercroft and the Jewel Tower.

The subsequent competition for the reconstruction of the Palace was won by architect Charles Barry and his design for a building in the Perpendicular Gothic style. The remains of the Old Palace (with the exception of the detached Jewel Tower) were incorporated in its much larger replacement, which contains over 1,100 rooms organised symmetrically around two series of courtyards. Part of the New Palace's area of 3.24 hectares (8 acres) was reclaimed from the Thames, which is the setting of its principal façade, the 266-metre (873 ft) river front. Barry was assisted by Augustus W. N. Pugin, a leading authority on Gothic architecture and style, who provided designs for the decoration and furnishings of the Palace. Construction started in 1840 and lasted for thirty years, suffering great delays and cost overruns, as well as the death of both leading architects; works for the interior decoration continued intermittently well into the twentieth century. Major conservation work has been carried out since, due to the effects of London's air pollution, and extensive repairs took place after the Second World War, including the reconstruction of the Commons Chamber following its bombing in 1941.

The Palace is one of the centres of political life in the United Kingdom; "Westminster" has become a metonym for the UK Parliament, and the Westminster system of government has taken its name after it. The Elizabeth Tower, in particular, which is often referred to by the name of its main bell, "Big Ben", is an iconic landmark of London and the United Kingdom in general, one of the most popular tourist attractions in the city and an emblem of parliamentary democracy. The Palace of Westminster has been a Grade I listed building since 1970 and part of a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1987.

London Stone





London Stone 111 Cannon Street London

London Stone is a historic stone that is now set within a Portland stone surround and iron grille on Cannon Street, in the City of London.

London Stone is a block of oolitic limestone and measures approximately 53 x 43 x 30 cm (21 x 17 x 12 inches). This material does not occur naturally in London, its nearest source being in Kent. It is thought to have originally been much larger. Speculation in the 17th and 18th centuries suggested it was either a milliarium, marking the central spot from which all distances were measured in Roman Britain or an object of Druidic worship, suggestions that are now generally dismissed as lacking any evidence.

History
London Stone is sometimes called the Stone of Brutus, referring to the legendary Trojan founder of London in around 1,000 BC.Popular legends include the stone being the remains of an ancient stone circle that is alleged to have stood on Ludgate Hill and even the stone from which King Arthur withdrew the legendary "Sword in the Stone".

The earliest written reference to London Stone is in a book belonging to Æthelstan, King of England in the early 10th century. In the list of lands and rents of Christ Church, Canterbury, some places are said to be "near unto London stone". It was already a landmark in 1198 when it was referred to on maps as Lonenstane or Londenstane. The first mayor of London was Henry Fitz-Ailwin de Londonestone (meaning 'Henry, son of Ailwin of London Stone'), who served the city some time between 1189 and 1193, and was described as "the draper of London Stone". However, the appellation may also refer to the large stone house he built, at a time when most houses in the City were of wood — the mere mention of its uncommon material being sufficient to distinguish it, and him. Similarly, it may denote only that the stone house was constructed in close proximity to an already ancient London Stone.

Walter George Bell (writing in 1920), noted that "some years ago," members of the London and Middlesex Archaeological Society were present when the Stone's casing was removed. "It then proved to be a piece of oolitic building stone." Bell notes that "there is not the smallest rag of evidence associating it with Londinium," and that it may well be a section of the foundation of Henry Fitz-Ailwin's stone house which remained after the rest of the house was gone, and which was honored for its association with London's first mayor and with independent self-government for the City. London Stone would in that case date from the late 12th century, which accords with mentions of it in surviving records.

There are no medieval sources to suggest that the stone had any symbolic authority or meaning during the medieval period. In 1450 Jack Cade, leader of a rebellion against Henry VI struck his sword against it and called himself "Lord of the City" although no contemporary accounts comment on the meaning of this. The event was dramatised in William Shakespeare's Henry VI, Part 2 (Act 4, Scene 6) -- except that, in the play, the sword became a staff.

There is supposedly a myth that London Stone's safety is linked to that of the city itself. However, this myth can be traced back no further than the 1850s, when the Rev Richard Williams Morgan invented a so-called ancient saying "So long as the Stone of Brutus is safe, so long shall London flourish" and claimed that the stone was part of an altar built byBrutus of Troy.
Location
London Stone was originally situated in the middle of Cannon Street and was much larger than it is now. If it was Roman it might have been part of a Roman office building between the principle Roman Street and the Thames, the remains of which were excavated beneath Cannon Street Station MOL . It is shown on the 1550s copperplate map of London, as a large block of stone in Candlewick Street (now Cannon Street) outside St Swithin's Church. The church was destroyed in the Great Fire of London in 1666, and rebuilt by Christopher Wren, who encased the old stone in a larger protective carved stone. By 1742, the stone had become an obstruction to traffic, and was moved from the south side of Cannon Street to the north side. For similar reasons, it was moved again in 1798, and by 1828 was set into the south wall of St Swithin's Church, on the north side of Cannon Street. In 1941 St Swithun's church was gutted in the Blitz but the stone was left unscathed. In 1962 the Wren church was demolished and replaced by the current building at 111 Cannon Street, where the stone is placed in an alcove in the wall.

The stone and box, with iron grille, were designated a Grade II listed structure on 5 June 1972. A decorative grille to protect the stone had been provided by the London and Middlesex Archaeological Society in 1869; it is clear from old photographs that the present grille is not the original, but a version made in similar style in 1962. There are current proposals to move the stone further down Cannon Street to allow the building into which it is built to be redeveloped.

The nearest London Underground and National Rail station is Cannon Street — the station's main entrance is opposite the Stone on Cannon Street. There is also a pub nearby called "The London Stone".

Madame Tussaud's Wax Museum, London

Madame Tussaud´s Wax Museum is o​ne of London's most famous museums. First begin in 1835, the museum brings well-known figures from history and modern culture to life with stunningly-realistic figures made from wax. It features figures from politics, entertainment, royalty and history in an enormous museum grouped into several large, themed exhibits. From world leaders to famous murderers, the various themed rooms have plenty of figures to keep visitors busy for hours.
For history buffs, there are famous military leaders, kings, dictators and presidents. Displayed o​n the wall is the actual blade used to remove Marie Antoinette's head. For horror buffs there is the famous Chamber of Horrors. This section of the museum depicts scenes from the French Revolution and the plague and showcases famous villains like Jack the Ripper.
The entertainment figures come and go as cultural tastes change. With new and popular TV shows come new figures to reflect that popularity. Some wax figures also get makeovers to reflect the increasing age of the person depicted. Clothing is also changed regularly to keep up with trends. Current TV and sports stars are often depicted in the museum's displays.
Located o​n Marylebone Street near central London, the original Madame Tussaud's is still the best know. However, there are now other branches abroad, that feature figures more accessible to those countries. The New York museum features American athletes, music stars and figures of note. Other branches include Washington D.C., Hong Kong, Amsterdam and Las Vegas with several new cities planned. 
River Thames




The River Thames flows through southern England. It is the longest river entirely in England and thesecond longest in the United Kingdom, behind the River Severn. While it is best known because its lower reaches flow through central London, the river flows alongside several other towns and cities, including Oxford, Reading, Henley-on-Thames, Windsor, Kingston upon Thames and Richmond.

The river gives its name to several geographical and political entities, including the Thames Valley, a region of England around the river between Oxford and west London, the Thames Gateway, the area centred on the tidal Thames, and theThames Estuary to the east of London. The tidal section of the river is covered in more detail under Tideway.

Tower Bridge

Tower Bridge is a combined bascule and suspension bridge in London, over the River Thames. It is close to the Tower of London, from which it takes its name. It has become an iconic symbol of London.

The bridge consists of two towers tied together at the upper level by means of two horizontal walkways, designed to withstand the horizontal forces exerted by the suspended sections of the bridge on the landward sides of the towers. The vertical component of the forces in the suspended sections and the vertical reactions of the two walkways are carried by the two robust towers. The bascule pivots and operating machinery are housed in the base of each tower. The bridge's present colour scheme dates from 1977, when it was painted red, white and blue for the Queen Elizabeth II's silver jubilee. Originally it was painted a mid greenish-blue colour.

Tower Bridge is sometimes mistakenly referred to as London Bridge, which is the next bridge upstream.

The nearest London Underground station is Tower Hill on the Circle and District lines, and the nearest Docklands Light Railway station is Tower Gateway. 
Design

The bridge is 800 feet (244 m) in length with two towers each 213 feet (61 m) high, built on piers. The central span of 200 feet (61 m) between the towers is split into two equal bascules or leaves, which can be raised to an angle of 86 degrees to allow river traffic to pass. The bascules, weighing over 1,000 tons each, are counterbalanced to minimise the force required and allow raising in five minutes.

The two side-spans are suspension bridges, each 270 feet (82 m) long, with the suspension rods anchored both at the abutments and through rods contained within the bridge's upper walkways. The pedestrian walkways are 143 feet (44 m) above the river at high tide.





Victoria Park, London

Victoria Park (known colloquially as Vicky Park or the People's Park) is 86.18 hectares of open space that stretches out across part of the East End of London, England bordering parts of Bethnal Green, Hackney, and Bow, such as along Old Ford Road, London E3 and Victoria Park Road E9. The park is entirely within the London Borough of Tower Hamlets. It is also used as a concert venue and hosts many festivals each year. The park is approximately a mile away from the London Olympic Park. Owing to its proximity to the Olympic park, it will be a venue for the BT London Live event, along with Hyde Park.

Modern times

In 1986 the Greater London Council transferred responsibility for the park to the London borough of Tower Hamlets and the London Borough of Hackney, through a joint management board. Since 1994 Tower Hamlets has run the park alone. 
In recent times, Victoria Park became noted for its open-air music festivals, often linked with a political cause. The 1980 rock docudrama Rude Boy features The Clash playing at an Anti-Nazi League event in the park. Radiohead played two concerts in the park on 24–25 June 2008. Madness celebrated their 30th year with a fifth Madstock there on 17 July 2009. The park has also become very popular amongstdance music's biggest names; Dutch DJ Tiësto played at Victoria Park in 2009 and again in 2010. On 24–25 July 2010, Victoria Park was the site of the first High Voltage Festival. Victoria Park has also hosts Field Day, The Apple Cart and Underage Festival.

In summer 2008, the park was voted London's best local park by Time Out magazine. In 2011 it won its first Green Flag award and was again voted London's favourite park, this time in the national People's Choice Award.

Victoria Park is very popular with children and is host to: a One O'Clock Club for under-fives and a programme of summer activities and a children's play park including a paddling pool.

The oldest model boat club in the world, the Victoria Model Steam Boat Club, founded in the Park on 15 July 1904, is still active today and holds up to 17 of their Sunday regattas a year. The VMSB Club runs straight-running boats just as they did 100 years ago but have also progressed to radio controlled boats and hydroplanes. The first Regatta is traditionally held on Easter Sunday and the Steam Regatta is always held on the first Sunday in July.

The Park is also the home of Tower Hamlets Football Club and Victoria Park United Football club, Victoria Park Harriers & Tower Hamlets Athletics Club, which has its headquarters at St. Augustine's Hall located at the north-east corner of the Park. The Club celebrated its 80th Anniversary in 2006.

During the summer cricket is played every evening on the park's three all-weather wickets, organised by the Victoria Park Community Cricket League. The park also has a popular three-lane cricket net, free to use at all times. It was refurbished to a high standard at the end of 2005, paid for by a grant from the England and Wales Cricket Board.

The park is open daily from 6:00am to dusk.





In 2010 the National Lottery Big Lottery Fund awarded the London Borough of Tower Hamlets a £4.5 million grant towards a £12 million programme of major improvements to Victoria Park. Plans included a new building, the Eastern Hub, comprising a cafe, public toilets, community rooms and adult play facilities to promote healthy living. The landscape has been restored and a new pagoda introduced to an island on the lake; the public for the first time now has access to the island, via one of two bridges. The park was a Live Site with free access big screens for the London 2012 Olympics.
Hyde Park, London





Hyde Park is one of the largest parks in central London, and one of the Royal Parks of London, famous for its Speakers' Corner.

The park was the site of the Great Exhibition of 1851, for which the Crystal Palace was designed by Joseph Paxton. The park has become a traditional location for mass demonstrations.  The park is divided in two by the Serpentine. The park is contiguous with Kensington Gardens; although often still assumed to be part of Hyde Park, Kensington Gardens has been technically separate since 1728, when Queen Caroline made a division between the two. Hyde Park covers 142 hectares (350 acres) and Kensington Gardens covers 111 hectares (270 acres), giving an overall area of 253 hectares (630 acres), making the combined area larger than the Principality of Monaco (196 hectares, 480 acres), though smaller than New York City's Central Park (341 hectares, 840 acres). To the southeast, outside the park, is Hyde Park Corner. Although, during daylight, the two parks merge seamlessly into each other, Kensington Gardens closes at dusk but Hyde Park remains open throughout the year from 5 am until midnight.

Hyde Park is the largest of four parks which form a chain from the entrance of Kensington Palace through Kensington Gardens and Hyde Park, via Hyde Park Corner and Green Park (19 hectares), past the main entrance to Buckingham Palace and then on through Saint James's Park (23 hectares) to Horse Guards Parade in Whitehall.

Kensington Gardens

Kensington Gardens, once the private gardens of Kensington Palace, is one of the Royal Parks of London, lying immediately to the west of Hyde Park. It is shared between the City of Westminster and the Royal Borough of Kensington and Chelsea, lying within western central London. The park covers an area of 111 hectares (270 acres). The open spaces of Kensington Gardens, Hyde Park, Green Park and St. James's Park together form an almost continuous "green lung" in the heart of London between Kensington and Westminster.
Bushy Park





Bushy Park is the second largest of London's Royal Parks, at 445 hectares (1,100 acres) in area, and lies immediately north of Hampton Court Palace and Hampton Court Park.

It is surrounded by Teddington, Hampton, Hampton Hill and Hampton Wick, and is a few minutes walk from the north side of Kingston Bridge.

The Park is within the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames in south-west London and most of it is open to the public. Its acid grasslands are mostly just above the 25 foot contour.

Green Park





The Green Park is a park in the City of Westminster, central London - one of the Royal Parks of London. Covering 19 hectares (47 acres), it lies between London's Hyde Park and St. James's Park. Together with Kensington Gardens and the gardens of Buckingham Palace, these parks form an almost unbroken stretch of open land reaching from Whitehall and Victoria station toKensington and Notting Hill.

By contrast with its neighbours, Green Park has no lakes, no buildings and few monuments, having only the Canada Memorial by Pierre Granche, the Constance Fund Fountain and the RAF Bomber Command Memorial, opened in 2012. The park consists entirely of mature trees rising out of turf: parkland; the only flowers are naturalized narcissus. The park is bounded on the south by Constitution Hill, on the east by the pedestrian Queen's Walk, and on the north by Piccadilly. It meets St. James's Park at Queen's Gardens with the Victoria Memorial at its centre, opposite the entrance to Buckingham Palace. To the south is the ceremonial avenue of The Mall, and the buildings of St James's Palace and Clarence House overlook the park to the east. Green Park tube station is a major interchange located on Piccadilly, Victoria and Jubilee lines near the north end of Queen's Walk.
Greenwich Park

Greenwich Park is a former hunting park in Greenwich and one of the largest single green spaces in south-east London. One of theRoyal Parks of London, and the first to be enclosed (in 1433), it covers 74 hectares (180 acres), and is part of the GreenwichWorld Heritage Site. It commands fine views over the River Thames, the Isle of Dogs and the City of London. The park is open from 06:00 for pedestrians (and 07:00 for traffic) all year round and closes at dusk.
London Zoo




London Zoo is the world's oldest scientific zoo. It was opened in London on 27 April 1828, and was originally intended to be used as a collection for scientific study. It was eventually opened to the public in 1847.species Today it houses a collection of 755  ofanimals, with 16,802 individuals, making it one of the largest collections in the United Kingdom.

It is managed under the aegis of the Zoological Society of London (established in 1826), and is situated at the northern edge ofRegent's Park, on the boundary line between City of Westminster and Camden (the Regent's Canal runs through it). The Society also has a more spacious site at ZSL Whipsnade Zoo in Bedfordshire to which the larger animals such as elephants and rhinos have been moved. As well as being the first scientific zoo, ZSL London Zoo also opened the first Reptile house (1849), first public Aquarium (1853), first insect house (1881) and the first children's zoo (1938).

ZSL receives no state funding and relies on 'Fellows', 'Friends', 'Members', entrance fees and sponsorship to generate income.
Regent's Park





Regent's Park bandstand and lake
Regent's Park (officially The Regent's Park) is one of the Royal Parks of London. It lies within northern central London, partly in the City of Westminster and partly in the London Borough of Camden. It contains Regent's College and the London Zoo.

Description
The park has an outer ring road called the Outer Circle (4.3 km) and an inner ring road called the Inner Circle, which surrounds the most carefully tended section of the park, Queen Mary's Gardens. Apart from two link roads between these two, the park is reserved for pedestrians. The south, east and most of the west side of the park are lined with elegant white stucco terraces of houses designed by John Nash. Running through the northern end of the park is Regent's Canal which connects the Grand Union Canal to the former London docks.

The 166 hectares (410 acres) park is mainly open parkland which enjoys a wide range of facilities and amenities including gardens, a lake with a heronry, waterfowl and a boating area, sports pitches, and children's playgrounds. The northern side of the park is the home of London Zoo and the headquarters of the Zoological Society of London. There are several public gardens with flowers and specimen plants, including Queen Mary's Gardens in the Inner Circle, in which the Open Air Theatre is located; the formal Italian Gardens and adjacent informal English Gardens in the south-east corner of the park; and the gardens of St John's Lodge. Winfield House, the official residence of the U.S. Ambassador to the United Kingdom, stands in private grounds in the western section of the park. Nearby is the domed London Central Mosque, better known as Regent's Park mosque, a highly visible landmark.

Located to the south of the Inner Circle is Regent's College, home of the European Business School London, Regent's American College London (RACL) and Webster Graduate School among others.

Immediately to the north of Regent's Park is Primrose Hill, a park with fine views of Westminster and the City. Primrose Hill is a Royal Park and belongs to the Sovereign along with all the other Royal Parks of the Crown Estate.

The supposition that Primrose Hill is owned and maintained by the Corporation of London is an error that has been the subject of successful Crown litigation in both in the High Court and Court of Appeal.

     Management
The public areas of Regent's Park are managed by The Royal Parks, a government agency. The Crown Estate Paving Commission is responsible for managing certain aspects of the built environment of Regent's Park. The park lies within the boundaries of the City of Westminster and the London Borough of Camden, but those authorities have only peripheral input to the management of the park. The Crown Estate owns the freehold of Regent's Park.

Richmond, London





Richmond is an affluent town in south west London, England, and is part of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames.Historically part of Surrey, it is located 8.2 miles (13.2 km) west-southwest of Charing Cross.

The founding and naming of Richmond followed the Tudor building of Richmond Palace early in the 16th century. During this era the town and palace were particularly associated with Elizabeth I. During the 18th century Richmond Bridge was completed and many Georgian terraces were built, particularly around Richmond Green and on Richmond Hill. These remain well preserved and many now have listed building status. The opening of the railway station in 1846 was a significant event in the absorption of the town into a rapidly expanding London. Richmond was formerly part of the ancient parish of Kingston upon Thames in the county of Surrey and itbecame a municipal borough in 1890 that was enlarged in 1892 and 1933. It has formed part of Greater London since 1965.[3]
Richmond is a much sought after residential location, and among the most wealthy areas in the United Kingdom. It is also a significant commercial and upmarket retail centre, and has a developed day and evening economy. The town is located on ameander of the River Thames, with a large number of parks and open spaces, including Richmond Park, and many protected conservation areas. Richmond is noted for its high quality of life, as well as its affluence, and has been assessed as one of the happiest places in which to live in the UK.

St. James's Park

St. James's Park is a 23 hectares (57 acres) park in the City of Westminster, central London - the oldest of the Royal Parks of London. The park lies at the southernmost tip of the St James's area, which was named after a leper hospital dedicated to St. James the Less.

Geographical location
St. James's Park is bounded by Buckingham Palace to the west, The Mall and St. James's Palace to the North, Horse Guards to the east, and Birdcage Walk to the south.

The park has a small lake, St. James's Park Lake, with two islands, West Island, and Duck Island, which is named for the lake's collection of waterfowl. This includes a resident colony of pelicans, which has been a feature of the park since the first gift of the birds from a Russian ambassador in 1664. The Blue Bridge across the lake affords a view west towards Buckingham Palace framed by trees. Looking east the view includes the Swire fountain to the north of Duck Island and, past the lake, the grounds known Horse Guards Parade, with the Horse Guards building, the Old War Office building and Whitehall Court progressively behind. To the south of Duck Island is the Tiffany fountain situated on Pelican Rock and past the lake is the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, with the London Eye, the Shell Tower and The Shard progressively behind.

The park is the most easterly of a near-continuous chain of parks that also comprise (moving westward) Green Park, Hyde Park and Kensington Gardens. The closest London Underground stations are St. James's Park, Victoria, and Westminster.

   Закарпаття багате на екологічні та культурні пам’ятки

На відміну від багатьох інших регіонів України тут питання про «візитівку» начебто знято: гори як найкраща реклама самим собі; мінеральна вода, окремі види якої можуть позмагатися за своїми лікувальними властивостями з водами французьких і швейцарських курортів; старовинні замки, найпрекрасніші зразки сакральної архітектури.
Ужгородський замок-фортеця
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Перші згадки про замок відносяться до IX століття. Це була твердиня на одному з пагорбів над поселенням білих хорватів. На той час замок мав вигляд дерев'яної фортеці, що складалася з дитинця і частоколу. Тоді ця територія була заселена слов'янами — білими хорватами. Тут було князівство, на чолі якого стояв князь Лаборець. Літопис «Геста гунгарорум» зазначає, що Ужгородський замок і вся прилегла територія належала Лаборцю. Коли на князівство напали мадяри, населення стало до боротьби. Про це також пише Руський Літопис Нестора 898 року: «Пришедше от востока (угри) и устремяшеся через горьі великьія, иже прозвашася горьі Угорьскьія, и почаша воєвати на живущая ту».
Перший організований опір закарпатці дали під Ужгородом, де князем був Лаборець. Мадярська орда була численною й захопила Ужгород, спаливши замок. Князь Лаборець втікав до своєї далекої фортеці —Земплина, але його наздогнали і над річкою Свіржавою повісили. Відтоді народ ту річку назвав Лаборцем — на пам'ять про князя. Але в бою за Ужгород був убитий і вождь мадярів Алмош. Мадярські кочівники поховали його у валі Земплинського городища — фортеці, яку також здобули. Могилу й багато оздоблене золотом поховання Алмоша виявили чехословацькі археологи.

В кінці Х — на початку ХІ століть, коли рівнинна частина Закарпаття підпала під владу Угорського королівства, в Ужгороді будується кам'яний замок як адміністративний центр комітату Унг. Це вже була могутня оборонна споруда, про силу якої свідчить той факт, що в 1086 році під час набігу половецької орди під верховодством хана Кутеска, яка прорвалась через Карпатські перевали в Дунайську низовину, Ужгородський замок кочівники взяти не змогли. Історичні документи підтверджують, що кам'яні замки на Закарпатті почали дуже інтенсивно будуватися після татарської навали. І хоча татари відійшли, страх у мадярів залишився і король Бела IV наказав на стратегічно важливих пунктах зміцнити замки.

Епоха Другетів




Ужгородський замок. Бастіон Франциска.

У 1312 році після того, як італійські брати Другети допомогли королю Карлу Роберту з нової династії Анжу придушити повстання наджупана Петра Петені, Карл Роберт подарував братам Ужгородський замок та землі. Вони володіли ним 350 років.

У період, коли замок перебував у володінні роду Другетів (1322—1691 рр.), в фортифікаційному мистецтві відбувалися великі зміни, викликані переважно появою нових видів зброї, і в першу чергу зброї вогнепальної. Це все вимагало докорінної реконструкції замку, яка була здійснена в кінці XVI століття з використанням найновітніших досягнень фортифікаційного мистецтва Європи.





В Ужгородському замку за проектом італійських інженерів було проведено повну реконструкцію з метою посилення його обороноздатності — було вимуровано міцніші стіни на певній відстані від палацу, на кожному розі споруджено ромбоподібний бастіон, висота якого досягає 10-15 м, висунутий за лінію квадрата стін. На майданчиках бастіонів розміщувалися гармати, які тримали під обстрілом підступи до замку. Для посилення міцності бастіонів їхні роги викладені квадратними плитами з білого каменю.

Замок був майже неприступним. Неприступність його особливо підкреслена з північного боку масивною гладдю високих стін, позбавлених навіть бійниць. Стіни побудовані з каменю. Північну частину замку захищав кілеподібний бастіон. У плані замок був неправильним чотирикутником — це зумовлено рельєфом Замкової гори. З трьох боків споруду оточував рів завглибшки 8-10 метрів, через який до в'їзної брами було перекинуто підйомний міст. До наших днів збереглись отвори для ланцюгів, за допомогою яких міст піднімався. Товщина зовнішньої кріпосної стіни досягала 2,5 - 10-метрової висоти, вона збереглася і дотепер.





