The paper studies international tourism as one of the factors of economic development of countries and regions of the world. The impact of tourism on the
formation of state revenues, infrastructure, employment and cultural heritage is considered in the context of the evolution of international tourism. Interna-
tional tourism is recognized as a way of dealing with the main problem of global economy, which is the gap in levels of economic development between
developed and developing countries, which is expressed in Manila Declaration on Global Tourism. It is defined in the paper that the global tourism is devel-
oping under the influence of social and demographic, economic, political and technological factors. Previously, the growth of tourism was caused by the
idea of travelling for finding the new lands and resources. It is underlined that current political and military conflicts, unstable social and epidemiological state
in some countries undermine the development of tourism and cause its low efficiency even in the number of arrivals is growing. The dynamics of tourism
development in the world is analyzed using indicators of the number of tourist arrivals and revenues from tourism in the context of tourist regions, suggested
by the World Tourism Organization. It is underlined that the amount of income from inbound tourism depends directly on the tourist flow, since the money
from tourism takes into account transport costs, accommodation, food, excursion fees and the cost of purchasing local goods. Therefore, the development
of international tourism causes development of related sectors, infrastructure development, growth in employment, as well as to enhancement of cultural
communications among nations and reaching international understanding. It is defined that the number of tourist arrivals is growing in all regions at least
during the investigated period of 2009-2018 years. Asian region is characterized with the highest dynamics of arrivals, while European region still remains
the leading part of the world in this sector, having 50% of all global arrivals and almost 40% of revenues. It is also found that African tourist region is having

great potential for development, but due to bad infrastructure and low level of security, it remains unrealized.

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INTERNATIONAL TOURISM AS A FACTOR
OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF COUNTRIES AND REGIONS

Purpose of the article. The paper is aimed at the study of contemporary development of international
tourism in countries and regions of the world. The following tasks have been defined for achievement of the
objective: to analyze the general evolution of international tourism; to identify current factors influencing the
development of international tourism; to analyze the current state, dynamics of international tourism in the
regions of the world and its impact on their economic development.

Research Methodology. General and special methods of research were used in the study, including
analysis and synthesis, comparison, generalizations, system-structural analysis, statistical analysis, graphi-
cal method. The informational base of the study contains research by native and foreign scholars, analytical
information provided by specialized organizations dealing with tourism.

Results. International tourism has become an important sector of the world economy. Tourism has become
a global phenomenon at the end of the twentieth century, and the development of the tourism-related economy
has contributed to solution of many socio-economic and financial problems (increased budget revenues, job
creation and infrastructure development). In addition, the development of the international tourist industry
ensures the protection and reconstruction of existing historical and cultural monuments, draws the attention of
the world community to the preservation of the world’s cultural heritage and natural resources.

According to the Manila Declaration on World Tourism, international tourism could help to create a new
world order that would help to solve the problem of the gap in the levels of economic development of the coun-
tries. The growth of international travel is a consequence of scientific and technological progress, increased
income per capita and improved international cooperation of countries in the cultural sphere, development of
aviation, simplification of migration legislation. The development of international tourism is influenced by politi-
cal, economic, socio-demographic, scientific and technical factors. In addition to job creation, the development
of tourism and its related industries contributes to increased investment in the economy, foreign exchange
earnings, establishing international relations and improving cooperation between states. At the same time, it
is necessary to take into account the possible negative impact of the growth of tourist flows on the promising
regions — Asia and Africa, where inefficient and inconsistent with the principles of sustainable development of
industry growth can threaten the violation of biological diversity and ecological balance.

Novelty. The paper examines the impact of international tourism on the development of tourist regions of
the world (according to the methodology of the World Tourism Organization), including its impact on employ-
ment, creation of a national product, ensuring inflow of currency to national economies, development of infra-
structure and enhancing interethnic interaction.

The practical significance. The practical significance of the work is that the complex assessment of the
impact of the tourism industry on the development of the regions of the world can be taken into account when
developing recommendations for the future development of the sector in the countries of the world, including
Ukraine.
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
