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Abstract
The author has analyzed the possibilities of praxeological approach implementation in the training of social work masters. Praxeological approach is the methodological concept that allows us effectively determine the nature of the action as the main element of the system and identify professional and pedagogical skills to be formed in future social workers. Two key types of practice of social work masters in Ukraine are scientific-research practice and scientific-pedagogical practice. The aim of scientific-research practice is to provide students with an understanding of the role and importance of research in decision-making in their future careers; to form skills of organization and conducting the research; to promote the development of creative thinking in the course of research conduct. The aim of scientific-pedagogical practice is: to consolidate theoretical knowledge of students in the spehre of educational activities; to acquire practical skills in conditions of higher education; to carry out the training for the profession of a lecturer, curator, tutor; to teach to analyze and solve practical situation of professional activity; to equip with complex necessary skills.
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The issue of formation of praxeological skills of future social workers, their practical professional training in higher educational establishments is very topical, multifaceted and requires newer scientific developments and research. The term «praxeology» comes from the Greek word «praxis» meaning action, practice and literally means «knowledge of the action». Today praxeology primarily acts as a systemic knowledge of the general principles and methods of rational, purposeful, successful action [1].
The following scientists have devoted their research to praxeology issues: V.Andruschenko, O.Veretyuk, L.Huberskyy, V.Kremen, V.Hramov etc.

The purpose of the article is to consider the characteristics of practical training of social work masters on the basis of praxeological approach.

Among the effective forms of work on the formation of praxeological skills are: 
− lectures (having the problematic, presentation and/or research character, interdisciplinary approach); 
− practicals and workshops (training in teams; discussion; role-playing; simulation-gaming method; simulation training; project method; game design; mastering of professional vocabulary; learning from own experience; analysis of professional activity of other specialists; construction and analysis of situations, situations-assessments, situations-illustrations, situations-warnings); − laboratory studies (research conducting); 
− individual classes; 
− independent observation; 
− computer diagnostics; 
− practice, etc. [2].
Practical training is a compulsory component of educational and professional programmes to obtain qualification aimed to develop the students' skills and abilities. It is the component, the subsystem of professional training. Practical training, which is a basic value orientation of a specialist, includes a set of interrelated directives on relation to oneself, to colleagues, employers, and the interaction organization. It is a crucial characteristic of meaningful professional orientation of an individual − future specialist. The implementation of practical training is seen as a tool to students in resolving personal and important issues and problems. It aims at the development of personal settings, allowing each student to become the subject of a specific professional activity, personal development and the ability to match own requirements with psychological demands of a profession [3].

The aim of practical training of future social workers is to form their professional skills and personal qualities of a specialist, to master the most important types of professional activity. In terms of university education, practical training of future social workers is provided primarily through their involvement in volunteer activities and through different types of practices.
Practice of Social Work Master is an integral component of programmes for professional training and foresees the students improvement of professional skills acquired in the theoretical study. The practice is based on the content of professional activity Social Work Masters, which enlists the implementation of practical tasks on social services provision, including the implementation of management functions in institutions of social services provision to pupulation, as well as: (1) conduct of scientific research in social work field and related science (psychology, education, sociology, social medicine, etc.); (2) teaching courses on the theory and practice of social work [4].
The formation of practical skills in implementation of scientific research is realized in the process of scientific-research practice, where students acquire skills and practical approaches to data collection, analysis and processing of empirical data. The theoretical basis for research are the curriculum disciplines «the Research Seminar», «Social Planning and Prognostication» and others. The aim of scientific-research practice is to provide students with an understanding of the role and importance of research in decision-making in their future careers; to form skills of organization and conducting the research; to promote the development of creative thinking in the course of research conduct.

Research, carried out in social work, usually focuses on the study of certain practical issues with further development of constructive proposals for their solutions. Often research in social work is based on a combination of theoretical study of the problem and performing of practical work of innovative character. Thus, a social worker who acts as a researcher and analyst, introduces a new model of work and scientifically proves its effectiveness, or explores the problem situation, provides recommendations to improve the existing forms and methods of work. Using scientific methods enables social workers not only to explain the nature and effectiveness of the action, but also to identify the problems encountered in the process of decision making. Taking this into account, the formation of competence of the future social workers in the defined direction is one of main goals of scientific-research training. This very professional competence is to be performed by a graduate student of Master Degree while passing this type of practice. 
The tasks of this type practice are: (1) deepening and consolidation of theoretical knowledge of the cycle of professionally oriented disciplines, involvement of students in direct practice, the formation of aspirations for the implementation of research activities; (2) accumulation of practical experience on mastering of techniques of research conducting; (3) the formation and improvement of professional skills and the implementation of research activities in various areas of social work; (4) research conducting, data processing and presentation of results of research using modern software; (5) storage and processing of concrete material for the preparing of master thesis.
In the process of scientific-pedagogical practice students-masters acquire specific methodoclogical skills for teaching classes in the system of degree professional education, particularly in such institutions as college or university with taking into account the specificity of professional training. Theoretical training for teaching is taught with the help of courses: «Psychology and Pedagogy of High School», «Higher Education in Ukraine and the Bologna Process», «Teaching the Theory and Practice of Social Work in Ukraine and Abroad». Scientific-research practice and scientific-pedagogical practice of masters is held out of the learning process and it is an independent work of a student in social institutions and agencies, higher educational institutions, which train future social workers.
The aim of scientific-pedagogical practice is: to consolidate theoretical knowledge of students in the spehre of educational activities; to acquire practical skills in conditions of higher education; to carry out the training for the profession of a lecturer, curator, tutor; to teach to analyze and solve practical situation of professional activity; to equip with complex necessary skills. During this type of practice opportunities are established for the professional development of required (managerial, lecturing and teaching, communication, gnostic, perceptual, suggestive, creative) abilities of an individual, for the enriching of the creative potential of a future lecturer.
The tasks of this type practice are: (1) to teach students to apply in practice theoretical knowledge obtained during training in magistracy of higher education; (2) to teach to work with groups of students, creating favourable conditions for the targeted educational process; (3) to prepare future masters for lecturing of different types of classes with using the methods, techniques and training methods to activate the cognitive students activity; (4)  to train future masters to perform padagogic gudance of a student group, to stimulate cognitive activity of students; (5) to form in students the ability to implement the task on educating the students in the educational process.
Thus, practice of social work masters includes: deepening of theoretical knowledge on the future profession; development of skills of independent practice; developing creative, scientific-research approach to the profession; consolidation of students theoretical knowledge in the field of scientific and educational activities, as well as practical skills.

Assessment of both types of practice is provided through the involvement in the work of all stakeholders: teachers, teachers of practice from social agencies, students, independent experts from other universities.

Conclusions. Praxeological approach is the methodological concept that enables us with the main principles of perfect, productive activity to determine the nature of the action as the main element of the action and to determine the system of professional and educational skills to be formed in future social workers and serve as a component of readiness for their professional activitt. Optimum process of professional development of future social workers at universities is largely ensured by the educational use of practical training component (volunteering, different types of practices).
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
