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SLAVIC AUTOCHTHONOUS NAMES IN CZECH WRITING NOTES
OF 11" — 14" CENTURIES

Abstract. The problems of functioning and development of the Czech anthroponymic system of the pre-surname
period is being developed in the suggested article. The means and methods of identification of the population in the Czech
kingdom during the 11" — 14" centuries are analysed. The analysis of the language material is carried out on the basis of
written memorabilia of official business style. The autochthonous Slavic personal names, namely: composite names, composite
derivatives, deapelatives are studied in the article. Some of the composites in writing recorded from the 11" — 14" centuries are
inherited by the Czechs from the Proto-Slavic era, and others had been already formed on the Czech language ground. Ancient
composite names have been studied in the context of Y. Yurkenas synoptic scheme. This theory identifies three semantic basis
groups that influenced the formation of ancient anthroponymy in the past: a) soul, world, worldview; b) a man as a human
being (homo sapiens) ¢) a man as a part of the society. It is indicated through the analysis that composites in the Old Czech
language could be formed in a somewhat freer way, in particular by a combination of semantically incompatible bases. This
phenomenon arose chronologically later, apparently when the existing one-lexem anthroponymic system did not meet the
identification needs of society. From the point of view of semantics, such combinations are illogical, but in anthroponyms they
became asemantic and performed their identification function (Lstimir, Lutomir).

Composite derivatives are structures of later formation, compared to composite names. Hypocoristic names were formed
in a non-affixed way from the prepositional part of the composite (Hual, Vitus), or with the help of suffixes that were added
to the prepositional or postpositive part of the composite (Budan, Budata, Budek, Buden, Budis). Composite derivatives and
deapelatives contain many word-forming forms. This indicates that individualization was achieved not only by the selection of
lexical items, but also by a wide range of derivative elements. The most productive were the suffixes -a, -ec, -an, -ata, -ota, -ik,
-on, -0s, -i8, -en, -ek (Preda, Prauez, Drugan, Borata, Dragota, Dedon, Dobros, Modlis, Tessen, larek) and prefixes bez, na-,
ne-, po-, pre-, pred- (Bezdrug, Nagrad, Nedamir, Nedan, Poztan, Preuoi, Predzlaus).
