The paper examines the importance of transnational corporations in shaping the US positions in world markets, as since the second part of the 20th century
American corporations were considered as the locomotives of the growth of national economy. Thus, the example of the US transnational corporations is
illustrative in the study of the role of corporations in forming of the positions of the country in global trade. The advantages of transnational corporations in
their functioning on the world market in comparison with small and medium business are outlined. The importance of corporations' influence on the national
economy of the home country is emphasized not only through job creation, taxes or innovation development, but also through promotion of domestic prod-
ucts by transnational corporations at world markets. The factors of influence of transnational corporations on the competitiveness of the country’s exports
and their role in the US position in the world market of goods and services are identified. It is underlined that corporations are able to enter the markets of all
countries without exception, regardless of the level of development of their economic systems. The place of American companies in world rankings, in par-
ticular Fortune Global 500 and Forbes Global 2000, was analyzed. In particular, changes in the national composition of the rating at the US-China level were
identified, the place of American transnational corporations in terms of economic sectors was assessed. Taking into consideration the decrease of the number
of American transnational corporations in global ratings comparatively with the growing number of companies from China, the assessment was made of the
share of revenues of US companies in different branches of global economy. In addition, the analysis of the market capitalization of transnational corporations
according to the Forbes Global 2000 was made, that also proved the strong positions of American companies. In was found, that the American transnational
corporations are still named by the ranking institutions as the most fast-growing companies in the world. Finally the comparison of the export specialization of
the USA and representation of the the American transnational corporations at the global market was conducted.
