The paper considers verbal signification of a businesswoman in the texts of contemporary American novels. Feminine
business activity is stated to derive from historical and social roots. The phenomenon of a businesswoman comprises
its conceptual meaning whose interpretation is constantly updated. There are terms used to identify the analysed object
which differ morphologically, semantically, and stylistically. The paper studies the texts of two American novels of the
early 21t century where women characters prevail in the system of images. Business activity is viewed from the female
perspective; here, women both develop the plot and narrate the story. Lingual markers identify a businesswoman from
some aspects: ontology and specifics of “feminine” business and its difference from the “masculine” one; business hierar-
chy, career and promotion, office functioning and management; appearance and its importance in professional success;
personal traits, their coining and transformation; relations with partners and competitors, clients and subordinates; status
attributes, professional knowledge, skills and habits, housekeeping. The paper states gender colouring of the business
world which is gradually effaced by the increase of female involvement, acquiring of gender equality of status in business
stratification and egalitarianism in distributing of top management positions between businessmen and businesswomen.
Weakening of androcentric bias in business resulted in its mirroring in fiction. The novels under analysis signal shifting of
the focus in representing characters from describing their born sex peculiarities to socially and culturally acquired (gender)
or traditionally attributed qualities. These are revealed in the authors’ individual styles, with discreet irony and appropriate
lingual units.
