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The problem of studying emotions from a linguistic point of view attracts the attention of scientists in various contexts.
At the same time, there are insufficiently studied linguistic aspects of the human emotional sphere. In particular, we are
talking about the study of the conceptual field of concepts for the designation of positive emotional states in the national lin-
guistic consciousness. We believe that an effective means of analyzing such concepts is the study of the results of associ-
ative experiments involving the method of psychosemantic modeling of the conceptual field developed by the author. Three
words characterizing positive emotional states — joy, love, happiness — were analyzed. The conducted study revealed that
the conceptual field of concepts denoting positive feelings and emotions in the Ukrainian and Russian linguistic conscious-
ness has both common and distinctive features. The common features are that the concepts Joy, Love, Happiness are
interpreted as a desired state, and most associations are marked with a positive or neutral color. The following features
are characteristic of the Ukrainian linguistic consciousness: 1) association of joy mainly with positive moments of life,
qualitative and quantitative perception of this state; 2) associating love with words of a relatively small range of emotional
expression, the presence of a specific orientation; 3) lack of physicality in the perception of happiness, emphasis on the
spatio-temporal dimension of the feeling. The following features are typical for the Russian linguistic consciousness:
1) understanding joy as a fleeting and ephemeral emotional state, its perception from the point of view of subject-object
relations; 2) association of love in words with a distinct positive and negative emotional load, perception of feeling in a time
context; 3) the presence of corporeality in the understanding of happiness, the presence of its subjective differentiation.
