The article analyzes and systematizes existing typologies of media discourse in domestic and foreign linguistics. The
specificity and complex structure of media discourse has led to the existence of various classifications of it in modern lin-
guistics. The relevance of the study is due to the lack of a single classification of the described discourse and the diversity
of its existing typologies.

It has been found that media discourse from the standpoint of the set of processes and products of speech activity in
the field of mass communication is determined by the main features, in particular, sensitivity to the socio-cultural, ideolog-
ical and ideological context, openness, communicative function and channel of implementation.

It was determined that various criteria in the process of discourse research: form of communication, socio-functional
orientation, strategy and presentation of information, genre diversity, allow scientists to typologize media discourse.

It has been established that linguists classify it according to the channels of information transmission, according to the
number of participants, according to the degree of officiality, according to pragmatic and stylistic characteristics, according
to socio-cultural direction, according to strategies of information presentation, according to genre specificity, according to
social categories.

It has been proven that scientists do not single out a single basis for the distribution and isolation of genres of media
discourse. As a result, the same genre can belong to different genre groups. Because the media discourse is a rather
open structure that does not have clear boundaries, and it is precisely dynamism, repetition and incompleteness that are
inherent in it.

It is noted that, taking into account the multifaceted nature of invalid discourse, its complex structure, functional fea-
tures, it is almost impossible to compile a single comprehensive and detailed taxonomy of media discourse. And this
property gives space for further scientific investigations into the taxonomy of this phenomenon.
