The current study analyzes the role of role-playing in the modern university space. The didactic functions of role-plays
in English classes, the advantages of using games, and their classifications have been highlighted. It has been found that
role-plays are specially created scenarios or tasks that stimulate conversation, promote active listening, activate the use of
language material being studied, and develop empathy and perception of other's points of view. They are of different forms:
from board games to improvisational scenes. A special atmosphere of involvement and entertainment creates a favorable
climate during foreign language classes and increases motivation to study the subject.

To increase efficiency and effectiveness certain parameters must be taken into account when planning role-play activ-
ities: the place and time of their implementation, their duration, the level of knowledge and readiness of students, the
degree of difficulty of learning, material, specific goals, tasks and conditions of a specific class and even the mood of each
group of students at a class, supply of didactic material, clear planning, process control, etc. The use of role-plays is appro-
priate at the stage of generalization and systematization of materials of a certain unit or topic. At the stage of planning a
role-play, it is worth taking into account that this teaching method includes the introduction of a purpose and conditions of
a role-play to students, formation of groups, organization of a role-play, and at the final stage — analysis and conclusions
of a role-play results.

It has been revealed that during role-plays students learn to use lexical and grammatical constructions, practise vocab-
ulary in everyday situations, activate thinking activity, develop communicative competence, and improve the skills of
coherent expression. Modeling everyday situations activates the use of grammatical and lexical constructions in English

communication. The article offers a set of role-plays for the English class on the topic "Tourism and Conservation".
