The article is concerned with the study of the influence of verbal and non-verbal means in English media texts on
fashion. The role of specialized vocabulary, fashion industry terms and their influence on the perception of audience are
considered. The topicality of the article is determined by the context of modern trends in mass culture, the development
of fashion media, and communication strategies in the field of fashion. The article is aimed at examining the influence of
the verbal and non-verbal means as used in fashion media texts for the study of perception of fashion trends by the target
audience. Fashion media texts are understood in the article as textual materials that reveal fashion problems, style, trends,
events and personalities in the fashion world.

The article provides the analysis of the influence of verbal means of the texts of the online fashion journal Cosmopolitan
on the recipients’ perception. The manipulative influence on the audience in the analyzed texts is achieved by specialized
lexicon, in particular by adjectives in superlative degree, and quantifiers, and interjections which add emotionality to the
texts to make them attention-getters.

The article emphasizes the role of non-verbal means, such as visual elements and design style to create the emotional
grounds and to enhance the impact of fashion media texts. The interconnection between verbal and non-verbal influences
in media texts on fashion is established.

In conclusion, the article casts light on the perspectives for further research to widen the understanding of manipulation
mechanism on recipients in fashion industry.
