THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL BASIS OF RESEARCHING
THE SPHERE OF EDUCATION AS A COMPONENT OF THE ECONOMIC SYSTEM

Summary. Theoretical and methodological approach to the analysis of the economic system, which involves the selection
of its structural and genetic aspects and consistent demarcation of structural and dynamic dependencies on this basis, is the most
important scientific tradition of the Odesa school of Economic thought, created by an academician A.K. Pokrytan.

First of all, the dependence of production relations on the productive forces can be an example of the structural dependen-
cies that characterize the internal structure of the economic system at any given time. It is this structural dependence that gives
production relations their material, objective character, due to which they form the economic basis of society, where the sphere
of social consciousness, which includes educational activities, rises above it. Such object-subject dependence (objectively
achieved level of development of productive forces, production relations — social consciousness) is put forward in the analysis
of the structure of the economic system.

The condition and level of development of educational activities depends on public needs for these benefits. These needs
are always specifically historical in nature, because they are ultimately determined by the system of economic relations and the
degree of its compliance with the level and nature of development of the productive forces of society. If the economic relations
that have developed in a given society correspond to the achieved level of productive forces, they open the way for their further
development, and, in turn, this development of productive forces objectively generates social needs for the development of the
sphere of educational activities.

However, the opposite situation is also possible, when the economic relations that have developed in society inhibit the fur-
ther development of its productive forces. Accordingly, the development of the subjective human factor of productive forces is
inhibited. This reduces society’s need for educational activities and the sphere of education may find itself in a crisis.

Thus, society’s need for educational activities is determined not only by the achieved level of productive forces but also by
the economic relations of this society, which may or may not meet this level. And if compliance with the achieved level of pro-
ductive forces stimulates the further development of the latter and, as a consequence, promotes the development of educational
activities, then, on the other hand, their inconsistency inhibits the further development of productive forces and causes a crisis
in the sphere of education.

The discrepancy between productive forces and economic relations can be expressed in the field of education in a contradic-
tion between educational activities and social needs in it specific for this area.

Therefore, social needs in education services are determined by the correspondence of economic relations to the level and
nature of development of productive forces of society: if the economic relations that have been established in society correspond
to the achieved level of productive forces, they open the way for their further development, and this development, in turn, ob-
jectively generates social needs in the development of educational activities.
