ANALYSIS OF THE FUNCTIONING OF THE FINANCIAL-BUDGETARY SYSTEM OF GERMANY

Summary. This paper examines the draft federal budget of Germany for 2022 and the government's fiscal plan until 2025.
The main budget indicators, official statistics on budget expenditures and revenues, budget balance, the ratio of national debt
to gross domestic product and the growth rate of GDP in 2021 and the forecast for 2022-2025 are analyzed. In addition, the
implementation of the budget in 2021, measures to stabilize the economic and financial situation implemented by the German
government in connection with the pandemic COVID-19 were considered. An analysis of the social component of the budget,
the role of financial control in stabilizing the situation causrd by a pandemic and Germany's participation in finding solutionto
such global challenge as unprecedentedly rapid climate change was also made.
