10 BENEFITS OF TRAVELLING

You may be travelling alone or with your friends or family members. Not all of us can travel the whole globe, but just making travel a priority – even to a new place a day's drive away – can be eye-opening.

If you stay in one place all your life, you never ‘turn a page’. You read and re-read the same thing. You don’t experience new and exciting things. Travelling allows you to ‘read page after page’ fully immersing yourself in ‘the book’ that is life.

Did you know that travelling can make your life better and happier in several ways? Read this list to find out what the top benefits of travelling are!

1) It teaches you about the world

“The world is a book, and those who do not travel read only a page.” – said Saint Augustine. Travelling can teach you more than any university course. You learn about the culture of the country you visit. If you talk to locals, you will likely learn about their thinking, habits, traditions and history as well.
2) It teaches you about your homeland
If you travel, you will not only learn about foreign cultures, but about your own as well. Travelling opens your mind to the concept that your own culture is only one option – it’s one perspective among many. You will notice the cultural differences, and will find out what makes your culture unique. After returning from a long journey, you will see your country with new eyes.

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You can learn a lot about yourself through travelling. You can observe how you feel being far from your country. 4) It makes you more tolerant
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During travelling you will meet people that are very different from you. If you travel enough, you will learn to accept and appreciate these differences. Travelling makes you more open and accepting.
5) It provides you with unforgettable moments and experiences
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Some of my most cherished memories are from the times when I was travelling. If you travel, you can experience things that you could never experience at home. You may see beautiful places and landscapes that do not exist where you live. You may meet people that will change your life, and your thinking. You may try activities that you have never tried before.
6) It makes you more confident and independent

Travelling will inevitably make you more independent and confident. You will realise that you can cope with a lot of unexpected situations. You will realise that you can survive without all that help that is always available for you at home. You will likely find out that you are much stronger and braver than you have expected.
7) It lets you gain useful knowledge

If you travel, you may learn a lot of useful things. These things can be anything from a new recipe, to a new, more effective solution to an ordinary problem or a new way of creating something.
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8) It improves your language skills

Even if you go to a country where they speak the same language as you, you may still learn some new words and expressions that are only used there. If you go to a country where they speak a different language, you will learn even more.

9) It motivates you
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After arriving home from a long journey, a lot of travellers experience that they are much more motivated than they were before they left. During your trip you may learn things that you will want to try at home as well. You may want to test your new skills and knowledge. Your experiences will give you a lot of energy.
10) It provides you with stories you can tell your children and grandchildren

During travelling you may experience the craziest, most exciting things, that will eventually become great stories that you can tell others. When you grow old and look back at your life and all your travel experiences, you will realise how much you have done in your life and your life was not in vain. It can provide you with happiness and satisfaction for the rest of your life.

	GOOD AND BAD MANNERS AROUND THE WORLD
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	A hearty handshake isn't what it seems in some Eastern cultures where it's seen as a sign of aggression.


Sit up straight. Say please and thank you. Don't put your elbows on the table. Most of us were drilled from an early age in proper manners and etiquette. But once you leave your home country, things get a bit complicated. 

Perhaps you have heard this expression before that “When in Rome, do like the Romans do”. It means that whatever country you are visiting (living, working, etc.), it is polite to follow the customs of that societyand act as people acting in that place. Here are some examples of how other cultures do things differently.

1. Belching

In China, Taiwan, and much of the Far East, belching is considered a compliment to the chef and a sign that you have eaten well and enjoyed your meal.

2. Watch Your Feet!

In most of the Middle and Far East, it is considered an insult to point your feet (particularly the soles) at another person or to display them in any way, for example, by resting with your feet up.

3. Swapping Business Cards

In most Asian countries, a business card is seen as an extension of the person it represents; therefore, to disrespect a card – by folding it, writing on it, or just shoving it into your pocket without looking at it – isto disrespect the person who gave it to you.

4. Crushing Handshake

Nowadays, a bone-crushing handshake is seen as admirable in the United States and U.K., but in much of the East, particularly the Philippines, it is seen as a sign of aggression – just as if you gave any other part of a person's body a hard squeeze!

5. To Shake or Not to Shake

Orthodox Jews will not shake hands with someone of the opposite sex, while a strict Muslim woman will not shake hands with a man. To confuse matters, a Muslim man will shake hands with a non-Muslim woman. People in these cultures generally avoid touching people of the opposite sex who are not family members.

6.Clearing Your Plate

When dining in China, never force yourself to clear your plate out of politeness – itwould be very bad manners for your host not to keep refilling it. Instead, you should leave some food on your plate at each course as an acknowledgment of your host's generosity.

7. No Tipping!

In Japan and Korea, a tip is considered an insult, rather than a compliment, and for them, accepting tips is akin to begging. However, this tradition is beginning to change as more Westerners bring their customs with them to these countries.

8. Mixed Signals

The "okay" sign (thumb and forefinger touching to make a circle) is very far from okay in much of the world. In Germany and most of South America, it is an insult, similar to giving someone the finger in the United States, while in Turkey it is a derogatory gesture used to imply that someone is homosexual.

