In this article, the author analyses the stylistic characteristics of news media discourse in the context of the rus-
sian-Ukrainian war. Since the beginning of russia’s invasion of Ukraine, all the world’s media immediately began to cover
the events that took place in our country. Ukraine has continued its struggle for more than 11 years and 3 years after the
start of the full-scale invasion. The author of this article decided to compare last year’s and current news mass media
discourse to track trends in coverage. To properly classify the results, the author explores the definition and meaning of
the mass media, communication strategies, discourse and media discourse, as well as the stylistic means preferred by
journalists of global media resources.

An analysis and comparison of news reports from such news sites as CNN, BBC, Reuters and others shows a general
tendency to reflect general changes in relations between Ukraine, Europe and the United States. Last year, all the world’s
media predicted that Donald Trump would win the election, followed by a change in rhetoric regarding their financial
and military assistance to Ukraine. Even then, there was a general tendency to negativise the news, using such stylistic
devices as metaphors (mostly of negative connotation), idioms and personification.

All journalists predicted that the US would shift responsibility for security in the region to European countries, sup-
porting their guesses with rhetorical questions, constant reference to US fatigue and exhaustion from providing aid, and
emphasizing the world’s dependence on the US. Current events have only confirmed the guesses of foreign journalists. At
the same time, the rhetoric of European countries is also changing in terms of their willingness to confront the aggressor
to the fullest together with Ukraine. Statements about peace on the territory of Ukraine are also uncertain, as evidenced
by the choice of words such as ’potential’, 'willing’ and ’interested’. It seems that all the world’s media are waiting for the
future unfolding of events in order to continue their coverage in the ’right direction’.

The war has been deadlocked for some
time, while last week, Ukraine was forced to withdraw
from the key town of Avdiivka after months of fierce
fighting, marking its worst defeat since the fall of
Bakhmut in May [10].

No serious Western voices want to abandon Kyiv,
but it’s undeniable that fatigue is setting in_as the
bills grow [10].

While the Wests resounding support for Ukraine

The US
remains committed to the NATO alliance, he said, but
