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Abstract. The article deals with the totality of Ukrainian and English zoophrases, the description of their basic features,
having been formed as a result of semantic transformation of the initial word colocation and its acquiring present-day idiomatic
peculiarities of a stable expression.

Structural and semantic methods of describing phrase units that underlie semasiological approach to their description in
the article are based on the following criteria of their definition: speech reproduction in a ready-made shape, the availability of
two and more divisibly formed components, non-modulation of a sign, semantic integrity of a meaning, idiomaticity on the ba-
sis of component reinterpretation of the initial structure. The proposed in the article semasiologica approach is based on phrase
definition as a result of semantic transformation of direct meaning, which was peculiar for the primary word combination and
later the formation of a derivative, realized in different varieties.

An entry in the article consists of four major parts. The first part contains a Ukrainian set-phrase / proverb / saying in
its form. One can find the necessary Ukrainian phrase / proverb / saying in the dictionary entries by its noun, including verbal
nouns and substantivized adjectives, or (if there are no nouns in that title unit) by its first verb, or by its first non-connective
word. The second part of the entry contains a description of the meaning(s) of the Ukrainian phrase / proverb / saying. The third
part comprises English phrases / proverbs / sayings corresponding to the Ukrainian title unit. They are followed by various
kinds of translations of the Ukrainian title unit, and by English antonyms, if any. The fourth part of the entry has illustrative
examples showing the sage of the Ukrainian title unit in speech. The Ukrainian examples are followed by their translations

into English.
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Problem statement. Modern linguistics of now-
adays is aimed at language learning in close connection
with man, his or her thinking, consciousness, attempts
to analyze language facts together with native and for-
eign speakers. At such an approach the study of nation-
al and cultural peculiarities of different languages is of
great interest, as it reflects phenomena, arising from the
comparative research of linguistic units.

The present-day stage of linguistic development
is characterized, besides its other features, with the
increased interest to phraseological investigation in
comparative aspect. There is a sufficient number of
comparative phraseological studies in home linguis-
tics, based on the material of Romance, Germanic and
Slavic languages. However, the attempt to compare
Ukrainian and English phraseology on the abundant
language material has been performed for the first time
in this article. The phrases are examined in it as the
medium of cultural knowledge, through which the in-
terrelation of language and semantics are realized. The
problem, which had been traditionally solved within
the framework of etymological and historical commen-
taries to culturally marked components in lexical and
grammatical structure of phrases, with the development
of idioethnic trend began to be studied as interrelation
of culturally meaningful information and its sign re-
flection, orienting a researcher to study correlation of
language and cultural signs available in different text
and expressing the system of standards, symbols, stere-
otypes of national self-consciousness of any linguocul-
tural community.

A phrase began to be considered as the exponent
of cultural knowledge, through which the interaction of
language and cultural semantics is realized. The cog-
nitive «memory» of a phrase preserves cultural tradi-
tions of human mentality which stipulates functioning
and reproduction of phraseological units as constants
of world vision and «raises» a phrase to the degree of
a cultural sign.

The Analysis of the Previous Phrase Research.
Since the middle of the 60-s last century the possibility
of applying different structural methods to the deserip-
tion of phrases came into being. Among the prominent
being. Among the prominent Ukrainian phraseologists
one can’t help mentioning such figures as Cxpumauk
1970; JleBuenko 2002; Ienucenko 2007; KpacHobOaeBa-
Yopna 2006; Yxaenko 1994; Bemxnnosuda 2018 Ta iH.

Last century is also marked by such European
and English American schools of phrase studies found-
ed Henry Sweet 1900; Mc Mordly 1998, prolonged by
Smith L. Freeze Ch; Chafe U. and others.

The topicality of the propounded article is by
the fact that problems, having been solved within the
framework of etymological and cultural historical
commentaries, began to be studied according to the
interaction of culturally meaningful information and
its sign reflection, orienting a researcher to study the
correlation of language and cultural signs, available
in the texts of different character and expressing the
system of standards, symbols stereotypes of national
and cultural self-couscious ness of any linguocultural
community.
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Nowadays a phrase has become to be treated as
the exponent of cultural knowledge through which an
interaction of language and cultural semantics comes into
being. Therefore the research aim of the article is to the
practical aspect of comparative Ukrainian-English para-
digm in anthropological and cognitive phrase studies.

The object of the article study comprises phrases
with the zoonymic components in Ukrainian and Eng-
lish.

The subject of the research is the comparative
aspect of revealing and description of semantic, linguo-
cultural and cognitive peculiarities of zoosemac phras-
es in the languages under investigation.

Attaining this aim envisages the exicution of the
following basis tasks:

— to investigate the theoretical background of the
research, based on the present-day phraseological con-
ceptions;

—to reveal universal, national and cultural peculi-
arities Ukrainian and English phrases;

— to compare the studied phrases in the
above-mentioned languages;

— to consider national background and cultural
connotation of studied phrases.