У кінці XVII століття (1684 р.) рід Другетів по чоловічій лінії вимирає: останній Другет був страчений у Кошицях за наказом Текелі. Вдову взяв за дружину граф Міклош Берчені, і Ужгородський замок переходить у його володіння. Новий господар перебудовує та укріплює фортецю за планом французького інженера Лемера. Стіни замку та бастіони позбавлені оздоблень, за винятком карнизу з білого каменю, який до певної міри пом'якшує їхню похмрість.

Замок у визвольній війні 1703—1711 років
Під час визвольної війни угорського народу один із загонів під проводом Івана Беци в 1703 році захопив Ужгород і оточив замок, але взяти його так і не зміг. Тільки в 1704 році гарнізон замку покинув фортецю і відійшов до Польщі.

Виглядало це так. Місто готувалося до облоги. Нагромадили збіжжя на півроку, сподіваючись, що доти надійде до них допомога. Позганяли з цілої околиці худобу, щоб мати досить м'яса. У замку сховалася і мадярська шляхта (до 300—400 осіб) та єзуїти. Восени 1703 року в околиці Ужгорода несподівано з'явилося декілька сот русинських селян. Це викликало паніку в місті. Адже надійшло з гір селянське військо Івана Беци з Виряви. Він захопив село Горяни під Ужгородом і погнав у гори всю худобу шляхти, а потому з кількома сотнями верховинців знову вийшов з лісів. На вулицях Ужгорода велися запеклі бої. Повстанців спочатку витіснили з міста і ті відійшли в Радванку і Горяни. Але незабаром підійшло значне підкріплення з Верховини. Вночі повстанці вдруге напали на місто, захопили його і тісним кільцем оточили замок. Селяни, озброєні косами і сокирами, старими рушницями, здійснили кілька наступів, але були відбиті добре озброєними оборонцями замку. Пробували дістатися драбинами, а далі привезли багато возів соломи довкола замку, щоб вогнем примусити його здатися. На початку 1704 року ужгородська фортеця врешті-решт здалася. Виявилося, що із замку стріляли в повстанців отруєними стрілами. Таким був наказ єзуїтів. Селяни хотіли за це їх судити й покарати. Але Ракоці не дозволив. Він лише вигнав єзуїтів з Ужгорода.

У 1707 році замок урочисто зустрічав послів Петра I на переговорах із представниками Ференца II Ракоці. Після поразки повстання у 1711 році Ужгородський замок перейшов у розпорядження австрійської корони. Саме в цей час із нього до Відня вивезено всі матеріальні цінності: картини, меблі, колекцію дорогоцінного посуд, зброю. Австрійська імператриця Марія-Терезія у 1775 році передала замок Мукачівській греко-католицькій єпархії, аби там створити богословську академію, тоді ж була проведена незначна перебудова замку і знищена лицарська зала.

Палацова будівля




Палац розташований навпроти головних в'їздних воріт, у північно-східній частині Замкової гори, на краю обривистого схилу. Він являє собою похмуру двоповерхову споруду прямокутної форми, на кожному розі якої є квадратна вежа. На верхньому поверсі веж, товщина стін яких сягає 2,5—3 м, видно темні отвори бійниць. У фортифікаційній системі замку палац, він же і цитадель, займав домінуюче положення. У випадку проникнення ворога у двір замку, захисники його могли успішно продовжувати оборону з палацу, в якого була добре продумана система оборони — з трьох сторін палац був оточений глибоким ровом, через який у східній частині був перекинутий підйомний міст, котрий у разі підйому закривав отвір воріт. При спорудженні замкового палацу будівельники врахували рельєф місцевості, якому в фортифікаційній системі палацу відводилась важлива роль — сам палац є ніби продовженням схилу Замкової гори, на якому він стоїть. Північна частина палацу зведена прямо над прірвою, схил настільки стрімкий, що ворог ні разу не пробував штурмувати замок з північного боку. У замковому палаці є просторі підземні каземати, які в мирний час служили коморами, а під час облоги замку — сховом. У підземеллі була також в'язниця та камера катувань.

Церква на подвір'ї
У XIII столітті була збудована замкова церква. Вона була давно зруйнована, а про її наявність лише здогадувались. При дослідженні знайдено письмову згадку про церкву Св. Юрія від 1248 р. Підмурки зруйнованого храму відкриті під час археологічних розкопок. Залишки законсервовані та музеєфіковані. Про повне відтворення храму поки що не йдеться.

                              EDINBURGH
Edinburgh is the capital of Scotland, the seat of the Scottish parliament 
and government, the largest city by area and the second largest by population in the country. The City of Edinburgh Council governs one of Scotland's 32 local government council areas. The council area includes urban Edinburgh and a 30 square miles (78 km2) rural area. Located in the south-east of Scotland, Edinburgh lies on the east coast of the Central Belt, along the Firth of Forth, near the North Sea.

The city was one of the historical major centres of the Enlightenment, led by the University of Edinburgh, helping to earn it the nickname Athens of the North. The Old Town and New Town districts of Edinburgh were listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1995 in recognition of the unique character of the Medieval Old Town and the planned Georgian New Town. It covers both the Old and New Towns together with the Dean Village and the Calton Hill areas. There are over 4,500 listed buildings within the city.In May 2010, it had a total of 40 conservation areas covering 23% of the building stock and 23% of the population, the highest such ratios of any major city in the UK. In the 2011 mid-year population estimates, Edinburgh had a total resident population of 495,360. 
The city hosts the annual Edinburgh Festival, a group of official and independent festivals held annually over about four weeks beginning in early August. The number of visitors attracted to Edinburgh for the Festival is roughly equal to the settled population of the city. The best-known of these events are the Edinburgh Fringe, the largest performing-arts festival in the world; the Edinburgh International Festival; the Edinburgh Military Tattoo; and the Edinburgh International Book Festival. Other annual events include the Hogmanay street party and the Beltane Fire Festival. Edinburgh attracts over 1 million overseas visitors a year, making it the second most visited tourist destination in the United Kingdom.

Museums, libraries and galleries





National Museum of Scotland
Edinburgh has a large number of museums and libraries, many of which are national institutions. These include the National Museum of Scotland, the National Library of Scotland, National War Museum of Scotland, the Museum of Edinburgh and the Museum of Childhood.





The National Gallery of Scotland
Edinburgh contains Scotland's five National Galleries as well as numerous smaller galleries. The national collection is housed in the National Gallery of Scotland, located on the Mound, and now linked to the Royal Scottish Academy, which holds regular major exhibitions of painting. Contemporary collections are shown in the Scottish National Gallery of Modern Art, and the nearby Dean Gallery. The Scottish National Portrait Gallery focuses on portraits and photography.

The council-owned City Art Centre shows regular art exhibitions. Across the road, The Fruitmarket Gallery offers world class exhibitions of contemporary art, featuring work by British and international artists with both emerging and established international reputations.

There are private galleries, including Doggerfisher and Ingleby Gallery, the latter providing a varied programme including shows by Callum Innes, Peter Liversidge, Ellsworth Kelly, Richard Forster, and Sean Scully. 
The city hosts several of Scotland's galleries and organisations dedicated to contemporary visual art. Significant strands of this infrastructure include: The Scottish Arts Council, Edinburgh College of Art, Talbot Rice Gallery (University of Edinburgh) and the Edinburgh Annuale.

Old Town

The Old Town has preserved its medieval plan and many Reformation-era buildings. One end is closed by the castle and the main artery, the Royal Mile, leads away from it; minor streets (called closes or wynds) lead downhill on either side of the main spine in a herringbone pattern. Large squares mark the location of markets or surround public buildings such as St. Giles' Cathedral and the Law Courts. Other notable places nearby include the Royal Museum of Scotland, Surgeons' Hall and McEwan Hall. The street layout is typical of the old quarters of many northern European cities, and where the castle perches on top of a rocky crag (the remnants of an extinct volcano) the Royal Mile runs down the crest of a ridge from it.

Due to space restrictions imposed by the narrowness of the "tail", the Old Town became home to some of the earliest "high rise" residential buildings. Multi-storey dwellings known as lands were the norm from the 16th century onwards with ten and eleven storeys being typical and one even reaching fourteen or fifteen storeys. Additionally, numerous vaults below street level were inhabited to accommodate the influx of immigrants during the Industrial Revolution.

New Town
The New Town was an 18th century solution to the problem of an increasingly crowded Old Town. The city had remained incredibly compact, confined to the ridge running down from the castle. In 1766 a competition to design the New Town was won by James Craig, a 22-year-old architect. The plan that was built created a rigid, ordered grid, which fitted well with enlightenment ideas of rationality. The principal street was to be George Street, which follows the natural ridge to the north of the Old Town. Either side of it are the other main streets of Princes Street and Queen Street. Princes Street has since become the main shopping street in Edinburgh, and few Georgian buildings survive on it. Linking these streets were a series of perpendicular streets. At the east and west ends are St. Andrew Square and Charlotte Square respectively. The latter, designed by Robert Adam, influenced Edinburgh street architecture into the early 19th century. Bute House, the official residence of the First Minister of Scotland, is on the north side of Charlotte Square. Sitting in the hollow between the Old and New Towns was the Nor Loch, which had been both the city's water supply and place for dumping sewage. By the 1820s it was drained. Craig's original plans included Princes Street Gardens and an ornamental canal in place of the Nor Loch. Excess soil from the construction of the buildings was dumped into the loch, creating what is now The Mound and the canal idea was abandoned. In the mid-19th century the National Gallery of Scotland and Royal Scottish Academy Building were built on The Mound, and tunnels to Waverley Station driven through it. The New Town was so successful that it was extended greatly. The grid pattern was not maintained, but rather a more picturesque layout was created.

Southside
A popular residential part of the city is its south side, comprising a number of areas including St Leonards, Marchmont, Newington, Sciennes, the Grange and Blackford. The Edinburgh "Southside" is broadly analogous to the area covered by the Burgh Muir, and grew in popularity as a residential area following the opening of the South Bridge. These areas are particularly popular now with families (many state and private schools are here), students (the central University of Edinburgh campus is based around George Square just north of Marchmont and the Meadows, and Napier University (with major campuses around Merchiston & Morningside), as well as with visiting festival-goers. These areas are also the subject of several works of fiction: Ian Rankin's Inspector Rebus lives in Marchmont and worked in St Leonards; and Church Hill, in Morningside, was the home of Muriel Spark's Miss Jean Brodie.

Leith

Leith is the port of Edinburgh. It still retains a separate identity from Edinburgh, and it was a matter of great resentment when, in 1920, the burgh of Leith was merged into the county of  Edinburgh. Even today the parliamentary seat is known as 'Edinburgh North and  Leith'. With the redevelopment of Leith, Edinburgh has gained the business of a number of cruise liner companies which now provide cruises to Norway, Sweden, Denmark, Germany and the Netherlands. Leith also has the Royal Yacht Britannia, berthed behind the Ocean Terminal and Easter Road, the home ground of Hibernian F.C.

Urban area
The urban area of Edinburgh is almost entirely contained within the City of Edinburgh Council boundary, merging with Musselburgh in East Lothian. Nearby towns close to the city borders include Dunfermline, Bonnyrigg, Dalkeith, Loanhead, Newtongrange, Penicuik, Livingston and Broxburn. The EU classifies this area as a Larger Urban Zone with a population of nearly 800,000 people.

Edinburgh International Book Festival 
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Every August, for just over two weeks, the world’s largest celebration of the written word takes over Charlotte Square; the Edinburgh International Book Festival.

The Edinburgh International Book Festival is a fortnight of fantastic events with writers from around the world. Where better to celebrate the written word than Edinburgh, the first city in the world to be named a UNESCO City of Literature? 

Admire the cultural landmarks and atmospheric streets that have inspired literary greats such as Sir Walter Scott, Robert Burns and Arthur Conan Doyle and bestselling authors such as Ian Rankin and JK Rowling. 

With hundreds of author events, debates and workshops taking place, the book festival brings writers and intellectuals from across the world together. Part of the wider Edinburgh Festivals programme, the book festival is renowned for bringing in big names as well as uncovering the poets, thinkers and novelists of tomorrow. 

In 1997, Charlotte Square welcomed an unknown local author named JK Rowling who read from her debut novel Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone to 30 encapsulated children.

The majestic Charlotte Square Gardens sit within the elegant Georgian New Town, a truly beautiful setting. The book festival converts the gardens into a magical tented village which welcomes around 220,000 visitors each year. 

A highlight of the programme of events is the high profile debates and discussion series. Writers from across the world gather in this unique event to discuss and engage on the world’s most pressing issues.

The Children’s Programme is also extremely popular with a range of workshops, panel discussions and author events. Perfect for the family, it is now the world’s premier books and reading event for young people. The 2013 festival will run from the 10 - 26 August.

Edinburgh Art Festival 
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If art is your passion, the Edinburgh Art Festival, Scotland’s largest visual arts festival is simply unmissable as it is home to a wide array of visual arts, exhibitions and events held throughout the city.

The Edinburgh Art Festival started off in 2004 and is home to a diverse and vibrant programme of visual art exhibitions and events that are held throughout galleries and museums across the city. 

Edinburgh’s galleries and art spaces come alive during this festival and display some of the most intriguing modern and contemporary art in the world.

The Edinburgh Art Festival combines new commissions, major solo exhibitions by the world’s leading contemporary artists alongside local and international artistic talent.

2011 saw the unveiling of The Scotsman Steps, a major new piece of public artwork by winner of the Turner Prize, Scottish artist, Martin Creed. Reinventing the famous Scotsman Steps, each of the 104 steps that lead from the Scotsman Hotel on North Bridge to Waverley Station is finished beautifully in a different colour of marble. 

From internationally renowned artists to those whose work is more experimental, the Edinburgh Art Festival presents a compelling mix of exhibitions and events sure to suit all tastes. And best of all - it’s free. The 2013 Edinburgh Art Festival, part of the wider Edinburgh Festivals programme is set to run from 1 August to 1 September.  

Festival of Politics 
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Enjoy the unique Festival of Politics in Edinburgh, which offers a range of talks, debates and exhibitions from some of the most influential players in British politics.

One of the more recent additions to the outstanding lineup of festivals in Edinburgh, the Festival of Politics is certainly worth checking out. This exceptional festival, which runs in 2012 from 17 - 25 August, combines the worlds of politics, media and the arts and provides an opportunity to gain some further insight into the exciting world of politics.  

Starting out in 2005, the award-winning four-day Festival of Politics is now a main part of the festival summer season. Taking place in the impressive Scottish Parliament building, you are invited to take a look behind the scenes at the Open Parliament Day, attend one of the many talks, exhibitions and plays or get involved in the discussions and debates.

The Festival of Politics attracts participants from a wide array of backgrounds, from political party leaders to cabinet ministers and journalists who discuss their experiences. In the past, guest speakers have included Sir Menzies Campbell, Charles Kennedy, John Prescott and comedian/writer Armando Iannucci. 

For those of a political mind, or for those simply looking to be entertained, this exciting and unique festival will no doubt have something to tempt you during a stay in Edinburgh. 

A day of free fun at Edinburgh’s museums 
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Whether you want to experience 18th century Edinburgh, see a million pounds in cash or meet a Tyrannosaurus Rex, you can do it at Edinburgh’s museums, and it’s all free. Many museums also have excellent cafes and offer guided tours and events.

National Museum of Scotland

The Old Town is home to the National Museum of Scotland which was re-opened in July 2011 following a major re-development and now exhibits over 20,000 objects spread across 36 galleries. Adults and children alike will enjoy making their way through the stunningly bright Victorian Grand Gallery, and others such as the Natural World gallery which features an awe-inspiring Tyrannosaurus Rex. As well as having interactive exhibits and children’s galleries, the museum’s architecture is fun and playful, with little nooks and crannies to hide in throughout the adjoined modern galleries which tell Scotland’s story. It’s all free, of course.

The Writers’ Museum

The Writers' Museum, near the top of the Royal Mile, contains fascinating first editions, portraits and objects relating to the lives and work of Scotland’s great literary figures including Robert Burns and Robert Louis Stevenson. Outside the museum be sure to visit Makars’ Court (Scots for poet), a peaceful courtyard which has carved paving stones celebrating writers from the 14th century to the present day.

Museum on the Mound

Cross the road at the bottom of Makar’s Court to make a trip to the innovative Museum on the Mound which displays a million pounds in cash, Scotland's oldest banknote and looks at the role of money in art, design, technology, crime, trade and security.

More museums

Experience the sights, sounds and smells of Edinburgh throughout the centuries at The People’s Story, or enter the Museum of Edinburgh which is packed with local artefacts and city history, from the earliest settlement to the present day. You can also discover a treasure house crammed full of toys from childhood past and present at the Museum of Childhood.

Free museums out of town

Towns and villages often have their own local museums which are normally free. One of these is Queensferry Museum which lies to the north west of the city. The museum traces the history of the local people, the historic ferry passage to Fife, the construction of the iconic Forth rail and road bridges and spotlights the estuary wildlife.

Enjoy Edinburgh's churches and cathedrals for free
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Edinburgh’s skyline is punctuated with churches and cathedral spires. Peaceful refuges from city hustle and bustle, these historic buildings are well worth a visit for their interesting architecture and many also have cafes, exhibitions and events.

St Giles’ Cathedral

Standing halfway between Edinburgh Castle and the Palace of Holyroodhouse, St Giles’ Cathedral was founded in the 12th century and due to its role in Scotland’s Reformation history is often referred to as the 'Cradle of Presbyterianism'. Take in the beautiful stained glass windows that date from the 1870s and see the Thistle Chapel, home of the Knights of the Order of the Thistle, Scotland's most senior order of chivalry which is headed by The Queen.

Greyfriar’s Kirk

Up near the top of the Royal Mile, Greyfriar’s Kirk has stood since 1620 on land which was granted by Mary, Queen of Scots. The kirk is famous for its graveyard, which was not only frequented by grave robbers but is also said to be where a faithful dog, Greyfriar’s Bobby, sat by his master’s grave.  Another historic event here was the signing of the National Covenant in 1638, an important event and document in Scottish history which you can find out about at the kirk’s visitor centre.

Canongate Kirk

Dating from 1690, the historic Canongate Kirk was built near the bottom of the Royal Mile and its modest architecture is a perfect place for peaceful reflection. Its parish includes nearby Holyrood Palace so it welcomes members of the royal family when they are residence. In the summer of 2011, the church was the venue for the marriage of Zara Philips, the daughter of the Princess Royal and granddaughter of HM The Queen.

Other city centre churches

There are several other impressive church buildings to visit in Edinburgh city centre. These include St Johns which is renowned for its stained glass, St Cuthberts which has intricate ceiling paintings, St Mary's Cathedral, which is great example of neo-Gothic architecture and St Andrew's and St George's West on George Street which is an excellent example of Georgian architecture.

Shopping - Edinburgh's Princes Street and other areas
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Shopping in Edinburgh is a fantastic experience as you can browse the stores of several great spots including Princes Street, George Street and the St James Centre while admiring fine architecture and striking views of the castle.

When it comes to shopping in Edinburgh, it’s not just the unique mix of high street names, designer stores and independent shops that make it an experience to remember. Combine the wide choice of shops with stunning architecture and striking views and Edinburgh becomes the perfect shopping destination.

Princes Street

For a first-class experience shopping in Edinburgh, Princes Street should be your first stop. Wander along the wide pavement of the street in Edinburgh's city centre and enjoy the impressive views of Edinburgh Castle, towering above the beautiful Princes Street Gardens. Equally impressive is the shops; Princes Street shopping is a blend of high street brands with famous department stores such as Jenners, an Edinburgh institution since 1938, which sits in a beautiful building full of Victorian grandeur.
George Street

Either side of George Street you’ll find gems tucked away down charming side streets such as Thistle and Rose Street. These shopping streets are home of some of the country’s best boutiques including Jane Davidson, honoured by fashion bible Vogue as one of Britain’s top 100 independent stores.

Multrees Walk

The first new street to be created in Edinburgh since the 18th century, Multrees Walk is full of luxury brands including Armani, Louis Vuitton, Mulberry and Kurt Geiger. Next to Multrees Walk, and standing at the end of George Street in St Andrews Square, is the first Scottish store of Harvey Nichols, in a grand five-storey building with far reaching views over Edinburgh and the Firth of Forth.

Princes Mall and St James Centre

Take the time to look around the shopping centres of Princes Mall and the St James Centre in Edinburgh to find more variety of stores with new trends in clothes and footwear and gifts for friends and family back home. The St James Centre is home to the department store John Lewis, where you can spend hours browsing, while Princes Mall also has a fantastic food court where you can grab a bite to eat or enjoy a quick coffee.

Golf courses
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Edinburgh is a great city for playing golf in and within a short distance you will find some of Scotland’s most famous and historic golf courses. 

Edinburgh has a splendid array of very accessible golf courses, some of which offer incredible views of the city. You could be teeing off in sight of Edinburgh Castle and Arthur’s Seat. Scotland’s capital might not be synonymous with golf, but the quality of courses available is excellent.   

You don’t have to venture far from Edinburgh either to play some of the most famous and historic courses in the game. East Lothian has an astonishing amount of legendary golfing venues. There is Muirfield, where the Open has been staged 15 times, and will again in 2013. Musselburgh is another venerable golf club while Gullane has no less than three classic links courses. 

With the luxurious East and West courses at Dalmahoy just west of Edinburgh, and so much more in an area that has such a rich golfing heritage, golfers are simply spoilt for choice.

You can find details of all of the golf courses in Edinburgh and the Lothians and decide which ones you want to play during your break.

                                Единбург
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Единбург ― серце і стародавня столиця Шотландії з майже півмільйонним населенням  ― по праву вважається одним з найкрасивіших і найколоритніших міст Сполученого Королівства. Місто відоме з VI століття, до завоювання Шотландії англійцями був найважливішим центром цієї держави, якийсь час резиденцією королів. В Единбурзькому замку до сьогодні зберігаються королівські регалії Шотландії, тепер уже ― атрибути британської корони. Незабутнє враження залишає Единбурзький замок, що підноситься на 133-метровій скелі (залишку давно згаслого вулкана).

Згідно з історичними згадками, замок існує з XI століття, але перші будови на цьому місці з'явилися майже 1400 років тому. Найстародавніші споруди з тих, що збереглися до наших днів (наприклад, Каплиця Св. Маргарити королеви, дружини короля Шотландії Малькольма III, померлої в Единбурзькому замку в 1093 році), зведені в XII столітті. Замок постійно добудовувався і розширювався аж до 1927 року, коли був встановлений Військовий Меморіал, присвячений шотландцям, загиблим під час Першої світової війни (зараз також і жертвам Другої світової війни).

Найприкметніша будівля - королівський палац з восьмигранною баштою, увінчаною зубчастою короною (1368). У 1566 році Марія Стюарт народила тут короля Якова I. З ім'ям Марії Стюарт пов'язана значна частина будівель і експозицій музею. Единбурзький замок ― не тільки королівська резиденція, але в першу чергу фортифікаційна споруда. Про це постійно нагадують позбавлені орнаментики та інших архітектурних надмірностей, але вражаючі своєю потужністю бастіони, кріпосні стіни, встановлені на них старовинні гармати, зокрема знаменита колосальна бомбарда Монс Мег, відлита в 1457 році. Одна з гармат, але вже куди сучасніша, регулярно використовується для традиційних залпів опівдні. Про військову історію замку розповідає і частина експозиції в приміщеннях казарм, госпіталю, казематів. Охорону Единбурзького замку несе рота шотландської гвардії.
Камера Обскура
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Камера Обскура – це така своєрідна камера спостереження, згадки про яку зустрічаються ще в 4 столітті до н.е. Суть у тому, що в темному приміщенні на одній зі стін зроблено невеликий отвір, в який потрапляє світло, а на іншій - встановлено екран (матове скло або білий тонкий папір). Промені світла, проходячи крізь отвір, створюють на екрані перевернуте зображення того, що видно в отвір.

Хоча сьогодні це, звичайно, вже не настільки захоплююче видовище, як це було у вікторіанську епоху. Більш вражаючим для сучасного туриста є набір потужних телескопів на даху, які відкривають чудовий вид на місто. Після того як ви пошпигували за місцевими жителями, які займаються своїми справами, ви дійсно починаєте помічати камери відеоспостереження на вулицях міста.

Перш ніж ви дійдете до камери, ви пройдете через три поверхи експонатів. Тут є і кімната кривих дзеркал, і дзеркальний лабіринт, і крутиться тунель, і величезний дзеркальний калейдоскоп, загалом, цілий світ оптичних ілюзій. Дітям обов'язково сподобаються криві дзеркала на зовнішній частині будівлі, вони доступні абсолютно безкоштовно, якщо ви не хочете платити за вхід.

Королівська Яхта «Британія»
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Королівська Яхта «Британія» була побудована в 1953 році і служила Королівській сім'ї впродовж 44 років. Подорожі довжиною більше одного мільйона миль зробили цю яхту найзнаменитішим судном у світі. Королева Єлизавета II об'їхала весь світ на королівській яхті 'Британія'. Традиційний королівський маршрут включав офіційні візити в Австралію, Нову Зеландію, Канаду і на карибський острів Ямайка.

У 1997 році яхта була списана з королівського балансу. Це стало наслідком спеціального рішення парламенту і фінансових ініціатив королеви, що змінили усталені традиції, за якими члени королівської сім'ї користувалися особливими привілеями.