9. The "Peace" Salute

Similarly, in the U.K., when the two-fingered "V for victory" or "peace" salute is given with the hand turned so that the palm faces inward, it is considered extremely rude, having a meaning similar to raising the middle finger to someone in the United States.

10. Exposing Your Palms

In Greece, any signal that involves showing your open palm is extremely offensive. Such gestures include waving, as well as making a "stop" sign. If you do wish to wave goodbye to someone in Greece, you need to do so with your palm facing in, like a beauty pageant contestant or a member of the royal family.

11. Lose the Shoes

In many countries, particularly in Asia and South America, it is essential to remove your shoes when entering someone's home, while in most of Europe it is polite to ask your host whether they would prefer you to do so. The reason, as anyone who's ever owned white carpet will attest, is simple hygiene and cleanliness.

12. Chewing Gum

Chewing gum might be good for dental hygiene, but in many parts of the world, particularly Luxembourg, Switzerland, and France, public gum-chewing is considered vulgar, while in Singapore most types of gum have been illegal since 1992 when residents grew tired of scraping the sticky stuff off their sidewalks.

13. Don’t Rush a Meal in France
Being a dinner guest is more than just stopping by for a meal. It’s an event that will take much longer than a usual meal. Don’t eat too much of the first course because there will probably be more courses to follow.
14. Say Cheers on the Streets of Great Britain

British behavioral norms are similar to southern manners. Always be polite, regardless of the situation. If you bump into someone, apologize, even if it’s the other person’s fault. Not doing so comes across as rude. This manners habit is deeply ingrained in British children from a very early age.

You are likely to hear the word “Cheers” quite a bit when you’re in Great Britain. It’s often said in place of “Thank you” and “Goodbye.” If you’re not comfortable saying it, there’s nothing wrong with using other polite language.
The more you get out and see how a particular people live, the more you are apt to understand and replicate that custom. Just remember “When in Rome, do like the Romans do” and you will be moving ahead in your cultural awareness.

WHY MONEY CAN’T BUY HAPPINESS

Many people don’t understand why money can’t buy happiness. It seems logical that having enough to pay off your mortgage and buy a bunch of fun stuff would make you feel better.

But that’s not the way it works.

There are some very good reasons why having a higher income doesn’t necessarily make a person any happier. It can actually have the opposite effect. Many wealthy people, for example, are actually very miserable.

1. More Stuff = More Work, Less Free Time, More Expense
Comparing withthe 1960s home sizes today are much bigger. Living in a bigger home has its negatives to consider. It takes more time and effort to clean a larger home,to take care of chores around the house and miss out on much-needed rest. Moreover, bigger houses need more repairs than smaller ones and repairs can be expensive. They also cost more to live in –to heat and cool the house, to pay more in property taxes each year.

2. Buying Things Only Provides Temporary Satisfaction

Money can buy short-term happiness or satisfaction. Nearly everyone has experienced a high when they’ve bought something they’ve been desiring. But those feelings of satisfaction are usually temporary. They may last a few weeks before they fade away and that new thing is no longer interesting or exciting.

On the contrary, getting together with a few friends one hasn’t seen in a while, for example, may give the person far more satisfaction than buying a big-ticket item a person has been eyeballing. An evening with friends could create a great memory that could last a lifetime. The big-ticket item he/she buys will eventually wear out and need to be replaced.

3. Keeping up with the Joneses Isn’t Fun

One reason why so many people think that money can buy happiness is because they see their neighbors and others around them living in large mansions, driving fancy cars, and pursuing expensive hobbies, and it really looks like those neighboursare enjoying life and genuinely look happy. And all people desire the same lifestyle for themselves.

The problem with trying to keep up with the Joneses is that there’s always going to be someone new who comes along who has more stuff than you.

The root of the problem with keeping up with the Joneses is envy that will eat the person alive and keep him/her from experiencing true happiness in life.

4. Money Can’t Buy Friends and Family

When people are on their death beds, the stuff they’ve accumulated over the years no longer matters. Their achievements are no longer important, either. They want to be around those they love – their friends and family. It’s people that really matter – not stuff. And friends and family can’t be bought.

5. Money Can’t Buy Love

Many wealthy celebrities, for example, go through multiple marriages. As wealthy as they are, they never seem to find true happiness in their relationships.

That’s because money can’t buy love.

True love doesn’t care whether someone is rich or poor. But when your focus in life is on money, power, and fame, and not on your significant other, your relationship will suffer.

6. Money Doesn’t Buy Happiness

True happiness doesn’t come from having more money or from buying more stuff. Rather, it’s learning to be content, nurturing relationships, and other intangible things that have nothing to do with the size of your bank account. The things that really matter in life can’t be bought.

Money is just a tool that we use to buy the things in life that we need, and having more of it doesn’t necessarily make us happier. It’s like having a socket set to repair something when it breaks. Having two socket sets doesn’t make the repair job easier or faster.

When money isn’t our primary focus in life, it frees us to enjoy the things that really matter – friends, family, and our free time. Changing the way we view money then is the first step in achieving true happiness, the kind of happiness that comes from being content with what you have.