The material of the study is the frame of zoo-
phrases, obtained by means of applying the method od
the solid sample from explanatory and parallel phrase-
ological dictionaries, lexicographic, encyclopedic and
reference literature, periodicals, learned and works of
art as well as biblical texts.

Methods of phraseological identification, de-
scription and the analysis of dictionary definitions have
been used in studying the origin and specification of
zoophrasemic meaning.

The methodological basis of the study is a sub-
stantiated approach to the definition of the indissoluble
connection of language and national culture, represent-
ed in the form of a variety of speaking and mental ac-
tivities, covering different spheres of their public and
individual life. Persuasive theoretical views on the na-
ture and functions of phrases taken as the basis have
been set forth in the article.

The scholarly innovation of the article study is
in the fact, that it is the first:

— Ukrainian and English comparative study of zo-
ophrasemics;

— to lay the foundation of the newest approach to
the extensive analysis of zoophrasemic comparativis-
tics;

— to obtain new information about the availabil-
ity of ethnocultural peculiarities two distantly related
languages;

—to describe Ukrainian and English zoophrasem-
ic world models in the languages under investigation;

— to represent functional and semantic originality
of comparative Ukrainian—English zoophrases.

Theoretical significance of the study is defined
by the contribution, which it has made in modern the-
ory and practice of comparative zoophrasemics that
is based on obtaining entirely new data about the for-
mation of ethnocultural specificity of languages under
consideration and initiate their study from the view-
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point of representing phraseological world models.

Practical value of the work is in its being a new
phenomenon of linguistic culturological, linguoconcep-
tological and linguodidactic interpretation, described.
It may be used in the process of further scholarly prob-
lem learning of zoophrases belonging to distantly relat-
ed languages side by side with modern investigations in
the field of comparative linguistics.

The exposition of the basic material. The ge-
neral sense of any situation in the real world receives
different figurative representations in the structure of
phraseological units [Kpmxko 2019]. It means that the
image of the situational vision in the world is not equal
for different peoples. A phrase is an exponent of cultur-
al knowledge, the cognitive «memory» of which fixes
cultural traditions of national mentality determining
function and reproduction of phraseological units as
constants of world vision [Pycaak 2011; Kpuxxko 2019;
[MTomoxun 2020a].

National and cultural phrase specificity comes
into being as a result of the fact that objective reality
in the languages compared is segmented in a different
way [Pomanuenko 2004; Iuma, Pomanuenxo 2005].
The basic cause of different segmentation of objective
reality in languages under study is the situation that
certain objects and phenomena are more important for
one that for the others. The application of the induc-
tive-deductive method, based on the analysis of con-
crete material and further generalization of the units
under study demonstrate, that ways of finding nation-
al-cultural phrase specificity is stipulated by people’s
psychology, originality of the world around perception
by means of different associations, arising in native
speakers in connection with certain social, cultural and
natural phrnomena in their life [Poluzhyn 2020b]

The system of images allotted to the phraseolog-
ical language composition is indissolubly connected
with material, social and spiritual culture of a certain
language community and therefore may witness about
its cultural and national experience and traditions
[[pebentox 2014]. The study of phraseological units
on the material of two language enables revealing both
common and different things stipulated with the pecu-
liarities of the historical development of two nations,
traditions and customs, specificity of national mentali-
ty. The regional ethnography oriented linguistics cna-
blas conducting comparative analysis of Ukrainian and
English phrases from the viewpoint of their vital sig-
nificance and ascertain that the highest communicative
value is inherent in phrases the structural and seman-
tic equivalences of which do not coincide. Just these
phrases differ with their essential national and cultural
peculiarities and are especially difficult for understand-
ing by native speakers.

The knowledge of national and cultural conno-
tations is necessary for full understanding of foreign
belles-lettres, because it is them that the specific way
of people’s life is most vividly expressed. National and
cultural phrase connotation is the result of fact that, be-
sides expressive-emotional elements of meaning, they
contain additional semantic elements stipulated with
historical and social factors in the life of native and for-
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eign speakers.

The revealing of relations between culture and
language on the phrase material is a topical problem of
modern linguistics. The study of figurative phrase mod-
el with the attraction of data belonging to two and more
polytypic languages and the analysis of the results ob-
tained promote penetrating into the mysteries of crea-
tive world adoption by man, extends cur knowledge of
nominative theory, demonstrates greater functional sig-
nificance of phrases and the position they occupy in the
process of communication [Poluzhyn 2020c]. Investi-
gation of phrases against the cultural peculiarities of
national development contributes to a more profound
understanding of the phrase inner form [Illynbxenko
2020; Hlymenok 2023].

All the exposed Ukrainian and English phrases
have formed with participation of the names living be-
ings.