Зараз яхта перетворилася в плавучий цілорічний музей, відкритий для публіки в історичному единбурзькому порту Лейс. Відвідувачі можуть побачити морську резиденцію королівської сім'ї: бібліотеку, банкетні зали, спальні, дитячі кімнати, кухню.

Королівська Миля
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Історія Королівської Милі бере початок у першій половині XII століття, коли король Шотландії Давид I влаштувався у фортеці на Замковій скелі, яку він наказав перебудувати в Единбурзький замок. Король надав поселенню біля підніжжя замку права на торгівлю, і на Lawnmarket розкинувся відкритий ринок. Потім Давид розпорядився про спорудження High Street, що називалася в ті часи Via Regis (букв. «Королівський шлях»), від якої ймовірно і виникла назва Королівська Миля.

Королівська Миля починається з еспланади у Единбурзького замку. Тут, на Кастлхілл щорічно проходить Единбурзький парад військових оркестрів. Лавнмаркет раніше був ринком, де торгували полотном, зараз на вулиці влаштувалися орієнтовані на туристів невеликі магазини з сувенірною продукцією. А в ті часи, коли ще не побудували Реджент Стріт у Лондоні і бульвари в Парижі, вважалося, що за красою з Хай Стріт неможливо порівняти жодну з вулиць Європи. Назва Канонгейт походить від canon's gait («чернеча вулиця»), на честь августинців Холірудського абатства. На цій вулиці знаходяться Морей Хаус – педагогічний факультет Единбурзького університету.

Мандрівники з різних країн вже сотні років частенько визнають Королівську милю однією з найчарівніших вуличок у світі. Уздовж Милі знаходиться безліч магазинів сувенірів, різні історичні атракціони та розваги.

                 Ужгородський кафедральний собор
Ужгородський кафедральний собор ― головний греко-католицький храм міста Ужгород  і резиденція мукачівських єпископів. 





Закладка собору відбулася у 1640 році. Його почав будувати ужгородський господар — граф Іван X Другет. У 1644 році будівництво було майже закінчене, але цьому перешкодила війна між Трансільванією та Австрією. Під час війни нові будівлі були пошкоджені, і тільки в 1646 році будівництво собору завершилося, після чого сюди була переведена єзуїтська колегія з міста Гуменного (Словаччина) — родинного маєтку графів Другетів. Собор спочатку слугував церквою для єзуїтського монастиря, який був у будинку резиденції єпископа.

Собор являє собою цегляну будову, головний фасад якої увінчаний трикутним фронтоном, до нього примикають восьмигранні триярусні вежі з курантами. Важливе місце у загальному вигляді собору посідає чотириколонний портик коринфського ордена. Центральний неф перекритий напівциркульними склепіннями.

Інтер’єр собору оформлений у стилі рококо. Кафедральний собор зазнав значних руйнувань під час Визвольної війни угорського народу в 1703—1711 роках, але вже в 1718 році в ньому велася Служба Божа. У 1773 році Папа Климент XIVскасував орден єзуїтів. Кафедральний собор залишився без господаря. У 1775 році австрійська імператриця Марія-Терезія видає грамоту, за якою будова єзуїтського монастиря і церква при ньому передавалися Мукачівській греко-католицькій єпархії, яку в той час очолював єпископ А. Бачинський. У 1878 році собор був перебудований за проектом Луки Фабрі, де поєдналися риси класицизму і необароккові тенденції.У такому стилі пам’ятка збереглася і до сьогодні.

                                    CARDIFF
Cardiff is the capital and largest city in Wales and the tenth largest city in the United Kingdom. The city is Wales' chief commercial centre, the base for most national cultural and sporting institutions, the Welsh national media, and the seat of the National Assembly for Wales. The unitary authority area's mid 2011 population was estimated to be 346,100, while the population of the Larger Urban Zone was estimated at 861,400 in 2009. Cardiff is a significant tourist centre and the most popular visitor destination in Wales with 18.3 million visitors in 2010. In 2011, Cardiff was ranked sixth in the world in National Geographic's alternative tourist destinations.

The city of Cardiff is the county town of the historic county of Glamorgan (and later South Glamorgan). Cardiff is part of theEurocities network of the largest European cities. The Cardiff Urban Area covers a slightly larger area outside of the county boundary, and includes the towns of Dinas Powys and Penarth. A small town until the early 19th century, its prominence as a major port for the transport of coal following the arrival of industry in the region contributed to its rise as a major city.

Cardiff was made a city in 1905, and proclaimed the capital of Wales in 1955. Since the 1990s Cardiff has seen significant development with a new waterfront area at Cardiff  Bay which contains the Senedd building, home to the Welsh Assembly and the Wales Millennium Centre arts complex. Current developments include the continuation of the redevelopment of the Cardiff Bay and city centre areas with projects such as the Cardiff International Sports Village, a BBC drama village, and a new business district in the city centre. Cardiff is the largest media centre in the UK outside of London.

Sporting venues in the city include the Millennium Stadium (the national stadium for the Wales national rugby union teamand the Wales national football team), SWALEC Stadium (the home of Glamorgan County Cricket Club), Cardiff City Stadium (the home of Cardiff City football team), Cardiff International Sports Stadium (the home of Cardiff Amateur Athletic Club) and Cardiff Arms Park (the home of Cardiff Blues and Cardiff RFC rugby union teams). The city is also HQ of theWales Rally GB and was awarded with the European City of Sport in 2009 due to its role in hosting major international sporting events. It has been announced that Cardiff will once again be the European City of Sport in 2014. The Millennium Stadium hosted 11 football matches as part of the 2012 Summer Olympics, including the games' opening event and the men's bronze medal match.

History

Cardiff's history follows its castle which has been occupied for over 2,000 years when the Romans created a fort on the river Taff (where the name may have come from 'Caer' = fort, on the 'Taff'); the fort's original walls can still be seen highlighted around the base of Cardiff Castle's walls. In Medieval times the castle grew, and a small town spread from its south gate, the medieval street pattern can still be seen around High Street. In the 15th century the town was destroyed by the last great Welsh Prince Owain Glyndwr. Successive owners fortified the castle and the town timidly grew, until the industrial revolution when the 2nd Marquess of Bute built the Glamorganshire canal to transport coal from the Welsh valleys through Cardiff's docks. Combined with the later arrival of the railways, Cardiff's population exploded and the docks grew to become the largest coal exporting port in the world. At its peak, the price of the world's coal was determined at Cardiff's Coal Exchange and the first ever £1,000,000 cheque was written here in 1901 (equivalent to £77,837,000 today). Cardiff was the 3rd largest port of the British Empire resulting in Edward VII granting Cardiff city status in 1905. With the rise of the city's fortunes the Marquis of Bute transformed Cardiff castle into a fairytale gothic palace, donating land to build the truly impressive civic centre which contains the City Hall, National Museum, university and government buildings, all built in elaborate neo-classical Baroque styles out of expensive white Portland stone. Cardiff was lucky not to have its city center heavily bombed like other industrial cities during WWII, and was spared the worst excesses of the post war rebuilding, so a stroll around throws up many contrasts in eras and designs. It may surprise people that Wales (Cymru) did not have a de jure capital until 1955, when Cardiff was chosen as the outstanding candidate as largest city. However, with the post-War decline of coal, the city's docks became increasingly abandoned, and in the 90's the city’s transformation began with the building of a barrage to stop the worlds second largest tidal range from revealing dirty mud flats, and creating what is today Europe's largest waterfront regeneration project. The Bay today is a mixture of apartments, sport, leisure and culture and its success has also seen a rejuvination of the city centre, where large scale pedestrianisation and the recent massive St David's redevelopment have created a vibrant city, combining the best of the old, sitting close to modern architecture and amenities. As for the Castle, it was handed over to the people of Cardiff, and is now a major tourist, corporate and cultural attraction, an indication of where the city's future lies. 

Profile 

Cardiff has a strong sporting and cultural presence given that it is the capital city, and therefore plays host to most Welsh sporting events, especially since the opening of the Millennium Stadium in the city center. In fact one of the city's charms is when it plays host to matches, the city centre atmosphere can be extraordinary, being swelled by 75,000 attendees and thousands of revellers. 

In the past it was quite a gritty city with the port and industry playing a huge role, Cardiff's ports were once amongst the most important in the world. Notable milestones were when Cardiff Bay (sometimes called Tiger Bay) was the first area of modern Britain to be thought of as a multicultural area given the huge part immigrants played in the city's ports, and the world's first 'million pound' deal was also signed at the Bay's own Coal Exchange building. 

In the past few decades however, the city has moved away from its industrial past and has been transformed by developments such as Cardiff Bay, which now hosts famous and striking landmarks such as the National Assembly for Wales and the spectacular Wales Millennium Centre. Massive investments have also been made throughout other parts of the city, such as the opening of the Millennium Stadium and massive Saint David's shopping centre. 

Sporting venues in the city include the Millennium Stadium (the national stadium for the Wales national rugby union team and the Wales national football team), SWALEC Stadium (the home of Glamorgan County Cricket Club), Cardiff City Stadium (the home of Cardiff City football team), Cardiff International Sports Stadium (the home of Cardiff Amateur Athletic Club) and Cardiff Arms Park (the home of Cardiff Blues and Cardiff RFC rugby union teams). The city is also HQ of the Wales Rally GB and was awarded with the European City of Sport in 2009 due to its role in hosting major international sporting events. It has been announced that Cardiff will once again be the European City of Sport in 2014. The Millennium Stadium hosted 11 football matches as part of the 2012 Summer Olympics, including the games' opening event and the men's bronze medal match.
Landmarks and attractions





Millennium Stadium
Cardiff has many landmark buildings such as the Millennium Stadium, Pierhead Building the Welsh National Museum and the Senedd, the home of the National Assembly for Wales. Cardiff is also famous for Cardiff Castle, St David's Hall, Llandaff Cathedral and the Wales Millennium Centre.

Cardiff Castle is a major tourist attraction in the city and is situated in the heart of the city centre. The National History Museum at St Fagans in Cardiff is a large open air museum housing dozens of buildings from throughout Welsh history that have been moved to the site in Cardiff. The Civic Centre in Cathays Park comprises a collection of Edwardian buildings such as the City Hall, National Museum and Gallery of Wales, Cardiff Crown Court, and buildings forming part of Cardiff University, together with more modern civic buildings. These buildings surround a small green space containing the Welsh National War Memorial and a number of other smaller memorials.

In addition to Cardiff Castle, Castell Coch (Red Castle) is located in Tongwynlais, in the north of the city. The current castle is an elaborately decorated Victorian folly designed by William Burges for the Marquess and built in the 1870s, as an occasional retreat. However, the Victorian castle stands on the footings of a much older medieval castle possibly built by Ifor Bach, a regional baron with links to Cardiff Castle also. The exterior has become a popular location for film and television productions. It rarely fulfilled its intended role as a retreat for the Butes, who seldom stayed there. For the Marquess, the pleasure had been in its creation, a pleasure lost following Burges's death in 1881.

Situated on the narrowest part of the south Wales coastal plain, Cardiff had a crucial strategic importance in the wars between the Normans (who had occupied lowland Wales) and the Welsh who maintained their hold on the uplands. As a result Cardiff claims to have the largest concentration of castles of any city in the world.Saint Fagans Castle As well as Cardiff Castle and Castell Coch, the remains of Twmpath Castle, the Llandaff Bishop's Palace and  are still in existence, whilst the site of Treoda (or Whitchurch Castle) has now been built over.

Other major tourist attractions are the Cardiff Bay regeneration sites which include the recently opened Wales Millennium Centre and the Senedd, and many other cultural and sites of interest including the Cardiff Bay Barrageand the famous Coal Exchange. The New Theatre was founded in 1906 and completely refurbished in the 1980s. Until the opening of the Wales Millennium Centre in 2004, it was the premier venue in Wales for touring theatre and dance companies. Other venues which are popular for concerts and sporting events include Motorpoint Arena, St David's Hall and the Millennium Stadium. Cardiff Story, a museum documenting the city's history, was opened in Spring 2011.

Cardiff  has over 1,000 listed buildings, ranging from the more prominent buildings such as the castles, to smaller buildings, houses and structures.

Cardiff has walks of special interest for tourists and ramblers alike, such as the Centenary Walk, which runs for 2.3 miles (3.7 km) within Cardiff city centre. This route passes through many of Cardiff's landmarks and historic buildings.

Culture and recreation




Wales Millennium Centre
Cardiff has many cultural sites varying from the historical Cardiff Castle and out of town Castell Coch to the more modern Wales Millennium Centre and Cardiff Bay. Cardiff was a finalist in the European Capital of Culture 2008. In recent years Cardiff has grown in stature as a tourist destination, with recent accolades including Cardiff being voted the eighth favourite UK city by readers of the Guardian. The city was also listed as one of the top 10 destinations in the UK on the official British tourist boards website Visit Britain, and US travel guide Frommers have listed Cardiff as one of 13 top destinations worldwide for 2008. Annual events in Cardiff that have become regular appearances in Cardiff's calendar include Sparks in the Park, The Great British Cheese Festival, Cardiff Mardi Gras, Cardiff Winter Wonderland, Cardiff Festival and Made in Roath. 

Shopping

Royal arcade, one of 8 unique Victorian arcades in the center, popular for independant shops, cafes and souvenirs 




Nicknamed the City of Arcades, Cardiff is great place for shopping in style and the Victorian arcades are worth a visit in themselves. They have lots of little shops, food markets, etc. Up-market home stores include Melin Tregynt (blankets, cushions and trinkets), and Banana Custard (for kids). 

Queen St, St Marys Street and The Hayes are the major pedestrianised shopping streets which all branch off the castle, so it is easy to walk from shop to shop without fear of traffic. Queen street has most of the usual lineup of Marks and Spencer, Top Shop and River Island. The Hayes has recently been refurbished along with the massive St Davids shopping center that has drawn in a few big names such as Hugo Boss and the biggest John Lewis outside of London. St Marys street, the origional shopping street of Cardiff has gradually declined, firstly after Queen street was pedestrianised when the street saw a shift towards restaurants, bars and clubs, and then during the councils year long trial of closing the street to traffic. Thankfully St Marys street is now pedestrianised for most of its length, with work still ongoing but its worth a look as most of the citys grandest buildings are along its length with the large and oldest deparment store in Wales (Howells by House of Frasier), imposing entrance to the Central Market and elaborate entrances to the arcades particular high points. 

The Hayes has recently undergone a massive transformation, seeing the construction of the £675 million St Daivds shopping center extension, along with the largest John Lewis department store outsie of London and a new public library well situated at the oposite end of the street to the origional Library, now known as the 'old library', soon to open as the Cardiff museum. Here modern architecture contrasts beautifully with the historic shops and arcades on the oposite side of the street, which has quickly become the cities higher end of the market shopping street. 

The Central market is a must for anyone looking for a find whether it be arts, crafts, food, souvenirs or even pets. 

Queen Street, St. Mary's Street and the Hayesare are the main shopping streets in Cardiff city centre. Queen Street houses the likes of Marks and Spencer, Boots and many other stores with entrances to the modern St Davids and Queens Arcade shoping centers, which also have entrances on the Hayes. Combine the old St David’s shopping center, larger modern extension, John Lewis and Queens arcade and they make up the largest indoor shopping center in the UK. St. Marys Street is home to a large 'Howells' or House of Fraser store, numerous arcades that house one-off shops with many of the arcades having entrances on the Hayes. 

There are many tourist oriented shops in front of the Castle and inside the Arcades so have a look around where you can find many Welsh souvenirs and gifts there.

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Історія Кардіффа налічує більше 2 000 років. У 1955 цей жвавий морський порт став столицею Уельсу. Кардіфф є найбільшим культурним і спортивним центром, тут знаходиться відомий Оперний театр Уельсу і численні музеї, проводяться міжнародні матчі по футболу та регбі і знаменитий авіаційний фестиваль, а передмістя Кардіффа дають прекрасну можливість для туризму та відвідування старовинних шотландських замків.

                                DUBLIN

Dublin is the capital and most populous city of Ireland. The English name for the city is derived from the Irish name Dubhlinn, meaning "black pool". Dublin is situated near the midpoint of Ireland's east coast, at the mouth of the River Liffey and the centre of the Dublin Region.

Originally founded as a Viking settlement, it evolved into the Kingdom of Dublin and became the island's principal city following the Norman invasion. The city expanded rapidly from the 17th century; it was briefly the second largest city in the British Empire and the fifth largest in Europe. Dublin entered a period of stagnation following the Act of Union of 1800, but it remained the economic centre for most of the island. Following the partition of Ireland in 1922, the new parliament, the Oireachtas, was located in Leinster House. Dublin became the capital of the Irish Free State and later the Republic of Ireland.

Similar to the cities of Cork, Limerick, Galway, and Waterford—Dublin is administered separately from its respective County with its own City Council. The city is listed by the Globalization and World Cities Research Network (GaWC) as a global city, with a ranking of "Alpha-", placing Dublin among the top 30 cities in the world. It is a historical and contemporary cultural centre for the country, as well as a modern centre of education, the arts, administration, economy, and industry.

History

Founded in 841, Dublin was originally settled by Vikings amongst a population of Celtic tribes. In the 9th century the Danes captured Dublin and had control until 1171 when they were expelled by King Henry II of England. By the 14th century the king of England controlled Dublin and the nearby area referred to as “the Pale”. 

When the English Civil Wars ended in 1649, Oliver Cromwell took over. Dublin experienced huge growth and development in the 17th century because many Protestant refugees from Europe came to Dublin. By the 17th century Dublin was the second greatest city, only behind London, and a period when great Georgian style building were constructed that still stand today. Georgian style architecture was popular from 1720 to 1840 during the times when George I, George II, George III, and George IV of England were ruling. 

In 1800, the Act of Union between Great Britain and Ireland abolished the Irish Parliament. From this point on, the Irish worked to gain their independence from Great Britain, which they finally won in 1922. 

Its vibrancy, nightlife and tourist attractions are noteworthy, and it is the most popular entry point for international visitors to Ireland. As a city, it is disproportionately large for the size of the country (2011 pop. Greater Dublin Region 1.8 million); well over a quarter of the Republic's population lives in the metropolitan area. The centre is, however, relatively small and can be navigated by foot, with most of the population living in suburbs. 

Orientation 

Customs House on the LiffeyDublin is divided by the River Liffey. On the north side of the Liffey is O'Connell Street--the main thoroughfare, which is intersected by numerous shopping streets, including Henry Street and Talbot Street. On the south side are St. Stephen's Green, Grafton Street, Trinity College, Christ Church, St. Patrick's Cathedrals, and many other attractions. 

Dublin postcodes range from Dublin 1 to Dublin 24. As a rule, odd numbers are given to areas north of the River Liffey, while even numbers are given to areas south of the river. Usually, the lower the postcode, the closer to the city centre. 

If you're already in the city, the main tourist office , located in St. Andrew's Church just off Grafton Street in the city centre (Dublin 2), is a good place to start for information. You can book accommodation and tours there, as well as find general information on where to go and what to do. 

Although some of Dublin's finest Georgian architecture was demolished in the mid-20th century, a remarkable amount remains. They were a reminder of the past British imperialism and were pulled without regard to their beauty and architectural significance. They were replaced with modernist or pastiche office blocks, St. Stephen's Green (Dublin 2) being a prime example. Thankfully, attitudes have changed significantly, and Dubliners are now rightly proud of their impressive buildings from all eras. 

Climate

Being subject to the moderating effects of the Atlantic Ocean and the Gulf Stream, Dublin is known for its mild climate. 

Contrary to some popular perception, the city is not especially rainy. Its annual rainfall average is only 732.7 mm (28.8 in), lower than London. However, its precipitation is spread out more evenly so that on many days there can be a light shower. 

Winters in Dublin are relatively mild when compared with cities in mainland Europe -daytime temperatures generally hover around the 5°C (41°F), but frost is common during the period November through to February when night time temperatures dip below 0°C (32 °F) freezing point. 

Snow does occur, but it is not very common, and most of Dublin's winter precipitation comes in the form of a chilly rain and hail. The lowest recorded temperature in the city is -12°C (10°F). It should also be noted that during the first week of January 2010, the city canals froze over for the first time in years--this was a common enough sight back in the 1960's, 1970's and 1980's. It could be said that Dublin's climate is very comparable to that of the northwest United States and southwest Canada, as well as to much of coastal Western Europe. 

Summers in Dublin are also mild. The average maximum temperature is 19°C (66°F) in July, far cooler than even most of the coldest American cities. The hottest temperature ever recorded in Dublin is a mere 29°C (87°F), which in many other parts of the world, even at its own latitude, is just a typical summer day. Don't plan on too many hot summertime activities. Thunderstorms also don't happen very often in Dublin, on average only four days a year. Overall, the city's climate is mild but would be considered drier and cooler than western and southern parts of the island of Ireland. 
Places of interest
Landmarks

Dublin has many landmarks and monuments dating back hundreds of years. One of the oldest is Dublin Castle, which was first founded as a major defensive work on the orders of King John of England in 1204, shortly after the Norman invasion of Ireland in 1169, when it was commanded that a castle be built with strong walls and good ditches for the defence of the city, the administration of justice, and the protection of the King’s treasure.keep Largely complete by 1230, the castle was of typical Norman courtyard design, with a central square without a , bounded on all sides by tall defensive walls and protected at each corner by a circular tower. Sited to the south-east of Norman Dublin, the castle formed one corner of the outer perimeter of the city, using the River Poddle as a natural means of defence.

One of Dublin's newest monuments is the Spire of Dublin, or officially titled "Monument of Light". It is a 121.2 metres (398 ft) conical spire made of stainless steel and is located on O'Connell Street. It replacesNelson's Pillar and is intended to mark Dublin's place in the 21st century. The spire was designed by Ian Ritchie Architects, who sought an "Elegant and dynamic simplicity bridging art and technology". During the day it maintains its steel look, but at dusk the monument appears to merge into the sky. The base of the monument is lit and the top is illuminated to provide a beacon in the night sky across the city.

Many people visit Trinity College, Dublin to see the Book of Kells in the library there. The Book of Kells is an illustrated manuscript created by Irish monks circa. 800 AD. The Ha'penny Bridge; an old iron footbridge over the River Liffey is one of the most photographed sights in Dublin and is considered to be one of Dublin's most iconic landmarks.

Other popular landmarks and monuments include the Mansion House, the Anna Livia monument, the Molly Malone statue, Christ Church Cathedral, St Patrick's Cathedral, Saint Francis Xavier Church on Upper Gardiner Street near Mountjoy Square, The Custom House, and Áras an Uachtaráin. The Poolbeg Towers are also iconic features of Dublin and are visible in many spots around the city.

Parks
Dublin has more green spaces per square kilometre than any other European capital city, with 97% of city residents living within 300 metres of a park area. The city council provides 2.96 hectares (7.3 acres) of public green space per 1,000 people and 255 playing fields. The council also plants approximately 5,000 trees annually and manages over 1,500 hectares (3,700 acres) of parks.





Saint Stephen's Green
There are many park areas around the city, including the Phoenix Park, Herbert Park and St Stephen's Green. The Phoenix Park is 2–4 km west of the city centre, north of the River Liffey. Its 16 km perimeter wall encloses 707 hectares (1,750 acres) one of the largest walled city parks in Europe. It includes large areas of grassland and tree-lined avenues, and since the 17th century has been home to a herd of wild Fallow deer. The residence of the President of Ireland (Áras an Uachtaráin), which was built in 1751, is located in the park. The park is also home to Dublin Zoo, the official residence of the United States Ambassador, and Ashtown Castle. Music concerts have also been performed in the park by many singers and musicians.

St Stephen's Green is adjacent to one of Dublin's main shopping streets, Grafton Street, and to a shopping centre named for it, while on its surrounding streets are the offices of a number of public bodies and the city terminus of one of Dublin's Luas tram lines. Saint Anne's Park is a public park and recreational facility, shared between Raheny and Clontarf, both suburbs on the North Side of Dublin. The park, the second largest municipal park in Dublin, is part of a former 2 km² (500 acre) estate assembled by members of the Guinness family, beginning with Benjamin Lee Guinness in 1835 (the largest municipal park is nearby (North) Bull Island, also shared between Clontarf and Raheny).

Shopping
Dublin's most famous shopping street is the pedestrianised Grafton Street, which runs between St. Stephen's Green and Trinity College. It has recently, along with its surroundings, been classified as an 'Architectural Conservation Zone'. This will involve a re-establishment of the area's rich historic charm and urban character. 

Brown Thomas, Dublin's most famous and expensive department store is on Grafton Street along with a wide range of clothing, jewelry, and photography shops, etc. Alongside the historic Trinity College you will find Nassau Street where there are many shops selling tourist-related items such as Waterford Crystal, Belleek Pottery, Aran sweaters, and other Irish craft items. Shops selling these items include House of Ireland and Kilkenny Design. 

Dawson Street, parallel to Grafton Street, is home to the official residence of the lord mayor - the 'mansion house' as well as several upmarket clothes shops, restaurants and well stocked large bookshops including Hodges Figgis. 

Harvey Nichols, an upmarket British department store chain housing some of the world's most exclusive designer names in fashion, accessories, beauty and food and is located in Dundrum Town Centre, just take the green luas line from St.Stephen's green, in the Pembroke district. 

The best concentration of shoe shops is found on Grafton Street and the adjoining Wicklow Street. 

The Powerscourt Centre, just off Grafton Street, is one of Dublin's most attractive shopping centres, set in a beautifully restored 18th century townhouse. Here, you will find clothes, cafes, galleries and Irish designer jewelers. You must check out the The Loft Market - it is a haven for Dublin Fashion. There are lots of up and coming young fashion designers and vintage clothing sellers such as Perk Up! Vintage, Lisa Shawgi Knitwear and MO MUSE to shop around. Beware the overpriced antique dealers, some of whom will drop a price by 50% after only the merest suggestion that you are willing to haggle (and it still may not be a bargain). For gifts, there is an engraving business based in the centre next to Bonsai Shop. 

Leaving Powerscourt via the ornate steps on to South William Street, you will find yourself facing a small street called Castle Market, which leads to a covered red-brick shopping arcade known alternatively as the Market Arcade or the Georges Street Arcade. This area is worth a visit for vintage clothing, fabrics, unusual accessories, vinyl and club wear. It also features some small cafes. 

Casa Rebelde is a new and unique football supporters shop located on Crow Street in the heart of Temple Bar that stocks clothing from around the world for the fashion conscious football fan. 
All of the above are in Dublin 2. 

There is also an extensive shopping area on the north side of the river, in Dublin 1, centred on O'Connell Street and Henry Street (Ireland's busiest shopping street). Clery's  (O'Connell Street)(18 O'Connell Street) and Arnotts  (12 Henry Street) are large department stores each with a long history. Two large shopping centres, the Jervis Shopping Centre  (Jervis Street), and the Ilac Centre (Henry Street) are nearby. The latter also houses Dublin's Central Public Library. 

Just off Henry Street is Moore Street, which has a fruit, vegetable and fish market. It's worth a stroll if you want to get a slice of life from the less genteel side of Dublin. For a more traditional Dublin shopping experience go to the Liberties area around Thomas street and check out the stalls on Meath street and the liberty market (off Meath Street) on Thursdays, Fridays and Saturdays. At the top of Henry Street on Parnell Street is Chapters, which has a massive selection of books at generally cheaper prices than other high street stores, as well as a large secondhand section. It is especially great for 'coffee table' style art books. 

For those for whom it just would not be a holiday without hanging out at the mall, there are various shopping centres located around Dublin, including Blanchardstown Centre (Dublin 15)  (39 and 70 bus routes), Liffey Valley (Dublin 22)  (bus routes 25, 25A, 66, 66A, 67A,78, 78A, 210 and 239), and The Square, Tallaght, (Dublin 24, last stop on the red Luas). The largest shopping centre in Europe is the recently opened Dundrum Town Centre, which is served by the green Luas tramline from St. Stephen's Green. In Dublin 14, it was awarded the title of best shopping mall in the World, 2006. 

Dublin is not cheap for general shopping, although visitors from outside the European Union can obtain a refund of VAT (sales tax: 23%) on many of their purchases. Just look for the refund sign and ask in the shop for details. Keep in mind that most stores will issue VAT refund vouchers only on the same day of purchase. More on VAT refund can be found on Irish eGovernment website. 

Also, if you want to find thrifty nick nak shops, then Talbot street is a good start. Like any city, if you look hard enough and don't get caught up in the glitz and glam when shopping, there are great bargains to be found. 

Be sure to visit Temple Bar's on Temple Bar Square and Meetinghouse Square on a Saturday morning or afternoon for the markets (Dublin 2), which sells all types of foods, from traditional fare to delicious baked goods. Both squares are also home to several very good restaurants. Meetinghouse Square, which lies only about 150 ft (50 m) west of Temple Bar Square, sells much finer fare and more exotic foods than Meetinghouse Square. 

The Temple Bar area offers some alternative to shopping at the larger chain-stores. Small clothing boutiques, including the city centre's only swap shop, are popping up all around the area (Temple Lane, Crow Street and Fownes Street) with an emphasis on vintage and unique original independent designer pieces. If you can't make it to any of the markets at the weekend, the best can be found here during the week. 

Also, in Dublin 8, Cows Lane Fashion and Design Market, which is the largest designer market in Dublin, offers handmade one-off original designs. The market is open evey Saturday from 10.00AM-5.30PM. Found outdoors on Cows Lane and indoors in the old Dublin's Viking Adventure‎, this market is not to be missed. 

There is fairly extensive duty-free shopping at Dublin Airport, at prices sometimes cheaper than the rest of the city.

Запитайте будь-якого дублінця, як життя, і ви, найімовірніше, почуєте поширену цитату Йейтса: "Все змінилося, зовсім змінилося". Та ви й самі практично відчуєте,  як це старе місто з 2000-річною історією перетворюється на ультрасучасне і жваве західноєвропейське велике місто, дуже привабливе для туристів з усього світу. 
Пройшли ті часи, коли багато туристів, які приїжджають до Ірландії, воліли зовсім не заглядати до її столиці Дубліна. За останнє десятиліття незвичайний економічний бум, прозваний "Кельтський Тигром", змінив багато чого в Ірландії, але невпізнанно перетворив насамперед Дублін, перекинувши його з початку XX століття, де той дуже вже засидівся, прямо в космополітичне  XXI. Старомодний Дублін став  місцем, заповненим модними клубами, комфортними кав'ярнями, дорогими ресторанами і брендовими бутиками. Розкішні моли і престижні готелі, галереї, арт-хаузні кінозали з'явилися практично на кожній вулиці столиці, ставши сусідами  старих пабів і соборів. 
Більше третини 3,6 мільйонного населення Ірландії живе в Дубліні і його передмістях. Більше того, це місто юних. Сам дух містечка також переживає  запаморочливі зміни, ініціатива юного покоління стикається з інертним традиціоналізмом, який ідеями все повертається назад, як співається в одній народній пісні, до "Дубліну в ті старі добрі часи".

Дублін – одна з найулюбленіших мандрівниками столиць світу. Практично всі головні визначні пам'ятки Ірландії знаходяться або на території найбільшого міста країни, або в безпосередній близькості до нього. Більше того, згідно з даними об'єднання національного туризму, половина платних і при цьому популярних ірландських туристичних об'єктів розташовуються саме тут (до переліку входять Дублінський зоопарк, музей Пива Гіннес, Національний центр водних видів спорту, Келлська книга в Трініті-коледжі, собор Святого Патрика і в'язниця-музей Кілмейхен). Що стосується безкоштовних місць, то з десяти кращих у столиці можна знайти цілих сім цікавих для відвідування місць. Безкоштовний вхід до Національної галереї Ірландії, Національного ботанічного саду, Ірландського музею сучасного мистецтва, маєтку Фармлі сім'ї Гіннеса, Наукової галереї в Трініті-коледжі, бібліотеки Честера Бітті, Національної бібліотеки Ірландії та Муніципальної галереї сучасного мистецтва Х'ю Лейна.

Групові тури ведуть туристів через похмурий світ дублінських привидів і моторошних легенд. По дорозі вони бачать будинки, де мешкають привиди, чують про походження і криваві життєві (або, скоріше, потойбічні) шляхи Дублінського Дракули і навіть можуть потиснути руку мумії (якщо наважаться). Страшна подорож закінчується в затишній атмосфері таверни Legal Eagle, де мандрівників розважатимуть персонажі дублінських легенд.

Washington, D.C., formally the District of Columbia and commonly referred to as Washington, "the District", or simply D.C., is the capital of the United States. On July 16, 1790, the Residence Act approved the creation of a capital district located along the Potomac River on the country's East Coast. As permitted by the U.S. Constitution, the District is under the exclusive jurisdiction of the United States Congress and is therefore not a part of any U.S. state.

The states of  Maryland and Virginia each donated land to form the federal district, which included the preexisting settlements ofGeorgetown and Alexandria; however, Congress returned the Virginia portion in 1846. Named in honor of George Washington, the City of Washington was founded in 1791 to serve as the new national capital. Congress created a single municipal government for the whole District of Columbia after the American Civil War.

Washington, D.C., had an estimated population of 632,323 in 2012, the 25th most populous place in the United States. Commuters from the surrounding Maryland and Virginia suburbs raise the city's population to more than one million during the workweek. TheWashington Metropolitan Area, of which the District is a part, has a population of 5.7 million, the seventh-largest metropolitan areain the country.

The centers of all three branches of the federal government of the United States are in the District, including the Congress,President, and Supreme Court. Washington is home to many national monuments and museums, which are primarily situated on or around the National Mall. The city hosts 176 foreign embassies as well as the headquarters of many international organizations, trade unions, non-profit organizations, lobbying groups, and professional associations.

A locally elected mayor and 13-member council have governed the District since 1973; however, the Congress maintains supreme authority over the city and may overturn local laws. The District has a non-voting, at-large Congressional delegate, but no senators. The Twenty-third Amendment to the United States Constitution, ratified in 1961, grants the District three electoral votes in presidential elections.

Lincoln Memorial




The Lincoln Memorial is an American national monument built to honor the 16th President of the United States, Abraham Lincoln. It is located on the National Mall in Washington, D.C. across from the Washington Monument. The architect was Henry Bacon, the sculptor of the primary statue – Abraham Lincoln, 1920 – was Daniel Chester French, and the painter of the interior murals was Jules Guerin. Dedicated in 1922, it is one of several monuments built to honor an American president.

The building is in the form of a Greek Doric temple and contains a large seated sculpture of Abraham Lincoln and inscriptions of two well-known speeches by Lincoln, The Gettysburg Address and his Second Inaugural Address. The memorial has been the site of many famous speeches, including Martin Luther King's "I Have a Dream" speech, delivered on August 28, 1963 during the rally at the end of the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom.

Like other monuments on the National Mall – including the nearby Vietnam Veterans Memorial, Korean War Veterans Memorial, and National World War II Memorial – the memorial is administered by the National Park Service under itsNational Mall and Memorial Parks group. It has been listed on the National Register of Historic Places since October 15, 1966. It is open to the public 24 hours a day. In 2007, it was ranked seventh on the List of America's Favorite Architecture by the American Institute of Architects.

National Park Service





The National Park Service (NPS) is the U.S. federal agency that manages all national parks, many national monuments, and other conservation and historical properties with various title designations. It was created on August 25, 1916, by Congress through the National Park Service Organic Act.

It is an agency of the United States Department of the Interior, a federal executive department whose head, the Secretary of the Interior, is a Cabinet officer nominated by the President and confirmed by the Senate. Most of the direct management of the NPS is delegated by the Secretary to the National Park Service Director, who must also be confirmed by the Senate.

The 21,989 employees of the NPS oversee 398 units, of which 58 are designated national parks.

Since its inception in 1916, the National Park Service has managed each of the United States' national parks, which have grown in number over the years to 58.

Yellowstone National Park was the first national park in the United States. In 1872, there was no state government to manage it, so thefederal government assumed direct control. Yosemite National Park began as a state park; the land for the park was donated by the federal government to the state of California in 1864 for perpetual conservation. Yosemite was later returned to federal ownership.

At first, each national park was managed independently, with varying degrees of success. In Yellowstone, the civilian staff was replaced by the U.S. Army in 1886. Due to the irregularities in managing these national treasures, Stephen Tyng Mather petitioned the federal government to improve the situation. In response, Secretary of the Interior Franklin K. Lane challenged him to lobby for creating a new agency, the National Park Service, to manage all national parks and some national monuments. Mather was successful with the ratification of the National Park Service Organic Act in 1916. Later, the agency was given authority over other protected areas, many with varying designations as Congress created them.

National Mall








The National Mall is an open-area park in downtown Washington, D.C., the capital of the United States. The National Park Service (NPS) administers the National Mall, which is part of its National Mall and Memorial Parks unit. The term National Mall commonly includes areas that are officially part of West Potomac Park and Constitution Gardens to the west, and often is taken to refer to the entire area between the Lincoln Memorial and the United States Capitol, with the Washington Monument providing a division slightly west of the center. The National Mall receives approximately 24 million visitors each year. 
History
Purposes of the National Mall

The National Park Service states that the purposes of the National Mall are to:

· Provide a monumental, dignified, and symbolic setting for the governmental structures, museums and national memorials as first delineated by the L’Enfant plan and further outlined in the McMillan plan.

· Maintain and provide for the use of the National Mall with its public promenades as a completed work of civic art, a designed historic landscape providing extraordinary vistas to symbols of the nation.

· Maintain National Mall commemorative works (memorials, monuments, statues, sites, gardens) that honor presidential legacies, distinguished public figures, ideas, events, and military and civilian sacrifices and contributions.

· Forever retain the West Potomac Park section of the National Mall as a public park for recreation and enjoyment of the people.

The Smithsonian Institution is constructing the National Museum of African American History and Culture on a 5 acres (2.0 ha) site between the grounds of the Washington Monument and the National Museum of American History. The boundaries of the museum site are Constitution Avenue on the north, Madison Drive on the south, 14th Street NW on the east, and 15th Street NW on the west.groundbreaking The museum's  ceremony took place on February 22, 2012. 
The population of American elm trees planted on the Mall and its surrounding areas in accordance with the McMillan Plan has remained intact for the past 70 years because of disease management and immediate tree replacement. Dutch elm disease (DED) first appeared on the Mall during the 1950s and reached a peak in the 1970s. The NPS has used a number of methods to control this fungal epidemic, including sanitation, pruning, injecting trees with fungicide, replanting with DED-resistant American elm cultivars and combatting the disease's local insect vector, the smaller European elm bark beetle (Scolytus multistriatus), by trapping and by spraying withinsecticides. Soil compaction and root damage by crowds and construction projects also adversely affect the elms.

Other attractions within walking distance of the National Mall include the Library of Congress and the United States Supreme Court Building east of the Capitol; the White House (on a line directly north of the Washington Monument), the National Archives, the Freedom Forum's Newseum, the Old Post Office Pavilion, the National Theatre, Ford's Theatre, and the Albert Einstein Memorial to the north; the National Postal Museum and Union Station to the northeast; and the Jefferson Memorial, the Franklin Delano Roosevelt Memorial, the Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial, the George Mason Memorial, the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum, and the Bureau of Engraving and Printing to the south.

Smithsonian Institution




The Smithsonian Institution, established in 1846 "for the increase and diffusion of knowledge", is a group of museums and research centers administered by the United States government. Termed "the nation's attic"Smithsonian Institution publications include  for its eclectic holdings of 137 million items, the Institution's Washington, D.C. nucleus of nineteen museums, nine research centers, and zoo—many of them historical or architectural landmarks—is the largest such complex in the world. Additional facilities are located in Arizona, Maryland, New York City, Virginia, Panama and elsewhere, and 168 other museums are Smithsonian affiliates. The Institutions's thirty million annual visitors are admitted without charge; funding comes from the Institution's own endowment, private and corporate contributions, membership dues, government support, and retail, concession and licensing revenues. Nineteen museums and galleries, as well as the National Zoological Park, comprise the Smithsonian museums. Eleven are on the National Mall, the strip of land that runs between the Lincoln Memorial and the United States Capitol. Other museums are located elsewhere in Washington, D.C., with two more in New York City and one in Chantilly, Virginia.

The Smithsonian has close ties with 168 other museums in 39 states, Panama and Puerto Rico. These museums are known as Smithsonian Affiliated museums. Collections of artifacts are given to these museums in the form of long-term loans. The Smithsonian also has a large number of traveling exhibitions. In 2008, 58 of these traveling exhibitions went to 510 venues across the country. 
United States Capitol

The United States Capitol is the meeting place of the United States Congress, the legislature of the federal government of the United States. Located in Washington, D.C., it sits atop Capitol Hill at the eastern end of the National Mall. Though it has never been the geographic center of the federal district, the Capitol is the origin by which both the quadrants of the District are divided and the city was planned.

Officially, both the east and west sides of the Capitol are referred to as "fronts". Historically, however, only the east front of the building was intended for the arrival of visitors and dignitaries. Like the federal buildings for the executive and judicial branches, it is built in the distinctive neoclassical style and has a white exterior.

Washington Monument




The Washington Monument is an obelisk on the National Mall in Washington, D.C., built to commemorate the first American president, General George Washington. The monument, made of marble, granite, and bluestone gneiss, is both the world's tallest stone structure and the world's tallest obelisk, standing 555 feet 51⁄8 inches (169.294 m). Taller monumental columns exist, but they are neither all stone nor true obelisks. Construction of the monument began in 1848, but was halted from 1854 to 1877, and finally completed in 1884. The hiatus in construction happened because of co-option by the Know Nothing party, a lack of funds, and the intervention of the American Civil War. A difference in shading of the marble, visible approximately 150 feet (46 m) or 27% up, shows where construction was halted. Its original design was by Robert Mills, an architect of the 1840s, but his design was modified significantly when construction resumed. The cornerstone was laid on July 4, 1848; the capstone was set on December 6, 1884, and the completed monument was dedicated on February 21, 1885.tallest structure It officially opened October 9, 1888. Upon completion, it became the world's , a title previously held by the Cologne Cathedral. The monument held this designation until 1889, when the Eiffel Tower was completed in Paris, France. The monument stands due east of the Reflecting Pool and the Lincoln Memorial. The monument was damaged during the Virginia earthquake of August 23, 2011 and Hurricane Irene in the same year; it remains closed to the public while the structure is assessed and repaired. The National Park Service estimates the monument will be closed until 2014. Difficulties in repair include complexities such as the time needed to erect scaffolding. 
White House

The White House is the official residence and principal workplace of the President of the United States. Located at 1600Pennsylvania Avenue Northwest, Washington, D.C., the house was designed by Irish-born James Hoban, and built between 1792 and 1800 of white-painted Aquia Creek sandstone in the Neoclassical style. It has been the residence of every U.S. president since John Adams. When Thomas Jefferson moved into the house in 1801, he (with architect Benjamin Henry Latrobe) expanded the building outward, creating two colonnades that were meant to conceal stables and storage. 
In 1814, during the War of 1812, the mansion was set ablaze by the British Army in the Burning of Washington, destroying the interior and charring much of the exterior. Reconstruction began almost immediately, and President James Monroe moved into the partially reconstructed Executive Residence in October 1817. Construction continued with the addition of the South Portico in 1824 and the North in 1829. Because of crowding within the executive mansion itself, President Theodore Roosevelt had all work offices relocated to the newly constructed West Wing in 1901. Eight years later, President William Howard Taft expanded the West Wing and created the first Oval Office which was eventually moved as the section was expanded. The third-floor atticwas converted to living quarters in 1927 by augmenting the existing hip roof with long shed dormers. A newly constructed East Wing was used as a reception area for social events; Jefferson's colonnades connected the new wings. East Wing alterations were completed in 1946, creating additional office space. By 1948, the house's load-bearing exterior walls and internal wood beams were found to be close to failure. Under Harry S. Truman, the interior rooms were completely dismantled and a new internal load-bearing steel frame constructed inside the walls. Once this work was completed, the interior rooms were rebuilt.

Today, the White House Complex includes the Executive Residence, West Wing, East Wing, the Eisenhower Executive Office Building -- the former State Department, which now houses offices for the President's staff and the Vice President -- and Blair House, a guest residence.

The Executive Residence is made up of six stories—the Ground Floor, State Floor, Second Floor, and Third Floor, as well as a two-story basement. The term White House is regularly used as a metonymy for the Executive Office of the President of the United States and for the president's administration and advisers in general. The property is a National Heritage Site owned by the National Park Service and is part of the President's Park. In 2007, it was ranked second on the American Institute of Architects list of "America's Favorite Architecture".

Поради для туристів. Канікули в Нью-Йорку та Вашингтоні. 

Дві головні "туристичні мекки" на східному узбережжі США– Нью-Йорк і Вашингтон – щорічно залучають мільйони іноземців. Одні вважають за краще пройтися по залитій неоновими вогнями галасливій Таймс сквер і забратися на 102-ий поверх Емпайер стейт білдінг, інші мріють потрапити в Білий дім і побувати на Капітолійському пагорбі. 

Вашингтон і Нью-Йорк – два абсолютно різних міста – політична і фінансова столиці США, по-своєму привабливі і неповторні. Втім, правила і порядки поведінки на берегах і вашингтонського Потомака, і нью-йоркського Гудзона приблизно однакові. 

Так, туристам, які опинилися у Нью-Йорку на Новий рік, слід враховувати суворі правила мегаполісу щодо любителів паління. Так, ще в минулому році міська влада розвісила велику кількість знаків, які суворо попереджають: "Тут палити заборонено!". Під "антитютюнову заборону" потрапили 1700 парків, скверів і пішохідних площ, включаючи Таймс-сквер, а також 14 миль міських набережних. 

Втім, встановлений мерією Нью-Йорка штраф в 50 доларів за запалену в недозволеному місці сигарету, за спостереженнями кореспондента "РГ", лякає не так вже й багато туристів, а нью-йоркська поліція не звертає на такі дрібниці ніякої уваги. 

І в "Великому яблуці", і у Вашингтоні також заборонено "пускати дим" в таксі і публічних місцях - ресторанах, барах і приватних клубах. 

Суворо ставляться в обох містах і до порушників нічної тиші. Штрафи для тих, хто репетує ночами, наприклад в тихому і навіть в деякому розумінні провінційному Вашингтоні, можна назвати драконівськими: якщо поліцейські, викликані через скарги на шум, виявлять "гучноголосих" в неурочний час, то на перший раз порушники можуть відбути попередженням. Ну, а в разі рецидиву  штраф складе від 300 до 500 доларів. У Нью-Йорку, який, як відомо, ніколи не спить, з цим простіше і на галасливих навіть у нічний час головних вулицях міста практично ніхто не звертає уваги на емоційних туристів. 

Часто, щоб потрапити з Нью-Йорка до Вашингтона і навпаки, туристи беруть напрокат автомобіль (три з половиною години неспішної їзди по платній дорозі) і хмарочоси Манхеттена змінюються на низькоповерхові забудови навколо Національного молла. Однак за кермом слід чітко стежити за дорожніми знаками і намагатися не перевищувати обмеження швидкості більше, ніж на пять миль на годину – у разі зупинки поліцейськими "домовитися на місці" ніяк не вийде, а штраф серйозно спорожнить кишеню. 

Звичайно, не варто керувати машиною і будучи під градусом – у федеральному окрузі Колумбія, де розташований Вашингтон, діє політика "нульової терпимості" до підпилих водіїв і легко можна влетіти не тільки на тисячодоларовий штраф, але й провести новорічні свята за гратами. 

Відкрито розпивати алкоголь на вулицях обох міст також призведе до неприємного знайомства з місцевими копами. По-перше, міцне можна купити лише у спеціалізованих магазинах-"лікерках", а, по-друге, спиртне обовязково повинно бути упаковано в пакет і не бентежити своїм виглядом оточуючих. 

Зрозуміло, що сперечатися, а тим більше мірятися силами з місцевими правоохоронцями, – справа, заздалегідь приречене на провал. У цьому відношенні американські закони нещадні і в більшості штатів фізичний опір поліцейським карається штрафом від 5 до 10 тисяч доларів і від півроку до п’яти років перебування у виправних установах. 

Безумовно, принадність столиці США полягає в тому, що переважна більшість вашингтонських музеїв і пам’яток абсолютно безкоштовні для туристів.
У Нью-Йорку, навпаки, ціни за окультурення сильно "кусаються", тому має сенс замовляти квитки заздалегідь і через інтернет: так можна заощадити 5-10 доларів на кожному відвідуванні музеїв і пам᾽яток. 

А при відвідуванні головних туристично-політичних памяток Вашингтона – Білого дому і Капітолію – необхідно вести себе належним чином, адже співробітники секретної служби США не люблять жартувати з агресивно налаштованими іноземцями. 

Зате перекушувати і в Нью-Йорку, і у Вашингтоні можна на будь-якій вулиці, площі, сквері та бульварі, а також поруч з пам’ятниками і пам’ятками – культ їжі в Америці ніхто не відміняв.

                                     OTTAWA

Ottawa is the capital of Canada, and the fourth largest city in the country. The city is located on the south bank of the Ottawa River in the eastern portion of Southern Ontario. Ottawa borders Gatineau, Quebec, and together they form the National Capital Region (NCR).

Founded in 1826 as Bytown and incorporated as "Ottawa" in 1855, the city has evolved into a political and technological centre of Canada. Its original boundaries were expanded through numerous minor annexations and ultimately replaced by a new city incorporation and major amalgamation in 2001 which significantly increased its land area. The name "Ottawa" is derived from the Algonquin word adawe, meaning "to trade". Initially an Irish and French Christian settlement, Ottawa has become amulticultural city with a diverse population. 
The 2011 census had the city's population as 883,391, the census metropolitan area (CMA) population as 1,236,324, and the National Capital Region (NCR) population as 1,451,415. Mercer ranks Ottawa with the second highest quality of living of any large city in the Americas, and 14th highest in the world. It is also rated the second cleanest city in Canada, and third cleanest city in the world. In 2012, the city was ranked for the third consecutive year as the best community in Canada to live in byMoneySense.
Museums and performing arts

Amongst the city's national museums and galleries is the National Gallery of Canada; designed by famous architect Moshe Safdie, it is a permanent home to the Maman statue. The Canadian War Museum houses over 3.75 million artifacts and was moved to an expanded facility in 2005. The Canadian Museum of Nature was built in 1905, and underwent a major renovation between 2004 and 2010.  Across the Ottawa river in Gatineau is the most visited museum in Canada, the Canadian Museum of Civilization.Douglas CardinalDesigned by Canadian aboriginal architect , the complex, built at a cost of 340 million USD, also houses the Canadian Children's Museum, the Canadian Postal Museum and 3D IMAX theatre.

The city is also home to the Canada Agriculture Museum, the Canada Aviation and Space Museum, the Canada Science and Technology Museum, Billings Estate Museum, Bytown Museum, Canadian Museum of Contemporary Photography, Canadian Ski Museum, Currency Museum, and the Portrait Gallery of Canada.
The Ottawa Little Theatre, originally called the Ottawa Drama League at its inception in 1913, is the longest-running community theatre company in Ottawa. Since 1969, Ottawa has been the home of the National Arts Centre, a major performing arts venue that houses four stages and is home to the National Arts Centre Orchestra, the Ottawa Symphony Orchestra and Opera Lyra Ottawa. Established in 1975, the Great Canadian Theatre Company specializes in the production of Canadian plays at a local level.
Historic and heritage sites




The Langevin Block, home to the Prime Minister’s Office and designated a National Historic Site of Canada.

The Rideau Canal is the oldest continuously operated canal system in North America, and in 2007, it was registered as a UNESCO World Heritage Site.  In addition, there are 24 other National Historic Sites of Canada in Ottawa, including: the Central Chambers, theCentral Experimental Farm, the Château Laurier, Confederation Square, the former Ottawa Teachers' College, Langevin Block, Laurier House and the Parliament Buildings. Many other properties of cultural value have been designated as having "heritage elements" by the City of Ottawa under Part IV of the Ontario Heritage Act.

National Gallery of Canada

The National Gallery of Canada (French: Musée des beaux-arts du Canada), located in the capital city Ottawa, Ontario, is one of Canada's premier art galleries.

The Gallery is now housed in a glass and granite building on Sussex Drive with a notable view of the Canadian Parliament buildings on Parliament Hill. The acclaimed structure was designed by Moshe Safdie and opened in 1988. The Gallery's former director Jean Sutherland Boggs was chosen especially by Prime Minister Pierre Trudeau to oversee construction of the national gallery and museums.

Marc Mayer was named the museum's director, succeeding Pierre Théberge, on 19 January 2009.

History

The Gallery was first formed in 1880 by Canada's Governor General John Douglas Sutherland Campbell, 9th Duke of Argyll, and, in 1882, moved into its first home on Parliament Hill in the same building as the Supreme Court. In 1911, the Gallery moved to the Victoria Memorial Museum, now the home of the Canadian Museum of Nature. In 1913, the first National Gallery Act was passed outlining the Gallery's mandate and resources. In 1962, the Gallery moved to the Lorne Building site, a rather nondescript office building on Elgin Street. Adjacent to the British High Commission, the building has since been demolished for a 17 storey office building that is to house the Federal Finance Department. The museum moved into its current building on Sussex Drive in 1988, beside Nepean Point.

In 1985, the newly created Canadian Museum of Contemporary Photography (CMCP), formerly the Stills Photography Division of theNational Film Board of Canada, was affiliated to the National Gallery. The CMCP's mandate, collection and staff moved to its new location in 1992, at 1 Rideau Canal, next to the Château Laurier. In 1998, the CMCP's administration was amalgamated to that of the National Gallery's.

In 2000, the Royal Architectural Institute of Canada chose the National Gallery as one of the top 500 buildings produced in Canada during the last millennium.

Collection

The Gallery has a large and varied collection of paintings, drawings, sculpture and photographs. Although its focus is on Canadian art, it holds works by many noted American and European artists. It has a strong contemporary art collection with some of Andy Warhol's most famous works. In 1990 the Gallery bought Barnett Newman's Voice of Fire for $1.8 million, igniting a storm of controversy. Since that time its value has appreciated sharply, however. In 2005, the Gallery acquired a painting by Italian Renaissance painter Francesco Salviati for $4.5 million. 
In 2005, a sculpture of a giant spider, Louise Bourgeois's Maman, was installed in the plaza in front of the Gallery. In 2011 the gallery installed Canadian sculptor Joe Fafard's Running Horses next to the Sussex Drive entrance, and American artist Roxy Paine's stainless steel sculpture One Hundred Foot Line in Nepean Point behind the gallery.

The Canadian collection, the most comprehensive in Canada, holds works by Tom Thomson, the Group of Seven, Emily Carr, Alex Colville, Jean-Paul Riopelle and Louis-Philippe Hébert. 
The Gallery organizes its own exhibits which travel across Canada and beyond, and hosts shows from around the world, often co-sponsored with other national art galleries and museums.

The Gallery's collection has been built up through purchase and donations. Much of the collection was donated, notably the British paintings donated by former Governor General Vincent Massey and that of the Southam family.

Ottawa Little Theatre





The Ottawa Little Theatre, originally called the Ottawa Drama League at its inception in 1913, is the longest-running community theatre company in Canada. Based in the national capital, it presents eight plays per year from September through May.

The OLT's longevity is surprising, given that it has never received any government funding, and was completely destroyed by fire in 1970. Its income is derived mostly from ticket sales and donations, with supplements from renting out props, costumes, and theatre space as well as running drama workshops and training programs.

A number of Canadian actors have cut their teeth on OLT's stage, including Dan Aykroyd, Michael Burgess, Rich Little, Adam Beach,Saul Rubinek and more. Famed photographer Yousuf  Karsh also has a rich history with the Ottawa Little Theatre as it was there he learned about lighting and met his first wife, Solonge. The theatre has several original photographs of Karsh on display.

The importance of Ottawa Little Theatre to the arts in Ottawa is discussed in the September 2007 issue of Culture Magazine.

Rideau Canal A 126-mile long waterway connecting Ottawa and Kingston, Ontario, the Rideau Canal was named a World Heritage Site by UNESCO in 2007. In warm weather, couples can rent bicycles and ride alongside it. But it is in winter, after the water freezes to ice, when the magic of this Ottawa attraction becomes most apparent. Enter the canal across from Parliament Hill, rent a pair of skates, and glide arm-in-arm on the world's largest skating rink for 4.8 miles. Patterson Creek, a secluded offshoot of the canal, tempts romantics to twirl away from the crowds. Huts along the frozen waterway sell BeaverTails, a local pastry delicacy that's fried, sprinkled with sugar and cinnamon, savored while warm, and best when shared.



Fairmont Chateau Laurier Even if you don't overnight at the Fairmont Chateau Laurier, the castle-like hotel next door to Parliament Hill, it's still worth stopping by. This landmark has been welcoming celebrities, politicians, and couples in love for close to a century. Pause between your visits to other Ottawa attractions to have a proper afternoon tea in Zoe's lounge or a genuine gourmet meal in Wilfrid's restaurant. Afterwards, linger in the drawing room, where iconic portraits of Winston Churchill, Albert Einstein, Georgia O'Keeffe, and other twentieth-century giants shot by renowned photographer Yousuf Karsh (a longtime resident of the hotel) hang in gratitude.


Le Cordon Bleu Ottawa Culinary Arts Institute If you appreciate fine fare, reserve a table at Signatures, a CAA/AAA Five Diamond-rated restaurant that specializes in classic French cuisine with a modern twist. Couples on a budget in Ottawa can sample the Institute's fare at Bistro Cordon Bleu, run and staffed by students. It's open Thursdays and Fridays for lunch. Visitors who'd like to learn some culinary secrets but have no prior experience can sign up in advance for a one-day course at the school. And those with thoughts of romance spring up the stairs to the Institute's intimate, red-velvet room, a favorite setting for Ottawa proposals.


National Gallery of Canada Arts lovers will want to include a visit to the National Gallery on their Ottawa itinerary. It's the permanent home of the world's most comprehensive collection of Canadian art, which includes distinctive works by Inuit sculptors. Yet a creation by French-American artist Louise Bourgeois draws the most glances. Positioned on the plaza beside the gallery's front doors, Maman is a bronze spider that stands more than 30 feet tall and holds 26 white marble eggs in a sac beneath her. Astounding art is not the only attraction in this Ottawa landmark. Nepean Point, behind the gallery, provides a breathtaking view of the city -- and a not bad place to kiss.


Gatineau Park A haven for outdoors lovers in every season, Gatineau Park lies north of Ottawa. It's a place where couples can go biking, hiking, canoeing, and even pitch a tent in warm weather. Come winter, it's a major attraction for skiers. Whether you fancy snowshoeing, cross-country or downhill skiing, there's a trail or slope for the two of you.



Canadian Tulip Festival Every May Ottawa celebrates a resplendant spring, when hundreds of thousands of tulips bloom. The attraction is a result of a gift from the people of the Netherlands, grateful to Canada for sheltering its royal family during World War II. The 18-day festival, which traditionally ends on Victoria Day, includes an International Pavillion where visitors to the attraction can sample the food, crafts, culture, and entertainment from other countries. "Celebridée" presentations enhance the gathering with talks by intellectuals in a festive environment. And, of course, the tulips themselves draw crowds to Ottawa at this time of year to marvel at nature's annual resurrection.



Canada Museum of Civilization Canada's largest and most popular museum is a vast repository of the country's natural and cultural history. The structure itself is an impressive piece of undulating architecture. Not only does this prime Ottawa attraction cover a thousand years of the nation's history; it also invites visitors to walk through a diorama to experience it themselves. (Kid alert: go early or late on weekdays to avoid school trippers, and forgo weekend visits.) If, despite careful planning, you end up surrounded by energetic tykes, head to the on-site Japanese Garden for quiet contemplation. But keep your eyes wide open: Some of the best views of the city are seen from here.


Holtz Spa Across the street from the Fairmont Chateau Laurier, Holtz Spa is the largest in Ottawa and offers several bridal and romantic packages. If you treasure togetherness, choose a couples treatment that includes a Swedish or hot stone massage in the same room and add on body polishes and pedicures for two.


Lac-Leamy Casino If you like to be where the action is, head for Casino du Lac-Leamy. It's located over the Ottawa border in nearby Quebec and is connected to the Hilton Lac-Leamy hotel. A destination unto itself, this attraction features live entertainment, a smoking lounge where cigar fanciers can legally puff on Cuban stogie, a variety of bars and restaurants — including CAA/AAA Five-Diamond winning Le Baccara, and gaming tables and slot machines where, win or lose, you'll still have fun.

                                 CANBERRA
Canberra is the capital city of Australia. With a population of 367,000, it is Australia's largest inland city and the eighth-largest city overall. The city is located at the northern end of the Australian Capital Territory(ACT), 280 km (170 mi) south-west of Sydney, and 660 km (410 mi) north-east of Melbourne. A resident of Canberra is known as a "Canberran".

The site of Canberra was selected for the location of the nation's capital in 1908 as a compromise between rivals Sydney and Melbourne, Australia's two largest cities. It is unusual among Australian cities, being an entirely planned city outside of any state, similar to the American Federal District of Columbia. Following an international contest for the city's design, a blueprint by the Chicago architects Walter Burley Griffin and Marion Mahony Griffin was selected and construction commenced in 1913. The Griffins' plan featured geometric motifs such as circles, hexagons and triangles, and was centred around axes aligned with significant topographical landmarks in the Australian Capital Territory.

The city's design was heavily influenced by the garden city movement and incorporates significant areas of natural vegetation that have earned Canberra the title of the "bush capital". The growth and development of Canberra were hindered by the World Wars and the Great Depression, which exacerbated a series of planning disputes and the ineffectiveness of a sequence of bodies that were to oversee the development of the city. The national capital emerged as a thriving city after World War II, as Prime Minister Robert Menzies championed its development and the National Capital Development Commission was formed with executive powers. Although the Australian Capital Territory is now self-governing, the federal government retains some influence through the National Capital Authority.

As the seat of the government of Australia, Canberra is the site of Parliament House, the High Court and numerous government departments and agencies. It is also the location of many social and cultural institutions of national significance, such as the Australian War Memorial, Australian National University, Australian Institute of Sport, National Gallery, National Museum and the National Library. The Australian Army's officer corps are trained at the Royal Military College, Duntroon and the Australian Defence Force Academy is also located in the capital.

The ACT, like Washington, D.C. in the United States, is independent of any state, to prevent any one state from gaining an advantage by hosting the seat of Federal power. Unlike Washington, however, the ACT has voting representation in the Federal Parliament, and has its own independent Legislative Assembly and government, similar to the states.

As the city has a high proportion of public servants, the federal government contributes the largest percentage of Gross State Product and is the largest single employer in Canberra. As the seat of government, the unemployment rate is lower and the average income higher than the national average, while property prices are relatively high, in part due to comparatively restricted development regulations. Tertiary education levels are higher, while the population is younger.



The National Museum of Australia established in 2001 records Australia's social history and is one of Canberra's more architecturally daring buildings.

Lake Burley Griffin is the site of the Captain James Cook Memorial and the National Carillon. Other sites of interest include the Black Mountain Tower, the Australian National Botanic Gardens, the National Zoo and Aquarium, the National Dinosaur Museum and Questacon – the National Science and Technology Centre.

The Canberra Museum and Gallery in the city is a repository of local history and art. Several historic homes are open to the public: Lanyon and Tuggeranong Homesteads in the Tuggeranong Valley, Mugga-Mugga in  Symonston,Parkes and Blundells' Cottage in  all display the lifestyle of the early European settlers. Calthorpes' House in Red Hillis a well preserved example of a 1920s house from Canberra's very early days. Canberra has many venues for live music and theatre: the Canberra Theatre and Playhouse which hosts many major concerts and productions; and Llewellyn Hall (within the ANU School of Music), a world-class concert hall are two of the most notable. The Street Theatre is a venue with less mainstream offerings.The Albert Hall was the city's first performing arts venue, opened in 1928. It was the original performance venue for theatre groups such as the Canberra Repertory Society. 

Stonefest at the University of Canberra is a large two-day music festival. There are numerous bars and nightclubs which also offer live entertainment, particularly concentrated in the areas of Dickson, Kingston and the city.National Folk Festival Most town centres have facilities for a community theatre and a cinema, and they all have a library. Popular cultural events include the , the Royal Canberra Show, the Summernats car festival, the Canberra Multicultural Festival in February and the Celebrate Canberra festival held over 10 days in March in conjunction with Canberra Day.

Canberra maintains sister-city relationships with both Nara, Japan and Beijing, China. Canberra has friendship-city relationships with both Dili, East Timor and Hangzhou, China. City-to-city relationships encourage communities and special interest groups both locally and abroad to engage in a wide range of exchange activities. The Canberra Nara Candle Festival held annually in spring, is a community celebration of the Canberra Nara Sister City relationship. The festival is held in Canberra Nara Park on the shores of Lake Burley Griffin. 

The Canberra city plan was conceived by Walter Burley Griffin and Marion Mahony Griffin – a partnership of architects chosen from a world-wide competition to design the city in 1912. 
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Iconic buildings on the Canberra skyline are the monuments in the Parliamentary Triangle and around Lake Burley Griffin. They include the National Gallery of Australia, National Portrait Gallery, National Library of Australia, High Court of Australia, Museum of Australian Democracy at the Old Parliament House, National Carillon, National Museum of Australia, and Questacon – The National Science and Technology Centre to name a few.

Commonwealth Place sweeps in a broad arc on Lake Burley Griffin and cradles a view across the avenue to the Australian War Memorial and Anzac Parade and on the other side to the Museum of Australian Democracy at Old Parliament House and Parliament House. The Australian of the Year Walk and Reconciliation Place are nearby.

Art Deco architecture is well preserved in Canberra with the wonderful public swimming baths at Manuka Pool, the National Film and Sound Archive, the Australian War Memorial, the ANU School of Art, Albert Hall, the Hyatt Hotel Canberra and the Drill Hall Gallery as prime examples.
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 Parliament House is a symbol of Australian democracy. Home to the Parliament of Australia and meeting place of the nation, Parliament House is the focal point of Canberra, its capital city. One of Australia's most iconic buildings, Parliament House integrates Australia's unique identity into its impressive architecture, stunning art and furniture collection, and beautiful landscape. Visit a working Parliament building - hear what the Government is doing, see new laws being made, listen to debate about issues of the day - and be a part of democracy in action. 

Parliament House is a constant crowd-pleaser with free guided tours that begin every thirty minutes. The building is an architectural wonder with outstanding landscaping that is complemented by white pillars. It's an impressive site to visit.  Government House is the official residence of Australia’s Governor General. 

Events and activities conducted at Government House include receptions; investiture and credential ceremonies; state dinners for visiting Royalty and heads of state; and functions for community and special needs groups. 

The 54 hectare property is listed on the Commonwealth Heritage list. The house and grounds are not open to the public, however look out for open days throughout the year. 

Enjoy a good view of the building from a lookout on Lady Denman Drive, south of Scrivener Dam.
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 See Australia's Constitutional court and highest court of appeal in a stunning building by Lake Burley Griffin in the Parliamentary Zone. 

Visit the court's three courtrooms and see the impressive artworks depicting the development of the Australian nation and its constitution. 

High Court Guides will assist you to appreciate the symbolism and functionality of this extraordinary building. Sitting courts are open to the public.

The High Court-National Gallery precinct is on the National Heritage List for the outstanding design of its late twentieth century civic buildings, and cohesive landscape setting. 
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 The International Flag Display colourfully acknowledges the United Nations and those that maintain a diplomatic presence in the National Capital. The 90 plus flags fly from two offset rows of flagpoles along the promenade between the High Court and the National Library on the southern shore of Lake Burley Griffin. The International Flag Display flies continuously and is lit at night. Each flag pole has a plaque at its base identifying the nation the flag represents.
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ANZAC Parade is the national capital's major commemorative way. Memorials dedicated to Australian and New Zealand service people who've fought and lost lives in war line the length of the Parade. The red gravel central strip of this visually powerful landmark was originally made from crushed Canberra house bricks, chosen, in part, to echo the crunch made by military boots during a parade. 

ANZAC parade's dark eucalypt 'walls' are created by Victorian Blue Gum. The planter boxes are sewn with native New Zealand Hebe Otari Delight to symbolize the ANZAC connection.
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 All Saints Church was erected in 1958 and is famous for its beautiful stained glass windows and a heritage pipe organ. All Saints' stone used to be part of the mortuary railway station at Rookwood, Sydney. The former railway station was painstakingly dismantled and transported stone by stone to Canberra. 
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The Anglican Church of St John the Baptist predates the nation's capital by 70 years. The Church, graveyard and schoolhouse are living reminders of Canberra’s pioneering farming community. 

This beautiful, high steepled church is built of local bluestone and sandstone. It was consecrated in 1845. 

The memorials on the church walls  commemorate local parishioners, statesmen, servicemen, scientists, scholars and distinguished churchmen. The church is famous for its  ambience, pipe organ, bells, stained glass windows and other works of art.
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 The Ukrainian Orthodox Centre features beautiful mosaics, a small museum featuring Ukrainian arts and crafts, including embroidery, wood carving, ceramics, iconography and objects of religious significance in the Orthodox Christian tradition. 
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You may see spectacular 360 degree night and day views of Canberra's region from Black Mountain Tower and feel the wind in your hair on open viewing platforms. 

This 195 metre tower provides essential communications facilities for the national capital. 
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You can explore the world in miniature at Cockington Green Gardens, see highly detailed miniature buildings and magical landscaped gardens, take a miniature steam-train ride, marvel at detailed replicas of actual buildings, see Scotland’s Braemer Castle, the Ukraine’s St Andrew’s Church, Chateau De Ruit from Mauritius and many more. 

Cockington Green is only 15 minutes from Canberra’s centre.
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Visit one of Canberra's earliest historic sites. Discover what life was like in an 1830's rural workers' cottage. Learn more at the environmental education centre.

Take a guided tour. See how the exhibitions and  the cottage has been ingeniously adopted and extended over time.

The National Carillon is a striking 50 metre tall architectural landmark. It is also an impressive musical instrument with 55 bronze bells, each weighing between seven kilograms and six tonnes. The Carillon was a gift of the British Government to the people of Australia in celebration of the 50th anniversary of the National Capital. 

Aspen Island is the perfect place to enjoy one of the regular carillon recitals and have a picnic. 
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Visit more than 100,000 works of art and world-class art exhibitions at the National Gallery of Australia. 

See the famous Blue poles. Discover Australian art, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander art, Asian art and international art. Wander through the Art of the Indian Subcontinent Gallery for the largest collection of art, sculptures and textiles in the region outside of India. Be sure to visit the dedicated Pacific Arts Gallery. 

All gallery works belong to the people of Australia and are preserved and presented for your enjoyment and education.
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 The Australian-American  Memorial is a 73-metre column topped with an 11-metre eagle and sphere. Located in front of Defence Headquarters Russell, it was paid for with donations from the Australian public in thanks for American involvement in the Pacific region during World War II.

Russell is at one corner of the National Triangle central to Walter Burley Griffin's design for Canberra and the location is a key element in that design
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Floriade is Australia's "Celebration of Spring", and is a world-class floral exhibition. More than a million blooms go into the show, which stretches from mid September to Mid October.

As well as the stunning exhibits, there are also horticultural workshops, music, local artistry and events that include the spectacular Floriade Night Fest.

Canberra has a lively nightlife due to the many young people who call it home. There are more cafes and restaurants per person than anywhere in Australia. If you like hitting the nightclubs or sampling local food, you'll love Canberra. If this has convinced you to visit, then you'll be happy to know that Canberra is an easy drive from Sydney, or you can snap up cheap flights from Melbourne or Perth.

Children's Attractions

If you're travelling with children, try these Canberra sites that cater to kids of all ages. 

•The National Zoo has the requisite unusual animals from the Land Down Under plus their own collection of monkeys, cheetahs, “tigons” and bears. 

•At the Australian Institute of Sport, kids can challenge themselves with wheelchair basketball, virtual rowing and other activities. 

•Cockington Green has a miniature train that travels on a bridge over a village of miniature buildings. 

•Your family can enjoy biking, boating or rollerblading around Lake Burley Griffin.

            Колорит Канберри: традиції, менталітет і звички
 
 Корінні жителі дуже доброзичливі і привітні, їх відрізняє іскрометне почуття гумору і привітне ставлення до іноземців. Відмінною рисою характеру місцевих жителів є заперечення будь-яких авторитетів, вони норовливі й волелюбні. Своєрідною «спадщиною каторжних часів» є звичка місцевих жителів розмовляти «крізь зуби», тому зрозуміти їх мову буде непросто навіть тим, хто досконало володіє англійською. Місцевий діалект є яскравою національною особливістю і важко сприймається лише спочатку. Щодо місцевої культури, обов'язково слід відзначити і різноманіття національних свят. Мешканці Канберри небайдужі до спорту, тому різноманітні спортивні заходи давно стали доброю традицією.

У січні проходить знаменитий автомобільний фестиваль, а в квітні жителі країни та сусідніх держав перебувають на ралі Subaru. Регулярні змагання з регбі і крикету також мають масу прихильників, місцеві стадіони завжди переповнені радісними глядачами. Величезна кількість мандрівників перебуває на квітковий фестиваль Floriade, який стартує в кінці вересня. У цьому яскравому заході беруть участь кращі флористи, які демонструють глядачам плоди своєї нелегкої праці.                              Iсторія Невицького замку

Невицький замок розташований за 12 км від Ужгорода, недалеко від сіл Невицьке й Кам’яниця. Стоїть на горі, що омивається гірським струмком Вайда. Підйом на гору досить крутий, але захоплюючий: йти доводиться закрученою дорогою у негустому лісі. Підйом займає десь хвилин сорок. 
З походженням назви Невицького замка пов'язана легенда. У середньовіччя в неприступній фортеці, яка стоїть на 260-метровій горі вулканічного походження, ховали молодих наречених з відомих аристократичних родин. Звідси – Замок Наречених, Невестський замок. У письмових джерелах сучасна назва замку згадується з ХІ століття: Nyuichke, Newychke, Newyczke. 
Ще одна легенда розповідає, що у замку жила «Поган-дівча», угорська графиня, спадкоємиця роду Другетів. Була вона дуже жорстокою (звідси і прізвисько) і місцеві мешканці скаржилися на неї королю Матяшу. Він покликав її на суд, але Поган-дівча не з’явилась на нього. Тоді король вирішив послати військо на замок, але він був настільки укріплений, що взяти його штурмом було неможливо. Тому король Матяш наказав зібрати з усієї округи всю худобу, вдягти їй на шиї дзвоники, а воякам зчинити галас. Поган-дівча прийняла цей неймовірний галас за штурм та втекла з замку з іншого боку. Король Матяш схопив її та відрубав голову. 
Побудований замок у ХІІ столітті, коли угорські королі проводили активну руську політику й виникла необхідність у використанні гірських перевалів і карпатських доріг, що ведуть до Галича й Києва. Найстарішим спорудженням Невицького замку є донжон, товщина стін якого колись сягала 2,8 метра. Тоді тут були земляні й переважно дерев'яні укріплення. 
Розвиватися як потужна оборонна споруда фортеця стала на рубежі ХІІІ–ХVІ століть. На цій території відбувалися збройні зіткнення між угорськими, французькими, італійськими й місцевими магнатами, міщанами й селянами. У 1328 році угорський король Карл Роберт із династії Анжу передав замок у володіння своїм італійським прибічникам – Другетам. 
В 1440 році в Угорщині почалася громадянська війна. Постійні зіткнення, а також поширення вогнепальної зброї змусили Другетів частково значно зміцнити свій єдиний на Ужанщині замок. Перебудову викликала нагальна потреба: як свідчать археологічні знахідки, у фортецю попадали величезні кам'яні гарматні ядра діаметром до 25 сантиметрів. А для меншої вразливості від вогнепальної зброї зовнішню стіну зробили нижче. Ще одна хитрість – висунута вперед триповерхова вежа (збереглася донині ), що нависає над обривом, – з неї зручно відбивати напад, оскільки добре видно противника. 
Сучасний вигляд замку з’явився на рубежі ХV–ХVІ століть: зовнішні перебудови вже закінчені, зміни відбувалися хіба що в інтер'єрі. За кращих часів у замку було 41 приміщення, а його загальна площа становила півтори тисячі квадратних метрів. Під час розкопок археологи знайшли чудовий кольоровий кахель. На одному з них зображений вершник, що мчить на тлі замку, на іншому – можливий портрет Другета. Про те, що в замку використовувалися всі досягнення тодішньої цивілізації, свідчить існування на його території водопроводу. Археологічні дослідження показали, що між другою й третьої захисними лініями був невеликий посад, де жили й працювали ремісники із прислуги. Кількість захисників замку разом з населенням посаду могло досягати більше півтисячі осіб – це значна цифра навіть у порівнянні з Ужгородом. Однак замок не був неприступною твердинею й не раз переходив з рук у руки, особливо коли між Другетами почалися родинні чвари. 
1644 рік став фатальним в історії Невицького замку. Трансільванський воєвода Дердь І Ракоци знищив його як володіння прибічника австрійського трону. З тих пір Невицький замок лежав у руїнах. Тільки в другій половині ХІХ століття він знову ожив – руїни замку стали улюбленим місцем відпочинку ужгородців. Тут заклали липову алею з фонтаном, через Уж побудували міст, що з'єднує замок із правим берегом, околиці впорядкували; під дерев'яними дахами відновили замкові вежі, а на очищеному внутрішньому дворику проходили спектаклі й народні гуляння. Тоді й з'явився звичай серед молодят – відвідувати Невицький замок. 
У березні 1939 року тут знову була арена воєнних дій: кілька годин загони Карпатської України, відступаючи, разом із чехами відбивали в стінах фортеці наступ угорських військ. 
Незважаючи на всі перипетії, замок чудово зберігся (у двох приміщеннях знайдені навіть залишки камінів), його тривалий час не експлуатували, тому він зберіг свій первісний вигляд.

                                WELLINGTON


Wellington Harbour and Cable Car – view from Kelburn

Wellington is the capital city and second most populous urban area of New Zealand. It is at the southwestern tip of the North Island, between Cook Strait and the Rimutaka Range. It is home to 395,600 residents. Wellington is New Zealand's centre of government and the world's southernmost capital city
Population

Wellington city has a steadily growing population which increased by over 10,000 between 2006 and 2011 to 200,100 people.

Wellington city is the largest of a number of closely linked cities and districts that make up the Wellington region. The region overall is home to almost 500,000 people.

The city accounts for 41% of the region's population and 5% of New Zealand's overall population. It is expected to see steady growth over the next decade.

Wellington city's population is young with 55.9% aged 18 - 49 years (2006) compared with 45.1% in New Zealand generally.

Wellington city has higher proportions of Europeans (76.8%) and Asians (12.7%) than New Zealand as a whole, and lower proportions of Māori (7.4%) and Pacific peoples (6.6%).

Over one-third (33%) of Wellington residents have a bachelor degree or higher qualification - the highest in the country.

The Wellington urban area is the major population centre of the southern North Island, and is the seat of the Wellington Region– which in addition to the urban area covers the Kapiti Coast and Wairarapa. The urban area includes four cities: Wellington, on the peninsula between Cook Strait and Wellington Harbour, contains the central business district and about half of Wellington's population; Porirua on Porirua Harbour to the north is notable for its large Māori and Pacific Island communities; Lower Hutt andUpper Hutt are largely suburban areas to the northeast, together known as the Hutt Valley. Wellington also holds the distinction of being the world's southernmost capital city.

Climate

Wellington enjoys around 2,000 sunshine hours a year. By comparison, London averages 1,500, Edinburgh 1,350 and Vancouver 1,850.

Economy

Incomes in Wellington city are well above the average for New Zealand with over 40% of households having annual incomes of over $89,000.

The average hourly wage in Wellington city is $31.90, the highest in the country (as of December 2009).

There were 102,627 employed residents in Wellington city in 2006 in a diverse range of industries. Property and business services provide the greatest number of jobs (21,819), followed by government administration and defence (12,699).

Housing

There are 68,901 dwellings in Wellington city, with 54.3% of these owned. One-quarter of dwellings are one-person households.

The average house value in Wellington city is $538,000 with a median weekly mortgage payment of $340.

Business

There are 25,284 Wellington-based businesses and there has been a 22% growth in business units here since 2000.

Nearly half (46%) of Wellington city workers are employed in businesses with more than 100 employees.
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A visit to the Capital City would not be complete without a visit to NZ's beautifully refurbished Parliament Buildings.

Located in the historic suburb of Thorndon, the complex is made up of three architecturally distinctive buildings: the Edwardian neo-classical Parliament House, the Victorian Gothic Parliamentary Library and the unique 1970’s style Beehive building. 

In 2008, Wellington was classified as a Gamma World City in the World Cities Study Group’s inventory by Loughborough University. The 2010 Mercer Quality of Living Survey ranked Wellington 12th in the world. In 2011 Lonely Planet Best in Travel 2011 named Wellington as fourth in its Top 10 Cities to Visit in 2011, referring to the New Zealand capital as the "coolest little capital in the world".

Tourism

The city is home to many museums, theatres and arts festivals, including Te Papa Tongarewa (the Museum of New Zealand), the New Zealand Symphony Orchestra, the Royal New Zealand Ballet, and the biennial Festival of the Arts.

Wellington is also a leading centre for creative industries, such as film and computer technology, and it is the home of the New Zealand Stock Exchange (NZX).

The city is situated alongside Wellington Harbour and surrounded by natural beauty including Zealandia, an award-winning eco-attraction just minutes from the central business district.

Wellington is marketed as the 'coolest little capital in the world' by Positively Wellington Tourism, an award-winning regional tourism organization  set up as a council controlled organisation by Wellington City Council in 1997. The organisation’s council funding comes through the Downtown Levy commercial rate.

In the decade to 2010, the city saw growth of over 60% in commercial guest nights. It has been promoted through a variety of campaigns and taglines, starting with the iconic Absolutely Positively Wellington advertisements. The city’s long-term domestic marketing strategy was a finalist in the 2011 CAANZ Media Awards.

Tourism is a major contributor to Wellington’s economy, injecting approximately $1.3 million into the region annually and accounting for 9% of total FTE employment. The city is consistently named as New Zealanders’ favourite destination in the quarterly FlyBuys Colmar Brunton Mood of the Traveller survey and it was fourth in Lonely Planet Best in Travel 2011’s Top 10 Cities to Visit in 2011. 

New Zealanders make up the city’s largest visitor market, with 3.6 million visits being made to Wellington each year. New Zealand visitors spend on average $2.4 million a day in the city. The capital has approximately 540,000 international visitors each year, who spend 3.7 million nights and $436 million in the city each year. Wellington's largest international visitor market is Australia, with over 210,000 making the trip across the Tasman and spending a total of approximately $334 million annually.

Cruise tourism to the capital is experiencing a major boom, in line with nationwide development. The 2010/11 season saw 125,000 passengers and crew visit the city on 60 liners. There are 80 vessels booked for stopovers in the 2011/12 season – estimated to inject more than $31 million into the region’s economy and representing a 74% increase in the space of two years. 

Wellington is a popular conference tourism destination due to its compact nature, cultural attractions, award-winning restaurants and access to government agencies. In the year ending March 2011, the city hosted 6495 conference events involving nearly 800,000 delegate days; this injected approximately $100 million into the economy.

Popular tourist attractions include Museum of Wellington City & Sea, Wellington Zoo, Zealandia (Karori Wildlife Sanctuary) and Wellington Cable Car.

                              Museums and cultural institutions


Wellington is home to Te Papa (the Museum of New Zealand), the National Library of New Zealand, Archives New Zealand, the Museum of Wellington City & Sea, the Katherine Mansfield Birthplace Museum, Colonial Cottage, the New Zealand Cricket Museum, the Cable Car Museum, Old St Paul's, and the Wellington City Art Gallery.

The Museum of Wellington City and Sea is a museum on Queens Wharf in Wellington, New Zealand. It occupies the 1892Bond Store, an historic building on Jervois Quay on the waterfront of Wellington Harbour.

The Museum has three floors about the history of Wellington. By The Sea We Live celebrates the city’s maritime history, while Te Whanganui-a-Tara looks at early Maori and European settlement. A twentieth century gallery explores how Wellington has changed over one hundred years. A giant cinema screen shows a series of films about Wellington. There are two theatre areas: one tells Maori myths using a 'Peppers Ghost', and the other is a memorial to the tragic sinking of the Wahine ferry in the Wellington harbour. An adjacent gallery holds the Plimmer’s Ark display, the remains of an 1848 sailing vessel uncovered during restoration of the Old Bank Arcade.
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The Colonial Cottage is central Wellington’s oldest identified building and was built in 1858 as a family home by William Wallis, who had just immigrated from England.

The cottage has now been preserved as a museum and has been furnished to show mid 19th century living. It illustrates the ways in which the first colonial settlers blended their lives from their Victorian homeland with the dictates of a new country. There is also a very attractive garden around the cottage which features many plants from the period.

The Colonial Cottage Museum is within walking distance of the CBD and is at the start of the Aro Valley Heritage Trail. While general opening hours are limited, special tours and educational visits can be arranged (cooking pikelets on the coal range is a standard inclusion in all group visits). 
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The city is home to the innovative Museum of New Zealand Te Papa Tongarewa, and is famed for its public art trails and Bohemian lifestyle.

You’ll find Museum of New Zealand Te Papa Tongarewa on Wellington’s picturesque waterfront. This innovative museum takes visitors on an exploration of the great stories of the youngest country on earth and the people who live here; it also houses New Zealand’s national art collection and regularly showcases international touring exhibits.

A lot of places have art. A lot of places have galleries. A lot of places have art and galleries. What makes Wellington New Zealand’s cultural capital is its spirit – its enthusiasm and passion for the arts. The city’s compact nature makes for a great place for following public art trails and enjoying dinner out, followed by a night at the theatre; and so the locals do in spades. You’ll find a show on almost every night in the theatre district – centred around Courtenay Place – or if you’re interested in live indie music, head to vibrant Cuba Street.

The work of filmmaker Peter Jackson and Oscar-winning Weta Workshop has taken Wellington to the world and the world to Wellington, through movies like Avatar, The Lord of the Rings and The Hobbit. Film themed tours and visits to the Weta Cave in Miramar - the heart of ‘Wellywood’ – are a must for movie fans. Positively Wellington Tourism’s themed itinerary also has great tips on the stars’ favourite haunts.
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Film-making and film-going are part of the culture in the city fondly known as Wellywood. Catch a film at the incredible Embassy Theatre, which played host to the world premiere of The Return of the King – you never know who may have sat in the seat before you. Wellington’s suburbs are dotted with gorgeous art house theatres; visit the Empire Theatre in the cute seaside suburb of Island Bay, the art deco Penthouse Cinema in Brooklyn, or the Lighthouse Cinema in Petone. These cinemas regularly host film festivals, so be sure to check out what's on during your visit. Visitors can also get a feel for New Zealand’s cinematic history at the Film Archive.

Galleries Galore
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One of the jewels in Wellington’s art crown is City Gallery in Civic Square, which offers a programme of contemporary visual arts, architecture and design. Located in the heart of Civic Square, City Gallery Wellington offers world-class exhibitions of contemporary New Zealand and international art.

City Gallery Wellington provides visitors with sometimes challenging, always captivating art from some of the world’s most exciting artists. With specific galleries dedicated to Wellington artists, Maori and Pacific arts, and future programmes dedicated to the Wellington City art collection, as well as extensive education and public programmes, City Gallery Wellington enables diverse audiences to experience art in new and inspiring ways.

City Gallery Wellington is a dynamic cultural presence in the capital city of Aotearoa New Zealand. Whether it’s the latest exhibition of New Zealand’s avant-garde artists, an international collection visiting the gallery or just the gallery’s renowned café Nikau, there are plenty of reasons to put Wellington’s eyes-and-ears-on-the-arts on your schedule.

Featherston and Victoria Streets have a great collection of boutique dealer galleries, while you’ll find something more edgy in the Cuba Street precinct.
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 A short trip out of town is the cutting edge Dowse Art Museum in Lower Hutt and PATAKA in Porirua is a must if you’re keen to look at Maori, Pacific Island and New Zealand art. Having undergone an extensive six million dollar makeover by Athfield  Architects in 2006, The Dowse Art Museum has been re-born as a cultural hub, with an eclectic display that includes fashion, jewellery, multi-media vignettes and finely-crafted ceramics.

Throughout the gallery are a series of visual 'snacks' that change every 6-8 weeks and a sprinkling of creative posts for visitors to roll up their sleeves and reach within to find their inner-artist.

As well as housing over 300 pieces, the gallery contains a destination cafe and gallery shop, an outdoor courtyard, conference facilities and a creative workshop specially designed for hands-on classes and programmes.

Open seven days a week, 10am-5pm.

On the Stage
You can enjoy live theatre at its best at Downstage Theatre, Circa Theatre and BATS or catch a show at the beautifully restored Opera House or St James Theatre, which have a steady stream of ballet, opera and musicals. The theatre precinct is centred around Courtenay Place and the waterfront, and is surrounded by restaurants and cocktail bars. You’ll also find live theatre outside the city in Hutt Valley - at the Little Theatre, Expressions Arts and Entertainment Centre or in Porirua’s Little Theatre.

Live Music
Wellington has a vibrant local music scene and has produced leading New Zealand bands such as Fat Freddy’s Drop and The Black Seeds. From edgy local bands to internationally acclaimed musicians, the city is alive with music nearly every night of the week. The New Zealand Symphony Orchestra and the NBR New Zealand Opera also call Wellington home, as well as the folk-comedy sensation, Flight of the Conchords. 

Art and About
Hiding below seawalls or twisting and turning in the wind, sculptures pop up everywhere around you when wandering through the city. Wellington loves to embrace its famous windy days and to celebrate Wellington, artists have made a series of wind sculptures all around town. The most photographed man in Wellington has to be Solace in the Wind – a Max Patte sculpture that looks set to dive into the city’s harbour just outside Te Papa – and the Wellington Writers Walk literally sets words about the capital of cool in stone.
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The Wellington Writers Walk was opened during the NZ International Festival of the Arts in March 2002; and is a project of the New Zealand Society of Authors’ of Wellington Branch. It consists of a series of 19 text sculptures located along Wellington’s beautiful harbour. Each one contains a quotation about the city from a poem or piece of prose by one of the many talented writers who have made Wellington their home at some point in their lives.

The writers in the walk include Katherine Mansfield, Robin Hyde, Pat Lawlor, Denis Glover, James K. Baxter, Bruce Mason, Lauris Edmond, Maurice Gee, Patricia Grace, Vincent O’Sullivan, Fiona Kidman, Barbara Anderson, Alistair Te Ariki Campbell, Eileen Duggan and Bill Manhire.

The Wellington Cable Car is a funicular railway in Wellington, New Zealand between Lambton Quay, the main shopping street, and Kelburn, a suburb in the hills overlooking the central city, rising 120 m over a length of 612 m. It is widely recognised as a symbol of Wellington.



Wellington Zoo is nestled in the green belt of Wellington, New Zealand. Now over 100 years old, it was the country’s first Zoo and has 13-hectare (32-acre) dedicated to over 100 different species of fauna from across the globe. Wellington Zoo is a significant contributor to conservation efforts including breeding programs for endangered species such as the Sun Bear and Sumatran tiger, as well as spreading conservation and sustainability messages to the wider community.

Local swimmers are now enjoying the benefits of our $12 million investment drive in aquatic facilities around the city.



Just last month two new pool facilities were opened in the Capital - a dedicated hydrotherapy pool at Wellington Regional Aquatic Centre in Kilbirnie and a new learner facility at Karori Pool.
Mayor Celia Wade-Brown says the funding reflects the high value we place on learning to swim and staying active, fit and healthy.

"Our new and improved facilities provide health, safety and fitness benefits for Wellingtonians of all ages."

The $2.4 million hydrotherapy pool is expected to be heavily used. The warmer water in hydrotherapy pools can provide pain relief for conditions such as arthritis and can also help people recover from surgery or muscle injuries.

"There's been a real need for a dedicated hydrotherapy service in Wellington since 2005 when the existing facility at Wellington Hospital was decommissioned," says the Mayor.

At Karori Pool, the new $600,000 7m x 4m learner pool has been installed in an area which was previously an under-used outdoor courtyard. Councillor John Morrison, Sports and Events Portfolio Leader, says the pool will provide a dedicated, quieter environment for learners - which will help improve the quality of lessons and open up more space for swimmers in the main pool. 

"Now we've got more Wellingtonians than ever taking swimming lessons, which is terrific both for fitness and water safety. Our approach is to free up space for lessons and allow our pools to cater for more people."

Two local school pools have also recently been upgraded with the help of a Council grant from our contestable School Pools Partnership Fund, which helps schools maintain and improve their pools for wider community benefit.

A $55,000 grant to Berhampore School helped to complete an upgrade last month that included new pipes, filters, pumps, a heater, paint for the changing sheds, and hot showers. A further grant of $69,000 assisted with a roof for the pool.

Вітаємо Вас у нашому славному замку, одному з найцінніших пам'яток історії та військової архітектури XIV - XVII ст.. Мукачівський замок - цс зразок середньовічної фортифікаційної архітектури, в якому поєднані різні стилі.
Мукачівський замок розташований на горі вулканічного походження висотою 68 м і займає площу біля 14 тис. кв. м. Замок складається з трьох
частин і розміщений на трьох терасах. Найстаріший Верхній замок XIV –XVI ст.. знаходиться на вершині гори, Середній XVII ст.. - на терасі на 6 м нижче і Нижній замок теж XVII ст. – ще на 10м нижче від середнього. На початку XVIII ст. на четвертій терасі ще на 10 м нижче була збудована вежа для охорони воріт, а також дорога до замку по західному схилу гори. Ця дорога збереглася до наших днів, а вежа була зруйнована ще на початку XX ст., залишився тільки її фундамент. Весь замок і кожна його частина оточені кам'яними кріпосними стінами 3-3,5 м завтовшки, сухими ровами глибиною 10-12 м, через які були перекинуті дерев'яні, колись підйомні, мости. Охороняють замок 8 могутніх бастіонів, прибудованих у XVII ст. по кутах всіх трьох частин замку, на яких в давнину була розміщена артилерія. Ворота в Нижній замок, де знаходилася сторожа, охороняють два могутні кулеподібні бастіони. Середній замок, має 4 бастіони, великий двір, оточений дво-триповерховими будівлями, в яких розміщувалися казарми для гарнізону, арсенал, лицарський зал, кухні, комори. З північної сторони двору стояв колись будинок коменданта, який був розібраний у другій половині XX ст., залишився тільки фундамент. За ним височать кам'яні стіни XIV ст. Верхнього замку, в який можна піднятися сходами зліва і справа. Зліва – це сходи квадратної вежі кінця ХV ст. Справа - це так званий "хід-пастка", вирубаний під південно-східною вежею у кінці XVII ст. Верхній замок, колишня резиденція його володарів, має закритий з усіх сторін двір, дво-триповсрхові будівлі - колишні розкішні князівські палати XVI-XVII ст., три круглі вежі XIV ст.. добудовані у XVII ст., замкову каплицю XVII ст.                                      MANILA

Manila is the capital city of the Philippines. It is one of the sixteen cities (along with the municipality of Pateros) that comprise the national capital region of Metro Manila. The City of Manila is located on the eastern shore of Manila Bay and is bordered by the cities of   Navotas and Caloocan to the north,  Quezon City -  to the northeast, San Juan and Mandaluyong -  to the east,  Makati -  to the southeast, and Pasay to the south.

Manila sits on an archipelago just at the edge of the Asian continent, some 14° 35' N, 121º 00 E'. It’s 700 miles (1,100 km.) or 2 hours flight time from Hong Kong, 1,400 miles (2,200 km.) or 3:15 hours from Bangkok, 1,500 miles (2,400 km) or 3:35 hours from Singapore, 1,900 miles (3.000 km) or 4:15 hours from Tokyo, and 1,800 miles (2,800 km.) from 4:25 hours from Beijing. 

Ever so physically endowed, it is sitting in the throes of two notoriously dangerous volcanoes - Pinatubo to the north, which made headlines in 1991 when it spewed dust all over the world and dropped global temperature by 2°, and Taal to the south which always makes headlines every decade or so, while this city straddles the Pacific Rim of Fire underneath. What more, it lies in the path of the tropical monsoon bringing those more and more powerful typhoons during the second half of the year. It is fringed to the south by the idyllic Lake Bai - a veritable scenic showcase of Hispanized native folk and traditional culture, and farther south by cool and refreshing Lake Taal.

Manila is often described as the only capital city in Asia that’s not an Orientalist's wet dream. A foreigner will be surprised that a local looks just like any Asian, but wears mostly T-shirt and  jeans, or jersey, can communicate in English, reads and writes Roman text, and is not at home with chopsticks. As we now see it, Manila is more modern and western judging from the steel and glass skyscrapers dotting the skyline. 

History

The earliest written account of the city is the 10th-century Laguna Copperplate Inscription which describes a context of an Indianized kingdom maintaining diplomatic relations with the Kingdom of Medang. The city was invaded by Brunei's Sultan Bolkiahand and was already Islamized by the 15th century when the Spanish explorers first arrived.
For over three centuries Manila had been colonized and administered by Spain which left an enduring architectural heritage throughout the Philippines, especially with respect to churches, forts and other colonial buildings which can still be seen in the ruins of  Intramuros, built in the late 16th century. Manila began as a settlement on the banks of the Pasig River, and its name originated from "Maynilad," referring to the mangrove plant known as Nilad, which was abundant in the area. Prior to the arrival of the Spanish in the 16th century, Manila had been home to Muslim-Malays, who descended from the Arabs, Indians, East Asians and other Southeast Asians. 

Manila was colonized by the Spaniard Miguel Lopez de Legazpi in 1571. Its broad sweep of fertile lands made it more attractive than Cebu, which had been the capital. King Philip II of Spain conferred on the city the illustrious title Isigne y Siempre Leal Ciudad (Distinguished and Ever Loyal City), but the city continued to be called by its pre-Hispanic name of Maynilad (presumed to be from may, meaning 'there is', and nilad, a mangrove plant that grew in abundance on the banks of the Pasig River), which was later corrupted to Manila.

Manila eventually became the center of Spanish activity in the Far East and one end of the Manila-Acapulco Galleon trade route linking Latin America and Asia. The city would eventually be given the moniker of the "Pearl of the Orient," as a result of its central location in the vital Pacific sea trade routes. Several Chinese insurrections, local revolts, a British Occupation and a Sepoy mutiny also occurred shortly thereafter. Manila also saw the rise of the Philippine Revolution which was followed by the arrival of the Americans who made contributions to the city's urban planning and development only to have most of those improvements lost in the devastation of World War II. Since then the city has been rebuilt.

From the late 19th century onwards, Manila has been called the Paris of Asia. It was a thriving trading centre, its multicultural mix providing a good entry point into China and other emerging lands. In 1905, Daniel Burnham, the master planner of Chicago, was hired to produce a master plan for the city. His grand vision included Roxas Blvd, which even today, under its somewhat shabby patina, echoes Lake Shore Dr in Chicago. Intramuros and the surrounding districts were busy with business and entertainment and the streets were lined with grand structures, many reflecting the best of Art Deco design.

WWII changed everything. Many claim the city has never recovered. The month-long Battle for Manila between the Japanese and the Americans resulted in the town's destruction, with over 150,000 locals killed (by comparison, the atomic attack on Hiroshima killed about 140,000).

Rebuilding was sporadic. Present-day Metro Manila is a conglomeration of 17 cities and municipalities unified by Marcos' decree in 1976. Many locals complain about the scattered character of Manila; it's true that the various districts feel disunified and there is no sense of a whole.

Manila has a total population of 1,652,171 according to the 2010 census. Manila is the second most populous city in the Philippines, behind its neighbor, Quezon City. It is the most densely populated city in the world.

The city is divided into six legislative districts and consists of sixteen geographical districts: Binondo, Ermita, Intramuros, Malate,Paco, Pandacan, Port Area, Quiapo, Sampaloc, San Andres, San Miguel, San Nicolas, Santa Ana, Santa Cruz, Santa Mesa and Tondo. Bustling commerce and some of the most historically and culturally significant iconic landmarks in the country, as well as the seat of the executive and judicial branches of the government are found in the city. Manila is also home to many scientific and educational institutions, numerous sport facilities, and other culturally and historically significant venues.

Listed as a global city, Manila has its strengths in the arts, commerce, education, entertainment, finance, healthcare, media, professional services, research and development, tourism and transport making it the historical, cultural, political, economic and educational center of the Philippines. 

It's a pity that Manila is often disparaged, as there's much here to like. For one, all the adjectives often used to describe the Philippines - jovial, laid back, casual, corrupt, shambolic, earnest and more are on display here more than anywhere else in the country. It's a truly teeming metropolis that gets bigger each day, both in population, with people pouring in from the hinterlands, and size, as new developments in all directions swallow up villages and rice fields.

Manila can be a very discombobulated place, for it is really just a collection of towns with no definable centre. The walled Intramuros area was the traditional centre of Manila, but was mostly wiped out in WWII and has never recovered. Binondo, Quiapo, Ermita and Malate have never been more than a supporting cast for a star that doesn't exist. Still, you may well find lots of fun in Ermita and Malate, while Binondo and Quiapo have a certain raw energy and unique markets. And Intramuros is a good place to explore, just to find the bones of its past.

Other parts of town are more lively. At the centre of modern Manila is Makati, the commercial centre for the country. Here, in almost orderly surroundings, you can shop, eat and drink to your heart's content. It transcends the generic-mall syndrome by having its own unique vibe that comes from the hordes of locals who come here to work, relax and play. As many will tell you, 'this is the Manila we wish we had'.

Rather than seeing Manila as an amorphous mass, focus instead on enjoying its individual areas, and you will start to get a feel for the greater Manila, which really is a sum of its parts.

Museums





The National Museum of the Philippines
As the cultural center of the Philippines, Manila houses a number of notable museums. Bahay Tsinoy, one of Manila's most prominent museums, documents the Chinese lives and contributions to the history of the Philippines. The Intramuros Light and Sound Museum chronicles the Filipinos desire for freedom during the revolution under Rizal's leadership and other revolutionary leaders. The Metropolitan Museum of Manila exhibits the Filipino arts and culture. The Museum of Manila is the city-owned museum that exhibits the city's culture and history.

Manila is also the home to other notable museums of the country, namely the Museo Pambata, a children's museum, the Museum of Philippine Political History, which exhibits notable political events in the country, the National Museum of the Philippines (which includes the Museum of the Filipino People) of which exhibits life, culture and history of the country, the Parish of the Our Lady of the Abandoned and the San Agustin Church Museum, which houses religious artifacts, Plaza San Luis, a public museum, the UST Museum of Arts and Sciences and the DLS-CSB Museum of Contemporary Art and Design (MCAD), both of which are university museums dedicated to science and technology, and contemporary art respectively.

Other points of interest

Numerous notable landmarks are located in Manila, such as Rizal Park, and the historical Intramuros. Rizal park is a crescent-shaped 58 hectares (140 acres) park that lies within the heart of Manila's cultural and business district, as an honor and dedication to the country's national hero José Rizal, who was executed in the same place where the park was created by the Spaniards on charges of subversion. Among the attractions in Rizal Park is the Chinese and Japanese Gardens, the National Museum of the Philippines, The National Library of the Philippines, the Planetarium, the Orchidarium and Butterfly Pavilion, the park auditorium, a landscaped relief map of the Philippines, the fountain, the children's lagoon, the chess plaza, the Quirino Grandstand and the Manila Ocean Park, which features a wide variety of marine animals. The flagpole west of the Rizal Monument is the Kilometer Zero marker for distances to the rest of the country. In the northernmost part of the city lie three cemeteries: the Loyola and Chinese cemeteries, and Manila North Green Park, the largest public cemetery in the Manila metropolitan area.

Ayala Museum
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Located just outside the Greenbelt Mall, one could conveniently walk to this museum.  The collection of gold jewelry from pre and during Spanish times (over 400 years old) pars with any European, American, and Columbian museum display of old gold jewelry.  Enjoy the diorama display capturing the culture and history of the Philippines.  As you exit, it shows the various political stages the country was ruled under and a description of each leader including their height which was interesting.

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 Intramuros, "The Walled City," is the oldest district in Manila. This is what remains of the fortified city, which was the seat of power during Spanish Colonial times (1521-1898). 
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This tadpole-shaped rock island is the largest of five islands between the historical Bataan and Cavite shores. Some geologists theorize that Corregidor was once part of a huge volcano that erupted on one side and gradually eroded to become partly invisible beneath the sea. It is called "The Rock" because it served as the major bastion of Philippine's Allies during World War II
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 Taal Volcano is located about 60 km (about 37 miles) south of Metro Manila. Last major eruption was reported back in 1965 that affected villages in the surrounding area.
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 This grand exhibit house features the country's most historic works of culture and national heritage, including the paintings of heralded Philippine artist Felix Resurreccion Hidalgo.

Transport in Manila

Bus

Getting out of Manila by bus is harder than you might expect, as there is no central bus terminal and no central source of information. Bus information seems to seep into the collective conscious by a weird osmosis. Ask around and you'll find the right answer. Two good resources (besides your hotel) are taxi drivers and www.clickthecity.com. The former often have an amazing knowledge of the myriad of bus lines. Tell the driver the city you want to go to and you'll be taken to the right bus station. The latter serves as a good online guide. You can search for 'bus lines' and add in the name of the city that's your destination. Often the correct company will come up. Alternatively, search for 'bus lines' and 'Manila' and you'll get a list of over 100 bus companies with services to and from Manila.

The myriad of private operators have their own terminals scattered around the city. Most are close to EDSA (Manila's ring road), which connects the highways going north and south of the capital. All the terminals are accessible by public transport; the suggested routes (jeepney or LRT/MRT) to the terminals are from Ermita and Malate. From Makati, the companies are often just an MRT ride away. It should be noted that Filipino bus drivers are among the most maniacal on the face of the earth, although the number of accidents is surprisingly low. If you're not used to travelling at breakneck speed, you may well be in for a white-knuckle ride.

Train

The ramshackle Philippine National Railways (361 1125) has its main Manila station just north of Binondo at Tayuman St and Dagupan St. As such it is commonly just referred to as Tayuman. Services at the station like trains are few. The one rail line from Manila goes south as far as Legaspi in Southeast Luzon, passing through Lucena and other points along the way. Schedules are nonexistent and are more a matter of the overworked and underfunded staff trying to get enough cars working to form a train. For information and fares, your best option is to visit the station, which is a 10-minute walk west from the LRT1 Bambang Station.

Boat

The port of Manila is divided into two sections, South Harbor and North Harbor. Unfortunately for the traveller, two of the shipping lines use the hard-to-reach North Harbor. It's best to take a taxi to North Harbor, as the area isn't a place for a foreigner to be wandering around with luggage.

There are three major shipping lines handling inter-island boat trips from Manila:

International Airport

NAIA I is long in the tooth but functional. NAIA II is relatively new and gleaming white. Both have currency-exchange counters and ATMs after customs in the arrival areas. Passengers changing terminals can use shuttles inside the airports before they exit the terminals. 

Airport

With the exception of Philippine Airlines (PAL), international flights to and from Manila Airport (MNL; 877 1109) use the Ninoy Aquino International Airport Terminal I (NAIA or NAIA I) in Parañaque. International and domestic PAL passengers use NAIA II (also known as the Centennial Terminal).

The Ninoy Aquino International Airport is the Philippine's most used gateway to the country and is the largest international airport in the country as well. Unfortunately it is divided into four terminals - Terminals 1, 2 and 3 and the Manila Domestic Airport - without easy connections between them and the only way of hopping around terminals is through taxis and jeepneys. 

There are buses outside the arrival area heading to downtown Makati City and Quezon City via EDSA or Efipanio de Los Santos Ave. This arrangement is preferable for those with only one light backpack heading for the mentioned areas. 

Airport metered taxis are colored yellow, and have the right to stop and pick up passengers and line up the porte cochere area as you step out of the arrival hall. Each departing taxi is registered by a dispatcher. The base fare is ₱70. 

For those penny pincher budget junkies, go up the elevator to the departure level and "hijack" those white painted (standard color for all city taxis) taxis that have just dropped off their departing passengers and are heading their way out of the airport. Fortunately, they don't pass any airport fees to passengers they may pick up and that's the advantage. The pay back is since the yellow ones have the exclusive right to pick up passengers, security guards are under orders to shoo away non-yellow (and non-registered) taxis picking up passengers in the departure area. But based on experiences by other travelers, yellow cabs, although registered, tend to have faster calibrated meters. So it may end up that a white cab can get you to your destination for less than half the fare it cost you to use the yellow cab. 

It would not be easy updating the list of airlines using which Terminal as it's still in a state of flux and confusion. Airlines keep on moving their landing/take-off locations between the three within a year or so. However, the rule of thumb is all international airlines use Terminal 1 while Philippine Airlines uses Terminal 2 and Cebu Pacific uses Terminal 3. 

Binondo is the "Chinatown" district in Manila. It became the center of commerce during the American occupation. Many of Binondo's commercial establishments were destroyed after World War II, with companies moving to Makati, one of the financial capitals of the Philippines. 

Binondo was created by Spanish Governor Luis Pérez Dasmariñas on 1584 for a settlement for the Chinese Immigrants (called Sangleys), with the intentions of converting the Chinese to Catholicism at the initiative of the Spanish Dominican Fathers. Spanish officials forced the Chinese to convert into Catholicism and if not they'd be executed. Luis Pérez Dasmariñas played a prominent role in the massacre of 24,000 Chinese after the Chinese revolt in 1603. The reason for the massacre was that he wanted to avenge his father's death under the hand of the Sangleys. Binondo's population grew rapidly with many Chinese Mestizos, products of intermarriage between the now-Catholic Chinese and local Filipinos. The district is therefore known as the birthplace of the Chinese Mestizos, including St. Lorenzo Ruiz, who became the first Filipino saint, and Mother Ignacia del Espiritu Santo, a Mestiza de Sangley who was the founder of the congregation of the Religious of the Virgin Mary. 

Cash and Credit

The unit of currency is the Peso and judging by the impressive performance of the economy and its big foreign currency reserves, the peso is at US$1 to 40 and dollar is still sliding down. Bill denominations are in 20, 50, 100, 500, and  1000 while coin denominations are in 25¢, 50¢, 1, 5, and  10. 25¢ has always been very common and the jeepney fare has decreased to a base fare of 8.00 (January 2013). 

Banks and Money 

Changers are available in the airport but it's better to change money outside where competition abound. Money changers are everywhere and most homecoming Filipinos prefer to change them here than in banks or, Western Union or M. Lhuillier. There is no commission. The farther it is from the Tourist Belt Area, and the nearer it is around a town or city public market, the better the exchange rate is. Safety is not a problem especially if you change them during busy hours (safety in numbers). Be sure to count everything and put them safe in your person before you leave the premises. 

Money can be withdrawn from ATM and they are also everywhere. The Philippines are one of the countries with the most available ATM machines per capita. 

Credit Cards are accepted almost everywhere especially at all upmarket shops. 

A part of the Philippine's bustling capital is a remarkable melting pot of Asian, Oceanic, and Latin cultures, which are thick with history and flavor in tune with most traveler's interests. The best way to get a feel for Manila shopping is to go to a ‘tiangge’, a market of stalls where everything can be bargained. Market! Market!, St. Francis Square, Greenhills Shopping Center and Tiendesitas in Pasig City are examples of such. There are shopping centers catering to handicrafts, antiques, and curio souvenirs. Aside from Ilalim ng Tulay in Quiapo are the shops in the districts of Ermita and Malate around M. Adriatico, A.Mabini, and M.H. del Pilar. 
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Shopping is one of the things tourists love about the Philippines. One of Asia’s largest bargains are found in the Philippines, with items cheaper compared to those in neighboring Asian countries. Not only are the products cheap, they are also of good quality. 
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 Three of the biggest shopping malls in the world, SM Mall of Asia, SM Megamall, SM City North EDSA are all located in Manila, Philippines. Other well-known shopping malls are Robinsons, Greenhills in San Juan, Greenbelt, Glorietta, Power Plant Mall in the city of Makati, TriNoMa and Gateway Mall in Quezon City, and The Podium in the Ortigas Business District. 

If you are interested in a Western-type mall, you cannot pass SM Mall of Asia, currently the 4th largest mall in the world. Warning to shopaholics and their spouses: You could spend a day there and still not see every shop or have to time to ice skate. That's right, there is an ice rink as well. 
Public markets are one microcosm of Manila. Practically, Manilans from all walks of life come here to buy their everyday needs. They are as lively and colorful as any market in Thailand, Laos, Cambodia, or Vietnam. Generally, they are divided into wet and dry sections and another section for dining. Dining is very cheap and can be wholesomely hygenic. Just look out for the huge block of ice dragged along the floor on its way from the delivery truck to a stall. If you see one delivered in that manner, never mind, don't eat there, ever. Joking aside, a filling meal will cost you as little as US$1.25. 

Ukay UkayIf you happen to see just about every Tom, Dick, and Harry in a blighted neighborhood in Manila wearing Abercrombie & Fitch get-up & Levis jeans, chances are it's original and bought at Ukay Ukays. How can they afford it? Ukay Ukay is the answer. It's the Philippines' answer to Salvation Army. Nowadays, they are everywhere and Manilans love them. It's actually a contraction of the Tagalog word "Hukay" meaning to dig, the description for the exact action done while rummaging through the bins of clothes. But there are actually no bins installed in those stores, only clothes neatly hanged on the racks. For less than $2, one can find hand me down good qualities of branded wear. The more enterprising provide home delivery and roaming services by hanging them on racks installed on pedicabs, as they make the run on neighborhoods. Judging by the unafforable cost of living to most of the middle class and the soaring gasoline prices, they may be here to stay. 

It's also great for the budget tourist who would not want to have the hassle of packing and carrying tons of clothes by simply buying them here, then discarding them somewhere as his piles of souvenirs accumulate. 

Make sure you buy the traditional barong Tagalog. These are long shirts made of very light-weight, semi translucent material, often with Filipino arts and decorations and are worn by both men and women on most special Filipino and formal occasions. Cotton varieties are much more affordable, but for the real deal, go for one made by the strands of a pineapple leaf. It is worn outside trousers,  i.e. not "tucked in". 

If you really want to look the "bee's knees" travel to the Visayan island of Negros and buy some barongs hand woven from Abacá fibre (used to be called Manila Hemp made from the trunk of Musa textilis, a species of banana native to the Philippines) with geometric design details from the mountains to the west ofBais City. 

Manila is a huge city, so individual places to eat are not listed here but rather in the individual articles on the various Manila district.
Manila is a national hub of regional cooking and has almost all the regions of the Philippines represented either in exclusively regional eateries or featured with other cuisines. General restaurants, either catering for the working class or the elite, can offer varied dishes coming from every region and cater for almost everyone's taste palette. For example, the northern region called Ilocos has its favorite fare called Pinakbet approved by practically everyone but still closely identified as Ilocano fare. 

Northern Luzon Island Region or Ilocos (Ilocano) Ilocanos are known as industrious and thrifty people who living in the limited cultivable strip of land bounded between the sea and the Cordillera mountain range. 

Central Luzon Island Region (Kapampangan) Pampaguenos lead in the art of combining the best of Spanish and Chinese legacies.

        Закарпатський музей народної архітектури та побуту

Справжньою скарбницею пам’яток дерев’яної архітектури є Закарпатський музей народної архітектури та побуту.
Це найстаріший музей в Україні, експонати якого розташовуються під відкритим небом. У наше божевільне століття стали стрімко руйнуватися і зникати всі старовинні зразки дерев’яного зодчества. Щоб не втратити їх остаточно в 60-ті роки XX століття в Ужгород починають звозити зі всіх куточків Закарпаття найбільш цінні дерев’яні будівлі разом з обладнанням та предметами побуту. Саме вони і послужили основою етнографічного музею, який відкрився в червні 1970 року.

Територія музею – 5,5 га. Вона розташована на південному схилі Замкової гори, біля підніжжя середньовічної Ужгородської фортеці. На цій площі були розміщені будівлі старовинного закарпатського села: 7 садиб, 6 житлових будинків, церква, дзвіниця, школа, корчма, численні господарські споруди. У садибах розмістилися вироби місцевих майстрів: столярів, бондарів, гончарів, ткаль, вишивальниць. Його фонд нараховує 14 тис. експонатів і є основою музейного зібрання, яке характеризує матеріальну культуру етнографічних груп і народів Закарпатській області. У кожній будові все створене відповідно до етнографії того чи іншого району. Збережено також відповідний інтер’єр сільського житла.

Всі старовинні будови з’єднуються в один архітектурний ансамбль, який відповідає ландшафту Закарпаття. Між собою будови пов’язує дорога, від якої до кожного об’єкта йдуть стежки.

Тут представлені найдавніші і найпоширеніші види народної архітектури краю: церкви, садиби, хати. Крім цього, в музеї можна побачити такі типові будівлі, як народна школа з прибудовою для вчителя, водяний млин, каплиця, кузня.

Музей проводить регулярно мистецтвознавчі та художні виставки, а також заходи, які приурочені до певних історичних подій.

                                      DELHI

Delhi, (officially the National Capital Territory (NCT) that includes the Indian capital New Delhi, stands on the Yamuna River in northern India. It is the second most populous metropolis in India after Mumbai and the largest city in terms of area. With a population of 22 million in 2011, the city is also the fourth most populous metropolis in the world. The NCT and its urban region have been given the special status of National Capital Region (NCR) under the Constitution of India's 69th amendment act of 1991. The NCR includes the neighbouring cities of Baghpat, Gurgaon, Sonepat, Faridabad, Ghaziabad, Noida, Greater Noida and other nearby towns, and has nearly 22.2 million residents.

Although technically a federally administered union territory, the political administration of the NCT of Delhi today more closely resembles that of a state of India with its own legislature, high court and an executive council of ministers headed by the Chief Minister. New Delhi is jointly administered by the federal Government of  India and the local Government of Delhi, and is the capital of the NCT of Delhi.

Delhi is known to have been continuously inhabited since the 6th century BC. Through most of its history, Delhi has served as a capital of various kingdoms and empires. It has been captured, sacked and rebuilt several times, particularly during the medieval period, and therefore the modern conurbation of  Delhi is a cluster of a number of cities spread across the metropolitan region. Delhi is believed to have been the site of Indraprastha, the legendary capital of the Pandavas during the times of the Mahabharata. Delhi re-emerged as a major political, cultural and commercial city along the trade routes between northwest India and the Gangetic plain during the period of the Delhi sultanates.

In AD 1639, the Mughal emperor Shahjahan built a new walled city in Delhi which served as the capital of the Mughal Empire from 1649 until the Rebellion of 1857. The British captured Delhi in 1857 and the city replaced Kolkata as the seat of British government in India in 1911. A new capital city, New Delhi, was built to the south of the old city during the 1920s. When the British left India in 1947, New Delhi became the national capital and seat of government. Today Delhi contains many important historical monuments, buildings and features.

Delhi is located at  28°37′N 77°14′E﻿ / ﻿28.61°N 77.23°E﻿ / 28.61; 77.23, and lies in Northern India. It borders the Indian states of Haryana on the north, west and south and Uttar Pradesh (UP) to the east. During the British Raj, Delhi was part of the province of Punjab and is still historically and culturally connected to the Punjab region. Two prominent features of the geography of Delhi are the Yamuna flood plains and the Delhi ridge. The Yamuna river was the historical boundary between Punjab and UP, and its flood plains provide fertile alluvial soil suitable for agriculture but are prone to recurrent floods. The Yamuna, a sacred river in Hinduism, is the only major river flowing through Delhi. The Hindon River separates Ghaziabad from the eastern part of Delhi. The Delhi ridge originates from the Aravalli Range in the south and encircles the west, north-east and north-west parts of the city. It reaches a height of 318 m (1,043 ft) and is a dominant feature of the region.

The National Capital Territory of Delhi covers an area of 1,484 km2 (573 sq mi), of which 783 km2 (302 sq mi) is designated rural, and 700 km2 (270 sq mi) urban. Delhi has a length of 51.9 km (32 mi) and a width of 48.48 km (30 mi). Delhi has the third highest quantity of trees among Indian cities. Delhi was one of the ten most polluted cities in the world during the 1990s, with 70% of the polluting emissions produced by vehicles. In 1996 the Centre for Science and Environment started public interest litigation in the Supreme Court of India that ordered the conversion of Delhi's fleet of buses and taxis to run on Compressed Natural Gas and banned the use of leaded petrol in 1998. In 2003, Delhi won the United States Department of Energy’s first ‘Clean Cities International Partner of the Year’ award for its "bold efforts to curb air pollution and support alternative fuel initiatives".

Delhi is included in India's seismic zone-IV, making it vulnerable to major earthquakes, but earthquakes have not been common in recent history.

Delhi receives much of its rainfall during the monsoon season which lasts from July to September. Delhi features an atypical version of the humid subtropical climate (Köppen Cwa). Summers are long and the weather is extremely hot from early April to mid-October, with the monsoon season in between. In early March, the wind direction changes from north-westerly to south-westerly. From March to May the weather is hot. The monsoon arrives at the end of June, along with an increase in humidity. The brief, mild winter starts in late November, peaks in January and heavy fog often occurs.

Temperatures in Delhi range from -2.2 to 48.5 °C (28 to 119.3 °F). The annual mean temperature is 25 °C (77 °F); monthly mean temperatures range from 13 to 32 °C (55 to 90 °F). The highest temperature recorded in July was 45 °C (113 °F) in 1931. The average annual rainfall is approximately 714 mm (28.1 in), most of which falls during the monsoon in July and August. The average date of the advent of monsoon winds in Delhi is 29 June.

There are a number of legends associated with the origin of the name Delhi. One is that it is derived from Dhillu or Dilu, a king of Mauryan dynasty who built a city at this location in 50 BC and named it after himself. Another legend holds that the name of the city is based on the Hindi/Prakrit word dhili (loose) and that it was used by the Tomaras to refer to the city because the Iron Pillar of Delhi had a weak foundation and had to be moved. The coins in circulation in the region under the Tomaras were called dehliwal. According to the Bhavishya Purana, King Prithviraj Chauhan, of Indraprastha built a new fort in the modern-day Purana Qila area for the convenience of all four castes in his kingdom. He ordered the construction of a gateway to the fort and later named the fort dehali. Some historians believe that the name is derived from Dilli, a corruption of dehleez or dehali — both terms meaning 'threshold' or 'gateway'— and symbolic of the city as a gateway to the Gangetic Plain. Another theory suggests that the city's original name was Dhillika.

The people of Delhi are referred to as Dilliwallahs or Delhiites.

Being one of the most historic capitals in the world, Delhi has many tourist sites. In Old Delhi, there are attractions like mosquesnuments that represent India's history. The important places in Old Delhi include the majestic Red Fort. New Delhi, on the other hand, is a modern city designed by Edwin Lutyens and Herbert Baker. New Delhi houses many government buildings and embassies, apart from places of historical interest.

The Qutub Minar, Red Fort and Humayun's Tomb are listed as UNESCO World Heritage Sites.
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India Gate is situated on the Raj Path and was commissioned by Sir Edwin Lutyens for paying reverence to the Indian Soldiers, who died during the First World War. The huge walls of India Gate reveal more than 90,000 names of the soldiers who lost their lives during the war. The names of the soldiers who died in these wars are inscribed on the walls. The cenotaph (or shrine) in the middle is constructed with black marble and depicts a rifle placed on its barrel, crested by a soldier's helmet. Each face of the cenotaph has inscribed in gold the words Amar Jawan (in Hindi, meaning Immortal Warrior).This structure was completed in 1931 and was originally called as the All India War Memorial. It is mainly a 42 m tall gate that is surrounded by beautiful fountains and gardens. At the base of this structure, there is an eternal flame called 'Amar Jawan Jyoti', which pays tribute to the soldiers who died during the Indian Independence.

The green lawns at India Gate are a popular evening and holiday rendezvous for young and old alike. Every year the Republic day celebrations are made in Delhi.The armymen and other citizens of India who are awarded or who participate in the celebration walk through the Rajpath.
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Sansad Bhavan or the Parliament House, which is situated on the Sansad Marg holds an important place in the decision making of Indian politics. It is a circular building designed by the British architects Sir Edwin Lutyens and Sir Herbert Baker in 1912–1913. The construction began in 1921, and in 1927 the building was opened as the home of the Council of State, the Central Legislative Assembly, and the Chamber of Princes.

It has around 247 pillars that represent Mughal architectural style. There is an office on Raisina Road, from where tourists can get permission to visit the Lok Sabha, the Rajya Sabha, the library and the Council of States.

Foreign visitors can avail permission from their respective embassies only with an introductory letter.
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Rashtrapati Bhavan is the official residence of the President of India, which is situated towards the west end of the Rajpath. It was originally built for the Governor General of India and is a blend of both Mughal and European architectural styles with a copper dome and around 340 bedecked rooms. Inaugurated in 1931 as the Viceregal Lodge, the name was changed in 1959 after India became a republic. Visitors can seek permission from the Government of India Tourist Office for entering the premises of the Rashtrapati Bhavan.

This place is also famous for its Mughal Gardens which is open for public between February and March. The building of Rashtrapati Bhavan was designed by Sir Edwin Lutyens and Sir Herbert Baker. It was once an official residence of the Viceroy of British India and was popularly known as Viceregal Lodge.

This structure has a neo-Buddhist copper dome along with a circular hall, known as the Durbar Hall. It is the chief venue for all the official ceremonies of the Government of India.  
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Raj Ghat is located on the banks of Yamuna River and was built as a cenotaph for honouring Mahatma Gandhi. There is a grave black marble podium at this site which is the spot of cremation of Mahatma Gandhi done on 31st January 1948. It also has an abiding flame at one end and a stone footpath with lawns on the either sides.

These lawns lead to the enclosed space having the memorial of Mahatma Gandhi with the epitaph 'Hey Ram'. This place is situated on the ring road which is officially known as Mahatma Gandhi Road.





Humayun's Tomb is the famous tomb of Humayun, who was the Mughal Emperor. The construction of this tomb was commissioned by Humayun's wife, Hamida Banu Begum in 1562. It was designed by Mirak Mirza Ghiyath,  a Persian architect and it is situated in Nizamuddin East. The entire structure is built using red sandstone, which was declared as a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1993. The tomb established a standard for all later Mughal monuments, which followed its design, most notably the Taj Mahal.

There is a huge garden in the complex, which has fountains, pools, trees and benches to sit. Tourists can also see the Char Bagh inside the complex which have quadrilateral Persian style layout. Babar's Tomb is also situated near the main tomb of Humayun inside the complex.



The Purana Quila (Old Fort) is a very good example of Mughal military architecture. Built by Pandavas, renovated by Humayun, with later modifications by Sher Shah Suri, the Purana Quila is a monument of bold design, which is strong, straightforward, and every inch a fortress. It is different from the well-planned, carefully decorated, and palatial forts of the later Mughal rulers. Purana Quila is also different from the later forts of the Mughals, as it does not have a complex of palaces, administrative, and recreational buildings as is generally found in the forts built later on. The main purpose of this now dilapidated fort was its utility with less emphasis on decoration. The Qal'a-I-Kunha Masjid and the Sher are two important monuments inside the fort. It was made by Aqeel in 1853.

Red Fort
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The decision for constructing the Red Fort which is also known as Lal Qila was made in 1639, when Shah Jahan decided to shift his capital from Agra to Delhi. Within eight years, Shahjahanabad was completed with the Red Fort-Qila-i-Mubarak (fortunate citadel) — Delhi's seventh fort — ready in all its magnificence to receive the Emperor. Lal Qila was once the residential area of the Imperial Family of India. It was the capital of the Mughal rulers until 1857, when Bahadur Shah Zafar II went in exile after he was defeated by the Britishers.

During the British colonial rule, this fort was mainly used as a cantonment, which remained under the control of Indian Army after Indian Independence. This fort has various structures including Diwan-i-Aam, Diwan-i-Khas, Nahr-i-Behisht, Zenana, Mumtaz Mahal, Moti Masjid and Hayat Bakhsh Bagh. Red Fort also houses a famous Swatantra Sangrama Sangrahalaya or the Museum of the Independence Movement.

 Though much has changed with the large-scale demolitions during the British occupation of the fort, its important structures have survived.On every independence day the Flag of India is hoisted by the Prime Minister of India here.

In 2007, Red Fort was designated as a UNESCO World Heritage Site

Salimgarh Fort, which is now part of the Red Fort complex, was constructed on an island of the Yamuna River in 1546. But a gate called the Bahadur Shahi Gate for entry into the Fort from the northern side was constructed only in 1854-55 by Bahadur Shah Zafar, the last Mogul ruler of India. The gate was built in brick masonry with moderate use of red sandstone. The fort was used during the Uprising in 1857 and also as a prison which housed Zebunnisa daughter of Aurangzeb and the British imprisoned the freedom fighters of the INA. The layout of the Red Fort was organized to retain and integrate this site with the Salimgarh Fort through the Bahadur Shah Gate. The fort has been renamed as Swatantrata Senani Smarak and a plaque at the entrance to the fort attests to this.



The Qutub Minar is located in Mehrauli in South Delhi. It was built by Qutub-ud-din Aibak of the Slave Dynasty, who took possession of Delhi in 1206. It is a fluted red sandstonetower, which tapers up to a height of 72.5 meters and is covered with intricate carvings and verses from the Qur'an. Qutub-ud-din Aibak began constructing this victory tower as a sign of Muslim domination of Delhi and as a minaret for the muezzin to call the faithful to prayer. However, only the first story was completed by Qutub-ud-din. The other stories were built by his successor Iltutmish. The two circular stories in white marble were built by Ferozshah Tughlaq in 1368, replacing the original fourth story.

The balconies in the tower are supported by exquisite stalactite designs. The tapering tower has pointed and circular flutings on the first storey and star- shaped ones on the second and third stories.

The Qutub Minar is also significant for what it represents in the history of Indian culture. In many ways, the Qutub Minar, the first monument built by a Muslim ruler in India, heralded the beginning of a new style of art and architecture that came to be known as the Indo-Islamic style. Other monuments around the Qutub complex, are Jamaali Kamaali mosque and tombs, Balban's tomb and Adham Khan's Tomb.

Tughlaqabad
When Ghazi Malik founded the Tughlaq Dynasty in 1321, he built the strongest fort in Delhi at Tughlaqabad, completed with great speed within four years of his rule. It is said that Ghazi Malik, when only a slave to Mubarak Khilji, had suggested this rocky prominence as an ideal site for a fort. The Khilji Sultan laughed and suggested that the slave build a fort there when he became a Sultan. Ghazi Malik as Ghiyasuddin Tughlaq did just that: Tughlaqabad is Delhi's most colossal and awesome fort even in its ruined state. Within its sky-touching walls, double-storied bastions, and gigantic towers were housed grand palaces, splendid mosques, and audience halls.

Akshardham Temple


 is the largest Hindu temple in the world. It was built in 2005. In the sprawling 100-acre (0.40 km2) land rests an intricately carved monument, high-technology exhibitions, an IMAX theatre, a musical fountain, a food court and gardens.

Laxminarayan Temple
The temple is built in honour of Lakshmi (Hindu goddess of wealth), and her consort Narayana (Vishnu, Preserver in the Trimurti) by B. R. Birla from 1933 and 1939, when it was inaugurated by Mahatma Gandhi. The side temples are dedicated to Shiva, Krishna and Buddha.

The temple spread over 7.5 acres is adorned with many shrines, fountains, and a large garden, and also houses Geeta Bhawan for discources. The temple is one of the major attractions of Delhi and attracts thousands of devotees on the Hindu festivals of Janmashtami and Holi.

Cathedral Church of Redemption


, also known as Viceroy Church. Located east of Parliament House and Rashtrapati Bhavan, which was used by then viceroy of British India.

The Church derives its name from Palladio's Church of Il Redentore in Veniceas well as Lutyens St Jude's Church, Hampstead Garden Suburb.

The Cathedral was built in eight years and was completed in the year 1935. Cathedral was designed by Henry Medd. Cathedral was built in such a manner that even in the extreme summers it remains cool and serene. The Cathedral Church of the Redemption serve.

Gurdwara Bangla Sahib


One of the most prominent and largest Gurdwaras in Delhi,  is the most visited one in Delhi. Millions visit this Gurdwara from all over the world and of all religions to offer their prayers at this elegant yet historical Gurdwara in Delhi. The Gurdwara marks the place where the eighth Sikh Guru,Guru Harkrishan lived his last breath serving the helpless population ravaged by smallpox and cholera epidemic.The Gurdwara offers free food (langar) to all visitors and devotees throughout the day.



ISKCON Temple was built in 1998 on a hilly terrain by the member of Hare-Rama Hare-Krishna cult. This temple is dedicated to Lord Krishna and is situated in the East of Kailash area in New Delhi. It is also known as the Sri Sri Radha Parthasarathi Mandir, which is a Vaishnav Mandir of Lord Krishna and Radharani.

The temple primarily built with red stone is recognized for its unique architecture which blends the traditional Vedic with contemporary style. The complex also houses one of a kind in the country Robtic show which explains the message of Bhagavad Gita. Another highlight of the temple is beautifully drawn paintings of the Lord done by the foreign devotees. Apart from these, the temple acts as study base for those wishing to study the Vedic scriptures, Yoga and provides facility for practicing Bhakti Yoga as given by Srila Prabhupada.

This temple was designed and constructed by Achyut Kanvinde for the followers of Srila Prabhupada. It is one of the largest temples in Delhi with separate rooms for priests and servicemen. The huge halls in the complex are used for administrative purposes that are divided into four different sections.

Temple priests offer 6 different aartis to the main deities daily, which include Mangala Aarti, Tulsi Aarti, Dhoop Aarti, Raj Bhoga Aarti, Pushpa Aarti and Sandhya Aarti. Janmashtami festival is celebrated at a grand level at this ISKCON Temple.

The temple is easy to approach as it well connected by buses and Metro trains. 



Swaminarayan Akshardham Temple displays Indian and Hindu culture along with spirituality and beautiful architecture. This temple has been constructed by Bochasanwasi Shri Akshar Purushottam Swaminarayan Sanstha (BAPS) and was officially inaugurated on 6th November 2005. It is known as Delhi Akshardham Mandir, which covers an area of about 100 acres. The entire temple construction took around 2 years and is situated on the banks of Yamuna River.

It is also adjacent to the site of Commonwealth Games Village, 2010. The main monument which is situated at the centre of the complex measures around 43 m in height, 96 m in width and 110 m in length. This temple has been built as per the old Sthapatya shastra, using sandstone and marble without steel. There are about 234 carved pillars, 20 shikhars, 9 ornate domes, 20,000 statues of great saints and divine personalities of India and Gajendra Pith.

The statue of Lord Swaminarayan measures approximately 11 ft and is surrounded by five different statutes of his disciples that are made of Panch dhatu or five metals. Tourists can also see the Hall of Values showcasing universal values in this temple. A 12 minute boat ride, musical fountain, beautiful gardens and bronze statues of famous Indian personalities are also present at this temple complex.




Jama Masjid, which is considered to be one of the biggest mosques in Old Delhi, was commissioned by the Mughal Emperor Shah Jahan The floor of the mosque has been totally covered with white and black marbles that give the look of prayer mat as in Mohammedan culture. It is situated on one of the busiest streets of Old Delhi, Chawri Bazaar Road.

The outer courtyard of this mosque can hold around 25,000 people at a time, which is rectangular in shape and measures 75 m by 66 m. This mosque was constructed with the efforts of more than 5,000 workers, over a period of 7 years in 1628. The cost incurred during that period was about 10 lakhs rupees. Photography is strictly banned inside the premises during the praying hours.

                                             Museums

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The National Museum, New Delhi is one of the largest museums in India. It holds variety of articles ranging from pre-historic era to modern works of art. There are around 2,00,000 beautiful art works and all the craft masterpieces on display are more than 5,000 years old. It is run by the Ministry of Culture, part of the Government of India. The museum is situated on the corner of Janpath and Maulana Azad Road.

National Agricultural Science Museum
National Agricultural Science Museum (NASM), situated in the National Agricultural Science Centre campus of ICAR in, Pusa, todapur Village, New Delhi, is the first of its kind in the country. Agriculture and animal husbandry have been the backbone of Indian economy since prehistoric time. Even today, about 65% of the Indian population directly or indirectly lives on Agriculture. Agriculture has also shaped the literature, creed and culture of the Indian Society. The rich agricultural wealth of the country attracted hoards of migrants to arrive and settle in India.

Ancient literature and archaeological excavations have provided us with innumerable evidences of agricultural practices in ancient and medieval India. The story of agriculture is the story of Indian society. This story has been documented in a popular form at the National Agricultural Science Museum



The National Rail Museum is a museum in Chanakyapuri, New Delhi which focuses on the rail heritage of India it opened on the 1 February 1977. It is located in over 10 acres (40,000 m2) of land with both indoor and outdoor exhibits. A toy train offers rides around its site on regular days. 

It also has some other attractions like the Vice Regal Dining Car, the luxury Prince of Wales Saloon, Maharaja of Baroda's Saloon and Maharaja of Mysore's Saloon. Some of the trains are as old as 100 years and one of the first steam engines which arrived in the Indian Subcontinent is also displayed in this museum.  

This museum covers a campus of more than 10 acres and rides are available for children in the toy train that run within the campus.

International Dolls Museum was established in 1957 for displaying the unusual and best dolls from across the world. There are around 6,500 dolls from about 85 countries that are on display in this museum. The two different sections of the museum include Indian and Asian dolls and the second section has dolls from UK, Russia, Thailand, South Korea, Mexico, Poland and Greece.

The themes of dolls are very unique like Japanese Kabuki dancer and man on the moon. This museum was set up by a renowned political cartoonist, K. Shankar Pillai (1902–1989). It is popularly known as Shankar's International Dolls Museum and is housed inside the building of the Children's Book Trust in New Delhi.

It was functional by 1965 and was inaugurated by the then President of India, Dr. S. Radhakrishnan. The museum started with a thousand dolls, which was later increased with another 5 thousand from 1965 to 1987.

                                       Other places of interest
On the bank Yamuna River, is the serene and final resting place of Mahatma Gandhi the father of the nation. Raj Ghat where visiting dignitaries pay homage.Two museums dedicated to Gandhi are situated nearby. Lying close to the Raj Ghat, the Shanti Vana (literally, the forest of peace) is the place where India's first Prime Minister Jawaharlal Nehru was cremated. The area is lush green with saplings which have now grown into trees planted by visiting dignitaries and heads of state. Buddha Jayanti Park which is on the Ridge Road is a well maintained park for the public. Many Bollywood movies have been shot here. Delhi has a mix of the traditional and modern. Where you might see the latest car on the road, there might be a bullock cart alongside.It is a melting pot of all kinds of people and a visit to this wonderful city is a must.

Delhi is at par with any other city in the world. It can boast of a new international airport and the new metro rail which is a convenient mode of travel for the common man. The Delhi Metro is one of the fastest ways to commute in Delhi and has transformed public transport in the city so much so that the Metro line has become the life-line of New Delhi. Recently a superfast airport express has been put in service to connect the airport with the central part of New Delhi. The many flyovers which have been constructed at whooping costs showcase Delhi as a modern city. Pragati Maidan is another tourist destination. It is a large area of land covered with pavilions which can house exhibitions from other states as well as countries. It is a permanent construction for International Trade Fairs. Delhi has a mix of the traditional and modern.It is a melting pot of all kinds of people and a visit to this wonderful city is a must.
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Pragati Maidan is a popular site which is known for organising various exhibitions throughout the year. It is a venue for Annual India International Trade Fare, which is held in November every year. Apart from the International Trade Fair, World Book Fair and Auto Expo are some of the events, which are organised in Pragati Maidan.

The site covers an area of about 72,000 sq. m and is considered as the largest exhibition centre of New Delhi. This exhibition centre was founded in 1982 and is controlled by the Indian Trade Promotion Organisation (ITPO). The Nehru Pavilion, the Son of India Pavilion, Defense Pavilion, the Indira Pavilion and Village Complex are some of the major attractions of this place.   

This exhibition centre has four main entrances, air conditioned auditorium and conference room, business information centre and a press lounge. Apart from this, there are a number of restaurants along with post offices and banks.

Tourists can reach Pragati Maidan through buses, auto-rickshaws, taxis and metro, which are available in plenty in the destination. 
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Lotus Temple is situated near Kalkaji in Delhi which is the only Bahai Temple in Asia. This temple was designed by Fariborz Sahba, which has a half floating lotus as the main structure along with white petals made of marble. It measures around 35 m in height and is located amidst 9 pools and huge lawns. There is a big prayer hall inside this temple which is used by the devotees for meditation.

Tourists can visit this temple during evening, when the entire structure is illuminated, giving it a golden glow. The temple building was fully completed in 1986 and is open to people of all faiths, creeds and castes. It remains closed on Mondays and does not have any admission fees for the visitors.
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Jantar Mantar is situated in the heart of the capital city of Delhi, near Connaught Place. It is one of five astronomical observatories in India that was designed by Maharaja Sawai Jai Singh II. This monument was built in 1724 and has some of old-fashioned structures that are instruments for tracking the movement of celestial bodies.

These instruments are useful for measuring the position of stars, azimuth, altitude and calculation of eclipses. There is a Samrat Yantra at this site which reflects the accurate time within four minutes. The instrument named Jai Prakash is used for analysing the position of the sun and other heavenly bodies.



Hazrat Nizamuddin or the Nizamuddin's Shrine is a famous dargah dedicated to Nizamuddin Auliya, who was one of the well known Sufi saints. Hazrat Nizamuddin is located in the Nizamuddin west area of Delhi and was constructed by Muhammad Tughlaq. 

The site is visited by a number of tourists along with Muslim devotees. Travellers can come across the famous tombs of Jehan Ara Begum and Amir Khusro situated within the Hazrat Nizamuddin complex. Amir Khusro was a famous poet and a beloved disciple of the saint.

Visitors can also visit the tomb of Inayat Khan located close to Hazrat Nizamuddin dargah. During the festival of 'Urs', which is celebrated to commemorate the death anniversaries of Amir Khusro and Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya, the site is thronged by tourists and devotees. 
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Connaught Place is the commercial hub of  New Delhi, which is popular among tourists for shopping. Locals refer to it by its abbreviated name, C.P. It was built in 1931 and was inspired from well planned and well structured Victorian style of architecture. Connaught Place is divided into two zones, inner circle and outer circle. It was designed by Robert Tor Russell and W. H. Nicholls, and was named after the Duke of Connaught, who was the member of British royal family.

Of the two circles of Connaught Place, Inner Circle has numerous international brands, restaurants, eateries and bars and bookshops. The place is also popular for buying handicraft items from the nearby location, Janpath.

All the branches of major nationalised and international banks along with the offices of tour operators and emporiums are present in Connaught Place. There is also a central park, located at the centre of Connaught Place, which offers a beautiful environment

Connaught place is located in the heart of the city and can be reached with the availability of various modes of transport such as bus, auto-rickshaw and metro
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Ansal Plaza is the shopper’s paradise of Delhi, which covers an area of about 35 acres. It is situated near South Extension, another popular market of Delhi and is a part of  HUDCO Place. Built in a circular fashion around an amphitheatre with a centre stage, it is counted amongst the biggest malls in Delhi.

It has a French Glass Curtain wall, which keeps the harmful radiations. It comprises many corporate offices, which are located on the 2nd and 3rd floor. Apart from this, the complex has a twin-level basement car parking area, having a capacity of around 1,000 cars. Various water cascades and fountains all around the corridors beautify the granite and marble flooring.

This complex contains several shops selling branded clothes, designer items and traditional footwear. Besides these, various other products like trendy jewellery, body care products and cosmetics can also be purchased from here. Apart from shopping, various cultural programs, live band performances and fashion shows are organised at this complex. Tourists can reach this place by buses and private taxis.



Chandni Chowk is considered as one of the oldest and busiest markets in North Delhi. It is situated in the Shahjahanabad area between Red Fort and Fatehpuri Masjid. On both sides of the wide Chandni Chowk streets are historical residential areas flanked by narrow lanes (galis).

Created by Shah Jahan the builder of Taj Mahal, the old city, with the Red Fort as its focal point and Jama Masjid as the praying centre, has a fascinating market called Chandni Chowk. Legend has it that Shah Jahan planned Chandni Chowk so that his daughter could shop for all that she wanted. The market was divided by canals. The canals are now closed, but Chandni Chowk remains Asia's largest wholesale market. Crafts once patronized by the Mughals continue to flourish there. Chowk is one of the oldest and busiest markets in central north Delhi, the Laal Quila (The Red Fort) and Fateh Puri Masjid.
It houses many temples like Shri Digambar Jain Lal Mandir and Hindu Gauri Shankar Temple. Apart from these temples, it also has a Gurudwara namely Gurudwara Sis Ganj Sahib. There exist 2 mosques in this place, namely Muslim Sunehri Masjid and Muslim Fatehpuri Masjid.  

It is counted among the biggest wholesale and retail markets of India. It was built in 1650 when Mughal Emperor Shah Jahan shifted his capital to Delhi and is around 300 years old. It is believed that the Emperor's daughter Jahanara, designed this market, where an array of shops were established in a half-moon shape.

Chandni Chowk is famous all over in India for its eating joints and some of these are very old. Tourists can reach this place as the by travelling by bus to the Inter State Bus Terminal that is located very close to it. 
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Dilli Haat is situated near INA market in the South Delhi region. It is a perfect combination of craft bazaar and food plaza which is located near All India Institute of Medical Sciences on Sri Aurobindo Marg. There is another Dilli Haat situated in Netaji Subash Place, next to the Netaji Subash Place Metro Station. This shopping site has numerous stalls that represent every state of India, which provide different types of regional cuisines.

Tourists can buy items like rosewood, embellished camel hide footwear, beads, metal crafts, silk, wood fabrics, gems, gems, sandalwood carvings and other handicraft items. Several cultural, regional and other festivals are celebrated regularly at this site.  



Garden of Five Senses is a huge park located in Saidul Ajaib village, which is near the Mehrauli area in New Delhi. It was developed by Delhi Tourism Transportation Development Corporation (DTTDC), which comes under the Government of India. This park was inaugurated in February 2003, and since then, it is famous for organising festivals, cultural programmes, food festivals and Dandiya festivals.

It covers an area of around 20 acres and has food and shopping court, colour gardens, solar energy park, courts of specimen plants and Khas Bagh. Tourists can also enjoy camel ride inside this park. There is an amphitheatre along with few restaurants inside the garden.  



Nehru Park is a huge park which is located in the Chanakyapuri area in the diplomatic enclave. This park extends to an area of 80 acres and was named after the first Prime Minister of India, Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru. It was established in 1969 as a venue for conducting morning and evening Ragas.

This park is also the venue for SPIC MACAY music concerts and annual Bhakti Festival. The concerts are mainly organised by New Delhi Municipal Council (NDMC). It is also an important venue for various art events and morning yoga classes. There is an ancient Lord Shiva Temple, a cafe and a swimming pool inside the park.



Lodhi Garden is a recreational area which is situated on Lodhi Road, near the Safdarjung's Tomb. Britishers used to call this garden as Lady Willingdon Park, which was established by the rulers of Lodhi Dynasty. In 1968, this garden was re-landscaped by Garrett Eckbo and JA Stein. Some of the prominent varieties of trees in this garden are neem, eucalyptus, chinar, chir, deodar and others.

There are few small lakes inside the garden that attract birds like owls, kingfishers, hornbills, kites, mynahs, parakeets and babblers. It also has a rose garden with more than 200 varied kinds of roses. The garden houses the Tomb of Muhammad Shah, Sheesh Gumbad, Tomb of Sikandar Lodi, National Bonsai Park, Bara Gumbad and Athpula.



Appu Ghar was a famous amusement park situated in Pragati Maidan, which has been closed since 17th February 2008. It was also the first amusement park in India, which was inaugurated by the Late Indian Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi on 19th November 1984. The park was named after the mascot of Asian Games 1982, 'Appu'.

This amusement park covered around 15.5 acres of land that is now used for Delhi Metro Station and a new section of Supreme Court of India. 

National Zoological Park is situated near the Purana Qila, covering a large area of around 214 acres. It is popularly known as the Delhi Zoo, which has around 2,000 species of animals and birds that were brought from different parts of the world. Some of the famous species of animals present here are spider monkey, zebras, chimpanzee, hippopotamus, deer, tiger, lion, African wild buffaloes and many more.

Birds like emu, banteng and macaque along with king cobra and pythons can also be seen inside the Delhi Zoo. The National Zoological Park consists of more than 200 different varieties of trees and also has a library, mobile vans and a cafeteria. 



Surajkund Crafts Mela is an annual event which is organised by the Haryana Tourism Department from 1st February to 15th February. This site is located at about 8 km from South Delhi in Surajkund village, which is in Faridabad District. The craft mela is organised near the famous Surajkund Lake and is known for its handicraft and handloom items.

Tourists can buy items like textiles, wood stock, pottery, stonework, cane work, ivory work, paintings, terracotta and many more. Folk dances and musical evenings are also organised at this site that attract visitors.

Taxis, state transport buses and auto-rickshaws are available in any part of Delhi to travel to this site of Surajkund Crafts Mela.

Всього в ботанічному саду зібрано 3 900 видів і сортів рослин відкритого ґрунту і 1100 тепличних. У дендрарії росте близько 800 видів дерев і чагарників. У саду налічується 130 видів і різновидів хвойних рослин, зокрема: тис, метасеквойя, кипарис болотний. Флора Закарпаття представлена 400 видами рослин, серед яких такі ендеміки, як бузок угорський і волошка карпатська. На альпійській гірці представлена флора гір, це 150 видів рослин, у тому числі едельвейс. Декоративне квітникарство в ботанічному саду представлено 1200 видами, серед яких 120 видів троянд, 50 видів гладіолусів, 25 видів хризантем, 20 видів лілій . В оранжереї ботанічного саду ростуть тропічні і субтропічні рослини: банан, мімоза, лавр, евкаліпт,папайя, 10 видів пальм, 250 видів кактусів.

Посадки розміщені за географічним принципом: з ділянками американських, кавказьких, середньоазійських, китайських, далекосхідних рослин. Недалеко від входу до саду розбитий невеликий відкритий сквер.
